The W. Edelen Gough House is considered a contributing resource to the Chapitco Historic District, but individually it is
considered not eligible for the National Register of Historic Places. Located on the south side of MD 234 just north of the
intersection with MD 238 the property lies in the southwest corner of the Chaptico Historic District. The structure is oriented to
the west with the rear of the property visible from MD 234,

The house is a two story, American four-square with a gable dormer window on the west fagade. A shed roof porch addition
runs the full length of the main elevation and is clad with a type of construction sheathing/paper that obsures the entry and
details. Paired 6/1 double hung sash windows can be seen from the upper story. The rear of the property that faces MD 234 is
dominated by a two story addition with an upper story porch and an enclosed portion underneath. A detached prymidal roof
garage is also located on the property.

The property is considered not eligible for the National Register of Historic Places under Criterion A as it is not associated with
signficant historical events. While it is associated and contributes to the significance of the Chaptico Historic District, as an
individual resource it does not convey the importance of the Chaptico community in the settlement and development of St.

The W. Edelen Gough House is located on a slight rise on the east side of the
Chaptico Hurry Road in the village of Chaptico. While the front facade of the house
faces west towards the Chaptico Hurry Road and the Chaptico Run, the rear of the
house is bounded by Maryland Route 234. To the south of the house is the vacant
Tavern Lot and the Chaptico Post Office. This house is located at the northern edge of
the village. One outbuilding and a gazebo stand on the property

Constructed in the mid-1920s, the Gough House is a two-bay, two-and-a-half
story structure supported by a cinderblock foundation. The house has a partial
basement. The exterior is sheathed with aluminum siding and the hipped roof is
covered with metal shingles.

The first floor of the west (main) elevation of the house is obscured by a one-
story porch. This porch wraps around to the east side of the building where it creates a
car port. The porch is supported by cinderblock piers surmounted by tapering, square
wood piers which support the roof. The porch roof is finished with a heavy cyma curve
molding and the roofline is broken by a central gable. The roof is sheathed with
corrugated metal. The first floor of the house is lit by a bank of three nine-over-one
sash windows with wide, plain surrounds and louvered shutters. The entrance door is
a twelve-light-over-one panel door with four-light sidelights and a wide, flat surround.
The second floor is lit by two pairs of six-over-one sash windows with wide, flat
surrounds and louvered shutters. The upper half story of the house consists of a gable
roof dormer with cornice returns. The dormer is lit by three nine-over-one sash
windows with wide, flat surrounds. A metal eagle is tacked to the dormer’s eave and a
decorative wrought metal and glass lightning rod stands at the apex of the dormer’s
roof.

The door is flanked on either side by one nine-over-one sash window with wide
surrounds.

The east elevation of the main block is lit by one nine-over-one sash window
with wide surrounds on the first and second floors. The east end of the wing is blind.
An interior brick chimney pierces the east roof slope of this wing.

The north elevation is pierced by a central twelve-light-over-one-panel entrance
door with wide surrounds.
