The Engel House on Buckingham Road is a two-part dwelling, 

both three bays long and two bays deep. The East Section is 

two stories and attic and the west section is one-and-a-half 

stories. The structure is built on a brick foundation amd is 

now covered with asbestos siding. All windows have six over 

six sash and narrow beaded frames. Entrance is located on 

the westernmost bay of the east portion and is covered by a 

plain hood. The brick chimneys have been replaced by small con­

crete block chimneys at the east gable and in center of wing, 

- South of the dwelling is a small brick outbuilding with 

wide overhanging eaves.
