Cherrystone is a large frame house sitting on a knoll in a large lot in 
Snow Hill. It is three bays wide and three bays deep with a three-bay hyphen 
and a three-bay kitchen wing, both of which are one story. 

The main portion has beaded clapboard above a brick basement. There is 
a one-story screened porch with doric columns and balustrades above. The en­
trance is located on the east side of the facade and has a fanlight and 
paneled door. The sash have nine over six panes on first story and six over 
six on second and in attic. The cornice has shaped modillions and swags of 
drill holes between. The "A" roof is covered with wood shingles. 

Three "A" roof dormers pierce the roof, apparently an afterthought. On 
the west gable is a huge chimney, narrow but deep and tall. It has a cap 
over the flues so the rain will not enter. The smoke then leaves the flues 
from either side. A small brick cellar entrance is beneath the south window 
of the west gable. Both the hyphen and wing have central doors with upper 
part glazed, six over six windows and beaded clapboard. The roof of the 
hyphen is lower and less steep than the kitchen. There is a fireplace and 
chimney on west gable of kitchen, located outside the structure.
