Based on the available information, the Bickle Road Bridge does not meet the National
Register criteria for individual listing. The three panel pony truss bridge was constructed
~before 1900 by the Pittsburgh Bridge Company. The small pony truss was once an extremely
yimon bridge type used for small crossings from the Tate 19th century through the first
decades of the 20th and is becoming increasingly rare due to bridge replacement programs.
However this bridge is not a good representative of the type as the deck system was encased
in concrete and concrete piers were added at the panel points. It is not known when this
work was completed. SHA records indicate that the bridge was "reconstructed” in 1925. The
bridge is not located in any known historic district.
