This seven story high commercial building is built of red brick 
laid in running bond. It is five bays wide and seven bays deep. 

Basement windows are set in brick base with segmental arched 
brick lintels and wrought iron grills. Granite steps at the sec­
ond and fourth bays from the left on the front of the building 
give access to the first floor entrances. Entranceways contain 
double wood and glass doors with high transoms. Double show 
windows of two lights each fill each of the remaining three bays 
above a stone belt course. Iron lintels adorned with iron ro­
settes rest on the piers above the windows, and a metal cornice 
with a row of dentils runs at the second floor level. 

The second bay from the left is narrower than all the others. 
In the second through seventh floors, a single window opening is 
positioned in this bay.

Since 1896 the "Classic Building" at l0-14 S. Eutaw, corner of 
Redwood, has been a location of major importance to Baltimore's nee­
dles trade. Built by developers Joseph Cone § Henry Jones for Henry 
Sonneborn § Company, the second largest employer in the city, its 
second occupant was L. Grief and Brother, another major clothing man­
ufacturer- -the original builders having relocated at the N.W. corner 
of Paca § Pratt Sts. 

Historical Significance 

Both Sonneborn and Grief are examples of German immigrants who 
built a small trade into a major industry during and after the Civil 
War. These people, and other successful immigrants served as exam­
ples for the thousands of people who arrived in Baltimore in search 
of a new life with security and prosperity. 

Henry Sonneborn built a small wholesale clothing establishment 
into the world's largest men's clothes factory in only 50 years. 
He was a prominent member of the German American community in Balti­
more and his factory in the Classic Building occupied the site that 
was the location of the Concordia Opera House, which was the cultural 
center of the German community between 1865 and 1893. 

Henry Sonneborn § Co. left Eutaw St. for more spacious facilities 
after only ten years. In January, 1917, L. Grief § Brothers took over 
the Classic Building and continued at the location until they built 
new facilities in suburban Homeland in 1925. Grief was one of the 
best known Baltimore clothing Manufacturers. They distributed their 
men's suits nationwide under the name of "Griffon Clothes" and were 
one of the first clothing manufacturers in Baltimore to consolidate 
operations in one large building. 

L. Grief § Brother was founded by Levi Grief who migrated from 

C
Germany in 1851, aged 14. Like many immigrants he came to Baltimore 
because another relative had already established himself in the city. 
Again like many immigrants, Grief left the city when he accepted a

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managerial position with a retail branch store in West Virginia. By 
1859, after several years of hard work, he returned to Baltimore and 
opened a small store on South Broadway. At that time he sent for his 
parents and younger brother, Max, and proceeded to assimilate them 
into American society. 

His business, selling furnishings and overalls, flourished. He 
realized that he could make the overalls more cheaply than he could 
buy them and soon the overall business completely took over. The com­
pany grew rapidly and occupied locations throughout the city. The de­
mand for their products grew as well and seven or eight travelling 
salesmen expanded their market to the South, West and North. 

In 1903 they began to use the Griffon name on their products; 
and as they became more well known they moved into several buildings 
in the loft district--107 W. Baltimore Street (destroyed in the Balti­
more fire of 1904) and a building at the N. W. corner of Paca and Lom­
bard. After the 1907 move to 10-14 S. Eutaw they still needed more 
space and took over the adjacent building and rented space at the N. E 
corner of Paca and Lombard. 

By the early 1920's, after expansion due to the war and refitting 
hundreds of veterans, the downtown space became hopelessly inadequate 
even though they now operated out of three buildings. L. Grief § Bro. 
moved to Homeland c. 1925 and continues to operate from there as well 
as from smaller plants in several states. The company was bought by 
Genesco in 1959. 

After Grief left 10-14 S. Eutaw Hood Rubber, a rubber overshoes 
company, used the building, followed in the 1930's by Strauss-Bier, 
manufacturers of ladies' blouses. Since the 1950's the Classic Uni­
form Corporation has owned the premises and continues to make uniforms 
there today.
