OPPORTUNITY FOR PUBLIC COMMENT

In accordance with Executive Order 01.01.2003.20 Implementation of the Regulatory Review Act and §§ 10-130 through 10-139, State Government Article, the State Archives is currently reviewing and evaluating the following chapters of Subtitle 18 of Title 14 of the Code of Maryland Regulations:

14.18.01 - Certificates of Reservation and Land Patents 

14.18.02 - Records Retention and Disposition Schedules 

14.18.03 - Local Archives 

14.18.04 - Electronic Records 

14.18.05 - Archival Standards for Records on Microfilm

The purpose of the review and evaluation is to determine whether existing regulations continue to accomplish the purposes for which they were adopted, clarify ambiguous or unclear language, and repeal any obsolete or duplicative provisions.  Pursuant to its work plan, the State Archives will evaluate the need to retain, amend, or repeal the regulations based on whether the regulations are:

· still necessary to the public interest;

· drafted in a clear and understandable manner;

· still supported by statutory authority and judicial opinions and consistent with federal regulations and other State regulations;

· still effective in accomplishing the intended purpose of the regulation;

· obsolete, duplicative, or otherwise appropriate for amendment or repeal.


The State Archives would like to provide interested parties with an opportunity to participate in the review and evaluation process by submitting comments on the regulations.  The comments may address any concerns about the regulations.  If the comments included suggested changes to the regulations, please be as specific as possible and provide language for the suggested changes.



The State Archives is also proposing two new regulations: Archival Standards for Scanning Records and Electronic State Publications.   Your comments and suggestions concerning these proposed regulations are also welcomed.

Comments and suggestions must be received by December 15, 2006.
