Clarksville, Texas.—Now yoa see I
am in Texas again, and if I were not
here 1 wculd be in some other part of
the counsry, and [ will be in auother
part of the country now defore you can
even get to read this letter, so yeu will
have to wait until I am ready to tell
you what I have to say this week. Be-
fore I say any more I must tell you that
I am mueh better and I think that ere
you read this letter I §ill be well once
once-more. I tell you it is a hard thing
to be walking arouzrd with one foot on
the ground and the other in tne grave.

Last week 1 was really too sick to
write to you, and I am not going to say
muoch this week. There are some folks
who get around over a country like this
and their heads swell so big that they
can’t speak to a fellow, and Prof. Work
I am eoiry to say, belongs to that class,
but that is his business and none of
mine. An old fool like e has no right
to attempt to outline the policy to be
pursued by an educated man. He i3
educated up to his head, yes so well ed-
ucated that he looks education out of
his eyes. He walks education, and only
wants to mingle with the mﬁ" high-
toned, educated people. He is perfect~
ly right. | Just to think of it too, he has
been all over this country with singers,
and now he is to be real live professor in
Fisk University. What,a man like that
speaking to common people? think
ncot and if he shonld he i unworthy to
teach down there with all them white
folks. You go on Prof. Work and don't
mingle with common people. This is
my adviee to you.

I was really touv sick last week to have
anything to say to you about the Na-
tinnal Negro Business .League which
met in Naahvﬂle while I was there, and
since I have improved' 1 suppose it will
fall my lot to bave my say this week,
and when I get through I will be thra
indeed. It will take me a few minutes
though to tell you about the Leagne.
