There was
no warming of the disaster and the 14
persons who were sleeping in the vari-
ous apariments were caught 1n the

crushed structure. Eight of them were
killed.

Geoeral Nogi's Forces Occupy the North

The Japanese are closing in for what
promises to be the final attack upon
the fortress at Port Arthur. Sunday
they fired a big mine under the north
fort of East Kekewan Mountain, and
soon afterward occupied it with a large
force, after a terrific infantry charge.

Before the close
of the current fiscal vear the sum will
have become quite that amount. In-
cluding the older craft now in the serv-
ice and provided for before 1883, it 1s
already a billion-dollar weapon of na-
tional defense.
