honor of its esteemed pastor, the Rev.
Willlam P. Lawrence, Ph. D., was in
every way commensurate with the
high character of the man and the
services which he is rendering the peo-

- ple of his church and the community.

Dr. Lawrence accepted the call of
the Union Baptist church three years
and a balf ago. He was then pastor-
ing in Elizabeth, where for six years
he had met with marked success.
