between 1639-—when the first men-
tion is found of Negro conyicts,
sentenced to South River to serve .

The character of slavery in Penn- !
sylvania was in some respects .
unique It was in early days, more
or less forced upon the State by,
England. At least an act of As-
sembly of 1712, to prevent impor-
tation by charging 20 pounds duty,
England,
who resented such independent
action and refused to thus inter-
fer with the African Company’s
trade. While there was a strong
silent movement against the tratfic
and few Pennsylvanians were large
slave owners-—the Germans had no
slaves—merchants of Philadelphia
made the importation of Negroes
a regular part of their business
,and in the beginning of the 18th
century they became a noticeable
factor in the life of the colony. It
was only in 1750 that importation
ceased. The importation was mainly
the
Southern colonies, as it was found
that Africans could not stand the
climate of Pennsylvania, and it
was deemed best to deal with the
!second generation, which was ac-
climated. In 1773 was passed the
last act to limit the importation
The anti-slavery
movement had gathered strength.
Quaker influence dominated the|
Assembly, and the Revoluticnary
War put an end to the practice.
Shortly after 1780 the State did
what England would never _have
permitted -and prohibited the im-
portation of slaves.

It was was only in 1700 that a
 statute was passed regarding slav-
ery. While a white man stealing
his master’s goods was made to re-
turn the value by additonal servi-
tude at the end of his term, -the |
black man was whipped severely in
the public place of the township.
But slavery was not created by
statutory enactment, and its most
incidents, therefore,
were not alluded to in legal enact-
ments, asthe$ were in Virginia, for

instance.
