sage of citizens on the street, or
on the charge of disorderly con-
Juct on the streets. From the
actions of a nummber of whom we
have seen, the latter charge woyld
not be hard to prove. |

Once let these people see that
the police are in earnest in try-
ing to break up this disorder and
it will not belong before they will
learn to stand on the pavement
and see the bands go by without mak
ing an effort to follow them.
