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dition of every school.

The guestion subtmitted to me is undoubtedly a close one,
inavolving, as it doed, nice principles of a statutory conetruction, but
on the whols, for reasons toat T hope 1 have made clear, ] deem the con-
clusions themselves tc be sound.

Fiaally, 7 will cbserve that under the terms of Section 89
of the City Charter, an ordinance could, of course , be passed by the

ings by some other municipal official than the Tnspector of Bullaings.
