Female coach makes good

The late Dr. Martin
Luther King Jr. gave a ser-
mon once, the subject of
which was greatness; telling
of how disciples, James and
John had requested of the
Lord to place one of them on

the left and right hands of

His throne.

Dr. King went on to say
that Jesus answered them
by saying that He could not
give them greatness. True
greatness comes not by
favoritism, but rather by fit-
ness. He who is great among
you shall be your servant.
By the use of this definition,
Miss Loren A. Cook is truly
outstanding.

While there have been
many who have graduated
and gone on to teach in
college, few have done it in
Such a short time as Miss
Cook. Since graduating from
the District of Columbia
Teachers College in 1976 —
since consolidated into the
University of the District of
Columbia — with a bachelor
of science degree in physical

education, Miss Cook has
gone on to teach physical

education at her alma
mater.

Since having become a
faculty member of the new
University of the District of
Columbia, she has been
named assistant coach for
the women’s volleyball and
basketball teams.

While a student of the
Teachers College, Miss Cook
was always willing to serve
in athletic events and
physical education activities
— as statistician to the
men’s basketball team,
president of the Gyros’ Club
(for physical education
majors and minors), and
Student director of in-
tramurals.

Her services, while a
student, won the praise and
accolades of not only the
students when the Student
Government Association
recognized her for ’Outstan-
ding Service’’ and when her

graduating class named her
an ““Outstanding Senior,”’

but also the faculty of the

Division of Health and
Physical Education when it
named her, ““Outstanding
Major.”

Although she was actively
involved, she did not neglect
her studies, for she was
named to the Dean’s List.

At the age of 25, and the
second of four children of
Mr. and Mrs. Julius Cook,
the recognition of the value
of education runs through
her family. Her parents and
older brother, Dwayne were
educated at Howard Univer-
Sity. Presently, Miss Cook is
studying for her master’s
degree from Howard.

The unexpected call, from
Dr. Samuel E. Barnes,
chairman of the Division of
Health and Physical
Education, to teach on the
college level, and more sig-
nificantly, at her Alma
Mater, came as a “complete
surprise,’’ she says.

Strikingly beautiful and
standing five-foot seven in-
ches; Miss Cook is still
unable to believe that all
that has happened to her
thus far, has. A colleague
and former instructor of
Miss Cook, Mrs. Andre’
Davis, assistant professor of
education and psychology,
says, “"Loren always im-
pressed me, she was
organized, prepared, wrote
well and possessed . all the
social graces.’’

Dr. Wendell P. Russell,
former president of the
District of Columbia
Teachers College and
Federal City College, states
that, ’She knows how to deal
with people.

This view of Miss Cook is
shared by many, for at the
All-College Sports Banquet

of the Teachers College, held
in April, she received honors
from the College
Cheerleaders, Men’s and
Women’s Volleyball Teams,
along with being presented a
""Distinguished Service
Citation’’ by the College and
the University of the District
of Columbia board of
trustees — an award
previously never given.

Scott and Plessy v Ferguson
Differences in the areas of
employment, education, and
other facets of life will again
be legalized to the detriment
of the majority of American
people and the benefit of the
ruling few.

The American people

must respond by focusing on
three immediate demands:

1. That the Bakke decision
be overturned.

2. That special admissions
and other essential services
for minority students be
maintained, implemented,
and expanded.

3. That affirmative action
programs in employment be
maintained, implemented,
and expanded.

In fact, however, Allan
Bakke had been denied ad-
mission to thirteen other
medical schools and would
not have gained admission
to Davis even if the 16 of 100
seats had not been reserved
for economically and
educationally disadvantaged
candidates. |

Regardless of this, the
university’s affirmative ac-
tion program was cited as
the cause of the denial of ad-
missions to Mr. Bakke.
when the highest court of
California ruled in Bakke’s
favor, the case was appealed
10 the Supreme Court of the
United States. The Bakke
case permits us to look at
the realities of life in the
United States in its larger
social and economic context.

implications Of Bakke

Bakke, in its most general
sense, represents a
resurgence of overt in-
stitutional racism and white
male sexism in America.
Such catchwords as quotas
and reverse discrimination,
are giant smokescreens for a
continuation of exploitation
and domination by the ruling
few.

The questions that require
an answer are what are the

-

sources of Bakke, the forces
he represents, and how will
America be affected by the
outcome of this decision.

It should be clear that
Bakke symbolizes a more
general attack on the rights
of the majority of American
people. To understand
Bakke, this phenomena
must be comprehended. The
context in which this attack
IS becoming more evident is
one absent of mass
organization and struggle
that was characteristic of
the Sixties, and a general
economic depression. Such
contentions that are made
Dy Bakke would only be
POSSible when these con-
ditions exist.

A decade after the antiwar
movement, civil rights
struggles and fights for af-
firmative action.
progressives are in eclipse.
Bakke represents a new ac-
tivist campaign. Leading the
campaign are such
spokespersons for the ruling
class as Jessie Helms, U.S.
Senator; Dorothy Wald-
vogel, housewife; Ronald
Reagan, and Larry
McDonald, U.S. House of
Representatives.

Their cry may be based on
anti-abortion, anti-

homosexual, anti-equal

rights amendment, anti-
liberal democrat, pro-
nuclear family, or anti-
quotas, but their plan is to
rationalize sexism, racism,
and an irrational economic
system. Allan Bakke is sim-
ply a manifestation of this
more general process.

The majority of the
American peoples
(minorities and women)
must be educated to the fact
that this is a frontal attack
on their living standards
primarily in the areas of
education, employment and
housing. AS usual, such at-
tacks are justified in con-
stitutional terms.
