As a result of the failure
to produce an accounting
of the church receipts and
disbursements, a number
of trustees did on Feb. 11,
1978 formally request the
minister to cooperate with
the trustees in producing
additional financial in-
formation.

Despite the petition
dated Feb. 11, the trustees
have not received suf-
ficient information
concerning church
finances to permit them to
carry out their proper
function and the trustees
believe that the church
finances were improperly
handled by the minister.
and chairmen of the
deacon and trustee
boards, according to court
records.

Records filed in Circuit
Court state that the board
of trustees are the owners
of the church property
and are charged with the
duty of the
property and inheritance

‘‘Despite repeated
requests, the trustees
have received no further
breakdown on the
proposed  expenditures
and they are unable to act
on the budget as
pr’t]:'gaed.“ records state.

e trustees’ attorney
also states in the court
record that the plaintiffs
are asking the court for
the present finances of the
church and for past
receipts and disbur-
sements for a period of

not less than six vears.
Conrad told the AFRO,

“There are no allegations

of any wrong doing. The
only allegation is that the
trustees have not been
given information
necessary to ascertain
whether or not the money
is being spent pmperlg.“

“A lot of these churches
just don't have a business-
like way of accountil;? for
their money. Many of the
churches have been run
by the minister and are
dealing with an awful lot
of money,”' said an at-
lorney.

Again, the Morning Star
case is symptomatic of
new Kkinds of power
struggles developing in
many black churches,
particularly Baptist
churches where the
minister's absclute
authority over fiscal and
spiritual matters is being
challenged by younger
members, - who . have
become officials of such
churches.
