obstacles all his life,’”’ beginning
in his student days at Cornell.

He took with him to that job a
belief that economic parity for
black people could be had through

sound education and training, and

The list of jobs, all with their
own ‘‘surprises,”” as Holland
says, goes on. Those who know
him best say that it is his ver-
satllity that has always impressed
them most.

When he was a Cornell student,
an All-America tight-end,
everybody expected him to join
the ranks of the professionals and
be known for the rest of his life as
football star ‘“Brud’’ Holland.

When he took a rurn to the left,
however, after graduation, by
going to graduate school and
taking up education, everybody
was surprised. And when he
began working with the Red Cross
and finally became an ambassador
to Sweden, everybody was sur-
prised again.

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anywhere from 20 to 40 parts
water to one part of ‘‘a good
quality bath o ... with an
emulsifier in it so the oil goes well
into the water. Shake it up into a
good mix because it will separate.

‘““Just spray the mist over your
dog and run your hands through
the hair coat a couple of times.
The coat will take on water and it
will soften and gleam . . . static

electricity can’'t accumulate

because of that.”

He recommends using the
treatment up to twice a day in the
coldest part of the winter in all but
the country’'s most temperate
cimes.

He suggests using the same
"“mister’’ — containing only water
— to spray lightly over upholstery
and carpeting to make cleaning up
the static-charged hairs easier.

“Of course,’”” he says, ‘‘you can
help make static-charge less of a
problem by increasing humidity
with a humidiﬁet."
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
