Milions of Zambidns have
found that they wil have to adjust
to the ‘‘new maize’’ which is
being shipped in from the United
States and by the United Nations
in the wake of nation-wide corn
shortages this year that grips most
of Zambia. The crisis resuks from
two years of recurring drought
and delays in the 1979 shipments

of fertlizers due to transport
problems.

The corn shortage is only one
indication that Zambia has
become ‘‘a nation of shortages’’ in
the aftermath of the Zimbabwe
Civi War. Zambia united with
neighboring Tanzania,
Mozambique, Angola and Bot-
swana to support guerrilla forces
who fought successfully for seven
years to topple the former white
government of Rhodesia. Zim-
babwe celebrated its in-
dependence in April after a peace
treaty was negotiated under
British sponsorship.

Like most of the Southern -
African countries, Zambia en-
thusiastically celebrated the
clection of Prime Minister Robert
Mugabe, (Zmbabwe’s first black
leader). Zambia had provided

Zam_bia Comes Back

It isn’t over yet. Zambia has been in the middle of
the various struggles for independence in its part
of Africa.

opponent, Joshua Nkomo's
guerrilla forces during the war.
Zambia also housed some 60,000

system.

When the war ended, Zambia
had high hopes of getting its own
economic house in order. But
nearly six months lter,
country is stil grappling with
shortages and . transportation

headaches. Zambia’s landlocked

position, wedged between ecight
different countries,

cb sed the route to Mozambique in
1973 and civi strife denied second
the second transport route in
1975. That left Zambia solely
dependent._on the Tanzania
(Tanzam) route as its only reliable

way to move its exports to the sea
and -to-bring inviral supplies of
food, fertlizer, petroleum and
other items.

Zambia's economy depends
heavily on the export of copper,
cobalt, zinc and other minerals
and upon in-coming shipments of
food, laundry soap, sugar, salt
and mechanical spare parts for its
mmmng, trucking and railway
operations.

The maize crisis provided a
stern test to the government to see -
how quickly it could revitakze the
transportation system. Corn is in
short supply largely because the
large commercial farms which are
operated by expatriates failed to
produce.

These farmers, many of them
white, account for about 30
percent of the country’s grain
production each year. Low market

prices and delays in receiving
fertilizer shipments led to their’

inefficiency. The results is tha
Zambia faces a corn production
deficit of over 200,000 tons this
year.

Shortages of food and consumer
goods are more keenly fek in the
copper belt; the principal metal
producing area of Zambia which
consists of 1.2 million people, the
populous central region, the
remote northern province of
luapula and in Lusaka, the
capital.

Zambia s somewhat of an
enigma in Africa. Some 45 percent
of its people live in the towns and
cikties making it one of the most
urbanized nations in Africa.
Consequently, the government is
under considerable pressure to
keep these areas supplied. The
lack of a farming tradition makes
& difficule.

But Zambia has been spared the
disastrous effects of the famine
currently sweeping Africa largely
because of advanced warning by
the government which last year
entered into long-term credit
agreements with the United States
and other foreign donors o
finance emergency food ship-
ments.

As a resuk, the United States is
providing some 93,000 metric tons
of corn and wheat and Zambia has
purchased an addiional 100,000
metric tons from other sources.
