The city in which she now
makes her home is beautiful, if
not different from Baltimere.
Frankfurt is the site of the
Guttenburg Museum, carnivals,
a Mardi Gras and the famous
German Rhine wines and beers.

Betty Dorsey may not be a
household name, but apparently
those who know of her, ap-
preciate her talents. She has
garnered her fair share of
awards here and abroad.

In 1967, Ms. Dorsey was voted
“Best Entertainer of the Year”
in Maryland. Five years later,
she represented the United
States in the international song
festival, ‘“The Golden Orpheus.”

She also has been awarded
“The International Radio and

TV” prize and is the recipient of
“The Daughters of the American

Revolution Award for Citizen-
IMD."
