Dr. Herbert M. Frisby, a science
teacher at Douglass High School for 30
years, who was a World War: Il cor-
respondent for the AFRO-AMERICAN
Newspapers in Baltimore spent almost
43 years gaining recognition for Mat-
thew Henson as co-discoverer of the
North Pole with Admiral Robert E.
Peary’'s seventh expedition to discover
the North Pole.

From his Igloo on Bateman Avenue in
Baltimore, he was responsible for
recognition of Henson by Presidents
Trumon and Eisenhower and was
responsible for a Memorial in the
Maryland State House.

Dr. Frisby made 21 trips north of The
Artic Circle and was the second black to
reach the North Pole. He died July 19,
1983 at the age of 97.

Dr. Frisby presented the comera us-
ed by Matt Henson to record scenes at

the North Pole to Morgan State Univer-

sity on behalf of Mrs. Henson as a
memorial to her late husband.

When you view the CBS-TV special
“Cook and Peary: The Race to the Pole”

on Dec. 13 you can be assured that Dr.
Frisby is sending protests from heaven.

History books have always credited
Admiral Peary with being the first man
at the North Pole, but Dr. Frisby as a
friend of Matt Henson learned first-hand
and later it was confirmed that Peary
sent Henson ahead of the party with in-
struments fo make the last of calcula-
tions and observations.

Floyd Miller wrote a book “Ahdoolo!”
which was published in Readers Digest,
February, 1963 which told the true story
of Matt Henson's march to the North
Pole with Peary.

'in writing the book and secured infor-

mation on Henson's friends and was
given access to Dr. Frisby's extensive
files and writing.

After the book was published Dr.
Frisby complained that Miller failed to
give credit for the facts he obtained...
“not even a footnote”.

Dr. Carl Murphy wrote him “There is
an old saw to the effect that any publici-
ty given a great cause is helpful, even
though it may be incomplete. Mr. Miller
failed to give you credit as Henson's
greatest champion. However, your
place in history is secure.”

As you watch the TV show remember
a little known fact that on Jan. 19, 1910
the University of Copenhagen revealed
that Dr. Cook fumished no proof what-
soever that he reached the North Pole.

And remember that while Admiral
Peary paid for the expedition he was not
the first man to set foot on the North
Pole... it was Matthew Henson.

Thad Martin's article on Matt Henson
in Ebony also fails to give credit to Dr.
Frisby, - the AFRO-AMERICAN

Newspapers published Dr. Frisby's

research in a Newspaper In the
Classroom as a teaching tool in 1975.

Samm-Art Willioms, who graduated
from Morgan State University is quoted
in press releases as saying “Henson was
a master sled driver, builder and friend
of the Eskimos. There isn't much in the
history books about him from a
historical standpoint, so this special will
do a lot to teach kids".

This CBS special will do a lot to con-
fuse people and should send parents to
seek out supplemental black reading for
their children.

Baltimore school children are aware
of Matt Henson thru Dr. Frisby over 40
years. It's like the Scottsboro special
with emphasis on the judge and not the
innocence of the boys... or the special
about Little Rock school integration
which focused on the white teacher and
left out Daisy Bates.
