Length of Engagement

There is no set answer. This question
can best be settled by you and your
fiance. If statistics are of any help, it
seems that the most successful mar-
riages are those with engagement
periods of about six months. The engage-
ment period ought to be a time of the
greatest happiness. However, if the
bridal pair finds that they cannot agree
on plans for their future life, and only
fighting results, the couple may decide
not to marry.

Although it isn’'t easy to break an
engagement, it is easier than an unhap-
py marriage or a marriage that ends in
givorkceﬁ Once a couple has decided to

reak their engagement, people should
be iold in the same order as in announc-
inf the engagement. Parents should be
told first.
Public Announcement

As soon as the word is out to family
and friends, a newspaper announcement
should be prepared. Smaller

newspapers are more apt Lo give space
to both an engagement announceinent
and wedding story.

Each publication has its own rule- fer
submission, but basically a newspaper
will want a clear black and white photo
of the bride for an engagement and a

icture of the bride in her bridal gown
or wedding coverage. Some
newspapers prefer a photo of the couple
for the wedding story. '

Wedding forms to be filled oul by the
couple with specific information on the
bride, groom, parents, etc. are usually
available from the society editor of the
publication.

Deadlines for submission vary with
each newspaper, with some accepling
the story up to two or three weeks aller
the event and others insisting that the
story be submitted no later than two or
three weeks before the ceremony.
