On The Cover....

On the cover this week are two

chicken or spareribs, | either
cook them mysel’ or | get in my
care and drive down to Dotson's
in Glen Burnie— the ploce where
they still cook barbeque the old
fashioned way, seven days a
week, all yeor long.

As for as I'm concerned, you
can take all of your ribs that have
been cooked in a rotisserie, elec-
trocuted or baked in the oven at

some greasy spoon ond stuff

them, bone by bone, right back
into the pig they come from. |
want my ribs cooked slowly over
hardwood or hardwood charcoal
until the meat has been
saturated with o smooky taste
aond each tender morsel is virtual-
ly falling off the bone.

To get to Dotson’s, you drive
down Ritchie Highway and then
go to 7317 Furnace Branch Road
for about 1'% miles until you

dancing over the searing flames
is enough to make you want to
jump over the counter and start
eating right away.

But you will have to. wait your
turn because there is always a
line at Dotson’s where people of
every race, creed ond color come
for miles around 1o get their
share of old fashioned barbeque.
While you are waiting, time fo
observe how the masters work
out on the grill, baisting the
scrumptious vionds of meat with
a secret blend of spices aond
herbs and keeping the ribs moist
so that they will be extra tender
when they come off the grill.

Jomes McCallum, the pro-
prietor of the barbeque joint port
of Dotson's says he learned the
secrets of barbequing as a child
from his father and grandfather

her parents Elizabeth and Charles Roundtree.

James truly knows what he is
talking about when he says he
knows how to “work” a grill and
the legions of fans who travel to
Dotson’'s every day are living
testimonials to the fact that the
man has a Black Belt in barbequ-
ing. Over the past few years,
Dotson's popularity has escalated
so greatly that Jomes has had o
open up a carryout across the

street on Furnace Branch Road to
cut down on the size of the lines.

Open seven days
a week from around 10:00 a.m.

until 2 o'clock in the morning.
Dotson’'s Tavern is the perfect
place to cool off your taste buds

warmth. We're all one big hoppy
family here with James down on
the grill and me up here making
sure the customers are satisfied
with their drinks and everything.

With this being Labor Day
weekend, | advise that you head
for Dotson’s as soon as possible
because the barbequed spare
ribs and chicken will be selling as
fast as they come off the grill. But
don't forget that you can by Dot-
son's ribs all year long now that
James is selling them in stereo
from both sides of Furnace
Bronch Road. to think of it,
why don’t you consider buying
me o slab of ribs or two for
Christmas this year,
