Records fall during the Day of the Quarterback

Something must have been in the air
Oct. 26 for black-college quarterbacks.

North Carolina A&T’s Alan Hooker
had the most efficient day, completing
22 of 27 passes for 357 yards and four
touchdowns in the Aggies’ 40-14 win
over Howard University. It was A&T’s
fourth straight victory after an 0-4
start.

The big day allowed the sophomore
to establish a school single-season
touchdown record with 18. Ellsworth
Turner (1977) and Stan Jacobs (1969)
shared the old standard of 15.

The Liberty, N.C., product had his
sights set on Turner’s single-season
record of 2,046 yards, established in
1976. Hooker ran his total to 1,483
yards and he needed to average 188
yards in his last three games (against
Bethune-Cookman, arch-rival North
Carolina Central and Mississippi
Valley State) to equal Turner’s mark.

North Carolina Central’s Earl
“Air”’ Harvey broke Gerald Fraylon's
school single-game mark for yardage
with a 389-yard effort in a 41-40 loss to
Elizabeth City State. The freshman
tied Fraylon’s NCCU record for com-
pletions with 26.

He nearly pulled out the victory, but
a two-point conversion pass to Ter-
rence McNeill with 28 seconds left was
ruled incomplete. McNeill caught the
pass, but an official ruled the tight end
had taken one step out of bounds, then
returned to the playing field to make
the reception. It was hard to see that on
game films, according to Coach Heary
Lattimore.

Harvey, working out of Lattimore’s
no-huddle offense, finished with a
ClAA-record 71 offensive plays. He
also became only the second CIAA QB
to surpass the 2,000-yard mark in a
season. The only other was Liv-
ingstone’s Alfred Tyler, who totaled
2,460 in 1960.

Harvey and Hooker locked horns
Nov. 16 at Aggie Stadium in
Greensboro, N.C. Although Hooker
suffered a shoulder bruise in the
Bethune-Cookman game Nov. 2, the
Aggies had a week off to get ready for
the Eagles. So Hooker was listed as the
starter for the NCCU game.

Harvey's teammate, Robert Clark,
caught a school-record 13 passes
against ECSU for a CIAA-record 285
yards and moved within 18 yards of the
CIAA career receiving yardage record.
The junior from Marshall Walker High
School in Richmond, Va., has 2,655
yvards. St. Paul’'s James Woodson
(1974-76) holds the record of 2,673.
(Clark’s is an amazing story, since he

lost the tips of two fingers in a shop-
class accident in high school.) The
NCCU junior broke Woodson's career
record two weeks later.

But the best day of all came from --
you guessed it -- Mississippi Valley's
Willie Totten. The senior completed 32
of 47 passes for 446 yards and eight
touchdowns in the Delta Devils’ 59-40
win over Texas Southern. MVSU need-
ed Totten’s big game because Tiger
quarterback Johnny Cole completed 33

of 65 passes for 396 yards and six
touchdowns.

A fourth quarterback, Alcorn
State’s Richard Myles, also had a
noteworthy day. Myles completed 22
of 39 for 300 yards, becoming the
Braves' all-time yardage leader with
4.547. He surpassed Marvin Weeks,
who played the late "60s.

Howard Volleyball

Howard University captured its third
consecutive Mid-Eastern Athletic Con-
ference women'’s volleyball champion-
ship Nov. 2 at North Carolina A&T.

The Bison didn't lose a game and
had only one extended game. HU
defeated North Carolina A&T 15-11,
15-8 in the first round round, Morgan
State 15-1, 15-10 in the second and
A&T 17-15, 15-10.

Bison Coach Cynthia Debnam was
named the MEAC’s Outstanding
Coach, while hitter Jennifer Williams
of runner-up A&T was the tourna-
ment’s Most Valuable Player.
Members of the all-tournament team
included Williams, Howard’s Karen
Bennett and Kristina McCullum,
Morgan State’s Romona Riley, South
Carolina State’ Tonya Burton and

Maryland-Eastern Shore’s Freda Har-
rs.
That same weekend, Delaware
State’s men and women won their se-
cond straight cross country titles. The
DelState men collected 29 points,
followed by South Carolina State with
67, UMES 76, Howard 94, A&T 98
and Bethune-Cookman 169. The
Hornet women had 31, HU 54, SCSC
80, UMES 106 and A&T 114.

DelState’s Assayas Osefou finished
first in the men’s division, completint
the 10,000-meter course in 32 minutes,
§4.3 seconds. The women'’s winner was
Hornet Kimberly McCullum, who ran
§.000 meters in 19:27.3.

Falcons Sweep

St. Augustine’s volleyball team cap-
tured the CIAA volleyball champion-
ship Nov. 5 at North Carolina Central.

The Lady Falcons defeated Winston-
Salem State for the championship.

St. Augustine’s also won the
women’s and men’s cross country
championships. Hampton University
and Norfolk State respectively were se-
cond and third in the women's event,
and North Carolina Central and Shaw
were second and third among the men.

Sandra Laning of St. Augustine’s
won the women's race with a time of 19
minutes, 36 seconds. Teammates Terry
Ann Gordan and Sharon King follow-
ed in 19:52 and 20:06, respectively.

The Falcons’ Gerald Crawford edg-
ed teammate Richard Thompkins for
the men’s individual title. Crawford
ran a 26:02 and Thompkins a 26:03.
Another teammate, Ronald Gibson,
was third in 26:58.

Freedom Bowl

The Mid-Eastern and Southwestern
athletic conferences have announced
the guidelines for this season's
Freedom Bowl, to be played In
Atlanta-Fulton County Stadium Jan.
11.

This year’s format stipulates that:

e seniors selected to their respective
leagues’ first-team all-conference
squads automatically qualify for the
event.

e head coaches from the conference
winners will coach the teams.

¢ assistants will come from second-,
third- and fourth-place finishers and
one assistant each from the champions.

e players from independents Florida
A&M and Tennessee State will be add-
ed to the MEAC, which has two fewer
members than the SWAC.
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
