The second thing the show has
going for it is a group of charm-
ing enthusiastic kids.

Finally they have a plot that is
familiar and morals taught that
are worth hearing again and
again. The play is about believ-
ing in oneself, having courage
and recognizing the good that ex-
sts in one's own backyard.

With a combination like that
the show was almost foolproof.
it did suffer from some faulty
singing that was sometimes oft -
key and sometimes thin in the
upper registers of the voices of
the soloists. There were also
vocal projection problems on
;ome of the songs that prevented

the listener from being able to
snderstand what the soloist was

S1nging.
