THE LIFE AND DREAM

Martin Luther King, Jr.
1929— 1968

The assassination of the Rev. Dr. Martin
Luther King, Jr., in Memphis, TN, April 4, 1968,
ended the life of one of the black communi-
ty’s most influentiol leaders of all time.

Born January 15, 1929 in Atlonta, GA into
o middle - class, successful family, his father,
the Rev. Martin Luther King, Sr., was pastor
of Ebenezer Baptist Church, Martin Jr. grew
vp in a comfortable atmosphere and
environment.

He entered Morehouse College at the age
of 15, planning to become either an attorney
or physicion. He was persuaded by his father
and his professors at the college to enter the
ministry.

In 1947, he was ordained a Baptist minister,
and named assistant pastor at Ebenezer Bap-
tist Church — he was 18 years old at the time.

Just a year later, he received his degree and
continved study ot Crozer Theologicol
Seminary in Chester, PA, ond ot Boston
University, where he eamed a Ph.D. in

Theology in 1955.
During his first pastorate, at Dexter Ave.

Baptist Church in Montgomery, AL, that he
come into contact with, and vowed to help

combat the injustices against blacks.

On Dec. 1, 1955, Mrs. Rosa Parks was or-
rested for refusing to give up her bus seat to
a white man in Montgomery. Her boil wos
posted by E. D. Nixon, a local activist who was
involved in challenging the segregation lows
of the city.

He called o meeting of black leaders to
discuss a bus boycott, including the 26-yeor-

old pastor of Dexter Baptist Church, the Rev.
Dr. King.

As 50, the 40 black leaders met at Dexter
Baptist Church where they voted unanimous-
ly to lounch o bus boycott. The Montgomery
Improvement Association was set up to coor-
dinate the boycott, and Rev. Martin Luther
King. Jr. was chosen president of the
organization.

His opening speech set the tone for the
boycott, and lounched the civil rights struggle
which changed the destiny for black people
throughout the world:

“... We have no alternative but o protest.
For many yeors, we have shown an amazing
patience. We have sometimes given our white
brothers the feeling thot we liked the way we
were being freated. But we come here fonight
to be saved from that patience that makes us
patient with anything less than freedom ond
justice.

For the next 383 days, blacks in Montgomery
refused to ride the public buses. A jitney ser-
vice was established, cor pools and private

Dr. King moved back to Atlonta, and head-
ed up the newly - founded Southern Christian
Leadership Conference, which become im-
mediately involved in a national compaign to
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nathy, Whitney Young, Dr. King. Walter Reuther, among many other notebles

ochieve equal rights for block citizens.

The philosophy of non - viclence, of pas-
sive albeit staunch and solid resistance began
bdmmh.ﬂhmm.w.
threats, joil ferms, marches, sit - ins and all
the rest, culminated in the legislation.

The Civil Rights Act of 1964 and the Voting
Rights Act of 1965 finally put o legal end to
segregation. For his role in this fight, Dr. King
woas aworded the Nobel Prize for Peoace in
1964.
