Close to a thousand pieces of
mail are being received daily by
the Martin Luther King, Jr.
Federal Holiday Commission,
Coretta Scott King, widow of the
slain civil rights leader and chair
of the Commission appointed to
establish the new Federal holi-
day, has announced.

Mrs. King attributed the
remarkable public response to
the accelerated interest built up
in the final month before the Na-
tion celebrates its newest holiday
and to the widespread distribu-
tion of pledge cards across the
country, asking the public to en-
dorse the principles of peace and
brotherhood of Dr. King.

In addition, all except four
states and Puerto Rico, have
taken action to observe the holi-
day, either on January 20, the na-
tional day of recognition or on Dr.
King's actual birthday, January
15. The majority of states have
established state commissions to
organize state and local
celebrations.

Nations around the world will
also participate in tribute to Dr.
King, who was recognized inter-
nationally as a world leader and
Nobel laureate. Pledge cards in
several lamialiges have been
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distributed by the United States
Information Service abroad to
further the observance. And the
United Nations Secretary-
General has been invited to par-
ticipate in King Week ceremonies
in Atlanta, the week of January
11 to 20. Members of the Presi-
dent’s Cabinet and members of
Congress will also attend the
week's events.

Numerous television and radio
programs will be aired during the
week before the Federal holiday,
climaxed by a prime-time special
