The fear of being late and miss-
Ing her son’s historic installation
caused the mother of Baltimore's
first black sheriff to rush up four
flights of stairs, allegedly trigger-
ing her fatal heart attack.
rs. Christianna S. Stewart.
70, died Tuesday, Dec. 2, 1986 at
8 p.m. in Mercy Hospital's eors
onary care unit, according to
Chris Zang, hospital spokesman.
Irvin Conway, a famlly friend
and Shelton Stewart’s campaign
manager, told the AFRO Mrs.
Stewart lapsed into a coma short-
ly after her massive heart attack
In a fourth floor courtroom of the
Clarence Mitchell Jr. Courthouse
Monday afternoon about 4:30

p.m. and never regained
CONsSciousness.

He said Mrs. Stewart had been
Il for some time but made a
great effort to attend the
ceremony.

"‘She was so proud that her son
was going to be the first black
sheriff. She made every effort to
get there,” Conway said.

“Instead of. waiting for the
elevator to take her to the fourth
floor, Mrs. Stewart decided to
take the stairs; so great was her
anxiety to witness the event,”
Conway said.

“When she came to the door, |
noticed she was a little winded.”’

Larry Young rebounds,
gains new chairmanship

Del. Larry Young, who recent-
ly lost his history making chair-
manship of the powerful House
Environmental Matters Commit-
tee to politics, looks as if he is
about to assume an equally
history-making albeit less power-
ful chairmanship of another
House committee.

With not a little irony tefmg
his voice, Young acknowl
his soon to be chairmanship of the
House Administrative Executive
and Legislative Review Commit-
tee. It is a committee which
handles rules and regulations.

Young said he will be the first
black to be a member of the com-
mittee and he will be its first
black leader. Young's new posi-

tion was part of a deal recently
worked out by the Maryland
Black Caucus and Del. Clayton
Mitchell, who is expected to be
the next speaker of the House of
Delegates.

Mitchell did not return several
telephone calls to his office.

Sen. Decatur Trotter, the
Caucus’ chairman, told the
AFRO while Young personally
found himself in a difficult posi-
tion, the Caucus ‘“‘collectively has
been able to get a good deal for
itself.”’

Trotter said out of its 27
members in the State Housing
and Senate, one-third are now In
leadership positions.

The whole deal, Trotter said
was contingent upon Young s re
maining a member of the kn

vironmental Matters Committee
even though he no longer is its
leader.

Young is said to have lost his
position gs a form of political pay
back because he did not support
Gov.-Elect William Donald
Schaefer in his successtul run for
the state’s highest office.

Other black delegates gaining
new leadership roles or having
their present positions expanded
are Delegates Hattie Harrison,
John l)nugldsa Pete Rawlings,
Elijah Cummings and Nathaniel
Exxum, who will be the House
Minority Whip

Trotter told the AFRO there
also is a strong possibility Young
will be voted in as chairman of
