11, one of the six to be honored
will be singer, pianist and com-
poser, Ray Charles. You will hear
a lot about this magnificent en-
tertainer from such notables as
Quincy Jones and Stevie Wonder.
But,what roads were taken by
Ray Charles to lead him to this
celebration tonight?

Ray Charles was -born Ray
Charles Robinson in Albany,
Georgia on September 23, 1930.
After moving to Greenville,
Florida at the age of five, Charles
began to go blind as a result of
glaucoma. Upon attending the St.
Augustine (Florida) School for the
Blind, he learned to play the
piano and clarinet and to memo-
rize music. He discovered
mathematics and its correlation
to music and learned to compose
and arrange music in his heod.

From St. Augustine, he went
on to working with “traveling
Hillbilly bands” and rhythm and
blues combinations throughout
the South as pianist, clarinetist
and saxophonist. He also taught
himself to arrange and compose
music, both in Braille and by sing-
ing the parts to a musician who
would write them down.
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tors from Japan to Algeria. In the
auvtumn of 1961, Charles made
history in Memphis, Tennessee,
when for the first time an in-
tegrated audience attended his
performance. He also has to his
credit such films as "Blues
Brothers” and a variety of televi-
sion appearances, including
“Country Comes Home,” "Ray
Charles — A Man and His Soul,”
“A 40th Anniversary Celebro-
tion,” and “A Tribute to Martin
Luther King, Jr. — A Celebration
of His Life.” In fact, you can see
him in an upcoming “St. Else-
where” segment, currently in
production, and scheduled for
broadcast in February.
