(SNCC).

“No Easy Walk, 1961-1963."
discusses the onset of mass
demonstrations. The three most
famous of these demonstrations

were held in Albany, Georgia,

Birmingham, Alabama, and the
trivmphant 1963 March on
Washington.

“Mississippi: Is This America?
1963-1964" focuses its energies
on the right to vote. Freedom
Summer, 1964, as it was known,
was also marked by the tragic
murders of three young civil
rights workers and the Mississip-
pi Freedom Democratic Party's
attempt to participate at the
Democratic National Convention
in Atlantic City.

The series concludes with
“Bridge to Freedom, 1965,” which
documents the climatic march
from Selma, Alabama, Yo Mont-
gomery, Alabama.

Though this series may only
last for six weeks, the struggles
Tor equal rights has been going
on for years and continues even
today. This is a thought-
provoking program, which will
sometimes instill fear and rage.
But watch it, anyway. Better yet,
record it, if you can, as a keep-
soke of our own history in the
making.
