“The Achievers” focuses on in-

The special pro-
" files The Honorable Willie Brown,
Speaker of the California State
Assembly; Billie James Parroft,
producer-writer-director of
television and film; Cheryl Glass,
the first block female profes-
sional automobile racer; Com-
mander Chancellor A. Tzomes,
Operations Officers, US Sub-
marine Force in the Pacific; and
Katherine Dunham, choreo-
grapher, educator and founder of
the Ballet Negre and the Dunham
School of Arts and Research.

This special is very well writ-

ten and very informative.
Against many odds,
racial prejudice and sex
discrimination, these five black
Americans have achieved many
goals. Though achieving much,
these individuals are not largely
known. But their positive marks
on society are very well defined.

The program’s major goal is to
inform its audience of the varied
achievements of each person. A
brief biography and personal
anecdotes are the styles used in
this presentation. But because of
the wide range of occupations,
my one complaint would be that
the one-hour time limit shorten-
ed the interview time allotted for
each person, which | found to be
bothersome because | wanted to
hear and see more. Each inter-
view could have been a half-hour
in itself.

This is a very interesting and
enlightening program, which
does give justice to its theme.
“The Black Achievers” is a pro-
gram not to be missed.

In addition, TBS will feature
“Black History Minutes,” one-
minute segments that will run
each day in February, exploring
a particular fact of information in
Black Mistory.
