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When it comes to gospel
music, Al Green and Sweet
Honey in the Rock are two per-
formers at the top of the list.

Both artists are scheduled to
perform at Wolf Trap's Jazz and
Blues Festival on Saturday, June
3 at 8 p.m. in the Filene Center.

Born in Forrest City, Arkansas,
Al Green started singing at the

age of nine. Along with his four
brothers, Green toured in five
states before turning profes-
sional at the age of sixteen.

He was brought up in Grand
Rapids, Michigan where his style
developed under the intluences
of Sam Cooke, Claude Jeter (of
the Swan Silvertones), Jackie
Wilson and James Brown
records.

After turning professional, he
switched to pop music and join-
ed o group called the Creations.
After three years touring the

quth and Midwest playing small
fﬁNﬂ the “chitlin circuit,” the

Creations became Al Green and
the Soul Mates.

It was under this billing in 1968
that Green made a name for
himself with a top five single
called "Back Up Train.” Because
of the lack of direction, he could
not come up with a follow-up and
returned to the “chitlin circuit”
and obscurity.

A year later, while playing o
date in Midland, Texas, he ran in-
to Willie Mitchell, chief producer
and vice president of Hi Records
of Memphis, Tennessee. Mitchell
decided to produce Green and
signed him the label.

The Green/Mitchell collabora-
tion resulted in a number one hit
on the R&B charts with “| Can't
Get Next To You.” This rework-
ing of the Temptations hit re-
established Green and made his
LP “Al Green Gets Next To You'
a hit as well.

The follow-up was also from
the LP “Driving Wheel” and it
never achieved the same atten-
tion as the previous single but, in
the fall of 1971, a third single

The next single, “Let's Stay
Together” cemented his future
success with sales of over two
million records. The tune reach-
ed Billboard's national LP chart

and stayed in the number one
spot on the R&B chart for ten

straight weeks.

More hit records followed tor
Green in the 1970's and then
beset with personal problems,
Green dropped out of sight.

When he reemerged, he turn-
ed to a full-time gospel career as
a singer and a pastor. Rev. Al
Green becaome pastor at the Full
Gospel Tabernacle in Memphis,
a church he started.

In 1984, he was nominated for
