BEX WADE NoT REcoNciLED.—The Hon. B
F. Wade writes to the Washiugton Republican
to deny the statement made in its columns that
he had become recouciled to the Southern
policy ot President Hayes. He declares that
go far from that being the case he is sturdily
against it. He regards it a8 «an ignominious
surrender of the principles of natiomalily for
which our soldicrs fouzht,” and declares that
very few persung in that part of Ohio in which
he lives think otherwise. It must have been a
surprice to many republicans—those of the
thoughtful kind at leapt—to learn that Mr.
Wade had recanted his opinions, and had be-
come & convert to the policy of conciliation,
knowing what an extremist he was, and re-
membering that at one time, supported by the
late Henry Winter Davis, ke set himeelf in
opposition to Mr. Lincoln, and at another voted
for the impeachment of President Johnson.
Mr. Wade never was & statesmaun. He has
always been a strong partisan, & sectionalist in
feeling and an ingrained radical. He was ore
of the few leading republicans who would bave
held the South after the war as conquered pro-
vinces, couverted them into military satrapies
for a generation or more, and thus perpetuated
indefinitely the domination of the republican
party and paved the way for a strong central-
ized government. The times have changed
pince he was in the Scnate, but he has not
changed in any respect. He has taken the
trouble to let the country know that he does
not believe in conceding local self-government
to the South, and that he does believe that the
poliey of President Hayes will ruin his party.
Happily Mr. Wade is out of public life, and,
whatever his ambition in his old age may be, is
not likely to get into it again,

Ex-Gov. JouN C. BRoOWN, of Tennessee, one
of the commissioncrs sent by President Hayes
to Louisiane, in a dispatch to a friend denies
the rumored statement attributed to him that
the returning board were indieted by the
«Bourhon" democrats. He states also that he
made no statements whatever counceruing the
indictments.

CIARGED WITE RIOTING ON AN EXCUREION.—
Samuel Brooks, John E. Lampson, Geo. Asker,
Wm. Marshall, George Berry and Frederick
Taylor, colored, were arrested yesterday on the
arrival of the steamer George Law at Chester-
town, on an excursion of the Rising Sun Com-
mandery (colored) Knights Templar, charged
with rioting on the boat. There were 500 ex-
cursionists on board. It was stated that a flght
occurred on the deck of the steamer in Chester
river, duriug which several mnen were knocked
down. Policemen Meliman and Moore, of Balti-
more, who were on board, arrested the princi-
pals in the disturbance, aided by the officers of
the boat and others. A large horse pistol was
taken from one of the prisoners, and a ciub
from another, At Chestertown the six men
were taken before a justice of the peace, who
committed them to jail for the action of the
Kent County Court to answer a charge of riot-
ing. Lampson excaped from custody, but was
rearrcsted on the boat while returning to Balti-
more, and was locked up 1n the middle station
to be sent back to Chestertown as & fugitive
from justice. The Baltimore police were tele-

raphed to meet the steamer on her arrival at
Eight street, so thet if the rioting was recom-
menced the participants could be captured here,
but the return trip was not marked by any dis-
turbance.

It js stated that fifteen Russian battalions

The ovinlon
prevails among printers that the union will not
submit to the reduction. The matter will prob-
ably end in a compromise similar to that of one
year ago.

Strike on the Baltimore snd Ohio
Railroad — Temporary Delay of
‘Frains—Interposition of the Police
—A Riot at Martinsbarg—Canmak-
ers’ and Boxiakers® Strikes in
Baltimore, &c.

| Reported for the Baltimore Sun.]

The prostration of industrial interests and
the consequent reduction of wages culminsated
yesterday in what promises to be a serious
strike on the Baltimore and Ohijo railroad. For
some time past discharges of mechavics and la-
borers in the company’s shops here and on the
line of the road, united with reductions of wazes
and limitation of working time, have been go-
ing on. One by one the shops have become
wholly or partly silent. and very many men, ea-
pecially in South Baltimore, are without work
or the means of providing for their families.
Thie state of aflairs is confined not alone to rail-
road shops, but to other workshops, and a great
deal of dustress exists among workingmen of
all kinds. Fortnnately the summer has been
niore active with large works, inclading gas-
pipe laving, street repaviog, &c.. than for a
long while, so that many laborers have found
worlk at reduced wages. But there is a larce
element of skilled labor which can find no em-
ployment, and is reduced to seek varioue and
precarious means of support. Added to this
have been the troubles of the tin packing can-
makers for higher wages and a strike of the
boxmakers of the city to gecure uniformity in
rates.

Baiiimere and Ohio Railroad Strike,
The reduction of ten per cent. in the pay of all

officers and employees of the Baltimore and

Ohio railroad who received over $1 a day, which

was determined upon by the board of directors

aud anncunced in a circular by Mr.John W.

Garrett, president, on Wednesday last, went

into effect yesterday. T'he reduction was ac-

cepted quietly by the officers and emplovees
with the exception of the flremen and oue or
two of the engineers at Baltimore anid the fire-
nien at Martinsburg, West Virgiuia. About
twenty-five firemen left their traing at River-
side, Mount Clare and Camden Station, Balti-
wmore, but their places were supplied by others.

At Martinsbury from twenty-five to thirty iire-
men left work, and no freight trains were able
to pass that point. the new men emploved by
the company being ntimidated by the strikers.

The difficulty in Baltimore commenced at
Camden dunction, about three wiles from Balti-
more, where trains from Locust Point. Camden
Siation avd Mount Clare ali take the same track
to the Relay House. At this point the firemen
of the freight train which left Locust Point at
10 o'clock A. M. quit the traw, and subgequentiv
those fromother freight traims, until some thirty
or forty sirikers and their frieuds were assent-
bhled. The npews was at once seut to Camden
Station and new men were xent to supply theiwr
places.

First Vice-President John King, Jr., was at
the depot during the day and expressed no
uneasiness in regard to the matter, as informa-
tion of the intention of the firemen to strike
had been previously received and others engaged
ro supply their places, A jarge number of ap-
pheauts were also on hand asking positions as
soou as the facts were known, and the company
had no difficulty in obtaining men, generally of
experience iu the work, from those who have
for some time prst been out of employmeat.
Firemen on several trains at Mount Ciare left
their places, and some on trains from Locust
Point left at Riverside Station, a short disiance
from that place. The men leaving the trains
attempted to persuade and inthinidate the new
men trom going on the trains, but no actual
violence was resorted to so far as reporied.

The police authorities were notified of the
position of affairs, and Deputy Marshal Jacob
Frey, with forty men, left Camden Station ou a
special train, in company with Geueral Agent
A. JoFairbanks, Mr. Clement, agent at Locust
Point, Mr. Jas. A. Bucnanan. counsel for the
railroad company, and others, and proceeded to
Camden Junction. They found two traiue de-
layed and about thirtv men gathered there,
some of whom had struck and others were
ready to work. Mr. Fairbauks asked if the men
were ready t0 go to work. One of the strikers
agreed to do so, and was puton his engine and
sent off, The others, about twelve in number.,
retfused to work., and were ordered to leave, but
did not do so. Mr. Fairbanke then said, *This
i8 your business, marshal,’’ and Marshal Frey
at once had the men disperied by the police.
The tralns were then manned and seut on.

The strikers there were ail in good humor,
and no bad feeling was exnibited. Police Ser-
geant Hause was left with & squad of men to
keep order. The party then proceeded to Mount
Clare Station, where a train had been stopped,
but it had been manned and left before their ar-
rival. Police Serveant Handv and a squad of
men swere Jeft at this pomn:. The seryeants
were given strict orders to allow Bo person to
pass on apy freight train except those in the
employ of the company.

Po-
lice dergeaut Bruchey and a force of men were
left in charge. Police Captain Delanty was or-
dered to call out the night force of the southern
district. and pickets were placed along the line
of the road from Locust Point to Camden Junc-
tion. At 3.15 the party returned to Camden

Station, and no turther disturbances occurred

during the day. The trains generally were de-

layed about two hours. At that timne it was re-
ported that traina were running regularly on all
portiona of the line between Baltimore and

Chicago.

'The pay of the first-class firemen has been
$1 75 and is now $1 58 per day, and second-class
fireman has been $150,and is under the reduction
$1 35 per day. Lastnight train No. 38 wus started
from Locust Point in nine sections. On tbree
of the scctions the engineers jumped off’ at
Riverside, refusing to do duty. Tbeir places
were supplied, and all ¢the sections were cotten
uff. Mr. Robert Stewart, superintendent of the
company’s telegraph office, was actively ecn-
gaged with his waole force during the day and
all last night in collecting reporta from all points
on the line. Officers of the company claim that
the strikera cannot poseibly cffect anything
permanent, a&s they can procure ten men for
every one that leaves, A large police force has
been requested at Riverside and other points to-
day to prevent disorder. No freight trains were
started last right after about nine o'clock. At
that time all traing were suppiied with new fire-
men and brakemen, and conductors were at
their posta. The passenger trains all ran on
time during the day and night.

'The must serious disturbance occurred at
Martinsburg, W. Va., where no freight trains
were nllowed to pass last evening.  The follow-
ing telegram received at Camdeu Station gives
a summary of afiaire at that joint:

w Mar tinsburg, West Va., July 16.—The firemen
of all the freight trains at this place, twenty-
five or thirty in number, siruck this evening
aud left their trains. The company put new
men on their cogines at cuce, but the strikers
interfered te prevent them from startingz the
trains. A large mob assembled at the depot,
and a raid at one time was imminent. Col. A.
P. Shutt, mayor of the town, with all the po-
lice at his command, arrested the ringieaders of
the strike, and attempted to protect the new
men in the discharge of their dnties.but the
gtrikers were reinforced by a large body of citi-
zens, swelling the crowd till it reached the pro-
portions of a large mob. With the assistance
of this mob the strikers succeeded injrescuing
their comrades,

“The new firemen are now completely intimi-
dated, and there is no prospect at present of any
freight trains being able to pass this point to-
night. The strikers bave done no damage to
property and passenger traius are permitied to
puss uninterrupted.’’

Late last night First Vice-President King
telegraphed to Governor I1. M. Matthews, of
West Virgiia, at Wneeling, that the trains of
the compuny bad been stopped at Martinsburg
by the firemen on & fstrilkke fur wages, who had
driven from the engines those who were willing
to work ou the company’s terms. Thatfiremen
had been tuken from trains by the riotiers, and
that the trains in both directions were held by
a mob and the town authorities powerless to
suppreas the riot.  Mr. King therefore appealed
for stcih &id as would cnable the company to
transact its businesa with regularity and satety.

The answer of Governor Matihews was as
folluws:

Wheeling, 12.10 A, M.—There are two military
companies at Martinsbure armed and supplied
with smmunition. I have telegraphed my aid-
de-camp, Col. C. J. Faulkuer, Jr., to aid the aun-
thorities, with the companies, to execute the
law and suppress the riot. I will do all I can to
preserve the peace and secure safety to your
trains and railroad oremtious. Col. Faulkner
is directed to look also to Opequan.

Up to 2 o'clock this morning there was no
movement for a gtrike at any other point along
the lines except at Baltimore and Martinsburg.
The atrikers in Baitimore were paid off by the
compnuy vesterday at Camden Station.

Boxmakers and Sawyers.

The members of the Baltimore Boxmakers’
and Sawyera’ Union also went on a strike yes-
terday for a tuniform scale of prices, which it
was stated the majority of the employers were
wiiling to give, provided all came into the ar-
rangement. The union has 180 members. Abont
140 quit work. Mcetings were held at Metamora
Hail, Weat Lombard street, during thg day, and
committees were appointed to confer with tae
employers. lnthe eveniug the committees re-
ported, and it wag announced thst two of the
shope will pay the prices to-day. All the shops
were represented st the meetings.  The men
claimed that if all the employers acree to the
scale of prices both parties wiil be equally bene-
fitted, as the bosses could get uniform rates for
their contracts, but three firms in the business
haa so far declined to join the Emnplovers’
Union, which is said to be friendly to the ob-
jects of the journeymen. Thejourneymen said
the scale will enable them to earn $10to §12 &
week during the budy gcason, whico lagts uwntil

November. Other meetings will be held by the
strikers. H. Ellenhausen is president of the
journeymen’s union.

The Tin Canmakers.

The tin packing canmskers, who have been
on a strike for over a week, continued their
meetings in favor of increased rates for work at
Rechabite Hall, where the unemployed work-
men were present from time to time during yes-
terday in large numbers. They claim an in-
crease of the sumber of strikers to #00 men,
amd stale that not more than 75 or 100 canmakers
in Baltimore are now at work. One of the em-
ployees stated that the journeymen had struck
at the wrong time, for the industry was some-
what dull at present, and would continue 8o till
the peach packing season began, about August
1. He thought the employers would not make
the journeymen any advauced offers before that
date. [t is stated by both jonrneymen and
bogses that the ‘‘contract shops,” as they are
called, (those that make cane only and do no
packing business,) will reap profit from the
strike, as many of them have stocks on hand
which will be sold at au advanced figure when
the demand comes.

The canmakers claim that had they all been
recularly employved duriug the past wecek they
would bave made a million cans. They struck
for nigher wages last fall before the oyster
season, and after three weeke of waiting re-
ceiveda fixed scale of higher prices.  Oue of the
caumakers stated that the inereased prices for
the rest of the season did not compensate him
for the loss of all wages for three weeks, It is
to be hoped that an amicable settlement of the
difficalty will soon be agreed upon. as the lack
of work for 800 men, most of whom have fami-
lies dependent upon them for support, cannot
fail to produce rreat distress.

Southernu policy, but it wourld only be after a
hard and exciting contest. The feeling azainst
the policy was still very strong in some gections
of the State, and the best informed judger of
the political outlook are not by any means
hopeful of securing a republican victory in Oc-
tober. The President was toid farther that hia
recent order forbidding federal officials from
participating in the political campaign would
have a disastrous eftect upon the republican
party. Unless the better class of citizens come
forward aund take a hand in the political contests
and direct the campalan the controlof party
machinery will pass into the bands of political
bummers, who will mazipulate the eiections in
their own juterest. It was the opinion of this
gentleman that the President would see the ne-
cedglty of rescinding hixs order regarding federal
ofticinle after the very firat election held.
BEN WADE'S GRIEVANCE.

The denial by ex-Senator Ben Wade of the
statement that be has become reconciied to the
President’s southern policy gives great satis-
faction to the class of radical republicans who
thus far refuse to be comforted. It is =a:d here
by suome of Wade’s friends that he wili attend
the State convention at Cleveland, and 1t is inti-
mated that he will go there on a mission not
disflniiar to that of Packard’s at Des Moines,
Iowa. It is uncerstood thar Mr. Wade’s friends
will bring bim forward as the president of the
convention.  If so it ia belizved there will be
trouble in the Ohio camp of republicana.

STORM AND FLOOD SIGNALS BY TELEGRAPH AND
CANNON.

W4aSHINGTON, July 16.——Gen. Le Due, the new
com:missioner of agriculture, has strongly in-
dorsed, and will give all pessible ald for a fair
test of the planof storm and flood sirnals by
means of {he telegraph and cannon, to give cer-
rain, instant and general warning of coming
storms. mamnly for the beneiit of agriculture
during haying and liarvest, and also of com-
merce, and to give warning of sudden, destruc-
tive tfloods on rapid rivers, This system ig said
to bave heen heretofore iudorsed by five Gov-
ernors of States, ten mayors of principal cities,
thirteen State agricultural socicties, five com-
modores in charge of navy-yards and by Samuel
F. B. Morse, iuventor ot the telegraph. Ilon.
Wm. Orton, president Western Union Tele-
graph Company, some ycars ago otfered to fur-
nish free telegrams of coming etorms and floods
to alltowns establizhing the signals to test the
system. The case will now be latd before the
Secretary of War with the above recommenda-
tious, and any others which may be eent by
county and State agricultural societies, ana he
will be requested to order a test 10 be made at
all forts, arsenale, barracks and navy-yardain
the populouns Statesg, and it succesafnl the ays-
tem may then be extended by the local authori-
ties at a trifling cogt to every city, county seat
and principal town in the United States,

MEXICO IN FIGHTING MOOD.

Official reports from General Ord state that
the Mexican General Trewino, by direction of
his government. has withdrawn from the agree-
ment entered into between them inregard to
co-operative inovements against Mexican cattle
raiders. The effect of this withdrawal will be to
give force to the previous instruotions to Tre-
vino to resist any attempts on the part of the
American commander to pursue raiders across
the border by force. The subject will be a mat-
ter jol immedinte consideration. There will be
no change in the policy of the gzovernment, how-
ever. The Mexicans will either have to see
that these raiders are prevented from crogsing
the border, or take the responsibilitv of any
attempt to opposc the United States forces in
carrying out the instructions vivent o Gen. Ord.

POSTOFFICE DEPARTMENT ITEM3.

Second Assiztant Postmaster General Brady
returned to Washington this morninz from a
brief visit to the North. An order was issuned
to-day increasing the mail service on the James
River and Kaunawha canal betweeu Richmond
and Columbin—an advance of sixty miles, from
tri-weekly to daily. The demands upon the de-
partment for postal cards during the laet three
davys has been unprecedented. The requisitions
received by the Third Assietant Postmaster
General during that time having aggregated
over seven milijons. The new contractors are
now filling requisitions with cards of the pre-
scribed quality and finish, the difficulty in re-
gard to rough edges. &c.. having been gur-
mounnted by improved methods of cutting.

THE HOWGATE EXPEDITION.

The Secretary ot the Navy’'s declining to allow
Captain Tyronto accompany Captain Howgate's
polar expedition with salary as a naval officer,
w1l not prevent Capt. Tyson's going, as he will
be paid his usual salary by Capt. Howgate, and
leave without pay will be granted him. The
refusal to loan instruments from the Naval De-
partment will not interfere with the expedition
either, as Capt. Howgate is already provided
with a fuil set of instruments. and only deaired
the additional ones as duplicates. All necessary
preparations are beiuz made with a view of
guarding against faiture.

1f she had any children the e:tate was
to go to them, and if not married or without
children she died, she was to be buried in the
game grave with the testator, and that the
cstate be expeuded in decorating the grave.

ter, and both with full negro blood in their
veins, and claiming to be half brother and half
gister of the deceased.

TPHE CROSSING OF THE BALKANS,

LoxNDoN, July 16.—A Xeuter telegram from
Constantinople coufirms the report that the
Russians (who number tifteen, not eighteen bat-
talions,) have crossed the mountains through to
Tvarditzka? Page. This passage is supposed to
be a feint to withdraw the Turks from the
Schipka Pags.

Au Adriausople telegram, while denying that
the Russisus have occupied Eski Saghra or
Kasanlik, say they are wuiting for reinforce-
ments before advancing further. Some skir-
mishes have occurred.

Reuter's 8t. Petersburg dispatch says a large
contingent of the Russian army is murching on
the Balkane.

The uewe of the crossing of the Balkans has
evidently csused great excitement in Constanti-
nople. A TReurer telegram from that city savs
the Turkish newspapers urge the inhabitants
to form a volunteer corps, ae the enemy is at
their gates. Work on fortifications is being
carried ou with great’ activity in the Turkis
quarter. There i3 a general impression that
the foreign powers will intervene.

Reuter’s telegram from Adrianople is ar fol-
lows?**The first gecretary of the (erman em-
bassy has arrived here en route to Jamboli. 1t
is believed he is intrusted with & mission.—
Troops aud war material continue to arrive by
railway,”

RUSSIAN OFFICIAL ANNOUXCEMENT.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 16.—I1t 18 officially an-
nounced that the advance guard of the Rus=ian
army passed the Balkaus on the evening of the
13th instant without firing a ghot. Gen. Gourko,
ou the aftetnoon of the l4th ingtant, surprised
300 Nizans, who fled toward the villave of
Kanari. The Russians lost oune killed and five
wounuded. .

anari is fifteen miles northwest of Yeui
Nagrhra, at the southern debounchment of a diffi-
cult and onfrequented road known as the Tvar-
ditzka Pass.] .

THE PROBABILITIER,

LoNDoN. July 16.—The Shipksn pass iz held by
Raouf Pashe with a strong force. It is prob-
able the Russians, perhaps chiefly Cossacks,
made their way across the mountains in the
manpner indicated in & Bucharest letter of June
24, published in the London Times July 2. Thie
letter stated that the Balkan range abounds in
clevated plateans, inhabited by the Heyducs,
{Bulgarian retugeer), wio have held these fort-
resges for generatious,

These Heyduces are the only people on the
face ot theearth who kuow the Balkans thor-
oughly. aud who are competent to poinrt out
every defile and pass through which troons are
able to march. Several Heyduc chiefs who
were in Belgrade last year said there were
passes utterly unknown to the Turks or to any
one clse but themselves and their followers
through waich they couldlead, iufantry, cavalry
and mountain guns. These Heyducs sre in ac-
cord with the Russians.

The Times 1 1ts leading article eays: It
would not be surprising if the main body of the
army should not attempt to cross the Balkans
until Rustchuk be brought at least to the verge
of submizsion. With that zreat fortress and
the reilway to Varna in their hands the inva-
ders might venture to do much which it would
pe worse than rash 1o attempt now, nor is it
uny answer to these calculations that the Cos-
sacks have already penetrated far iuto the coun-
try. Our telegraphic intellizgence from Pera
contains the surprising report that a body of
those swift horsemeu have crossed the Balkans,
and gone &8 far south as the railway atation be-
tween Yamboli and Adrianople, but spch an ex-
pedition can only have beenmade for tne pur-
pose of ascertaining the practical difficulties of
crossing the Balkans, and the Cossacks may
withdraw as quickly as they came. It will be
impossible to measure the progressive power
of the Russians until they have laid siege to
Rustchuck, and foucht a great battle for the
possexsion of the line to Varna.”

A Reuter dispateh from Constantinople dated
to-day eays: *All available troops are being
dispatched to Adrianople.

“Qne hundred Bulgarians have been brought
here. They will be tried by a military tribunal
for high treason.

«The first detachment of Suleiman Pasha’s
army is expected at Nos on Thursday.”

REPORTED GREAT BATTLE IN BULGARIA,

CONSTANTINOPLE, July 16.—An oflicial dis-
patch aunounces that Eyoub Pashe has attacked
the Russians under the Grand Duke Nicholas
north of Tirnova, and defeated thewn with a
loss 0f;12,000.aud the Grand Duke is surronuded.
Two i‘urkish monitors have destroyed the
bridge at Sistova. Oue monitor was subse-

uently sunk by torpedoes. The Porte offlcially
eclares that tie Russians liave burned aiive the
inhabitauts of Jonis, near Tirnovu, who bad
taken refuge in a mosque.
NOT CONFIRMED.

Loxpox. Joly 16.—-Reuter’s telezram from
Constantinople says the report of the defeat of
the Grand Duke Nicholas is not confirmed by
dispatches from Redif Pasha. It was probably
based on false reports made to the local authori-
ties. Radif Pasha sends a dispatch formally
confirming a report that the Russians had been
beaten in the Vivarditzka Pass. The advance
of the Russians was exaggerated by the station
master at Yeni Baghra, who was influenced by
the general panic.

THE RITUATION IN ASIA MINOR.

LonpoN, July 16.—The Times’s correspond-
ent with the Turks telegraphg under date of
Kars, July 12, as follows: “Mukhtar Pasha,
with the main army, is in a strong entrenched

osition on a ridge 8 miles sonth. The Russians

ave compietely withdrawn from the siege. I
have visited their batteries which are congtruct-
ed with much skill, but show traces of the ac-
curacy of the l'urkish fire. The Turks have a
very fine force here now; the men are in excel-
leut spirite and very confident. Idoubt the pos-
sibility of Russia gaining any more successes
on.this side this year unleas ghe has very sfrong
reinforcements. At Akoltsik and Tiftis Turkish
supplies are steadlly lowing in. The Rusaians,
despite their strength, have sustained & heavy
reverse.”

The Times's corregpondent with the Ruesian
army telegraphs from Zaim, July 12: “To-mor-
row we shall fall back some distance towards
Alexandropol from sanitary considerations.”

The Dually News's corregpondent with the
Ruvssians telegraphs from Zsim July 12 as fol-
lows: ‘Highteen thousand bombs have been
fired at Kars. ‘The expense i 1,500,000 roubles,
Phree Russian officers and one bundred andisixty
goldiers were Kilied in tbe batteries. The siege
guns go to Alexandropol. The army is elowly
retiring. There i8 a slight advance by Mukhtar
Pasha. His cainp moves three versts to-day in
the direction of Alexandropol. Reinforcements
are expected.”

THE TURKISH STORY ABOUT BAYAZID.

CONSTANTINOPLE, July 16.—Ismail Pasha tel-
eeraphs from Bayazid Saturday as follows: On
Tuesday twelve battalions of Russizus endeav-
ored to relieve Bayazid. We dcfeated them
and d;ove them to Kana Boulak with the loss
of 600'killed, a quantity of proyvisiong, 20 bag-
gage wagous and thefr entire ambulance train,

A HALF-STARVED GARRISON.

ST. PETEREBURG, July 16.—An official dispatch
from the army of the Cancasus announces that
the Russian garrizon at Bayazid consisted on
June 18 of four staff officers, 26 officers and 1,687
men. Of these two staft officers and it4 men
were killedyand seven officers and 354 men were
wounded during the siege. The remainder were
much weakened by privations, and will require
great care before they can recover. The garri-
son lived on horse fiesh toward the end of the
sieve. :

SEIZURE OF A PERSIAN CARAVAN—SCARCITY OF

PROVISIONS,

LoNDON, July 16.—An Erzeroum telegram an-
nounces that the Turks have seized a Persian
caravan conveying provisions to the Russians,
[«mail Pagha bas requested supplies from Erze-
roum, the resources of the district of Bayazid
being exhausted.

A special dispatch from Erzeroum to the
Dally Telegraph says: **Provisions for Ismail
Pasha’s corps left here yesterday. Armenta is
ruined by the ravages of war. Famive is ex-
pected in the districts of Alashgherd, Kara Ke-
lira and Bayazid.”

THE CIRCABSIAN REBELLION.

BERLIN, July 16.—A special correspondent of
the National Zeitupg, writing from Tifiis July
4, says: *The Abchasians, Circassians and Les-
chians are in full rebellion and have killed
many thousand Russiane. Only the middle part
of the mountains, with an important road from
Viadi Kavkar to Tiflis is still faithful and to be
relied upon.”

MORE HORRORS.

The Daily Telegraph’s Shumla dispatch says:
«Five thousand wagon loads of Turks (old men,
women and children,) arc on the road from Es-
kijuma and Osman Bazar to Shumla. lorrihle
massacres have been committed by the Rus-
giape and Buigarians at Tirnova, Grahova and
Ilyara.”

‘A Times dispatch from Shumla says: “From
all directions fugitives in large numbers are
coming in who agree in stating that in the dis-
tricts occupied by the Rugsiang the most horri-
ble cruelties are perpetrated upon the Moham-
medan povulation by the Cossacks and Bul-
garians. Mohammedan children and otd men
are slanghtered and women violated and carried
off. Official dispatcher substantially corroborate
these etatements. 'The greatest panic exists
among the Mohammeaan civil population, who
are fleeing as fast as they can.”

The Times's Therapis dispatch saye official
telegrams report that the Ruesians have eatab-

lished a military tribunal at Selvi to try Mue- ;

sulmen's accused of compiicity in the Bulgarian
massacres, and are executing men convicted on
Bulgarian testimony.

AUSTRIA AND THE 8ITUATION.

LoNDoK, July 17.—The Standard’s correspon-
dent at Vieona telegraphs that in cons:quence
of the crossing of the Balkans it is anuounced
that after the return of the fmperor of Amsiria
to that city, which will be in a few days, the

The Orangemen’ Funeral Dispiny.
BURIAL OF THE MURDERED MAN—FORMIDAGBLE
MILITARY PRECAUTIONS—A POISONLD BFRING
—ROWDYISM AND VIOLENCE—AN OLD WOMAN

CRUSHED—A BOY SHOT, ETC.

MONTREAL, July 16.—The funeral of Tlhomss
L. Hackett, the murdered Orangeman, took
place to day. During the past few days great
crowds bave viewed the body, which has been
lying at the city hali. Over thirty thouesand
yersons have vizited the hall siuce Saturday.

'o-day six regiments wnd a troop of cavalry
were on duty, etationed &t various points on the
route of procession. Large nmmbers of Orange-
men arrived from Ottawa and other points and
took part in the procession., St. James street
was crowded, but the rouch element was gen-
crally abseut. The St. George’s and St. An-
drew's Societics at meetings this morning re-
solved to join the procession, and passcd reso-
luticne dencuncing the action of the mayor and
chief of police on Thureday last.

The procession formed about3P. M., a detach-
ment of police heading it, in James strect, The
silver cornet band of the Victoria Rifies fol-
lowed, playing the dead march. The hearse,
drawn by four horses decorated with orauge
colors, followed. T'he Orsnge Youug Britons
and the Montreal Engineers were loudly chesred
a8 they passed, the Union Jack waving over
them. enshaw, one of the woundea men of -
Thuraday, appeared in the procession. 1he2
8t. George’s, St. Andrews and cther Drocec{g\'e
organizaliong were well represented. ~

At thls time one man had been arrested sud™
another wee hesrd threstenine mnrder Nevwe
came cries of murder, causing the crowd to scat-
ter and the police to run to the spot, the Prince
of Wales Rifles marching to quick time to the
gcene. The a'arm was caused by a woman pok-
ing an Orange lily in an Irieh woman's face.
The latter grabbed the other’s bonnet, wkich
made the people rush, and in the midst of it a
woman named Mary Doberty, aged 062, was
xunocked down and had her collar bone broken.
Her daughter was also badly injured. Shortl
after this two pistol shots were heard, wnicg
caused another stampede. Colonel Stevenson’s
battery moved to the scenc, and nothing further
ha‘ﬁpened.

The closing of the North St. Louis Savings
BanKk is attributed to shortage of ten thousand

the North 8t. Louis Savings Bank, and when
the latter closed it had $2%000 of paper balong-
ing to the Bank of 8t. Louis. This forced the
latter to suspend.

The action of the North St. Lonis Savings
Bank has given rise to considerable severe com-
mente. The bankg run outhe inost to-day were
the Fourth National, the Provident Savings,
the Franklin Aveue, German Savings and Boat-
man’s Saving. All currenot accounte were
promptly met, however, and there was at no
time any noticeabie excitement. Othersavinze
institutions were more or leas besieged, but
they all asserted their ability to meet all just
demands. .

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AN ABUSE OF LEcisLATioN—The Harman's
DBridge Matier.—THE STN has already furnished
the public with'the main facts connected with
the mandamus proceeding against the city for
the purpose of compelling the city to purchase
the toll-bridge over Gwynn's falls known as
Harman's bridge. It is nearly forty-two years
since the construction of this bridge was au-
thorized, and the franchise of taking tolls for
the use of the same granted by the Legislature
to certain private parties named in the act.
Prior to that time there had been a free bridge
at the same place belonging to the mayor and
city council of Baltimore, for which the new
bridge was intended to be a substitute. In
granting the franchise of taking tolls to Messrs.
Krebs and Linthicum, the original parties
named o the act of 1835, the right was expressly
reserved to this city at any time to assume and
take charre of the bridge as a free bridge, and to
acquire the legaltitle to the same,upon reimburs-
ing the owners for their first outlay in building
apnd constructing the bridge, wwhich amount
alone and nothing for repairs” the act provided
shouid be all that the mayor and city council
should be required to pay. The receipt of the
tolls was regarded as snfticient to compensate
the owners for any repairs made by them during
their period of ownership. The act farther
provided that before it should become operative
the assent of the mayor and city council thereto
should first be obtained. Upon these lerms and
conditions the mayor and city council gave their
assent by resolution, approved February 11,
1836, and the bridge was buili. At the next
scssion of the Legislature an amendatory act
was passed providing that the amount to be
paid by the mayor and city council to the
owners of the bridge in case the city should
exercise its privilege of taking charge of the
bridge and making it again a free bridge,
should wot be less than the first cost of the
bridge, to be ascertained, a3 the original act
provided, by arbitration. Thus the matter
stood for thirty years. The city having an
option at auy time to become the owner of the
bridge simply upon refunding to the owners
the amount of their first outlay, but being under
no obligativn to do so, took no action in the
matter.

In 1867 the act of 1835 wase again amended by
the Legislature 8o as to require that the mayor
and city council, if they should at any time elect
to take charge ol the bridge, should pay to the
owners the full amount of the value »of said
bridge, to be assessed at the time the said
mayor and city counei! shall azsnme the control
thereof,” said value to be ascertamed as previ-
ously provided, by arbitration. Asalready stated
in THE SUN, in 1370 the mavor and city council re-
solved to take charge of the bridge with a view
to making it a free bridge, which resolution
was rescinded, however, the following year and
nothing done. Under this resolution arbi-
trators had been named on both sides, but no
conclusion was or could be reached in conse-
quence of the radical disagreement betweenthe
arbitrators, not simply as to the amount of
compensation to be awarded to the owners, but
as to the principle which was to govern the
award. By the orizinal act ot 1835, under which
the bridge was built, the owners were to be reim.-
bursed for their original outlay. Tn 1836 it was
providedthat this amount should not be less than
thefirst cost of the bridge. In 1867 it was provided
that it should be the value of the bridge at the
time that the city might acquire it, There is
not a word in any of these statutes about pay-
ing the owners for the franchise, which cost the

owners nothing, which was the gift of the Leg-
islature with the consent of the city, and the
right to extinguish which at any time without
paying anything therefor was expressly reserved
1o the city in the original act. The idea that
over aud above the value of the bridge structure,
their only outlay, the owners were entitied to
demand from the city & sum egual tc the
capitalized tolls or income derived from the
franchise, the result of the city's growth and
iacreased travel to and from the county, was
expresusly exciuded in the acts of 1835 and 1836,
and finds no express recognition in the act of
1867. The franchise was given not for the pri-

* vate henefit and profit of the owners alone, but
#or the pi rN:c convenience, the obligation being
adqur.ed by the ownera of the hridge to keep
and)maintain it at all times in repair for the

of the public. The right to take tolls from
(f{:; public was given in returm to enable them
to discharge this burden.

It iz impossible to see how, under any of the
acts, compensation can be claimed by the own-
ers for the franchise, as separate and distinct
from the bridge structure, which is all that the
city stipuniated to pay tor, when the city's con-
gect was given, as made necessary by the act
of Assembly to the building of the bridge.
Yet the refusai of the city to take charge of the
bridge (a matter from 1835 until 1876 entirely
optional and discretionary on the city’s part,)
in the face of a claim for such a sum as would
pay for the franchise as well as the bridge, has
ted both to the passage of the act of 1876
makicg it odligatory npon the city to take the
Dbridge, and to the present mandamus pro-
ceeding, in the name of parties residing
in Anne Arundel county—not the owners
of the bridge—who, as may be presumed, in
their desire to have a free bridge are indiffer-
ent to its cost to the city.

We do not understand that in npholding the
constitutionality of the Jegislation of 1876, and in
sustaining the right of individnal citizens of
Anne Arundel county to the writ of mandamus to
compel compliance by the city, the Court of Ap-
peais has passed at all upon the question above
suggested, 4. e., the extent and measure of the
compensation to which the owners of the bridge
are eutitled. That question was not before the
court. Neither can the court be understood as
affirming or approving the wisdom or the
Jjustice of the action of the Legzislature in pases-
ing the act of 1876. Each equally is a question
beyoud the province of the court. The court
simply decides that the passage of theact was
within the discretion of the Legislature, and
is, therefore, obligatory upon the courts and the
city. Thepress and the public, however, may
freely indulge the right of criticism upon the
action of the Legislature, which would have
been unbecoming and out of place on the part
of the court. The act of the -Legislature hus

SOUTH}‘RN MAlLl—PostaZ Uommtm-—We
called attention on Salurday to the need of an
improved mail service from Baltimore south-
ward—better hours of departure and gunicker
runbing time. Between the Eastern cities and
Washington there is no reasonable cause for
complaint; but from Baltimore to the South
there is much that might be amended. The
only point we touched upon on Saturday was
the matt service between Baltimore and Rich-
mond. We showed that one train left Balti-
more for that city and the South at about mid-
pight, which was several hours before the
morning papers weut to press. The next
train does not leave Baltimore untif 6.40 in the
morning, although the papers could be mailed
and sent to theu destination
We showed, further, that the midnight mail
train went through from Baltimore <o Rich-
mond in seven hours and five minutes, and that
under the former achedule the rupming time of
the 4.20 A. M. train was only eight hours. On
the other hand, the present arrangements are
so imperfect, and the delay in transit so great,
that the 6.40 morning train from Baltimore oc-
cupies nearly eleven hours in getting to Rich-
mond. This is nearly four hours more than is
taken up by the midnight train, and three hours
more than the running time of the morbning
train under the old schedule.

In the mail service betyeen Baltimore and
Norfolk there has also been a similar change
for the worse. As at presemt arranged the
mail leaves Baltimore at half-past seven in the
eveniug, reaching Norfolk at twenty minutes
past eight the following morning. If the old
schedule were resumed over the Fredericksburg
and Ricbhmond route to Norfolk the matls would
leave Baltimore at 4.20 in the morning, arrive in
Richmond at noon and in Norfolk on the even-
ing of the same day. The distribution of the
mails from Baltimore southward via Richmond
and Norfolk would thus be advanced some ten
hours over the present arrangement. It fol-
lows, neceszarily, that all the other Southern
cities are subject to the same troubles in regard
to the receipt of their mails, and in some cases,
at least, business men are seriously hampered
by these delays.

It is not without good reason therefore that
a call has been made and responded to fora
Southern postal convention, to be hetd on the
25th of this month, at Fortress Monroe. The
Southern cities generally propose to send dele-
gates to the couvention, and Baltimore, as the
principal commercial city on the Southern bor-
der, and having close and extensive business
relations with all the States of the South, cught
to be fully represented. 'The resolutions adopt-
ed by the convention on the subject it has heen
convened to consider ounght to have great
welght in those guarters most concerned in the
matter. With the known desire of the Post-
oftice Department to establish the mail service
on a better footing there is no reason to decubt
that when the Postmaster General fully under-
stands the needs of the merchants and the press
of the South he will endeavor to make such
arrangements with the railroad companies as
will obviate the principal causes of complaint.

That it is desirable and should be the
policy of the city to secure free access to it
limits over all bridges and other approaches
will be generally conceded, and for this pur-
pose tollgates as well as toll bridges, on or near
our horders, should be abolished as speedily as
possible: but that the Legislature would have
been guiity of such an abuse of legislative an- |
thority as to deliberately compel the city to
purchase a private property which is not neces-
sary to the effecting of this great public object,
if the facts of the case had been fully and
properly represented, i3 extremely unlikely.

ExPoRTS OF BBEF, MUTTON AND LIvE 8TOCK.
According to a tabular statement in the New
York Herald the total valuation of the exports
of meat from the United States—that is, beef in
quarters and mutton in carcasses—during 1576
was 81,855,191, against $4,062,085 for the same
class of exports in 1877. But to this year's
conslgnments muast be added 5,050 head of iive
sheep, valued at $25,000, and 6,210 head of cattle,
valued at $497,600, shipped to London, Liver-
pool, Glasgow, Hull and Bristol.

LETTER FROM WASHINGTON.

[Correspondence of the Baltimore Sun.|
WASHINGTON, July 16, 1877,
The Strect Railway Curbstone Case— The Capi-
tal Newspaper Suil—Divorces— Marriage Un-

der Feigned Names—Germania Schuetzen, &c.

The case of the Washington and Georgetown
Railroad Company vs. the Digtrict of Columbia
was set for & return to-day before Judge Wylie,
holding the Special Term. The billin which
the rnﬁroad company sought to enjoin the Dis-
trict from issning certificates against the rail-
road for 19,856 €9, in which a special charge for
blue-stone curb was included, but offered to pay
$12,207 27. Las been already re})orted. The Dis-
trict commissioners to-day filed two answers,
the first a short general one on the part of the
District, and the second a long special oue on
the part of the commissicuers.

They answer “that the curbis necessary for
the protection of the carriage-way from the
action of the car wheels, and that such a pro-
tection was an essential necessity to such car-
riage-way, protecting it from gradual destruc-
tion at its line of connection with the extertor
linec of the iron track of the railroad company,
and that undresged stone would not have heen
suitable as the tinish of & carriage-way intended
to be perfectly smeoth.” They say that ‘-under
the law the portion of pavewment assessed
aeainst the railroad company and lying outside
of the exterior line of its outer tracss is two
feet in width, which two feet are composed of
five inches of blue-stone and nineteen 1nches of
concrete, including it base, and that ths cost
of the stoue curb is only $4,436 59, and that the
cost of the rest of the pavement assessable
to the company is $10.410 10.””

The case was heard by Judge Wylie, who,
after consideration, enjoined the issue of paving
certificates against the company. upon condition
that the company shall firat pay to the District
of Columbia $12,207 27. The case will be far-
theradjuaicated in reference to the excess of the
assesgment over this sum.

Anoiher injunction case of the Capital News-
paper Compary against Geo. Hill, ?ﬂ. er mamu-
facturer, was heard before Judee Wylie to-day.
The Capital company sought to restrain Mr. Hill
from further prosecuting his snit to put that
company into bankruptey. After hearing the
case the court discharzed the temporary injunc-
tion and dismissed the bill, leaving Mr, Hill
again free to prosecute bis suit.

Henry Burk ana Abraham Washington were
to-day sentenced to the penitentiary for three
years by Judge MacArthur under & former con-
viction.

The bill filed by Wm. H. Clark, seeking di-
vorce from Julis Clark on the ground of intoxi-
cation, was heard to-day by Judge Wylie, anda
divorce granted. Harrison Murray was divorced
from Alice Murray. Catharine Sonnenschmit
was granted a divorce from Chas. W. Sonunen-
schmit.

A smgnlar case was brought before the clerk of
the Distriet Supreme Court this afternoon. Two
persons who had been married in January, 1876,
under feigned names, and had lived together
gince in Prince George's county, Md., a8 man
and wife, and had had children born of the
marriage, made application to have the mar-
riage license altered to their true names, but a8
this was impossible it war agreed that an afii-
davit be ftied rtating the facts.

A number of Pennaylvania avenne property-
holders have signed an agreement to test in the
courts the legality of the assessment of private
property for ta¢ new pavement on that avenue,
and to seitle fiually the question whether the
ﬁroper[y—hu!ders on the avenue are bound to

eep it in repair.

RicaMoND, VaA., July 14, 1877,
The Board of Health Report— Legislative Aspi-
rants— The Moffett Liguor Bill.

The annual report of the board of health of
this city for 1878 has just been printed. There
were 2.122 births during the year, including 184
still-births, being am Increase of 116 over the
births of the previous year. There were 545
marriages, or 86 more than for 1875. The totad
deaths amounted to 1,648, or 52 more than for
the year petore. Estimating the average popu-
lation during the year at 75,000, and the whites
at 42,830, the colored at 32,170, the death rate per
1,000 of the total population was 21.98; of whites
17.36, and of ¢colored 23.13.

Overproduction is the sin of the times. Han
Prancisco on the whole gaine something by it.
Never was there 8o great a glut of merchandise
—mnotably, silke and fancy goods, and particu-
larly ready-made clothing. New York has a
fashion, when oppressed with overstocks, to
seck relref by packing them on us, to be sold
for what they will bring. Flaming bills posted
all over town announce goods from bankrupt
sales in New York—tull suits for gentlemen
$6 50, &c. Coals pour intwo tone to one that
we want—from England, from Philadelphia,
British Colombia, Australia, Oregon aud Wash-
mgton Territory, till this market ts gorged with
two years' supply ahead of ite wants. Mean-
while we are paying half a million & month
taxation on European ary goods, expreasive of
twoor three millons worth of furthet overstock
every month, to be sold withovt limttation.

One of the greatest objections to making this
a manufacturing centre is the liability of any
brauch to have its goods thus undersold. Many
shoe factories have been statted, and from this
cause they are always embarrassed, and usnally
are compelled to close, This is an evil likely
to be permanent. It is this that prevents the
establishment of iron works here. We have in
vain appealed to iron mea In Pennasylvania,

howing that iron can be made in California as

eap w8 in Lehigh. Iromstone abounds and
ite coals and lime amd hearth-stones, and
s worth from §3 to $10 more becanse of
sive transit. Yet we cabnot induce the
g of even one furnace. Lebizh:men say
and iron men bave been and ever wil

be crazy to make a show of big tonnage and cer-
tain bankruptcy rather than of profits and pros-
verity, This is true. No stocks are so ruinous
east as coal and iron. But in favor of California
it may be said with assurance that iron manu-
facturing here would not be oppressed with
oversiocke for twenty vears to come. Besides
the unususl consumption by machinists, where
L, one hundred milions of precious metals are
produced yeariy, there is an outside market
along 4,000 miles of coast. Wo are persuaded
that Pennsylvania iron masters would view the
matter difierently it they would cousider intel-
Jigently the great wants of this coast. Never
yet was 8o ample and so sure a market for any-
thing without assured guccess to the first enter-
prisers. We present it to the consideration of
iron men in Marvland and Virginia. Here is&
clear field unoccupied yet by even a single iron
blast furnace, with a wide market at prices
much in advance of rates on the Atlantic side,
and protected from eastern competition by
12,000 miles of ship freight.

'Therivers that give outlet to these
vast reservolrs are not udequate to carry off one-
fiurth. Therefore three-fourth parts find their
way to ocean in suhterranean chanuels.

A company offers, as competitor of many
others, to fird abundant water and quick realiza-
tion, at a cost that tempts acceplance. Instead
of over 150 miles off, this company propozes to
find ample water, not exceeding an hour's ride
away. The proposition 1s before the board.

The grangers are excited by the artesan re-
ports. They begin to see that the area ol sure
hroduction, independent of drouth, will proba-
{ﬂy be quadruple, and that there will come very
soon & redical change in land valuations. Lands
now desert will become most valued, because
of being assured of two crops & year and inde-
pendent of weather contingencies, while our
richest bottom lands are often swamped in wet
seasons aud make no harvest. Artesian wells
being beyond the means of ordinary immigrants,
will be made by land monopolists, who will be
well paid by the increased price of the land. On
guch lande, come at whatever time of year, the
tarmer can plant something at once, and in sixty
days he 1s sure of food for his cow, his pi{;s, his
poultry and his family, while in such cilmate
the merest apology for shelter suffices to vro-
tect him from suffering. Water plenty, would
make farming in California the most attractive
agriculture in the world. 8.
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LOCAL MATTERS.
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Militia Court-MHartial —Findings and Re-
view by the General Cominanding.—Gen.
Jag. R. Herbert having received the findings of
the recent court-martial of officers and men of
the Fifth Regiment for disobedience of orders
in not appearing for parade Juue 14, has ordered
the court dissolved and the accused released
from arrest. The court was called at the in-
stance of Capt. Zollinger, commanding the Fiith
Regiment, and it was composed of Col. Peters,
Si1xth Regiment, president; Capls. R. P. Brown,
Jonhn D. Lipscomb, Willis Gardner, J. M. Jami-
son, Thomsas Hillen and Geo. W. Wood: Lieuts.
George 1. Beall, Jr., judge advocate, and John
H. Ehlen.

When the court met Col. Peters raised the
question of ‘Jurisdlction, in that the command-
ing ofticer of the Fitth Regiment had not held
a court of review, in compliance with geaeral
orders No. 3, 1810, which were still in force.
The ¢court determined that it had no jurizdiction
and adjourned sine die. The findings were for-
warded to Gen. Herbert, whose indorsement
has been returned as follows:

Headgquarters First Brigade, M. N. (., City
Hall, Baltimore, Md.,July 16, 1877.—First. The
proceedings and finding of the ecourt-martial
convened in obedlience to special orders No. 3,
of which Col. Peters, Sixth Regiment Lirf"ht
Artillery, was president, are disapproved. The
court adjourned July 9; the papers resched me
this day, dnly 14, Such delay in military
judicial procedure in the absence of proper
explanation is unheard of and inexcusable, Nor
do the papers even offer any explanation of 1t.
The president, by his own showing, violated
one of the mos{ common rules knoewn to the
soldier, viz., addressing an official commuuica-
tion to the adjntant general without sending
through the proper chaunel, thereby making
himselt liable to arrest and trial by court-
martial.

Second. The court, in my opinion, had no
right to consider any paper appertaining to the
matter that did not come down to them through
the proper channels, and indorsed as such.

Third. It wae the province of the prisoner to
put in the plea of jurisdiction. M would have
been beiter for the court to have tried the
prisoner, brought in their verdict, let the papers
with all the evidence be forwarded throuzh
the proper channels to the commander in chief,
who could and would approve or dizapprove.

Now as to the facts, Capt. W. P. Zollinger,
commanding Fifth Regiment Infantry, asked
for & general court-martial, By virtue of my
authority as commander of the first district M.
N. G., the court is ordered and convened. The
law governiug the military of this State in every
sectton (for the beneflt of the service) through-
out enjoins as far as possible conformity to the
rules and regulations governing the United
States service. The idea that eections 51, 52 and
53 of general orders No. 3, issued by the adju-
tant general of the State in 1870 are lntended to
prevent a district commander from convening a
general court, when in bis opinion the sameis
necessary or proper, is I think erroneous, to say
the least. - .

1f the government of the Maryland militia is
confined to the letter of the regulations con-
tained in general order No. 3, and has no refer-
ence to the regulations and articles of war gov-
erning the United States army, the 94th section
of general order No. 3 is the only one under
which a general court-martial can be couvened,
and asthat section limits such courts to the
trial of ‘‘capital charges,” and gection 117 of the
same order forbids the death sentence, except in
time of war, it follows that in time of peace a
reneral court-martial cannot be convened at all;
a result so subeervient of proper military disci-
pline as not to have been contemplated by the
framers of the militia law of this State.

The section referred to merely intends to
ahow that a court of review shall consist of a
colonel, or commander of a regiment, but in his
absence by a field officer. In this case Capt.
Zollinger preferred the charges. He did not
wish to try the cases himself. He had no field
officer, and he was right, in m'f opinion, to ask
for a general court-martial. 'he object of the
issuling of sections 51, 52 and 53 was to facilitate
the investigation and hear excuses for absence
from duty, but certainiy mever to preventa
court-martial when thought proper by the com-
mander of a regiment and convened by the
proper authority. The ceurt, of which Col.
Peters is president, is dissolved. The officers
and men againgt whom Capt. Zollinger preferred
charges will be relecased from arrest snd re-
gtored to duty.

Important Railroad Improvement.—The
track shifting of the Philadelphia, Wilmington
and Baltimore railroad on Boston street from
Chester street to the eagtern city limits has been
completed, but there i8 other work, such as ro-
paving, &c., to be done yet. Several Sundays
have been consumed in the transfer of the track,
which was removed from the south side of Bos-
ton street, where 1t was in unpleasant proximity
to houses, to the centre of the etreet. The Sun-
day work was a necessity, when trains were not
running, in order to preveunt public 1nconve-
nience by the stoppage of trains, as would bave
been required on other days of the week. The
Sunday zangs of laborers comprised over 400
men, under Robert McClintock, road superin-
tendent. Repaving, &c., from Chester street
to Burke street has been done by the railroaa
company. From Burke street to the city limits
new pavement 18 being laid by the city authori-
ties, while the railroad company will also pave
the gtreet from the city limits to Clinton 2treet,
Canton, Lounis Hax & Bro., contractors.

The city has built & new bridge over Harris’s
creek at Boston street, and the track runs over
it., The bridge is of wood, on piles, 126 feect
long, 50 feet wide, with girders of § by 12 inches
North Carolina pine and double thickness of
three-inch pine. The bridge iz protected by
railings, and the track, being exactly in the
centre, leaves abundant room for the passage of
vehicles on both sides, and for foot-passzengers
at the sides of the carriage ways. The work is
certainly a great improvement in many respects.
The paving has progressed bevond the bridge
and wiil be completed this fall. About a hun-
dred men are employed upon it. The Philadel-
phia, Wilmington and Baltimore Railroad Com-
pany some months ago made an extensive pur-
chase of land at the water front east of the pres-
ent ferry to Locust Point. 1t is atated the com-
pany proposes, perhaps as early as next spring,
a removal of the present ferry houses to 8 point
further east, with many improvements, In
course of time it is proposed to increase the
transfer capacities of the present ferry between
Canton and Locust Point for both passegers and
freight by large barges, and thus perhaps to
lessen the use of the string-team transfer
by Pratt street. Regular lines of steamers
now stop at the Canton ferry for passengers.
Tue terminal railroad facilities at this point
will, it is expected, be greatly increased in the
next few yvears.

Smitl’s Witl.—The will of the late
Prof. Nathan R. Smith, who died on the 3d inst.,
wag yesterday admitted to probate in the Or-
phang’ Court.

Lapier, in trust for
the benefit of his wife, Mra. Julictta O.
P. Smith, during her life, and at bher
dedath to be divided into one hundred equal
sharea and distribated as follows: To his
sgon, Dr. Alan P. Smith, 14 13-100 shares; to his
daughter, Mary H. Lanier, 23 63-1%0 shares: in
trust for the sole use of his daughter, Mra. Klla
Montgomery, 15 33-00 shares, in the event of her
death without disposal and without issue to be
divided among the other distributees in the ra-
tio of their proportions &8 indicated; to Dr. Na-
than 8.

The Stlent Captain.
HOW BTONEWALL JACESON BLEPT—XHIS SINGU-
LAR RETICENCE.

The following is an extract from reminis-
cences of Gen. Stonewall Jackson furnished the
Philadelphia Weekly Times by Major H.Kyd
Douglas, of Hagerstown, Md.:

General Jackson's troops and his enemy's be-
lieved he never slept; the fact 18, healepts
great deal, Whenever he had nothing else to
do he went to sleep, especially in church. Ire-
member duriug the invasion of Maryland. on
Sunday night te rode three miles in an ambu-
lance to atieud chur:h in Frederick.: acd then
fell ssleep as soun as the minister beganto
preach: his head fell upon his breast, and he
never awoke until aroused by the organ and
chuir. He could leep any where and 1u sny po-
sition, eitting in his chatr, under fire, oron
horseback. On a mght march toward Rich-
mond. after the battles with McClellan, be was
ridine along with his drowsy staff, nodding and
gleeping as he weut. We passed by groups of
men sitting along the roadside and enraged 1
roasting new corn br fires made of fence-rails,
One group took us for cavalrymen with an in-
ebriated captain, anc one of the party, delighted
at the sight of & man who bhad found whizky
enough to be drunk. sprang up from the fire
and prandishing a roasting-ear in his band,
leaped down into the road, and seizing the zen-
eral’s horse, cried out, I say, old feliow, where
tue devil did you get vour liquor:” In an
instaut, as the general awoke, tue fellow saw
his mistake, and then bounding from the road
he took the fence at a single leap. exclaiming
“Good God! ite old Jack!" and disappeared in
the darkness.

Yes, General Jackson slept a_great deal, but
he was never caught napping. e gave to sleep
many mouments which other men would have
given to conversation. lHe was esscutially a
silent man; not morose, but quiet. lie smiled
often. rarely lauched. He never told a joke,
but did not diacourage them in others, and _l['
one struck his peculiar fancy he would smile in
mild approval. He did not live apart from his
staff, put liked to have them avout him, and
they were nearly all very young men. Univer-
sally polite in manmer, he encouraged the iive-
liest conversation among them, aithough he
took little part in it. He was not a manof
words: they seemed to embarrass bim. When
he had ideas he put them in action, not into
language. His military dispatches were &8 brief
as 1f studied, like the une ne Bent after the de-
feat of Milroy: *-God blessed our arms with
victory at McDowell yesterday.”” He never dis-
cussed his plans; indeed, he never told them.
The uext oflicer under him never knew his in-
teution nor object. He never volunteered his
opinion to his superior nor asked advice of hs
subordinates. He was as self-reliant as he was
silent, and believed he walks with speed who
walks alone.”” He was reticent to & fauit. “If
my coat knew what I intended to doI'd take it
off and throw it away,” wae one of his sayings.
Thig reticence often led to embarragsment and
compirint from the officer nmext in command,
and might have led to disaster in case of his
death; but he evidently thought it better to run
that risk than the risk of having his plans dia-
covered.

SITTING BULL AND THE CANADIANS.—The In-
dian office has received information to the effect
that Sitting Bull and his adherents were visited
daily by Oanadian officials. Sitting Bull said
he came to Canada because he was tired of fight-
ing. and if he could not make a living in Canada
be would return to the United States. Spotted
Eagle, Ramn-in-the-Face, Medicine Bear and a
number of other hostile chiets were present.
They were told that they would be allowed am-
munition enly for hunting puarposes, and that
should any of their people cross to the United
States side and commit amy depredation the
chiefs would be held responsible and punished.
The Canadian Indians, however. are all opposed
to havine these hostile Bionx on their eide of
the boundary, as they are at war with them. In
the eveut of the United Btates demanding the
hostiles the Canadian mounted police (only 300
men) would be an insufiicient force to drive
them out of the country. The hostiles have a
geod iu;mly of arms and horses, but little or no
ammunpltion. No Indian can obtain ammuni-
tion from the traders in British territory with-
out au order from the miliiary commander,
which is not given except for a strictly limited
quantity, suficient to supply immediate needs
of hunting in case the Indian is actually sotfer-
ing for food. The Canadian zuthorities regard
the United States horses and arms the Sioux
have as the spoils of war, and have given no
orders regarding them. There are now 2,000
ludges of Sioux north of the bouudary.

TRE DrowxiNg CasE AT ATLANTIO CITY—
Particuiers of the Affair—It has already been
announced that Mr. Moore Beatty, of Philadel-
phia. was drowned at Atlantic City on Saturday
morning while attempting to resecea lady, Mre.
Phillips, of New York ¢ity, who while bathing
had got beyond her depth. Mr. Beatty and his
wife were standing on the beach watcaing the
bathers, when it was observed tbat Mrs. Phil-
lips wes making sizns of distress. Throwing off
his coat and boots Mr. Beatty plunged into the
water and ewam to her aseistance. He reached
her, but the drowning woman seized him by the
teraand drageed him under. A large crowd
collected on tue beach and boats pat out to their
aid. They did not sink, but when baunled on
board of opne of the boats life appeared to be ex-
tinct, but when they had reached the shore both
began to gasp. A physician was sent for and
eftorts were made te resuscitate thew, but,
though the gasping continued for nearly an hour,
through ignorance and bungling both finally
died. Mr. Beatty and his family had only
reached Atlantic City oun the day before, and
were staylng at the Columbia Houze. His body
reached Philadelphia on Saturday evening.—
Mrs. Phillips, who was the widow of a retired
French merchant, was also a guest at the Co-
fumbia House. She was well known at Atlantie
City, having spent her summers there for seve-
ral years. She was known as a very bold bather,
3¢ much <o that many ladies refused to accom-
pany her to the water, being afraid to witneas
her daring exploits in the water. She was re-
puted wealthy, and is said to have lived on
Sixty-ninth street, New York. Mr, Beatty by
occupation was a carpenter and builder. He
was president of a number of building associa-
tion3a.

PENNSYLVANIA COAL TRADE—Consumers Ad-
wised to Purchase Now— Bottom Prices Probadly
Reached.—The Philadelphia Ledger of yester-
day publishes the followlng article on the Penn-
gylvania coal trade, from which it will be geen
consumers are advised to make their purchases
of coal now, on the supposition that bottom
prices have been reached:

*Notwithstanding the very large auction sales
apnounced, it is a fact that the coat tonnage is
glacking up a little. The Reading railroad car-
ried for the week ending on the14th instant only
some 150,000 tons. The movement at Port Rich-
mond, however, is nearly eieady, the receipts
end shipments amounntinX to about the same
figures. Whether the receipis are falling off for
the want of orders, or because of Interruption
by reason of the eelebration of the Fourth, or
because individual operators are stopping their
mines, we cannot say. The last named cause is
probably the main reason of the lessened sup-
Dply. Operators cannot afford to sel! coal at less
than cost, as some of the carrying companies
which are also coal producers are said to be do-
ing, the latter so blending the two charges on
coal and on transportation as to lighten the logs
that would otherwise entail on production alone.
But, whatever the cause of a lessening supply
of coal now comin g forward, one thing is patent
to the commonest oheerver, namel that coal is
now atits lowest poiat; necessari y. there can
be no better time to lay in the next winter’s
supply. The coal operators and coal compauies
do not follow the business with the view of all
the time selling it at or below cost. There
are occasions when the necessities of the sit-
uation maeke it temporarily bearable, but
wher such seasons come around they are
made a3 short by producers as poraible, and
are usually followeéd by such an advance in

rices as will recover back previous losses.

very man who bu?s his coal at present
prices has a portion of the actnal cost of sup-
plying and housing it borne by the producer.—
I'his 18 & kind of trafilic that cannot last. Hence
those who delay tbeir purchases do it atihe
risk of not only paying the entire cost of their
coal, but with the probable chanco of an addi-
tional charye to make up the operator’s previ-
ous losees, To carry on any of the legitimate
business pursuits of life there must be & fair
and equitable compensation all round. Coal,
an article of prime necessity, is no exception to
the rule. Prudent people, therefore, will see
the wisdom of laying in thelr coal promptly —
All the contingeneles of the season and of the
trade, such as suspensions, combinations,
strikes and accidents are on the side of higher
prices as the year advances. The Reading Coal
and Iron Company have not stopped any of
their mines, but a number of individual opera-
tors#1n the Schuylkill region have stopped
theirs, and we are informed that the Lehigh and
Wilkesbarre Company have temporarily stop-
ped their Wilkesbarre mines; it is also stated
that the Susquebanna Coal Comp&ny have
adopted & similar course of action.”
