THE SUN.

THE TRAGEDY OF YESTERDAY. — In our
columns to-day will be found the distressing
particulars, so far as it has been possible to
gather them, of the blood-shedding in our
streets yesterday—the most melancholy local
oceyrrence which in many ycars it has been
our duty to chronicle. Just now, while the
dead lie yet unburied, and men’s passions are
still at fever-heat, any accurate analysis or
judicial review of the facts is simply impos-
sible. Pending the necessary investigation
by a jury summoned by the proper authority
it might even seem improper.

The march of a handful of citizen soldiers—
our own volunteer military—through the
streeta, in obedience to the summons of the
constituted aunthorities, led to the killing and
wounding of a score or more of persons in the
principal business thoroughfare of the city.
The errand upon which the military were un-
derstood to be bound was undoubtedly an ob-
noxious one to a considerable portion of the
community. How far the movemeant of the
military was necessary—how far the time and
manner of its execution were judicigne—what
provocation, if any, the soldiers had for an ap-
parently indiscriminate firing on the people who
followed their steps and the innocent bystander
on the gidewalks, are just the questions which
judicial investigation alone can satisfactorily
determine. The natural feeling and first im.
preesion will universally be that the killing of
80 many persons was an unnecessary slaughter,
and might and onght to have been avoided.

A patient acquiescence, however, in the effi-
cacy of legal proceedings and methods of re-
dress, is the paramount duty of everybody in a
grave crigis like the present. To maintain the
supremacy of the law a2t every hazard is the
duty of the authorities. To sustain the au-
thorities in the performance of this duty is the
duty of every good citizen. The Governor, the
mayor and the police commisaioners must be
made to feel that they have the moral support
of the whole community in their efforts to
maintain the public peace. Those efforts ought
to be commensurate with the eravity of the
occasion. Under no circumstances can the rule
of law be relaxed or abandoned—that rule
which is essential to the very existence of so-
ciety.

E'sewhere will be found the correspondence
between the Governor and the mayor in regard
to the detention of the Fifth and 8ixth Regi-
ments in this city, instead of sending them to
Cumberland as at first contemplated, and also
the order of the police commissioners, issued
in accordance with the provieions of the code,
closing all bar-rooms and places where lignor is
¥ sold until further notice, Both are proper and
prudent measures of precaution, the prompt
adoption of which will meet the public ap-
proval.

THE EASTERN WAR.—The failure of the
Russian campaign in Asiatic Turkey has heen
more than compensated by the success which
has attended Russizn arms on the line of the
Danube. The march of General Zimmermann
from the lower Danube up the peninsula with
a force now estimated at seventy thousaud
men; the capture of Nikopolis, whereby the
passage of the Danube at Sistova i3 strength-
ened and assured; the occupation of Tirpova
at the foot of the Balkan range; the crossing of
that range through one of the obscure defiles
which the Turks had left unguarded; the isola-
tion of the strong works at Silistria by the
Turkish abandonment of Kustendji, and the
active preparations which are now said tobe
making for the investment of Rustchuk. All
these points of vantage gained Dbefore a great
battle has been fuught, coupled with the change
of Turkish commanders in the face of the
enemy, indicate not only masterly strategy on
the part of the Russians, but the probability
that they will now be able to cross the Balkans
in force aud dictate terms of peace either at
Adrianople or on the banks of the Bosphorus.
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THE BUFFALO GRASS REGION RECEDING.—A
Kansas letter in the New York Tribune de-
seriptive of the wheat farming on an immense
scale as practiced in the counties that lie along
what 18 now the frontier line of agricultural
gettlement in that State, makes the interesting
announcement that the buffalo grass regicn is
receding westward at the rate of flve miles a
year. As this grass djsappears its place is
-taken by the blue grass, and the land which was
before dry, hard and unproductive, absorbs the
raids and responds to the efforts of the hus-
bandman.

TeE SOUTHERN QUESTION.—The Boston Ad-
vertiser truly says that as soon as the Southern
question abdicates its supremacy in our politics,
and the new issues come to the front, the lines
of division will be rum straight through both
the old parties. The Southern question has
been so controlling that the most serious dif-
ferences on other matters have been tolerated,
and weak compromises resorted to for prevent-
ing party division.

Tre MONTGOMERY SENTINEL, published at
Rockville, Md., completed its twenty-second
year yesterday. The Sentinel is edited with
great ability, and devotes much attention to
local interests.

The Valley Register, published at Middle-
town, Md., commenced its thirty-fourth year
July 20. The Register is one of the few Mary-
land papers that pays special attention to local
news.
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SoME oF THE CINCINNATI MERCHANTS are
denying that the Chamber of Commerce of that
city should be held responsible for its recent
action in relation to the resumption of specie
payments. They claim that not one-thirtieth
of the members voted in favor of the resolution
that has been so thoroughly discussed through-
out the country.

TELEGRAPAIC SUMMARY, ETC.

Prince Gortschakoff disputes with Gen. Igna-
tieft and Prince Tcherkassi as to the conditions
of peace—A Turkish levy en masse has been
ordered in the province of Adrianople=The
Ruesian advance on the Balkans progresses—
The Sultan of Turkey thinks of abdicating=The
Herzegovinians are now going to aid the Mon-
tenegring=The trial of the proprictors of the
Marseilles (France) Legalite newspaper has re-
sulted in acquittal=In the British House of
Commons last night Mr. 0'Conor Power’s mo-
tion for the release of the fenian prisoners was
rejected by a vote of 235 to 7.

The movement of freight trains op the Balti-
more and Ohio railroad at Martinsburg, W. Va.,
under protection of United States troops. prac-
tically ended the trouble with the strikers at
that place. Advices from Cumberland, Md.,
and other points on the line, however, indi-
cating further trouble in that direction, local
troops of Baltimore were ordered to the scene.
This move was attended with the melancholy
events fully detailed elsewhere, and which were
followed by the revocation of the order. Dis-
patches from Ohio show that the strike has ex-
tended to the train men of the Central Ohjo divis-
sion of the Baltimore and Ohioroad, and the Gov-
ernor bas found it necessary to iseune a procla-
mation and call out State troops. The strike
at Pitteburg, on the Western division of the
Pennsylvania road, also assumed formidable
proportions, causing a similar resort to State
executive and military interference. This
strike extended to the Pittsburg, Fort Wayne
and Chicago road yesterday, when also the
firemen and brakemen of the Western division
of the Erie railroad struck work. There is talk
of still other roads becoming involved. A meet-
ing of Union Pacific railroad employees was
held at Omaha, Thursday night.

The woman's temperance meeting at Ocean
Grove, N. J., yesterday, was largely attended.
The young people’s meeting was conducted by
Mrs. Mary E. Hartt, of Baltimore. At the gen-
eral meeting prayers were offered in behalf of
intemperate persons, the whole congregation
being led in prayer by Mrs. Mary C. Johnson
and Mrs, Lathrop. frank Murphy, the apostle
of temperance, spoke at the afternoon sestion.
In the course of his remarks he said that Cbris-
tian temperance unions were working wonders,
and that within three years liqmor would be
wiped ont of existence in this codntry. He was
opposed to politics being dovetailed in with
temperance. He would not trust either party.

The Grand Lodge of Good Templars of Mis-
souri, which has been {n session at Macon City,
resolved itself into a State convention after ad-
journment and adopted s platform in faver of
the prohibition of imperting, manufacture and
gale of intoxicating beverages; the privilege of
voting to all races and both sexes; the election
of President, Vice-President and United States
Senators by direct popular vote; universal and
enforced education of the young, and national
paper currency a legal-tender for all purposes.
It is the intention to put a State ticket in the
fleld.

Requests having been made by policy-holders
in the Charter Oak Life Insurance Company
Hvlﬁg in various parts of the country that Sena-
tor Eaton, of Connecticnt, ghould look after
their interests, that zentleman bas made reply
accepting the attorneyship for the benefit of all
the policy-holders for the purpose of protect-
ing them in their rights and to assist in saving
the company. No recompense wiil be demanded
by him for any services which he may render
the policy-holders.

Peter H. Penwell, the wife murderer, was exe-
cuted in Elmira, N. Y., yesterday morning, at
11.35. The sheriff cut the rope which held the
weight of 350 1bs., and the criminal sprang into
the air and settled back. He never quivered,
his neck being instantly broken. In thirteen
minutes his heart ceased to beat, and in twenty-
three minutes he was pronounced dead and
taken down. Having no friends his body was
buried by the county.

It is sa1d at Brownsville, Texas, that the order
of the Mexican Secretary of War in relation to
invagion ©f Mexico by United States trocpe ka3
not been gent officially to Gen. Cansles. He has
frequently asserted that the only order he has
received is one from Gen. Mermno instructing
him to carry out the agreement made with Gen.
Ord, and that he and the United States authori-
ties are in accord,

While Gen. Sharpe, surveyor of the port of
New York, was passing the Herald office, in
that city, vesterday afternoon, he was attacked
and badly beaten by Wm, H. Grace,a former
inspector in the custom-house, who had been
dismissed. Gen. Sharpe was knocked down
and was badly cut over the head and eyes. His as-
sailant was arrested and taken to the Tombs,
where he was held in $1,000 bail for assauit.

Another suit against a striking silk weaver,
the secoud one, was tried at Paterson, N.J., yes-
terday. Strange & Co. sued a striker named
Jacob Rleman and obtained s verdict of §35
damages. It is believed that thesilk strikers
will resume work next week. 8ix or seven hun-
dred weavers being ont, they throw out of em-
ployment 2,000 or 3,000 hands.

The internal revenue commissioner decides
that a person engaged in the business of buying,
selling and shipping tobacco stems 18 liable to
pay a special tax as a leaf dealer. The commis-
sioner holds that tobacco stems wused in the
manufacture of smoking tobacco and enuff are
component parts of the leaf, and therefore are
on the same footing with strips or stemmed leaf,
scraps, cuttings and clippings.

A Brownsville (Texas) dispatch says General
Escobedo, who is working for Lerdo, is now at
Rio Grande City, and it is eaid that his men are
armed and occupy an encampment without any
concealment. Col. Abram Aguirre and several
other Mexican officers at Matamoras are under
arrest for communicating with Escobedo. It is
said that ex-Gov. Daviola is pear Edinburg,
Texas, recruiting for Lerdo.

President Hayes’s order prohibiting govern-
ment employees from taking any part in the
management of political organizations,caucuses,
conventions or electiop campaigns was promul-
gated to the employees of the New York custom-
bouse yesteraay.

Indictments were found by the grand jury of
the U. 8. Circuit Court at Erie Pa., yesterday,
against the firm of J. & J. Dunlap, government
contractors, of Erie, and Geo. E.1Fell, govern-
ment inspector; J. W. Dominek, of Buffalo,
clerk in engineer’s office, and A. Bartholomew,
for defrauding the government in the improve-
ments of Erie harbor of amounts variously esti-
mated at from one to two hundred thousand
dollars.

The Louisville, Ky., exposition committee,
with the mayor of that city, called on the Presi-
dent and cabinet at Washington yesterday and
extended an invitation to aitend the exhibition,
which opeuns September 17, the anpiversary of
the adoption of the federal comnstitution. The
invitation was accepted. Invitatione arc to be
extended to the Governors of all the States.

A tornado, not more than three hundred feet
in width, struck Elizabeth, N. J., Thursday
night, tore down numerous small buildings and
barns, unroofed houses. demolicbed chimneys
and twisted doors from their hinges. No person
was injured.

About tweunty tramps who bhad been camped
out several miles above Harrisburg, Pa., were
arrested and committed for trial yesterday for
an &ttack made by them on several policemen
Monday nigut. One of the officers was seriously
injured.

Lee R. Sanborn has written to Postmaster
General Key resigning the office of postmaster
at Sanborn, N. Y., in deference to the civil ser-
vice rules. Sanborn is a member of the repub-
lican State committee.

The Sunday School Congress opened at Round
Lake, New York, yesterday., Bisbhop Gilhert
Haven and J. Bennett Anderson, the British
evangelist,among others addreezed the congress.

Ramo- beat the trotting race at Chicago for
$2.000 yesterday, best time 2.23)%. Goldemith
Maid ran for $1,000 againat her best time, 2.17.
She trotted two heatsin 2.21, 2.19 without a skip.

Gen. Toombs yesterday introduced a resolu-
tion in the Georgia coustitutional convention to
repeal the prohibition against duelliug, and it
was voted down by 119 to 38.

The coroner’s jury in the Hackett case at
Montreal, Canada, yesterday rendered a verdict
of murder by a person or persons unknown.

A dispatch from Portland, Oregon, states that
the Grover iunvestigating committec has ad-
journed sine die.

The merchapt tailors of Syracuse, N. Y., have
resolved unanimously to no longer employ mem-
ber of the tailors’ union.

Cutting Rates to be Stopped.

ST. Louis, July 20.—A meeting of the general
freight agents of the roads running east from
St. Louis waer held here to-day, at which the
matter of cutting rates was preity iully dis-
cuseed, and it was agreed by all that it should
be stopped and the rates exztabliched July 2
ahould be restored and adhered to.

RAILROAD WAR IN MARYLAND.

CALLING OUT THE NATIONAL
GUARD OF THE STATE:

OPPOSITION T0 DEPARTURE OF MILITIA
FROM THE CITY.

BLOODSIIED IN THE STREETS OF
BALTIMORE.

A Number of People Killed and
Wonnded—The Troops Cooped at
Camden Depot—Tracks Torn Up on
the Suburbs—The Depot on Fire—
Intense Excitement, &e.

[iteported for the Baltimore Sun.]

The excitement of the past week, growing
out of troubies on the line of the Baltimore and
Ohio railroad, culminated yesterday inserious
rioting and bloodshed in the streets of Balti-
more, the killing of nine citizens and wounding
of sixteen, two of the latter at Camden de-
pot. It had been decided early in the after-
noon that the gravity of the situation in Com-
berland, where a threatening mob had gathered,
rendered it necessary to send State forces to the
scene for the preservation of order. Governor
Carroll had been telegraphed for by Mr. Join
W. Garrett, president of the Baljimore apd
Ohio railroad, and he cdme in at 9.15 A. M. from
his country place in Howard county and met the
president and first vice-president of the Balti-
more and Ohio railroad at Camden Station. The
railroad officers represented to the Governor the
very serious gituation of affairs on the line of
theroad n this State. The Governor subse-
quently went to Barnum’s Hotel, where he es-
tablished his headquarters. A number of gen-
tlemen were sent for and the situation was
freely canvassed.

@0V. CARBOLL 8 POSITION. .

Gov. Cigrroll says after he reached Baltimore
he took every means of ascertaining what the
condition of affairs was in Maryland. A faull
examination was made of all dispatches from
Cumberland and otber points in connection with
the events of the day, and he came to the con-
clusion that a very serious state of things ex-
jsted in Cumberiand, and he did not believe that
the local authorities could preserve order. He
therefore made up his mind, in orderto preserve
the peace of the State, that the arm of authority
of the State must be exercieed there ina way
to leave no doudt in the minds of all persons
disposed to make a riot that the preservation of
order and law would be maintained at every
cost. Acting under that impression he gave
orders that the Fifth Regiment proceed to
Cumberiand under comm: of Brigadier Gen-
eral James R, lHerbert, and the Sixth Regiment,
Col. Clarence Peters, t0 be held in readiness.

The Governor said we do cot know if a city
like Cumberiand should be umder controlof a
lawless mob by what mecans any private prop-
erty would be safe. He therefore considered
that to eend troops to protect the Baltimore and
Ohio Railroad Company in their legitimate
buginess would be the best means of saving
property of private citizens. With the policy
of the railroad company in their present action
he had nothing to do, but his first duty was to
preserve order, and that he would do at any
cost. The Governor said he expected Hon.
Charles J. M. Gwinn, attorney general of Ma-
ryland, in Baltimore to-asy, Mr. Gwinn havin,
only the day before lefi Baltimore for Watkins
Glen. Previons to his departure the attor-
ney general had been consulted in regard to the
contingency that had arisen, apd advised Gov.
Carroll as to the stef which he fe!t bound to
take. Gov. Carroll in conclusion said that it is
of the last importance that public and private
property in the State should be protected, and
anthority will be exercised if necessary 1o that
end. Gov. Carroll telegraphed to the Governor
of West Virginia for permiseion. if necessary,
to pass troops throagh that State, and immedi-
ate respouse was telegraphed granting the de-
pired privilege. At about two o’clock in the
afternoon Gov. Carroll issued the following:

Proclamation by the Governor.

Executive Office, Baltimore, July 20, 1817.—
Whereas it has come to the knowledge of the
executive that combinations of men have been
formed at various points along the line of the
Baltimore spd 1Ohio railroad in this State, and
that a conspiracy exists, the object of which is
to impede the traffic and interfere with the legit-
imate business of the said railroad company:
and whereas various acts of lawlessneas and in-
timidation to effect this purpose have been per-
petratec¢ in this Stste by bodies of men with
whom the local autlrorities are, in some in-
stances, incompetetent to deal; and whereas it
ia of the first importance that good order should
everfwhire prevail; and $out citizers of every
class should be protected.

Therefore I. John Lee Carroll. Governor of
Maryland, by virtue of the authority vested in
me, do hereby issue this, my proclamation,
calling upon all citizens of this State to abstain
from acts of lawlessness and to aid the lawful
authorities 1n the maintenance of peace and
order.

Given under my band and the great seal of the
State of Maryland, at the city of Baltimore, thia
20th day of July, 1877.

R. Herbert, Commander
First Brigrade M. N. G.—Sir: You will proceed
at once with the Fifth Regiment, of your com-
mand, to the city of Cumberland, to sid in the
puppression of riot and lawlessness along the
hne of the Baltimore and Ohio railroad, in this
State, and there await further orders.

Marching Orders.

It was at firat believed that an alert, wellk
handled regiment, such as the Fifth Maryland,
would eutfice for all purposes needed at Cum-
berland, but it was subsequently determined to
call cut poth the city regiments, and leave it
with QGen. Herbert’s discretion what number of
men to order on the march. Gen. Herbert re-
ceived the Governor’s orders at 4 P. M., and im-
mediately iesued his orders through his staff to
the senior captain, Zollinger, commanding the
Fifth, and to Col. Clarence Peters, commanding
the Sixth, to get their regiments together,
armed and eguipped, at their respective ar-
mories for marching at an instant’snotice. ‘The
railroad company had prepared a special train
for the troops, which was in readiness by five
o’'clock.

SOUNDING THE MILITARY ALARM,

Gen. Herbert, at his headquarters at the ¢ity
hall, attended by Capt. G. W, Wood, one of his
aids, issued orders and received reports of the
members assembling and the forwardness of the

reparations at each armory. At a little after 6
f’. M. Capt. Edward Johneon, of the Fifth, re-
ported 150 men ready for duty and 100 more ex-
pected, but that if the military call was sounded
by the fire bells the general would have more
men than he wanted. Gen. Herbert had pro-
posed this method of calling out the military at
first, but the Governor vetoed it then, fearing it
wight produce exaggerated alarm among the
citizeps. After Capt. Jobmnson’s report Gen.
Herbert again souxzht the Governor at his head-
quarterg, at Barnum’'s Hotel, and obtained his
acqniescence to the sounding of the military call,
Gen. Herbert taking the responsibility and de-
ciding on its neceesity.

The alarm, 151, known as the military call, in-
tended to be used inemergencies, riota and pub-
lic disturbances of unusual gravity and moment,
was soundcd for the first time in Baltimore at

recisely 6.35 P. M. Just afierwards Adjutant

}é)shop. ot the Sixth, reported 150 men ready for

duty. Gen. Herbert ordered that Col. eters

gend 150 men, in three comparnies, under his

most trusted captains. to Camden depot at 3 P.

M., the colonel to await further orders with the

residue, abous 100 men, &t the armory. Gen.

Herbert ordered 250 men from the Fifth to the

point of debarkation atthe same time, and at

about 7.30 P. M. Gen. Herbert aud bis staffdrove
to tire depot i:ivg hack,

The genera.’s stail who attended him were
Major Fred. Duvall, ingpector and acting ad-
jutant general; Major T. Wallis Blackistone,
judge advocate; Captain J. W. 8 Brady, quar-
termaster; Captains J. Mason Jamizon and G.
W. Wood, aids, and Thomas Hillen, ordnance
officer. Col. John McNulty. adjutant, was tele-
graphed to at New York, end Capt. R. B. Chew,
commissary, at Saratoga Springs, to repair to
Cumberland at once to join the command.
Mujor Phil. Dandridge. engineer on the stafl, is
in the ecmploy of the Baltimore and Ohio rail-
road, and could not be communicated with,
though somewhere on the road.

Riot at the Sixth Regiment Armory.
Col. Peters and Adjt. Bishop were the first of

the Sixth Regiment to arrive at the armory,

corner of Fayette and Front streetis, opposite
the shot tower. The armory ia in the second
story of the large building on the corner, the
entirs story,which isdivided into geveral rooms,
being used for the purpose. The under story is
occupied by George O7 Stevens as a furniture
faclory. The entrance to the armory ig on Front
street, about thirty feet from the corner of Fay-

ette street. There i3 a double dcor, about 4%

feet wide, a small platform, and stairs ascend-

ing from it to the secomnd-story, admitting the
passage of about three men abreast.

At the sound of themilitary alarm the soldiers
of the Sixth came rapidly to their armory, and
the crowd which had gathered about the front

the building as spectators began to increase

Yery rapidly. The crowd was composed ina

considerable proportion of half-grown youths,

men, and some women. The assemblage gradu-
ally filled up Front street before the armory, the
crowd extending some distance tcwards Balti-
more street, and on Fayette street east and west
of Front street. About 7 P’. M. the crowd bezan
to exhibit turbulenteymptome, and ocersionally

a man in uniform wes roughly handled.

The cowmmisgary, Q. C. Brown, Lieut. Walles
and Major A. J. George, the latter not in uni-
form, and some of the artillerymen connected
with the reziment were struck, receiving
slight brmses on the arms, lege and body from
brickbats and stopes. Occasionally a stone
crashed through a window, and as darkness ap-
proacbed the use of missiles grew to a regular
stone battle. The streets being torn up for lay-
ing gaspipes in the vicinity and buildines in pro-
cess of erection furnished the material of war-
fare. While the armory was being stoned from
the outside Col. Peters and his command cccu-
pied the large drill-room. Every pane of glass
on the Froat-street side or main eatrance of the

armory was smashed, and the shower of miessiles
drove in the guard from the pavement aund the
sentinels in the vestiblue. The rioters did not
invade the buitding. The drill-room being in
the rear, afforded shelter for the soldiers, who
were very much excited. .

Col. Peters personally superintended details
of preparation for marchinz. Two hundred and
twenty men answered to roll call. In obedience
to orders three companies were detailed to go
to Cnmberland, viz., Company I, Capt. Wm. H.
Tapper, forty men; Company F, Capt, John C.
Fallon, forty men; Company B, Capt. John H.
Duffey, torty men; total one hundred and twenty
men. The band and dram corps were preseut
and intended to march with music to Camden-
street depot with the command, but gere de-
terred by the further proceedings on the out-
side. Twenty rounds of ammunition were dis-
tributea to each of the men, who carried breach
]oadin% rifles. They also carried knapsacks,
rolled blackets and one day’s rations.

At 8.15 o'clock the detachment was formed in
two ranks and marched by twos down the gtairs,
and on reaching the front door the head of the
column was greeted by a shower of stones, caus-
ing it to recoil and turn back. Very many of the
men were struck, and the shower of stones and
bricks covered the floor of the vestibule. This
momentary success greatly elated the crowd,
which cheered cheer after cheer.

Previous to the assault on the command there
had been & verv general and strong expression
of dissatisfaction with the use of the regiment
in behalf of the railroad. There were cries and
cheers for the strikers. The demonstration had
been growipg for fully an hour, and sevewal
thousand sons asgcmbled in the crowd. €l
Peters thodght it necessary to gend for the po-
lice to clear the way to obviate the necessity of
using the military force and arms. The few
policemen on the spot were powerless to quell
the riotous manifestations, anda policeman was
dispatched for more men, but when & larger
squad came with Capiain Lannan, tbey were
unable Lo restore order, so that when the mili-
tary were ready to march the wild epirit of the
crowd was unrestrained and apparently resist-
less except by the terror of arme, at least as a
menace.

FIRING ON THE CROWD.

It was not the purpose of. the onicers to fire
on the crowd, but atter the first recoil, when
Company I again moved tothe door and were
received with another terrific gtone asasult,
the soldiers seemed to lose control of themselves
g0 far asa to think only of their own defense.
The firiug began at the door, and the officers
clafm that it was without orders from them.
Company I, with fixed bayonets, moved on
Front street towards Baltimore street, and were
followed at an interval of about thirty feet by
Company F,who were also received with showera
of missles and responded with occasional volleys
of musketry. A volley was ired along Fayette

et towards the bridge. driving the crowd in

t direction. These two companies marched
by Front street to Baltimore street, and up Bal-
timore street to Gay, fighting their way at
every step, and doing esad execution with the
Minnie balls from thetr rifles. By thetime they
had passed the.corner of Baltimore and Harri-
son strects, one man dead with a ball through
the breast, and three ethers dangerously
wounded, had been carried into Laroque’s drug
store at that point. The two companies con-
tinued up Baltimore street towards the Camden
Station. Company B, Capt. Duffay, by order of
Coionel Peters, being the last toleave the ar-
mory, marched by way of Front street to Gay
gtreet and np Gay to Baltimore street, and
thence towards the depot. Thisroute was taken
to avoid the hostile crowd. While moving out
of the armory Col. Peters directed the cowmopa-
pies from the head of the stairs, going with the
less experienced officers to the door, ana ouce
saylag to & youth in one of the companies, who
seemed on the point of giviog way to hie terror,
“go forward and fight !ike a man,”” pushing
him on.

BLOODSHED OGN BALTIMORE STRERT.

A numper of the getachments on Baltimore
gtreet were driven from the ranks. The scene
from Front street up to the depot, Camden st.,
was one of terror. The firing continued at
quick 1ntervals from the armory a long distance
up Baltimore street. Several times it wasas
though piatoons were firing. [n the neighbor-
hood of Gay street the crowd was thinned out
very much. About fifty or more persons seemed
following the soldiers, throwing stones at them,
and tryiug to get missiles on the Belzian pave-
ment, in which they were unsuccessfol. At
Holliday street two young men and a newsboy
were shot, and the windows of Chenowith's
saloon, No. 93 West Baltimore street, were
broken, The wounded at this point were
carried into the saloon and Dr. Wamble, a sur-
geon of the fire department, was summosped to
attend them. Inafew minutes they were dead
or dying, while the floor of the saloon looked
like a butcher’s pen. Similar scenes were wit-
nessed at severa! drug stores and saloons on the
route

Thefstreets were quickly deserted and the de-
tachment pasged ou by The Sun office. still
4ring random ’shote dyer their snoulders &ith
appurent rovkiessuess) Somo of the riolers
Jower down the street fired pistols. 7The de-
tachment left nine killed and fourteen wounded
on Baltimore atreet, the large majority of them
innocent peopie on the sidewalks.

It is stated that of the 120 men who started in
the three companies of the Sixth Regimeot from
the armory only 59 reporied finaily at Camden
Station, the reat having been lost on the way.

LIST OF KILLED AND WOUNDED.

Of the nine men killed—whose bodies were
taken to the middle stanon—one remained un-
recognized last nizhi. Those 1dentified were
as follows:

‘Thomas V. Byrne, 32 years of age, unmarried,
a clerk for the past five years in the store of
Strasburger & Soun, North Gay street, and regis-
ter of voters for the fifth ward; shot through
the head and killed on Front street at the
armory. He was stooping to screen himself
from the fire of the military when shot. His
brother was under arms with the Fifth Regi-
ment.

Wm. Haurand, 14 years old, whose home was
until recently on Harrison street, adjoining No.
1 truckhouse, newsboy, and the support of his
mother and her family; brains blown out on the
corner of Baltimore and Holliday streets.

Corpelius Murphy, laborer, 133 Eastern ave..
married: shot in left side of the neck and died
in a short time.

Patrick Giil, No. 9 South Front street, &
stranger in the city; killed on Front street.

Lewis Zwarowitch, No. 4 South Albemarle at.;
killed on the Odeon pavement, South Frederick
gtreet, ncar Baltimore street.

John H. Frank, 23 yesrs old, clerk, No. 8%
South Central avenue; shot through the heart.

Otto Manecke. 40 years old, fresco painter,
No. 53 Granby street, corner of Baltimore and
Grant sts., wife and five children; shot through
the face.

Mark Doud, No.7 North Bond street, driver;
compound fracture of skull; dying at midnight
at Weehington University Hospital,whexe he re-
ceived the last rites of religion from Rev. Mr.
Curtis, of the Cathedral.

George M. McDonald, No. 205 Chestnut street
25 years old, carpeuter, shot 1o the neck. Ident-
ified at 8 o'clock this morning.

Carey Williams, No. 175 East Pratt street,
shot tn the abdomen, probably fatal.

Georgze Kemp, Douglass street, shot through
the thigh.

Jacob Wagner, 51 Calverton road, shot in the
thigh.

_g_ Miller, No. 48 Burke st., shot in the foot.

John Groh, Market space, ehot in the back;
dangerous.

Jacob Klump, No. 31 Forrest street, sbot in
the thizh.

Michael Ebrmanp, 16 years old, Bond street,
flesh wound in the back.

James C. Barner, 17 years old. High street,
pear Fayette street, shot through boththighs,
the ball passing slightly downward; dangerous
but not mortal.

Wm. S. Youne, acting with the commissary
department of the Bixth Regiment, was knocked
down with a miesile on Baltimoure street, near
Light street. lie was taken to the drug store
of Coleman & Rodgers end was afterwards sent
to the hospital.

C. H. Altvater, No. 148 South Wasghington
street, was shot through the hat on Holliday
atreet.

Other narrow escapes were nunmerous., A
number of persons stightly wounded were able
to walk or were taken to their homes by friends.
It is probable that others seriouely wounded
were sent directly home, and their names were
pot learned. Bullets shivered the giass in win-
dows along Baltimore sireet at several places.

JURY OF INQUEST.

Dr. Walker, coroner of the middle district,
will summon a jury this morning and hold an
inquest on the aead bod.es.

Three members of the Sixth Regiment, in
uuiform., who were drivein away by the crowad
while going to the armory, belore dark, took
refuge in the middle station, aud had citizens'
clotbes sent them from their homes.

FURTHER PARTICULARS,

Thomas V. Byrne, who was shoz throngh the
head on Front street, was carried to the drug
store corner of Harrison and Baltimore streets.
At this time the detachment of the Sixth left
their armory and marched down Front to Balti-
more street. The crowd, which came 1nto
Harrizon atreet from the armory by way of
Fayette street, met the soldiers at Harrizon
and Baltimore streets.

The command wase allowed to pasa Harrison
street on the way up Baltimore street, when an
irreguiar volley of pistol shots and other mis-
giles was fired at them by the crowd. The sol-
diers wheeled and returned the fire, and deliv-
ered volleys inte the crowds at several points
on their route. A soldier was knocked down
with a missile near Lizht street. He was car-
ried into the drug store of Coleman & Rogers,
and was afterwards taken elsewhere. The last
volley from the soldiers was fired near the cor-
ner of Light street.

The soldiers reloaded and fired as they
marched, closely followed by the crowd, which
hurled missiles as fast aa they could be founda on
the route. A soldier fell at the corner of Bal-
timore and Holliday streets, and the iwmpres-
i.ii‘?? among the command was that he had been

illed.

Fhree wounded men were carried into th

gy

drug store at Baltimore and Harrison etreets,
three wounded men into Habliston's drug store,
corner of Gay and Baltimore streets, and three
fatally wounded to Chenowith’s restanrant, cor-
nerner of Baltimore and Holliday streete. A
man was fatally wounded near the Carrollton
Hotel.

Large ctowds of excited men gathered around
the places where the dead and wounded had
been hastily carried. Stretchers were procured,
and policemen carried the dead iothe middle
police station, where nine bodies were laid out
together up stairs. All of them had ghastiy
wounds in the head or other vital parts, and for
hounrs four remained nnrecognized. Five of the
wounded were taken to Washington University
Hospital, and others were sent to their homes
or well cared for at other placea. Pools of bloud
marked the spots on the streets where the
wounded fell.

Great crowds hung around the middle statton
until & late hour, and men and women in large
numbers made anxious inquiries after relatives
and friends. A woman, after scanning the faces
of several of the slain with a look of anxiety,
painful in its intensity, recognized the dead
body of her husband, and was carried swooning
from the room. A father recognized the dead
body of his son, and other heartrending scenes
served to make the pollce station a house of
such mourning and woe a3 has not been often
witnessed.

The Fifth Regiment on & War Foot-
ing.

As soon as the order for assembling of the
Fifth Regiment was communicated to Capt.
Zollinger, comrpanding, ; and Licut. Thomas
Symington, adjktant, the sergeants were dis-
natchei with poat haste to notify the men to
assembie at the armory inthe northwestern sec-
tion of the city. Shortly afterwarcs the mem-
bers commenced to arrive, fully equipped for
service, with fatigue caps, blouse and gray
pants, Knapeacks and blanketsrolied. The men
continued to arrive iu squads and singly during
the afternoon and up to the time the military
alarm was asounded, some 130 men were gath-
ered together. Not over 30 to 40 men aseembled
at the armory after the alarm was given. Pre-
vious to this alarm there was comparative quiet
in the neighborhood of the armory, but directly
after wards crowds began to assemble from all
sections of the city, inclading men, women and
children, and by the time the order to march
was given at leaat five thonsand people had as-
sembled in the vicinity. |

The men as they came in appeared to bein the
best state of miad, and one unacquainted with
the state of affairs would have supposed they
were going upon their usual summer trip. The
stern reality of the position was realized. how-
ever, when each man was provided after report-
ing for duty with twenty rounds of ammunition
by ordnance officer McNally.

Capt. Zollinger advieed the men to obey orders
and made vther suggeations pertinentto 8o seri-
ous an occasion. He said this was no foolish-
ness. They were no longer Sunday soldiers,
but were supposed to be regulars.

About 7% o'clock Capt. Zollinger received or-
ders to march, and the regiment filed out of the
armory, numbering altogetier about two hun-
dred muskets. Tbe command was headed by
the corps of eleven drummers, in command of
Drum Major Barrett, Company H (Capt. Zol-
linger's company) in command of Lieut. Albers,
Company B, Capt. Lipecomb, Company C, Capt.
Browu, Company D, Capt. Mills, Company E,
Lient, Deald, Company F, Capt. Anderaon,
Cumpany G. Capt. Reeves, Company K, Capt.
Flerbert. Company A has been disbanded, and
Company I was consolidated with Company H.
Other officers present 1n addition to Capt. Zol-
linger were Surgeons Alan P. Smith and W. H.
Crim, Quartermaster Miller, Commissary John-
son, ordinance officer McNally, Licut. Rogers,
l%\elut. Beall, Lieut. Cole, Lieat, Speer and Lieut.

en. . '

No demonstration was made by the crowd
about the armory when the regiment marched
out of the building. The crowd was gopd hu-
mored, and had many pleasant bye-byes for the
boys going to the wars. The command marched
down Garden street to Madisen street, and then
by the way of Entaw street to Camden street.
All along the line the streeta were packed with
people, and at some points there were demon-
strations of applause, at others of daisapproba-
tion.

Riot at Camden Depbt.

There was no actual outbreak, however, until
the regiment was about turning into Camden
stréet, near the depot, from Eutaw street, when
they were assaulted with stones and bricks,
which persons in the crowd seemed 1o have in
their possession. The assault was kept up un.
til the 7egiment entered the depot,andalthongh
some of the men were rourhly handled they re-
frained from using their weapons in self-de-
fense. The affray caused intense excitement,
and there was a general rush to get out of harms
way. Women with children in their arms were
hustled roughly about, but s far as learned noue
of them were seriously hurt, though several re-
ceived bruiees. The first company came to a
charge bayonets while passisg throungh a cloud
of missiles +r the depot cnirgoce, but not a
gun was fired!

The regiment was uuder the best control apd
did not resent the attack. William Sudsberg,
living at No. 50 Hillman street, was struck on
the head with a stone and badiy burt, Several of
the soldiers were injured. H. H, Flack,a private
of Company C, was badly cut upon the head.—
He was taken into a car and his wound dressed
by Surgeon Smith, who remarked he did not ex-
pect to get into service g0 soon. The surgeon
advieed Flack to remain at home, and ha replied
he was poing now if he was buried up there.
Lieut. Wm. H. Rogers and Lieut. Spear, of com-
pany C, had their heads cut, neither seriously
hurt; privates W. 8. Lilly and McKenzie, and
color bearer Wells were also hurt, either at
the time the regiment was assaulted on the
street,or by wissiles thrown into the depot after
their arrival, where the crowd pressed closely
upon them and repeated the asgault. T'he regi-
ment guietly cmbarked on board the cars, but 1t
soon became apparent that the train could not
leave the depot withvunt difficuluy.

IMPEDIMENTS TO DEPARTURE,

The traiu provided by the railroad company
to convey the troops to their destination con-
tained ten coaches, including a “palace” car to
the 1ear for the accommodation of the officers.
A. J. Fairbank, an officer of the company, euper-
intended the emtarkation. Engine No. 410, of
which George Barley ig engineer and Lewis Hees
fireman, stood at the Barre-street crossing,with
steam up, ready to haul the train out. The
demonsiration against the engineer and fireman
was so great that they were compelled to desert
the engine, having first been stoned by the mob.
‘I'he enzine was af{terwards completely disabied
by stoues thrown at it by the mob.

The riotous demonstration up to this time
wae principally at the Barre-street crossing, but
a charge upon the rioters compclled them to
retreat to the lower end of the depot, at the
corner of Lee atreet. The dispatcher's office,
located on the platform ineide the depot. near
Lee street, was next attacked, and completely
riddled wirh stones, and the telegraph operators
compelled to leave their posta.

About 200 policemen were in and about
the depot, who did all in their power to queil
the distarbance, end during the night several
arrest were made, and the prisoners taken to
the southern police station. An attack was
then made on policemen Streckfus and Fair-
banks while having a prisoner in custedy, and
they both had their heads cut.

GOV. CARROLL AND MAYOR LATROBE.

Inside of the Camden depot building Gov.
Carroll and Mayor Latrobe were present, with
Vice-President King and other officers of the
railroad company. Gen. James R, Herbert com-
manding the military, and Police Marshal Gray,
Deputy Marshal Frey, Police Commissioner
Gilmor. the captains of police in the six dis-
tricts of Baltimore city,and all the available
furce were assembled in and around the station
to assist in preservipg order, The two compa-
nies of the Sixth Regiment M. N. G,. under
Adjutant Bishop, who had paesed through from
their armory, forced their way after being
stoned at the lower part of Camden station.
abount 8.15 P. M. Some firing occurred and the
crowd was wild with excitement.

HOLDING THE FORT.

The militarv were ranged in companies along
the platform from Camden Station down. 'The
crowd was great arouund the station, but at that
time there were no threatening demonstrations
immediately on Camden strect, the main body
of the rioters being on Lee street and along Ohkio
avenue, at tne lower portion of tle station. A
good many passengers were in the depot expect-
ing to leave on the )ate trains, including several
frightened ladies.

TEARING UP TRACKS.

The track on which the train carrying the
troops was to pass was toru up from Lee street,
along Ohio avenue, to Cross street. About 9.15
P. M. some person unknown started engine No,
407 on the track out of the city under a head of
steam with no one in the cab to direct it. The
platform of the station on Lee sireet was torn
up and thedispatcher’s office nearly demolished.

TROOPS HELD IN BALTIMORE.

The tracks being torn up in several places be-
tween the depot ard the blue bridge, on the
guburbs, and it being imporsible to proceed,
correspondence between the mayor. Gen. Her-
bert and the Governor ensued with the view of
retaining the regiments in Baltimore, where they
were more nceded by this time than at Cum-
berland. The correspondence is as tfollowe:

Baitimore, duly 0, 187T.—Brigadier General
Jas. R. Herbert, Commanding First Brigade.
Maryland National* Guarda—Sir: I have juat
received the following comwmunication from his
honor, Ferdinand C. Latrobe, mayor of Balti-
more:

Baltimore. July 20,1877.—His Excellency John
Lee Carroll, Governor of Maryland—Dear Sir:
In view of the condition of affairs uow existing
in this city and the violent demonstration that
has taken place within the laet hour, I would
suggest that neither of the regiments of State
m'ﬁitia be ordered to leave Baltimore this even-
ing. {make this suggestion after a consuita-
tion with the commissioners of police. Very re-
spectiuily, FERDINAND C. LATRORBE,

Mayor of Baltimore.

In consequenceof the above request the order
to proceed to Cumberland with the Fifth Regi-
ment 18 hereby revoked, and you will hold the
men under your command ready to aid the city
authorities in case they should be required in
preserving order throughout the city.

JoHN LEE CARROLL, Governor.

The depot building proper was crowded with
peraons until about 9 o'clock. when some dis-
turbance occurred, and the police force cleared
the front of the bui]dlnﬁ, while themilitary oc-
cupied the platforms, where it was determined
the soldiers should remain during the night.

THE DEPOT GN FIRE.
At 10 o’clock P. M, a rush of rioters wae made

to the dispatcher’s office, on Lee street, and in
a minute it was scen that the lower 'P‘ortion of
the building and sheds was on fire. The crowd
there at the time was very dense. A passenger
car was also set on fire. and the engine—No, 410
—which was to carry out the troops, was badly
damaged. The smoke and flames rolling up
were sensibly felt at Camden Station, and it was
feared that they would communicate with and
destroy it.

The fire department was promptly on hand,
but was stopped by the rioters and not allowed
to go to work. At that timethe rioters on Lee
street were fired on and dispersed after a brief
resistance, and the flames were extinguished
before proceeding far up the sheds of the com-
pany.

FURTHER PARTICULARE OF THE DEPOT FIRE.

The firing at the Lee street portion of the
Baltimore ana Ohio railroad depot wae caused
by the mob attempting to stop the firemen 1n
the discharge of their duty. The mab cut the
hose and put out the fire of engine No. 2. The
station at that spot was guarded by the police
force of the southern gisirict, under Captain
Delanty, with Sergeants Blackistone, Collins
and Sunstrom. The mob attempted to stop the
firemen, and cut the hose of engine No.2and
fired on the guards. The policemen returned
the fire and drove the mob back. The firing
was with intent to intimidate, and a few per-
sons were injured, though & rumor prevailed
that one man was fatally shot through the
astomach.

John W. Burton, living at No. 48 Hanover
street, was shot in the left arm, above the wrist,
the bell lodging under the skin.

Robert Ryau, living on Goodman eiley, was
shot in the left side, between the ninth and
tenth rlbs. They were bothtaken to the Mary-
land University Hosepital, and attended by Dr.
Ashby, the resident physician. Neither ot them
are regarded as being severely injured.

William Sudsberg, who was injured at the
time the attack was madeon the Fitth Reciment
on Camden street, is also under treatment at the
infirmary. He is a son of Captain Sudsberg,
No. 50 Hillman street.

The extent of the damage by fire was the
burning of a passenger car, 1njury to an engine
as statgd, the destruction of the dispatcher’s
office and considerable damage to the roof of
the shed of the depot. As soon as the mob was
dispersed the fire was extinguished by the de-
partment. The alarm subgseguently sounded
wag on account of the burning of several watch-
man’s boxes on the line of the railroad from the
depot to the foot of Eutaw street. Nearly all of
the policemen were struck by stones, but none
seriously injured.

At 1 o'clock A. M. most of the police force
had been taken from the depot, and it was
guarded hy the troops which remained bivou-
acked within, Sixteen arrests’ were made in
the southern police distritt for disorderly con-
doct and throwing stones during the aisturb-
ances. The police state that but few raiiroad
men were observed among the rioters.

CONDITION OF THE TRACK.

The track at varions points between Camden
Station and the blue bridge crossing Gwynn’s
falls was disturbed at severakplaces. Atsome
of the switches the track had been removed out
of position. In the earlier part of the night
crowds of persons had assembled at various
points, and it is estimated that several thousand
people congregated at the bridge with a view of
obstructing any military movements.

. FEDERAL AID INVOKED.

Duriug the fire Gov. Carroll sent a dispatch
to President Hayes, stating that the depot had
been fired by a mob which was beyond control
of his forces, aud asking that assistance might
be afforded by the United States authorities.
Another Proclamation by Gevernor

Carroll.

Whereas the riotous demonstrations ghat took
place 1n this citv last evening evince ampirit of
lawlessness which, if not ruppressed, gust end
in the ruin of vast interests and the destruction
of large amounts of the property of our citizens,

Now, therefore, I, John Lee Carroll, Governor
of Maryland, do hereby issue this my procla-
mation calling upon all law abiding citizens of
Baltimore to aid in the maintenance of quiet,
and i hereby commana all person not to assem-
ble for the purposes of violation of law, bat to
retire forthwith peaceably to their respective
homes, warning them that a persistence in
thege violent proceedings will compel resort to
the strongest measures for the re-cstablishment
of order in our midst. JOHN LEE CARROLL,

BALTIMORE AND OHIO STRIKE.
The Situation Impreoving at Mar-

tinsburg — Proclamation by Gen.

Freneh.

MARTINSBURG, WEST VA., July 30.—At pres-
ent writing everything is perfectly quidt here,
and all excitement is snbaiding. The large con-
voys of freight trains which have been blocka-
ded here since Tuesday have all been dis-
patched, both east and west, without trouble.
Many of the old employees who were intimida-
ted by the strikers have gone to work, and the
backbone of the strike scems to be effectually
broken, the strong arm ot the federal govern-
ment having had & salntary effect upon all par-
ties engaged in obstructing the running of
trains.

Hamillon Evans and John Davis, two of the
leading eirikers, who were placed undcer arrest
yesterday, had a preliminary exemivation betore
Justice Wilen this morning, the State being rep-
regented by {.. M. Shaffer, prosecuting attorney,
and J. K. Cowan, of Baltimore. Davig was hetd
1 $300 bail for his appearance at court, but
Evans was discharged, there being no evidence
againgt him.

This morning Gepo. French, commanding the
federal troops here. forwardea a dispatch to the
War Department received from Lieut. Curtis,
who was sent West in charge of atrainon Thurs-
aay night with a detachment of ten men. ‘ihe
train was stoned at Sir John's Run, but no one
was injured, though the fireman, Zeup, was
strucky by a stone. The train reached Kevyser
at 2.45 A. M. Torpedoes placed on the track at
Keyzer notified the strikers of the coming of the
train. The regular engineer and firemen were
taken off by the strikers and the train run on a
siding. Lieut, Curtis says his detachment ix too
small for effective operations, and inquires of
Gen. French whether he shail remain there, re-
tire to Cumberland, or return to Martinsburg.

One of thetrains which left for the West this
moruicg wae cut off at Sir John's Run. After a
ghort delay it was coupled up and went on.
Captein Litchfleld has gone on with two com-
panles of troope to prevent a repetition of the
act, and with orders to arrest those engaged in
it. No further interferemce at that point is
apprehended.

The attack on the train at Sir John’s Run is
not attributed by railroad officials here as a
result of the strike, put is supposed to lave
been made by eanal boatmen, who have been in
the habit of riding on freight trains, which
privilege was denied them oa that train.

The following proclamation was issued this
morning and posted at various points along the
railroad:

The sight of the military has exasperated the
people. The strikers and their friends here num-
ber 1,500 or 2,000. The unemployed rolling-milk
men, numbering 900, are in fullsympathy with
the movement.

The citizens generally express sympathy for
the strikers, but wish to gee no violence. It is
threatened that if the conflict is continued much
furiher other violent measures will be resorted
to, such as destroying bridges, &c. The fireman
of one of the trains was beaten badly in being
taken off. The military have not left the cars.

During the interference with the freight train
with a ﬁuurd of twenty soldiers here to-day, the
rioters drew pistols and rocks on the engineer,
firemen, five soldiers and Mr. Frank Bond, the
company’s traveling agent, who were on the
engine. The threatened party showed no sign
of fear, and the sergeant struck down with the
butt end of his musket a rioter who attempted
to uncouple the cars. When the sitnation be- -
came alarming Lieut. Howard double-quicked
ten men to the front and ordered the men to fire
(t)n Ll]le first man who attempted to board the
rain.

FURTHER FROM CUMBERLAND.

CUNMBERLAND, Mbp, July 20, 10.20 £. M.—A
train of empty coal cars has just come in from
Martinsburg. At the corner of Baltimore gtreet
a crowd rushed up to the engine ana dragged off
the fireman, after which the train waa taken io
the yard, unable to proceed further without a
fireman.

Most of the people have left the sirceta and
the city has returned to guiet. Two boys wera
slightly injured to-unight Ly the explosion of a
torpedo. A messenger has been sent hence to
Martinshurg to invite those who still hold out
to come here and join the strikers here to pres
vent the passaze of any freight trains either
east or west. Immense quantities of freight
are lying on the road at dl?t’erent points waiting
to be moved east, some of whichis of a per-
ishable nature.

To-morrow will very probably decide whether
the railroad company can proeecute its business
without further interruption. Only the most
determined action on the part of thecivil and
military authorities can quell the action of the
strikers. The sympathy of the people of this
city with the strikers is one of the strongest
incentives to the course they have followed and
what they will do if not et once checked.

Later—A few minutes ago there was what
promised to be a serious affair for Baltimore
street. The police arrested a man named H.
H. Rench, for whom a warrant had been issued
as one of theringleaders of the difficulty here,
and when arrested started gnietly for the sta-
tion-house. A large crowd followed, znd as
they approached the station the crowd called
upon the police to halt, and made & rush to res-
cue the prisoner. The police drew their pistols,
when some one in the crowd flred. The police
returned the ehot, and some half dozen shota
were fired. There was no oane hurt. Rench
and three others were taken to the station-
house, but wera released by the mayor to ap-
pear for a hearing at two o’clock to-day. There
is now again a large throng in the streets, and
the intel igeuce from Baltimore appears to have
added to the excitement.

Hughes, who met the com-
pany Thursday night and informed them that
they could euter Keyser without opposition, but
would not be allowed to go to Martingburg dur-
ing the night. Orders were received and the
company returned home.

The strikers here number two hundred. The
freight trains, with a squad of soldiers, delayed
af, Cumberland, arrived here durng the after-
noon. Railroaders surrounded the engine,
yelled aud hooted at them. Several soldiers
were on the engines with fixed bayonets.
Finally the engineer run his engine on the
switch. and the brakeman got off and was
guarded down the railroad to the soldiers’ car.

The
Governor has issned a_proclamation command-
ine the strikers to desist from persona] intimi-
dation and interfering with property.

_There 18 nothing essentially new in the gitna-
tion at Newark. Passenger trains are ruuning
as usual, but no freights are allowed to go out.
Lﬁrrze crowds are expectantly awaiting the ar-
rival of troops, but no violence is offered. Sev-
eral attempts were made to get trains off with-
out success. The strikers are very reticent a8 to
what may happen on the arrivel of the military.
Two companies (Circleville Guards and Cham-
pion City Guards) are now in thia city, and will
proceed to Newark to-night. Mount Vernon and
Zaneaville companies are also expected at New-
ark about midnight.

Trains on the Pan Handle route are running
without the accnstomed regularity.

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PRESIDENT HAvEs's PosiTioN.—In a recent
article entitled +1he President his Own Inter-
preter,” the New York Times offers the Presi-
dent some excellent advice in reference 1o the
difficult and thoerny path of a civil service re-
former upon which he has entered. It says:

*The task he has undertaken in reference to
the civil service ie more formidable than that
which he undertook in the South. To a large
exteut he was in the latter work master of the
situation. A simple order destroyed one condi-
tion of affairs aod inangurated another. No
guch ready solution of difficnlties is possible in
the enforcement of civil service reform. The
system he upsets has foundations deep inthe
traditions of parties and in the prejudices and
self-interest of politicians. The system he pats
in its place appeals to other ideas ‘of duty and 1o
influences not usnally felt in politics. The op-
position he must expect to encourter is organ-
ized, bold, aggreesive, umscruputous. If he
trinmph over it he will doso with the hel;‘)
the business intelligence and the moral principle
of the country.”

At the same time it argunes that in the ap-
parent want of popular enthusiasm over the
subject of civil service reform there isnocanse
for discoursgement. In the first place it is nota
theme calculated to excite much enthusiasm.
1t is pot sufficiently sensational, and 1t8 charac-
ter, and its results, even when most satisfactory
in their nature, are only of slow and gradual
attainment, and do not at once speak to the
eye, much' less commend themseives to the
popular imagination, Then the friendiy classes
and elements in the community are not of a
demonstrative nature. To the professional
politicians and demagogues, to the «boys™ and
the ssworkers’’—those who are apt to have the
public ear, and to attract most attention by
by reazon of the moise they msake and the
prominence they assume 28 organs and ex-
ponents of public opinion—civil gervice re-
form is altogether distasteful. If it means
cutting off the supply of +loaves and fishes,”
abolishing sinecures, reducing fees and sala-
ries, and making merit and not favor the
test of official qualification and the passport to
promotion, they have no use for it.

On the other haud the clements upon which
tbe President must rely for sympathy angd sup-
port, if he is serious in his determination to
reform the civil service of the government, are
the sober good sense and instinctive konesty of
the people at home who desire to see the gov-
ernment honestly and economicaily adminis-
tered, the educated political opinion of those
who realize the danger to our institutions from
the prostitution and corruption of the civil ser-
vice, and the experience of the business classes,
which has tanght them how much they have to
pay for administrative inefficiency, ignorance
and cupidity. But none of these classes of
people are given to enthusiasm; morcover a
painful experience has admonished them to be
skeptical and to wait for substantial and tan-
gible evidence of reform before bestowing thelr
applause npon mere promises and professious.
That the declarations of the President have not
elicited a heartier and warmer welcome the
Times attributes, and perheps with reason, to
the want of popular confidence in the men who
surround the President, the intermediaries
through whom his views are given to the pub-
lic, and the instruments selected to give them
practical interpretation and effect. Many of
these men have but a halfheartegd eympathy
with the President’s intentions, and are wholly
indifferent to the success of the reform policy.

‘We do not know whether or not in these
remarks of the Times there i3 any covert
alinelon to the Hon. John 8herman, Secretary
pf the Treasury, but Assistant Secretary Mec-
Cormick is mentioned by name as one of the
persons through whose misunderstanding or
misinterpretation of the President’s wishes,
particularly in the case of the federal office-
holders who are members of the national repub-
lican committee, the President has suffered in
reputation to the extent of having his own
sincerity as well as firmness called in guestion.
The case of the Maryland appointments here at
home, and the whole of the disgraceful wrangle
over them, is another illustration of the same
kind, which will be apt to suggest itself to our
readers., The President’s greatest danger just
now seems to be that of having his capacity
and his good faith measured by that of the
people who affect an intimacy with him, who
seek to stand between him and the public, and
who give to his views and language the inter-
pretation and coloring which best suits them-
pelves.

The only gafe course for the President, the
Times therefore suggeste, is to eschew all such
dangerous fcounselors and untrustworthy inter-
mediaries, to become «his own interpreter,’’ to
be more guarded in his confidences with indi-
viduals who scek his confidence solely for their
own advantage, and more direct in his commu-
nications with the public, who are in sympathy
with his declared purpose. And the more
direct the communication, it says, the better,
and the more evident the President’s determi-
nation to enforce specific plans of reform, the
surer will be his hold upon the sympathy and
gupport of the people. There is nothing dis-
couraging in the adverse criticismeg which the
tentative efforts at reform already made have
provoked, for the criticism has been directed
not at the policy of reform, but at the indica-
tions of indecision and inconsistency by which
it has been marred in the execution. A firmer
policy will evoke firmer support, and reveal the
strength of that popular sentiment which has
been only imperfectly dizclosed.

THE INEQUALITIES OF THE MAIL SBRVICE.—
We have already called attention on two pre-
vious occasions to the disadvantage at which
Baltimore is put in respect to the Southern
mail service, both in the time of departure and
in the time occupied on the route. We have
ghown how under the old schedule the mails
for Richmond and other points South left Balti-
more at 4.20 in the morning and reached Rich-
mond in eight hours; whilst under the present
arrangement the mails do not leave Baltimore
until 6.40 in the morning—a loss of two hours
and twenty minutes as compared with the old
schedule—and do not arrive at Richmoud until
5.30 in the evening, the time taken up in transit
being nearly eleven hours. The time occupied
between Baltimore and Richmond is, therefore,
now nearly eleven hours, as against eight houme
formerly, showing an actual difference in run-
ning time of three hours, and a further differ-
ence of two hours and twenty minutes in the
time of departure. In other words, that
whereas the Baltimore morning papers used to
get to Ricbmond at haif an hour after noon-
day, they do not now arrive there nutil half-
past five in the evening, The same trouble ex-
ists in the mails to Norfolk. At present the
mails leave Baltimore by stcamerat 7.30 in the
evening, reaching Norfolk at 8.20 the next morn-
ing. If the old runuing time were adopted the
overland train leaving Baltimore at 4.30 in the
morning, and passing by way of Fredericksburg
and Richmond, would reach Norfolk on the
evening of the same day,

‘We now turn to the way distribution of the
mails sent to points along and near the North-
ern Central railroad between Baltimore and
Harrisburg. We find in respect to the
time of the departurc of the mails the
same discrimination in favor of the mails for-
warded from the East, and covering newspaper
matter, as there is in those sent South. For
juetance: The Niagara express leaves New
York for Harrisburg, via Philadelphia, at 4.25
in the morning and reaches Harrisburg at 10.40.
The distance is 195 miles and the running time
gix hours and forty minutes, Thke Niagara
express which starts from Baltimore does not
leave until 7.20 in the morning, arriving at Har-
msburg at exactly the same Lour as the express
from New York., This train carries the mail

.for York and Harrisburg, but makes no detiv-
eries whatever at intermediate points. The
way mail, which distributes letters and news-
§apers at all points along the line of the

orthern Central between Baltimore and Har-
risburg, does not leave Baltimore until 8,25 in
the morning, reaching Harrisburg at forty
minuntes after twelve. It will be observed from
the facts we have recited that both in the time
of departure and in the speed of the trains the
Eastern press and the Euastern merchants are
givenin the matter of mail service advantages
over the merchants and press of Baltimore and
of the Southern cities—a service in which, as
far as may be possible, ell should share alike,
and we trust that, either through the action of
the postal convention now about to assemble,
or through negotiations voluntarily entered into
by the Postoffice Department with the railroad
companies, a more equitable arrangement of
the mail service for Baitimore may be secured.

CONVERTION OF SCIENTISTS.—A meeting of
the American Association for the Advancement
of Science is to be held in Nasbville, Tenn.,
from Aungust 29 to SBeptember 5. While organ-
ized mainly for the promotion of pure science,
the association seeks the co-operation of friends
of science and invites to associate membership
all who are interested in the application of
pcientific principles to the development of the
vast industrial rescurces of the South. With
the cordial co-operation of the citizens of
Nashville complete arrangements have been
made for the reception and entertainment of
mombers and their friends, which will include
excursions to points of interest in the vicinity
of that city and in ad_loming States.’

were ordered out after a congnltation with Vice-
President Cassatt, who arrived this morning
from Philadelphia, Major General Pearson,
commanding tbe military division, wcompanled
by Superintendent Pitcalrn, Sheriff Fife and

Deputy Sheriff Boyce took a locomotive at the

Union Depot for East Liberty.

Arrived there the sheriff mounted alocomo-
tive and made & brief address to the men. He
said it had been represented to him that certain
riotous persone had interfered with the running
of the trains. He wished to say that such in-
terference must be discontinued.” He then read
the proclamation of the Governor, and when he
had concluded again commanded the crowd to
disperse. As he was about to et down from
the locomotive a voice shouted, *Give us a loaf
of bread;’’ another voice said, “You're creating
a riot yourself; we have not stopped any pas-
senger trains,”’ Still another mau in the crowd
requested the gheriff to bring out a car of bread,
and this ereated loud laughter and cheers.

Gen. Pearson then said that he had been or-
dered by the Governor to protect these traius
go that they might coutinue to run as uenal, and
he added, “You that know me know that I will
obey orders.” [A voice—*You'rebutone masn."”]
+'Yés, I am but one man, but I have troops who
who will obey my orders, and I tell you, gentle-
men, these trains must go through. My troops
will bave no blank ammunition, and I give yom
warping of this in time. [A voice—'Neither
will we.”'] 1 ecall upon these people here who
are noi directly interested in this matter to go
away, as it is almost alwaye the case in affairs
of this kind that the innocent persons are the
ones who are hurt. As for myself I'm going on
the first train, and [ assure you I'm going
through by daylight.”

His speech was followed by cries. of “‘bread,”
and the general remarked that if it was trae
they were puffering for something to eat there
were no persons in the world who would more
guickly put their hands in their pockets to ren-
der them assistance than theee troops. The
datvy which devolved upon him was a very up-
pieasant one, but he felt that he must and would
obey orders.

By 3 o'clock _abont 180 men of the Luzerne
Grays were at East Liberty,armed and equipped
with ball and ammunition. Soou after & freight
train containing a crowd of nearly one thousand
roughs from the city to join the srrikers arrived
amid the yreatest excitement, The troopsim-
mediately tell into line, being hooted and hissed
by the mob.

PITTSBURG, Pa., July 20.—Thesituation at the
outer depot of the Pennsylvania road and at the
East Liberty stock yard remains unchanged.
The State militia are on the ground. but there
has been no collision. The strikers outnumber
the soldiers three to one. No freight or stock
has been moved to-day.

PHILADELPHIAJuly 20.—At 8 o’clock this even-
ing Msaj. Gen. R. M. Brinton, commanding the
first division N. G. P., received the followinZ
dispatch: * Youn will move with your entire di-
vision. cavalry and artillery dismounted, via
Penusylvania railroad to Pitfsburg, reporting
on your arrival to Maj. Gen. Pearson. Advise
bhim and me of the hour of your departure from
Philadelphia and your progresa along the rosd.
Ammuuition will be furaished you at Harns-
burg, and will be in cnarge of Geo. C. Kelley
and Gen. Diver. The Pennsylvania railroad
will furnieh transportation.

“James W. LAaTra, Adjt. Gen.””

Immediately upon receipt of the above no-
tices were sent to the various commands, and
to-night the men are mustering at all the armo-
ries. The division includes the tirst, second,
third and sixth regiments, the Keystone Bat-
tery, City Troop, Black Hussars, Washington
Greys, Weccacoe Legion, State Fencibles and
Grey Invincibles. These commands number
about 2,000 men, but it is feared that not over
1,000 men can be mustered to-night.

Gen. Brinton has his headquarters at the
League House, and is mow receiving reports
from ihe various commands. The Pennsylvania
railroad have made every arrangement here for
carrying the troops to Pittsburﬁ. and the cars
are now waiting at the depot. It is not likely
that the command will move before morning.—
Information received from West Philadelphia
depot this evening indicates that no Btrike of
freight brakemen is anticipated on the Eastern
division of the Pennsylvania railroad. President
Scott and other oficials will remaip at the depot
all night. Mayor Stokely had a conversation
with some of the freight conductors this after-

" noon, and stated that if there was no strike be-

fore midnignt there wourld be none.

About five o’clock this evening a consnltation
was held at Union depot by Wm. Shaw, first
vice-president; A. J.Cassatt, third vice-presi-
dent; ex-Senator John Scott, counsellor of the
road. and General Pearson. At this time there
was detachments of the Eighteenth Regiment
under arms at the outer depot, and alse a por-
tion of the Hutchison battery, while another
detachment of the Fourteenth regiment occu-
pied the Union depot. i

1t was proposed to place a crew on a train of
freight, and under protection of the military to
pull out, and thus bring matters to a crizis, but
g8 the entire number of men under arms was
only 290, it was decided that the force was inad-
equate tobreak the strike, and would only re-
gult in ukeless bloodshed, and the plan was
abandoned.

Gen. Pearson will doubtless advise the adju-
tant general of the State that the force at his
command 18 not eufficient to maintain the law
and ask for additional troops, and until these
arrive the situation will probaply remain un-
changed.

THE PITTBEURG, FORT WAYNE AND CHICAGO
JOINS IN.

PirrepURe, July 20.—The Pittsburg, Fort
Wayne and Chicago firemenand brakemen struck
at half-past three this afteruvoon.

The strike on the Pittsburg, Fort Wayne and
Chicago road ie serious, embracing all freight
crews of the eastern division from Pittsburg to
Alliance. The passenger traffic is not inter-
rupted, and there has not been any noisy demon-
stration.

It is reported that the freight crews of the
Pittsburg, Cincinnati and St. Louis road, Pan-
Handle route, struck at:Dennison this evenin%r,
but the report still lacks confirmation. Nearly
the entire freight force of the roaa i3 concentra-
ted at that point, having been sent there to-day
%10 remove them from the influence of the strike

ere.

The Engineers' Brotherhood held a secret
meeting to-day, at which it was understood they
would deflne their position, and it is learned to-
night from undoubted autbority that they re-
solved to stand by the strikers. This action
will notimpede passenger travel, but the freight
engineers will refuse to haul trains manned by
grein bands and will cast their lot witk the
gtrikers.

The men on the Pittsburg division of the Bal-
timore and Ohio road remsin at their posts, and
the officers express every eonfidence thatthey
will not go out, notwithstanding the fact that
freight traffic on that road is suspended. The
night freight which entecred this evening was
stopped by a crowd of 608 men near Everson,
Preston & Co.’s roiling malls in this eity, about
balf a mile from the depos, and the crews com-
pelled to turn the tralns back to the yard. The
crowd was composed of the idle men in the city
who &re in sympathy with the strikers.

There are indications of discontent amon
the employees of the Ohio and Miesissippi rail-
road, who were snbiect to & reduction of wages,
10 take effect July 16, There is evidence that
they are organizing for a strike, to beg_u after

COL. SCOTT TO TIHE GOVERNOR OF NEW JERSEY.

TRENTON, N. J., July 20.—A dispatch was re-
ceived to-day at the executive department from
Col. Scott, of the Pennsylvania Raitroad Com-
pany, to the etlect that the etrike had extended
as far a8 Pittsburg, and fears were catertained
that it would extend over the Penusylvania
railroad lines, that the Governor of Pennseyl-
vania had issued & proclamation, &c. Gov.
Bedle was requested to lend his co-operation
in case an emergency should arise which miuht
require it. The message waa forwarded to the
Governor, and that functionary is already on
the alert.

(Special Dispatch to the Baltimore Sun.]
Hurrying Troops and Ammunition
to Pitisburg.

HARRISBURG, I’4., July 20.—Adjutant General
Latta. after ordering out the Sixth Division
National Guard to quell the riot on the Peousyl-
vania railroad. left for Pittsburg. At Tyrone,
between this city and Altoona, be telegraphed
his clerks to ship two Gatling guns and 34,600
rounds of ammunition. One of the guns, with
5,000 rounds of ammunition, was_shipved at 11
o'clock to-night, and the other, with the remain-
jing ammnunition, will be sent to Pittsburg
to-morrow morning on the same train which is
to take the First Division of Philadelphia to the
scene of riot.

1t is rumored here to-night that Gov. Hart-
rantt, in view of the serious aspect of the rail-
road situation, has concluded to return from his
western trip.

There are no indications of a strike here, and
the railroad officiale profess to have no fears of
jt. Their movements, however, betray un-
easiness.

Immediate Concentration on
Pennsylvania Raiiroad.

PaILADELPHIA, July 20.—T'he officers of the
Pennsylvania railroad say that the immediate
concentration of troops on the road will be very
jarge and amply suflicient to restore and pre-
perve perfect order, The compsany is making
arrangements at all pointe forthe protection of
its property and the safety of its men who re-
main loyal to its service.

Strike on the Eastern Division of
the Erie Railway.

NEw YORK, July 20.—The officers of the Erie
railroad make the following statement: **Late
]Jast evening a meeting of firemen aud brake-
men was held in Hornellsville, at the close of
which & message was sent by the chairman to
the superiniendent ofthe Erie railway notifymng
him thatthe men on the Western Susquehanna
and Buffalo division haa resolved to quit work
at one o’clock thig morning.

The superintendent proceeded at once to Har
nellaville, :n-l'ivir.\%1 there this morning, and
found the atrikers had quit work and had taken
measures to prevent any train, gnssen er or
freight, from leaving or passing through Hor-
pellsville east or west. Simultaneously, fire-
men, brakemen and switchmen at Salamanca, on
the western division, quit work, and when Mr.
Begg#, the superintendent of that division, who
had etarted out from Dunkirk for Harnellsville
with & speciasl train, arrived at Salamanca his
engine was cut loose from the train and &ant
into the engine house, and the strikers notifled
bim that no engine or train would be permitted
10 pass Saiamanca.

At Andover Station, on the westera division,
one of the striking firemen took engine 22 and
went out on the road without orders or permis-

gion from the company,and on the time of
trains,intendiog, he s8aid, to go to Hornelleville,

Up to 4 o’clock this afternoon the strikers had

iven the company no reasons for their strike,
it that hour their committes handed Superin-

tendent Wright a document in writing contain-
ing the foliowing demand on behalf of the fire-

men, brakemen, switchkmen and trackmen, to-
wit: *That all of the men discharged for taking

art in any meeting or going as committee to

ew York shall be reinstated, the brakemen to
receive $2 per day, the switchmen $2, the head
switchmen $2 25, trackmen in yards $1 50 per
day, trackmen on gections to receive $1 40 per
day and pay no rental on company’s grounds ex-
cept as per agreement; the firemen to have
same P“ or rates of pay as they received prior
to July 1, 1877, and monthly pasees to be con-
tinved same as before, and pasees to be issued
to brakemen and switchmen.” These demands
were at once commanicated to Receiver Jewett
at New York. The Erie Company has arranged
to have its through passengers and baggage car-
ried via the New York Central railroad until
its own trains resume rnnning.

Heidekaper has ordered Col. C. W. Lytle, of the
Seventeenth Regiment, to hold bis men in
readiness to march at a moment’s notice.

THE BROTHERHOOD OF ENGINEERS NOT IN THE
BTRIKE.

Port JERvIS, N. Y.,July 20.—There is very lit-
tle excitement here as to the result of the strike
on the Erie West division. Interviews with
prominent members of the Brotherhood of En-
gineers indicate that under no circumstances will
they strike on either the Eastern or Delaware di-
vision. The same is true of the firemen. The
officials here are confident that no trouble will
occur. Everything is going on smoothly. Local
trains are arriving and departing on time.

ALL QUIET AT ELMIRA,

FErMIra, N, Y., July 20.—All is guiet at this
station. The strike is still confined to the
Western division of the Erie, with its head-
quarters at Hornellsville. No through freight
is allowed to pass that point, and all passenger
trains are laid up there. It is the opinion of
railroad men here that the strike will be gen-
eral.

The Bogus Seamen Question.

Messrs. Editors: 1 noticed in your issue of
thie morning an editorial on the above quota-
tion, and feeling that it did injustice to some of
the proprietors of boarding houses, I thought it
my duty, as a somewhat interested party, to ex-
plain the cause of bogus seamen being shipped.
In the first place there aretwo Kkinds of board-
ing houses—these that areestablished and those
that are not. Those of the latter class generally
last but-a short time, when they suddenly ais-
appear, in debt to all that have had dealings
with them. From those people boarding honses
are looked down upon with contempt. Re-
epectable sailors board in such houses but once,
and in the course of timethey get a reputation
amongut sailors that they will gather up tramps
for a'livelihood, representing them &8 sailors, by
gumng such clothes on them as is usuaily worn

y sailors, and taking them to captaine aboard
their own veasels and oftfering them for less than
the wages of the port. Theconsequence is they
get an order from the captain to theshipping
makter to ship those men, and the ehipping
master cannot go behind the order, and prob-
ably deprive good sailors from getting & ship.
This is the cause of the loss of many a ship and
many a life. Such men not having the courage
and activity of a sailor, they forsake their duty
when in stormy weather, and cling to any
available security aboard of a vessel to protect
their lives.

If eaptains of vegsels would take their erews
from houses that board only seamen—seamen
who have left vessels that (generally) arrive in
tbis port, and whom the boarding master can
recommend from the fact that he has shipped
them several times before, as is generaily the
case, and becanse he has discharges certifying
a8 to their ability asseamen—there would be less
vessels and less lives lost, When a stranger
comes to board he is put under a rigid examina
tion, and must prove himself a sailor before
taken in. Let captalng not seek for men for
little wages, but apply to proper places for their
men, and they will save more money for their
owners and do less work themselves. “Time

Tax Assessment Appeals in the City
Court.—Answers were filed in the City Court
yesterday by Attorney General Gwinn and
State's Attorney Knott to all the appeals which
up to this date have been made tothe court from
assessments for taxes, The appeals are required
by law to be filed in thirty days from the date of
the return of assessmemt to the Appeal Tax
Court. It is not probable, therefore, there will
be many more appeals. Less than twenty have
been filed so far. The answers are in a brief
printed form, merely setting up in each case
that the property belongs tothe person assessed
and that it is liable to taxation.

The last appeal taken was that of the Balti-
more and Ohio Railroad Compauny, which yes-
terday tiled in the City Court its appeal from
the assessment and valuation of its property,
rolling stock and stock, &c., in other words, as
returned by the boards of control and review of
Baltimora city to the Appeal Tax Court. The
appeal of the company sets forth that it was in-
corporated by this State in 1827, and chapter 123,
section 18,0f the act declares that **the shares of
the capital etock of eaid company shall be
deemed personal proverty, and shall be exempt
from any tax or burthen;’ that this section
has been construed by tbe Court of Appeals to
exempt from taxation all the property included
in the returns of the aasesgors, to which objec-
tion is made in this appeal; that the locomo-
tives, pazsenger and freight cars and other roll-
ing stock agsessed to the Baitimore and Ohio
Railroad Company constitute the entire rolling
stock used on its road runaning throuch the
States of Maryland and West Virginia to the
Qhio river, and its authorized branches.

The game property is taxed in West Virzinia
in such proportion as the number of miles of
the road in that State bear to the entire length
of the road and its branches. Also that none of
the property mentioned i8 permanently located
in Baltimeore city, or even in the State of Mary-
land. They are used along the entire road in
the several States and its branches for purposes
of intertate transportation and commerce.
Apart from these grounds there is uno power
under the act of 1876, ch. 26U, to aszess said
property in Baltimore city. The act of 1876,
ch. 159, assessing all railroad property in the
State, is unconstitutiooal and void, and cannot
therefore be invoked for the sanction of this as-
sessment.

The following raiiroad property, stocks, &e.,
assessed to the Baltimore and Ohio Company
in Baltimore city iz not liable to auch assess-
ment because the roads lie in other States, are
incerporated under the laws of those States and
not of Maryland. They are assesscd and the
taxes paid in those States for State, county and
municpal taxes, and are exempt from assess-
ment in Baltimore citly:

The stock of the Parkersburg branch, State of
West Virginia; stock and indebtedness of the
Valley railroad; of the Wincheaster rnd Stras-
burg; Virginia and Tennessee; stock in the San-
dusky, Manefield and Newark; bond debt of the
South Branch; stock of the Cincinnati and Bal-
timore; stock, bonds and indebtedness of the
Marietta and Cincinnati; 6f the Washington
City, Virginia Midland and Great Southern,
which coversthe bonds and stock of the Orange,
Alexandria and Manassas; bounds of the Lynch-
burg and Danville; sinking fupnd bonds of the
Onio and Mississippi: stock of the Baltimore
Short Line; stock and indebtedness of the New-
ark, Somerset and Stuartsviile; bonds of the
Indianapolis, Cincinnati and Lafayette; indebt-
edness of the Winehester and Potomac; stock
of the Central Ohio, (as reorganized,) stock and
indebtedness of the Pittsburg and Convellsville;
stock of the Mt. Pieasant and Broadford, and of
the Wheeling, Pittsburg ana Baitimore Ruilroad
Companies, and of the North German Lloyd
Steamship Company. The court is asked to
strike all these assessmeats from the returns in
the Appeal Tax Court, with about §215.000
worth of lots and other property, of which
$97,800 is in the first ward.

The Custoni-House Reduction. — Chief
Special Treasury Agent Tindall and Gen. 8Smith,
appointment clerk, who were in Baitimore this
week to inquire where reductions can he made
in the custom-house force, returned to Wash-
ington Thursday evening, but will be back on
Monday. A reduction, which will posm‘vely be
made, as at present proposed will dispense with
thirty employees, viz., 8ix clerks, one official in
the cashier’s department, eight day and eight
night inugectors, four in the weigher’s depart-
ment, and several in otb®r positions. Collector
Thomas has opposed the reduction, on the
ground that the force i3 now at a minimum, but
the Secretary of the Treasury thinks dificrently,
and the decapitations will take place at an early
day. If after trialit 1s found that more force is
reqaired, Mr. Thomas can ask for an increage.
Collector Wilkins, with a view to forstall the
recommendation for a reduction in the force as
coming from special agents, contempiated
advising the Treasury Department to dispense
with some employees, and thus prevent a too
sweeping retrenchnent, but the collectorship
ficht prevented that course being taken. The
expenses of the custom-house, including the
degurtments of the surveyor and naval officer,
not under the collector, are now apout §250,000 a8
year.

In
one of the largest factories a number of green
bhands were put to work yesterday, but did not
suit very well. In one large shop the bosses
offered the advance if allowed to keep two non-
union men at work iu their shop, but the strikers
demur to that.

Hnbeas Corpus.—Judge Pinkney waa ap-
plied to Thureday for a writ of habeas corpus
{o discharge from the custody of Warden Irvin,
of the city jail, a colored youth, Edward Par-
ler, who, 23 the petition for the writ alleges,
was committed to jail for the managers of the
Colored Houee of Reformation by Justice Pe-
tere, before whom hie was charged with the lar-
ceny of a silver watch. The writ was issued,
retirnable to-day., but when served on the war-
den of the jail the bov had already been re-
moved to the Colored House of Reformation,
It was contended toe justice had no rightto
committ to jail for the managers of the House
ot Reformation.

Charter Oak.—F. P. Stevens and David L.
Bartlett have been appointed a committee on
the part of the 1,000 Baltimore policy-holdersin
the Charter Oak Life fnsnrance Company to go
to Hartford, Coun.,and examine into the aflairg
of the company. A receiver hes becn applied
for by the insurance commissioners of Connec-
ticnt to take charge of the aasets of the com-
pany, and a hearing will be bad on Tuesday
next,

Qutrageous Assauits.—Anna Martin, ten
years old, white, dansbter of Andrew Martin, of
Rampden, Baltimore county, while on an errand
for her mother last Monday, was assaunlted and
outraged by a culored man named George Wil
gon. On the sgme day Wilson committed a sim-
jlar outrage on Anna Donnelly, white, nine
years old, in the same neighborhood. No ar-
rest haa yet been made, but oficers of the law
are in quest of the outrager.

Strikers’ Meeting.—A mass meeting of
railroad strikers, inciuding enzineers, conduc-
tors, brakemen and firemen was held in Cross-
street Hall, South Baltimore, vesterday after-
noon, and was attended by a very large number
of all elagses. The men at that time deprecated
all violence and exﬁressed the opinion that
none would occur in Baltimore.

Assarlted on the Street.—Several members
of the Fifth Regiment, who arrived at the
armory after the main body had left, started for
Camden Depot, but were attacked on Howard
street with stones, and some of them burt. They
afterwarda returned to the armory.

Passenger Travel and the mails were inter-
rupted last night by the riot attending the rail-
road strike, and no trains arrived at Camden
Station or went out after 8 o’clock. There was
no interruption on the Baltimore ana Potomac
or Northeru Ceutral roads.

LATER FOREIGN NEWS.

The War in the East.

LoNDoN, July 20.—A dispatch from Pavlo to
the Daily News says: **The Czarowitch's head-
quarters crossed the Yantra on Wednesday in
preparation for anadvance on the river Lom and
the investment of Rustchuk. Half of the fourth
corps, numbering probably 12,500 men, will
cross the Danube and advance towards the Bal-
kans, The fifth division of the ninth corps goes
to Tirnova and will alsoform part of the Balkan
advance.

Hassan Pasha, commandant at Niko%l)o]ia, who
is & prisoner, had an interview with the Czaron
Tuesday. He said when he capitulated hie am-
munition was al! gone and he had been obliged
to ki1l three or four soldiers with his own hand
for neglecting their duty.

A letter from Paris to the Times says: *Itis
now kuown beyond all doubt that there are two
parties at the Czar's headquarters. ‘The one
neaded by Prince Gortschakoff desires matters
not to be pushed to extremes, but that aftera
substantial success Russis ehou]g l_)_g satizfied
with imposing, under Burepean guafantee, con-
ditions virtuslly freeinz the Christians from
TiFkish rule, such as Turkey previously re-
jected. The other pagty, headed by Gen. Igna-
tieff aud Prigce Tcherkasaki, urge a definite set-
tlement uf the Eaatern question to be declarea
{n Constantinople. The conditions already de-
termined upon by this party are the ceseion of
Kare, Batoum and a portion of Bessarabia, the
Dardenelles to be either opened or closed to
every power indiscriminately, Turkey to be pro-
hibited to possess a fleet, and Bulgaria, Rou-
melia, Servia, Ronmanta, Bosnia and Herzego-
vina to be independent. Those who know ex-
actly the state of things say the supreme hour
for an attempt at mediation has arrived, and
that wben once Rustchuk ia 1n Russia’s hands
it will be too late toinfluence the Czarin &
pacitic sense.

LoxDoN, July 21.—A special from Plymouth
to the News says Rear Admiral Commerell has
taken command of the armor-clad steamer Agin-
court previous to Jeaving for the Mediterranean
with a squadron for a particular service.

In reference to the foregoing the Daily Tele-
graph's Paris correspondent gays areportis cur-
reut among well informed diplomatists here
that the English government is determined to
eccupy Gatlipolis. Troops for this purpose are
to be immediately dispatched.

The Times's dispatch from Vienra reports
that Bazanlik has been taken by the Russians,
who are rapidly advancing towards Phmilippo-
polis.

I'ne Standard’s Constantinople special says
the Russians are within three hours’ march of
Philippopolis. .

The Tines’s Vienna correspondent telegraphs
it is reported from Constantinople that the
Tuorks are now displaying great activity.

The National Cotton Exchange Con-
vention.

GREENBRIER, WHITE SULPHUR SPRINee, W.
Va.,dul 90.—TIn the convention of the Nattonal
Cotton Exchange to-day the resolntion that new
tﬂpes of cotton be made up by experts to assim-
ilate the present Liverpool standard waas dis-
cussed, amended and adopted. It provides that
the types received from Liverpool shall be the
American and international standard, the types
of upland to be made up by experts from the
New York, Nourfolk, Charleston, Savannah and
Cinclnnati exchanges, and the types for Mobile,
Urleans and Texas cotton to be made up re-
spectively by experts from the New Orleans,
Memphis, Galveston, St. Louis, Mobile and
Vicksburg exchauge, the American types to
conform exactly to Liverpool types now in pos-
gession of the National Exchange. The execu-
tive counsel was empowered to corregpond with
the proper authorities wich the view of having
the National Exchange fully represented at all
the meetinzs of the International Cotton Ex-
change, and to endeivor o obtain adoption by
the [uternational Exchange of such a basisor
ratio of representation as will be just and equi-
table to the diftferent countries and sections in-
terested 1n the cotton trade of the world. The
report of the committee on tares was taken up.
A debate on the various recommendations re-
gulted in the adoption of a resolution fixing a
upiform standsrd of measurement of cotton-
press boxes at two feet wide and four feet six
inches long. and providing regulations for bag-
ging, ties, and the weizht of bales.

A resolution expressing the opinion of the
couvention that it is desirable that cottonshould
be sold in the country at 118 net weight elicited
a warm discuesion, and finally resulted in the
adoption of a substitute that it is desirable that
the question of selling cotton At net weizht be
considered by the various exchanges, and that
they be requested to report at the next meeting
of the National Exchapge whether in their opin-
ion such change ahould be attempted, and if so,
to suggest the best plan of carrying it ioto
effcct.  Adjourned to 10 A. M. to-morrow.

San Francisco, July 19.—To the Adjutant Gen-
eral, Washington, D. C.—The following has just
been received from my aid-de-camp, dated Lew-
iston. July 17: 1 left Gen. Howard at Kamia at
& o'clock last nirht. Joseph did pot comply
with the general’s terws of unconditionsl sur-
render and investization of his case by a mili-
tary court, Seventeen warriors, including Red
lieart and twenty-eigiht women and children,
¢me in yesterdav and delivered themseives up.
They report that many others will follow their
example; that Joseph was forced by White Bird
and other chiefs to accompsany them; that want
and demoraiization among the late hostiles are
very great, and that rheir destination is the Buf-
falo conutry, exst of the Bitter Root mountains.
The cavalry and volunteers are in vigovous pur-
guit. Tiis war 1s practically ended, apparertly
leaving two companics at Kamia to await the
arrival of Greeop, with his five companies, who
is charzed with affairs in this vicinity. Gen,
Howard intends. as indicated in his dispatch of
the 13th, to immediately collect all his remaiua-
ing forces here, proceed to liell Gate, and settle
Indino matters in that section. He apprenends
that tne fleeing hostiies may seek to restore
their fortunes in that country.

Mexicans have got the arms ol the seventeen
Americana captured, besides their own,and it is
feared they will prove too stroug for our people.
Our men are concentrating on this sideof the
line. ‘The Mexicana are lead by one Downi,
who heade & bad crowd. They have arreated
their own alcalde and are & mere mob, and this
trouble i3 mainly owing to the fact that the
soidiers recently stationed here have been re-
moved for service in ldaho, and there is now
no security along the frontier.

Without the shops, engine houses and
otirer great depot arrangements of the Balti-
more and Obio railroad.’ of which Martinsburg
is one ot the centres, that towu would be among
the dullest and deadest of the dull and dead
places of that section of the country. Itisthe
presence of those large shops, engine houses
and general depots that gives the place all the
business and indnstrial activity it possesses,
Without these it is of no account whatever, and
vet the general population, whose land and
buildings, dwellings, stores and other property
there have been made five-fold as valnable as
they would otherwise be, hecause Martinsburg
has been made one of the mechanical homes of
the company. are sympathizing with the rioters
who are destroying the business ofthe company.
This is commercial gelf-destruction, for in the
nature of things neither a railroad company nor
an individual owner will permit his property to
remain planted ir a community that not only
retnses to extend protection, but sympathizes
with and eucourages destruction. Many and
many a prosperous place has paralyzed itgelf by
heedless folly of this description, and years
afterwards gets to wonderin% at and bewailing
the departure of prosperity from its borders.—-

PENNSYLVANIA CoAL TRADE.—According to
the Pottaville (Pz.) Miners’ Journal the amount
of coal gent to market from the Schuylkill re-
gion, during the week ending July 14, was 122,-
214 tons, against 123,270 tons for the correspond-
ing weck of lagt year, a decrease of 1,051 tons.
The total sent from the regzion for the year has
been 2,713,562 tous, an increase of 658,574 tons
over the amount of lagt year. From all the re-
glons the shipments of anthracite for the week
amounted to 482,642 tona, against 453,074 tons
for the same week of lagt year, an increase of
29,568 tons. The shipments of bituminous were
52,481 tons, against 67,820 during the correspond-
ing week of 1876, a decreasa of 14,848. For the
vear the total shipments of anthracite have
been 10,660,177 tong, against 8,257,177 tons iast
year, an increase of 2,403,000 toms. The year’s
shipments of bitumiocus bave baen 1,678,017
tona, agawngt 1,747,377 tons last year, a decrease
of §9.360 tons.
