THE PoLIoE.—Governor Carroll's letter of
recognition and commenddtion of the services
of the police during the trying scenes and
events of the past three days is a well-merited

'Lribute to the officers and men composing the
force. They have merited the heariy commendas-
tion of the communily by the fidelity and cour-
age with which they have performed their
duties, It was largely due to their flrmness
that the first outbreak of mob violence on Fri-
day evening was kept within bounds, so that
the Governor was able to telegraph to President
Hayes at three o’clock on Saturiay morning
that the riot was subdued, and that the mili-
tary assistance which he had asked for earlier
in the evening wonunld prebably not be needed
at thie point. On Saturday evening they effec-
tually guelled the incipient mob which was be-
ginning to gather around Camden Station by
the vigorous measures which they took to dis-
perse the crowd, and by the promptness and
number of the arresta they made. Altogether
they have manifested qualities of which any
police force might be justly proud, and have
demonstrated their ability when their efforts
are properly directed to thoroughly restrain the
avil-disposed and lawiess elements in this com-
munity, and falfill the purpose for which they
are organized and paid.

REVERUE AND EXPENDITURE OF THE BRI
18H ISLANDS.—In round numbers the gross reve-
nue of the British governmeut for the year end-
ng on June 30, 1877, was £79,000,000, This large
gum was derived from various sources. Cus-
toms £20,000.000, excise £28,000,000, stamps
£11,000,000, income tax $5,500,000, postoffice
£6,000,000, land tax and house duty $2,500,800,
miscellanecus sources £6,000,000, The princi-
pal items of expenditure for the year ars: For
interest on the national debt £28,000,000, arm
and navy £27,000,000, civil service £13,500,000,
cost ot collecting the revenue £3,000,000. Ian
addition there is raised a further sum of £29,-
000,000 by local taxes for local expenditure,
which swells the annual revenue to £168,000,000,
equal in the aggreghte taxation to nearly £3
(actually $15) per nead of the whole population
of the British islands. M

THE ATTEMPT TO BREAK ANTONELLI’S WILL.
A Rome letter to the London News. devoted to
the attempt of the Countese Loreta Lambertini
to break the will of Cardipal Antonelli, says of
her plea: In effect she says, *‘1am the daugh-
ter of the Cardinal, I donot kuow whether his
eminence has had other children. I do nos
know whether he has left a will. I only ask, as
his natural daughter, the whole fortune he has
bequeathed,” (40.000,000 francs.) The brethers
Antonelli, on the other bandy plead, “Youn are
not the Cardinal’s natural daughter.” To this
the Countess replies, I am ready to prove
‘g“t 1 :lm." Thie constitutes the first stage of
the trial.

The constitutional conveution of Georgia has
adopted a bill of rights recognizing all races of
citizens, and pledges to all protection in their
rights of citizenship. lmprisonment for debt
and whipping for crime are prohibited. The bill
deciares that the right of changing the consti-
tution or form of the government is the sole and
inherent right of the people of the State.

A Montreal (Canada) dispatch says the inves-
tigation into the. murder of the Orangeman
Hackett wiil be continued this week, notwitn-
standing the fact that the jury returned a ver-
dict. Elliott, who was shot at Point 8%, Charles
on the 16th is 1n a {air way of recovery.

John A. Smith, of Flanders, murdered his
wife in Morristown, N. J., Sunday night, by
cutting her throat with a razor, and a coroner’s

jury have returned a verdict that Smith was
insane.

The Governor of Texas has iszued a proclama-
tion warning persons not to purchase or nezo-
tiate State of Texas bonds or certificates des-
eribed as *Bernard River,” Nos. 17 to 446 inclu-
sive, and **Canev River,” Nos. 447 to 538 mclu-
sive. It is discovered that fraud attaches to the
issue of these bouds, and that the State will not
be held responsible for them.

Assistant Secretary of the Treasury McCor-
mick has rerigned his membership of the re-
pubiican national committee, deciding to remain
in the treasury in accordance with the wish of
Secretary Sherman and others. Messra. Filley,
of Miesouri, Camback, of Indiana, and Rule, of
Tennessee, have also resigned {rom the com-
mittee.

The California team to represent the State in
the international State military match at Creed-
moor in September gelected them after very se-
vere competition, aggregating 120 shots at 200
and 500 vards. General McComb was unani-
mously chosen captain of the team.

A San Hrancisco (Cal.) dispatch reports con-
siderable excitement there since the recent oil
well discovery. The ground is being located in
every direction.

An Austin (Nevada) digpatch reportz a cloud
burst therc on Sunday on the mountains north
and east of the town, ficoding streets and doing
considerable damage to property. No lives iost.

Fire in the Lick House at San Francirco, Sun-
day, destroyed the dining-room, the finest in the
city. Loss $40,000.

Here and There About the Strikes.

Gov. Hartrantt, of Pennsylvania, made formal
call upon the President yesterday for federal
assistance, the State military proving insuflicient
to put down the insurrection in that State.

The President has isgued his proclamation
commanding the rioters in Penngyivania to dis-
perse bv moon to-day. Lt is gimilar to those
named in the cases of West Virginia and Mary-
land. Gep. Hancock assumes personal com-
mand of the troops in Pennsylvania. Gen. Sco-
field, commandant of the Military Academy, has
been reauested to confer with Gen. Hancock.

The Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe Railroad
Company will restore wages to former figures
August 1. The Central Pacific will do likewise
and pay in silver.

The strike on the roads running east from St.
Louis went into effect yesterday. As a couse-
quence all the other roads have abandoned their
treight trains for the present. 'The strikers in
St. Louis are behaving themselves in anorderly
manner.

The engineers, conductors and firemen of the
Fort Wayne railroad held a prayer meeting
after the company announced an inctease of
wages.

The communists in Chicago seem to be man-
aging things there so that the strikers cannot
even go to work on increazed wages.

The strike is over at Pittsbure, as the Penn-
sylvania.road has nothing left to strike against.

The conduclors and engineers on the Long
Island railroad, receiving $100 per month, are
notified of a reduction of ten per cent. after Au-

ust 1.

United States troops from the lake forts and
other points north and east, are moving for
Philadelphia, Pittsburg, &e.

Although the employces of the New York
Central have no disposition to strike the mob
at Buffalo bave forced the firemen and brake-
men from their traing. Stock trains on the New
York Central and the Lake Shore and Erie are
unloaded indiscriminately. Mr. Vanderbilt has
assured his employees that as soon as business
becomes settled old rates will be restored on
his lines. .

The military authorities in New York city
and Brooklyn are busily engaged preparing for
emergencies in thst city, besides sending off
troops to Hornellsville apd other points.

The orcer reducing the wages on the Union
Pacific road has been resc¢inded, and thus a
strike has been averted.

The Indeperdent Bread Winners’ League will
hold a mgeting in New York Thursddy in sym-
pathy with the strikers, bot 1n opposition to
rioters. They will demamd that the government
take possession of, own and operate all railroads
in the country.

The communists in Cincipnati stirred up
gome excitement by holding two meetings, at
which the red flag was waved and sensational
speeches were made.

The 8t. Louis Transit Company bave rescind-
ed their order for ten per cent. reduction of
wages, but the employees keep on the rampage.

Al] the shop and train men of the Cleveland,
Columbus, Cincinnati and Indianapolis rail-
roads in Cleveland knocked off yesterday with-
out riot. There were no mail trains running on
the Clevelard and Pittsbure road yesterday.

Gov. Hubbard, of Connecticut, has returned
from his summer holiday at Newport to be
ready if duty calls for éxecutiye action.

The strikers at East St. LOuis have kindly
permitted the national etock vard people to use
their own locomotives to haul feed to the cattle.

A dispatch from Richmond, Va., says all is
quiet there, and that there is no probability of a
strike in the South.

Albany, N. Y., felicitates itself upon the fact
that the strike has not reached there yet.
Everyhody was at work as usual there yester-
day, and trains were running as usual.

Members of the Grand Army of the Republic
and other citizgens are now tramp, tramp, march-
ing over the ground in Pittsburg lately occupied
by the mob. The Philadelphia military were
at Freeport. They were telegraphed to come
back and protection guaranieced them. It is
not known yet which way they decided.

The employees of the Vandaha railread waited
on President McKeon at Terre Haute, Ind., yes-
terday, for a restoration of their wages, the in-
crease demanded being 15 per cent. McKeon
gaid he would firet have to consult the directors
and the other lines. Meanwbkile the men, num-
bering 500, are on strike. All qutet.

The Indianapoiis and St. Louis men have
struck, and a train has been abandoned at Car-
bon, Ind.

A telegram from McKeesport, Pa., says the
{ron workers in the National Tube Works, Wood
& Co.’s iron mills and other mauufacturing
establishments, have struck.

All was guiet at Bethlebem, Ra., yesterday.
Employees there on the Central rallroad of New
dJersey are opposed to a strike. Lehigh Valley
officials appear unconcerned, notwithstanding
rumors to the effect that there will be & strike.
The Bethlehem iron works men will yoin in case
of a strike by the Lehigh Valley men. As the
mill employs about 2,5 men trouble is ex-
pected.

A rumor that the street railroad employees in
New York proposed striking against the jast
week’s reduction is without confirmation. The
men get §2 per day, and there are many appti-
cants for their positions.

Postmaster James, of New York, says the
strike interferes only with West Pennsylvania,
East Ohio, Northwest Virginia and Maryiand
mails, a8 mails for other points are sent through
via Lake Shore.

No traine, passenger or freight, will leave
Cleveland on the Lake Shore railroad for the
present. The strike of the freight train men
extends over the Lake BShore and Michigan
Southern.

The Northern Central railroad shopmen at
Elmira, N. Y., numbering 200, have atruck. The
brakemen and firemen have joined the shopmen,
Everything is orderly,

The Erie trackmen on the Susquehanna dtvi-
sion struck at noon.

The United States troops 1a Atlanta, Ga., have
been ordered to be ready to march.

The United States steamer Huron has arrived
in Hamapton Roads from Key West, and will
probably go to Washington to-day.

The Lehigh Valley men are expected to strike,
and the miners will go with them. The entire
third division, Pennsylvania militia, rendezvous
at Wilkesbarre.

The New Jersey State troope are in motion
for New Brunswick, Jersey City and other im-
portant railroad points. A rising of strikers
was apprehended last night.

THE REVOLT ON THE RAILROADS.
THE SEAT OF WAR il’l PENNSYLVANIA.

Details from Philadelphia, Harris-
burg, Pittsburgand Elsewhere.

THE SITUATION IN BALTIMORE.

Quiet and Order in the City—Mili-
tary Activity and Business Opera-
tions—Reeruiting State Troops—
Forming New Regiments, &ec.

{Reported for the Baltimore Sun.]

The citizens of Baltimore yesterday returned
to their ordinary business pursuits, but at the
same time military activity and other measures
for protection in peaceful pursuits was not re-
laxed. The accessories of violence, riot, &c.,
have wholly subsided, but the strike of the
classes of workingmen involved continues as
strong as ever, It isatated that detectives who
have been inquiring amung shops of different
kinds report that while the majority of the
working classes ‘‘sympathize with the strikers
on account of the excessively low wages on
which they were expected to support their
families, they are all opposed to the method
taken for redress.” Indeed many stard aghast
at the consequences, involving so miuch loss of
life and property, growing out of the strikes
here and elsewhere.

THE NORTHERN CENTRAL RAILWAY.

The sitnation on the Northern Central rail-
way, which is worked in counnection with the
Peunsyl vania system, is apparently on the eve
of & crisis in sympathy with other labor move-
ments for higher wagee, tnough forbearance
and good judgment, guided by recent expe-
riences. may enable all concerned to get through
without any serious disturbancee. Notbing
could be more conciliatory than the action of
the managers of this railway company 60 1ar,
though in common with other similar interests
its employees were cut down ten per ceut. on
the 15th of June last, some weeks before a sim-
ilar reduction went into effect on the Baltimore
and Ohio railroad. L

A committee of the men on the road and in its
workshops yesterday waited on Superintendent
Wilkins and presented a request for an ad-
vance of wages. Mr. Wilkius received the dele-
gation with every consideration, and the situa-

tion was discussed iu afriendly epirit. The
delegation admitted that a strong pressure to
induce the company's firemen and other em-

Eloyees on the road and in the shops to strike
ad been brought to bear by strikers on other
roads, and threats and promises hed beenmade.
The superiniendent statod that he wae power-
less to grant the petition, but would refer it to
Col. Thomas A. Scott, president of the com-
pauy, at Philadelphia. The committee retired
10 await the reply from Philadelphia.

All trains on the Northern Central were run-
ning regularly from Baltimore yesterdey. The
interruption to freight trains on the Pennsyl-
vania read beyond Harri$burg has cut
off nearly all freight traffic from ihe North-
ern Central, The officlals stated that
abont all the freight which offered had been
moved by last evenring, and to-day the treight
to be moved will be very small in volume. It
was reported that the Nortnern Central did not
have a single freight train south of Marys'rille,
Pa., last night, aud the moving of freight on
the road has practically ceased until the Penn-
sylvania road is opened. The compauy refused
perishable stuff offered, except for near pointe.
A coal train on the road was stopped by a mob
from Harrisburg, which did uot include any
railroad men, and the conductor was told not toa
come back there again. The conductor pulled
his train through without injury. The em-
ployees of the Northern Central have as a rule
shown none of the discontented spirit prevalent
of late on some other roads, and the offtcials
are confident they will not bpe guilty of overt
acts against the company.

The Baltimore and Potomac trains were ren-
ning regularly, and passenger irains on that
road and the Northern Central carried about
the usual number of passengers.

Later advices state that theshopmen at Eimira
struck yesteraay, and were joined by the fire-
men. Emissaries from the Pennsylvania rail-
road were in Washington to induce the em-
ployees of the Baltimore aund Potomac railroad
to strike. They agreed that they would work
on traing earrying passcngers and mails, but not
troops or freight. It is therefore evident that
the strike on the Northern Central and iis con-
nections will take place. No violence is appre-
hended.

THE BALTIMORE AND OHIN RAILROAD.

On the Baltimore and Ohio railroad passenger
trains were ran according to & schedule just

ublished. 7Trains to and from the South and

est a8 heretofore. The vociferous hackmen
crowded the front of the depot, giving a semi-
civil “aspect to the station, while the soldiers
garrisoning the piace kept up the military
feature which has been familiar for eome days.
The Fifth Regimeat continues a part of the
depot garrison, and its ranks continue to be re-
cruited. The command ©as been provided with
better and more commodlous quarters Lthan it at
first occupiea. Gen. W.F. Barr{, commanding
the United States forees in Baltimore, estab-
lished his headgnarters at Camden Station, and
was engaged with his staff in the transaction of
business. The troops generally made them-
selves as comfortable as they could. The regu-
lars especially lay at their ease, sleeping, read-
ing the papers or smoking thteir pipes, with that
quict composure and determination tp make the
best of any possible circumstances that only the
vetersn soldier acquires. Gen. Barry’s heed-
quarters in the station enables the commander
togive immediate attention to the deportation
of regulars to the points in Western Maryland
and West Virginis where thelr presence may be
needed.

A detail of 100 men of the Fifth Regiment
were sent out from Camden Station to Mount
Clare to relieve the United States troops At
that place from {he fatigue of exceseive gnard
duty. They went up in detachments on the red
line street cars last evening.

@ARRISONED LOCALITIES.

Gen. Barry has continued the United States
guards at the custom-house and postoffice. The
revenue cutter Ewing stil! remains off Locust
Point, and a guard of soldlers to protect the
bouded warehouses. Guards are alse furnished
at Mount Clare Station and other poinis on the
Baltimore and Ohio raiiroad. Detachments
of police are also continued at Loeust Point,
Riverside, Mount Clare Station and Camden
Junction. The force at Mount Clare Station,
under police Sergeant Fauth, is armed with
musket® No disturbance was reported at any
point during the day or might. Thos.d. Sbry-
ock was yeaterday elected to fill the vacancy of
first lientenant in company G, Fifth Maryland
Regiment, and the following promotions made:
Corporals G. Williams and Wm. Middleton to
be sergeants and four privalesito.be corporals.
Last night all was quiet in the vicinity ol Cam-
den Stetion, the Fifth Regiment doing guard
daty. Inside the rules of the camp were strictly
observed. and the military calis sounded from
the bugles with a warlike note. Most of the
police force was withdrawn fromthe vicinity,
thouegh a large detail of day and night men re-
mained at the southern station during the night.

DEPARTURE OF GEN. HANCOCK.

Major Gen. W. S. Hancock, commander of the
miiltary division of the Atlantic, who had his
headquarters at Barnum’s, iu Baltimore, on Sun-
day, left for Phiiadelphia yesterday morning
with his staff. Prior to his departure General
Hancock called on Governor Carroll at his head-
quarters in the city hall, where he had a confer-
ence with the Governor, Mayor Latrobe, Adju-
tant Gen. Bond, the police commissioners and
others, General Hancock assured them of
the hearty co-operation of the United States
forces, commarnded by Gen. Barry, i the preser-
vation of order, and it is understood that the
places of all troops sent to operate elsewhere
will be supplied with others quite as strong as
those taken away.

On the same train which left President-street
Station st 9 A. M. were the two companies of
marines, 100 in number, commanded by Col.
Chas. Collier, which came from Washington
navy-yard early Friday night. The marines
were on duty at_Camden Station Saturday and
Sunday. Yesterday morning they were marched
from the station to the Maltby House, where
they breakfasted. Three coiches of the Phila-
delphia, Wilmington snd Baitimore railroad
were drawn up In front of the Maltby Houze
and the marines after breakfast embarked oun
thetrain. 'The coaches were drawn to Presi-
dent-streetjStation by strong tecams and sent off
immediately. Veyy few people were gathered
at the station, and no demonstration or disturb-
auce occurred. The train reached Philadelphia
insafety at 12.30 P. M. The place of the ma-
rines was taken at Camden Station by the three
companies of the encineer corps from the Sixth
Regiment armory, which was abandoned.

DAMAGE TO BUSINESS.

Many branches of business depending on rail
transportation were stopped vesterday in Balti-
more on accounnt of the strike. Produce dealers
could not find a market for their consignments
of perishable stuff, and a leading firm said their
losses were heavy. Merchants who had ship-
mems en route to or from the West were all
anxious to learn whether they were involved in
the destruction at Pittsburg on Sunday. Par-
ticulars could not be obtaiued, but it is probable
that Baltimore houses wereinterested 10 a con-
siderable extent in the losses by the great eon-
flagrations. Steamboatmen reportea a supply
of pitumincus coal sufficient for present needs.
The stoppage of transportation works hardship
to producers and endange:s the food eupply of
the city.

DISBANDING THE SIXTH REGIMENT.

Early in the morning, before daylight, the
members of the Sixth Regiment, numbering
about fifty, and Col. Clarence Peters, the com-
mander, left the armory and went to their
homes. No formal order had been issued for
zbandoning the post, though it was understood
such line of action would meet with no oppori-
tion from the military authonities of the State,
as the protecting regulars were on the point of
being withdrawn. The rempant ot the Sixth
abandoned it at three o’clock. They left behind
them accounirements. a stand of colors, 295 mus-
kets, two mountain Howitzars, one keg of pow-
der, 3,000 bal! cartridger and other munitions of
war. The material, except the uniforms, which
were worthless, were carried by a guard of the
regulars to the Fifth Regiment armory, where
they were turned over to the officer of that post

and duly receipted for. The arms and accoutre-
ments, it is understood, with others in posses-
sion of the State, will be used for equipping
other regiments. The engineer corps. having
discharged their duty, also left the armory of the
Sixth Regiment and went to Camden Station.
The armory now remains in charge of a single
oliceman, and the buildings presented a deso-
ates and forlorn appearance, with its broken
windows and other marks of recent violence,
MARYLAND MILITARY HEADQUARTERS.

Gov. Carroll and his staff, Adjutant Bond and
others State military officials occupied the mik-
tary beadguarters in the city hall, where they
were occupied until a late hour last night in
preparing deteils for recruiting for the national
guard regiments. Gen. Charles E, Phelps called
at headquarters and offered his services, and he
was authorized to recruit a new reziment, to be
known as the Kighth Regiment. Mayor Latrobe
surrendered the old city hail, on Holliday street,
for General Phelpe’s headquarters, which have
been put in order for the purpose. General R.
Snowden Andrews was authorized to recruit a
battery of artillery, with beadquarters at the
Fifth Regiment armory.

Adjutant-General Bond late last night re-
ceived a consignment of arms and ammunition
from Annapolis by the U. 8. steamer Phiox,
which also brought a detachment of marines.
The arms were taken nnder police guard to the
Fifth Regiment armory for use in equipping
new recruits. The State is abundantly sup-
plied with breech-loading arms and fixed am-
munition. The marines from the Naval Acad-
emv, Annapolis, are commanded by Lieut. Wm.
H. Muse. They had been under arms since
Saturdey night and have two Gatling guns,
capable of 400 shots each a minute.

Reeruiting in Baltimore,

Recruiting in Baltimore went on briskly yes-
terday. both at the Fifth Regiment armory,
where the ranks of that corps are being filled
up, and at the Academy of Music, where the
Seventh Maryland Regiment is being formed by
Gen. James Howard. Recruits came in steadily
all day. Nearly 200 names were placed on the
roster at Gen. Howard’s headguarters. Com-
panies will be formed and the men equipped at
once, 80 a8 10 be ready for service whenever
called upon. Dr.J. McH. Howard assisted Gen.
Howard in the enroliment.

At the Fifth Regiment armory a husy scene
was presented all day. Col. George R. Gaither
acted a8 rccrnitiug ofiicer, and the recruits were
sworn in by Maj. T. Wallis Blackistone, of Gen.
Herbert's statf.  During the day 160 men were
enrolled. About fitty of them were at once fully
e(%uxpped and sent down te Camden Station’
where they joined the regiment in commeand of
Capt. Zollinger. The others will be esquipped
at once. they are already provided with arms.
The recruits were permitted 10 select the com-
pany they wished toijoln. Capt. D. H. Thomaa,
formerly captain of company A, which was
disbanded some time since, was present at the
armory and ie reorganizing the company. He
has a sufficient number of men enrolled and the
company will be organized to-day. Several of
those who joined were old members of the com-
mand. Most of the recruits are youog men, and
three were under age, one a son of Col. Gaither.
Some twenty-five of the Citizen's Guard, formed
by Capt. Torsch, joined the regimeat, among
them John Gill, Jr.

Tne formation of a company of artillery was

also begun last night at the Fifth Reciment
armory, to be commanded by Captain Thomas
S. Rhbett, with J. Donald Smith a8 lieuten-
ant. Several members joined at once, and
it 1 expected the ‘full gnota will be obtained.
The company is being formed at the suggestion
of Briz. Gen. R. Snowden Andrews, of Gov.
Carroli’s staff. 1The recruiting will be continued
to-day.
_ Captain Zollinger, commanding the Fitth, has
issued a circudar appealing to the old members
of the command to enlist again in the ranks and
asgist by their drill and discipline in keeping up
the standard of the regiment, thus enabling the
authorities to kcep the peace and protect life
and property in this great emergency,

_Captain Matthew Clerk has been commis-
sioned by Governer Carroll to raise a company
of light infantry for the Seventh Regiment M.
N. G., and he i3 prepared to recruit sixty able-
bodicd men of zood moral character at the N.
W. corner of Fayette and Front streets.

The police board, which has been in session
almost continuously during the troubles, yes-
terday ifdued orders highly cemplimentary of
the police force of Baltimore, which has done
admirable service in the crisis. The correspon-
dence 18 a8 follows:

Coroner’s Inquest.

The jury of inquest summeoned oan Saturday
py Dr. E. R. Walker, coroner, to investigate
and determire the causes and circunmstances of
the deaths of ten men killed in the riot Friday
night. met at the middle station, pursuant to
adjournment, at 10 A. M. yesterday. The jury,
W. A. Dean, foreman, was polled by the coro-
ner, and all answered to their names. Coroner
Walker informed the jury that siuce their as-
gembling on Saturday one of the wounded mea,
Mark J. Doud, had di¢d at the ;Washinegton
University Ilospitai, The jury, under charge
of policeman Chas. Price, visited the hoszpital
and viewed the dead body. It layin an ice
casket in the hospital lecture room, the father,
mother and sister watching in mourning by ita
side.

Dr. Charles B. Ziegler, resident physician,
directed the attention of the jury to the wound
in the left temple, whieh caused the death. The
jury were shown the hat worn by thie deceased.
I'ne hat was of light felt, similar in size and
style to that worn by the letter-carriers of Bal-
timore. The brim of the hat from a point
directly in front was torn to the middle of the
left side. The tear was ragged and extended at
ihe side for two inches into the crown. The
jury after this inspection returned to the micdle
station. The coroner informed them that the
evidence of Dr. Oscar J. Coskery, who made the
post-mortem cxamination over the bods of Doud,
would then be taken, ss a matter of persoual
convenience to Dr. Coskery, who desired to
leave the city.

Dr. Coskery testified that he made the post
mortem examination of the body of Mark J.
Doud pine hours after death, Doud having lived
thirty-six hours after receiving the wound. A
acalp wound was found on the left 3ide of the
head above the left eye 5.3(1 on a line with the
left ear. The wound had been closed by pres-
sure before death, ard wheu the pressure was
removed the wound gaped open deven-eichths
of sn inch in width. The wound was ragged,
with soft edges, as if some dull body had struck
the head. Within the scalp a corresponding
wouna was found in the skull. [The portion of
the skull, comprising parts of the frontal and
parietal bones which were fracturea by the bul-
let, were shown to the jury.] Insideofthe skull
and just outzide of the brain, eorresponding to
the front of the skuil, was a hole eimilar to that
in the skull. Paszsing through the braincover-
ing & cavity was found in the Jeft hemisphere of
the brain, which cavity was filled with & blood
clot and pieces of bone and small bita of lead
about the size of wheat grains. [Thepieces of
lead, eight tn number, with the pieces of bone,
were shown to the jury.]

Dr. Coskery testified that the wound must
have been made by a bullet, as a pabre or sword
would have cut squarely across the bead and
not transversely as in this case. Besides this
it was & well known fact that sabre wounds
were clean cut, while this was very irregular
and the bones were smaehed and driven into
the brain. The presence of the pieces of lead in
the brain was proof positive ihat the wound
wae made by a bullet. Dr, Coskery gave as his
theory that the bullet was fired at very short
range and with great force, and when it etrack
and smashed the shull only a sma}l portion of
the bullet was torn off by the ekull boaes, the
rest glancing to one side.

The Situation at Cumberland.
GEN. FRENCH RLITEVED AND GEN. G@ETTY PUT
o IN COMMAND—THE DIFFERENCES BETWEEN

GEN. FRENCH AND GOL. BHARP—STATEMENTS

FROM BOTH SIDES, ETC.

[8pecial Dispatch to the Baltimore Sun.]

CUMBERLAND, MD., July 23.—Gen. French
has been relieved of command here and is in
citizen’s dress. Qep. George W. Getty, from
Fortress Mouroe, takes command. Captain
Rodeers commands during the interim.

Colonel Thomas R. Sharp, master of transpor-
tation, and Mr. John K. Cowen, counsel of the
Baltimore and Ohio railroad, and Col. J. Kyd
Douglas, the Governor’s aid, fernish the follow-
ing explanation in regard to the difference be-
tween Gen. French and Col. Sharp, referred to
in The Sun's Cumberlana dirpatch yesterday:

There was no refusal to furnish transvorta-
tion to Gen. French trom Cumberiand to Keyser.
He was told, however, that the special troop
train would not go to Wheeling witheut orders
from Vice-President King, of the Baltimore and
Ohio, and the reasons for this were: FPirst, the
condition of the road west trom Cumberland;
gecond, the drunken condition of Gen. ¥rench,
and third, this was an irregular train, and tbat
no notice had been furnizhed Col. Sharp or any-
one else that Gen. French desired to go beyond
Cumberland. No provision whatever was made
to run this train ever the mountains. Doubtless
the strikers had notified the agent at Kevser
that a8 there was no provision made to run this
train parties on theline of the road might think
that 1t was a freight train and commit some de-
predation. Thecompany had farnished three gal-
lons of whieky and two dozen bottles ofale with-
in the last twenty-four hours for use in Gen.
French’s private car, and on arriving at Cum-
berland fresh supplies of ale were asked for.
Colonel Sharp was informed that Gen. French,
when he 1e?t Martinsbirg, had given orders
to go to Cumberiand, but Col. Sharp received
no communication whatever to this effect from
Gen. French. Gen. French had telegraphed on
Saturday night to Col. Sharp that he wanted a
gpecial train in order that he might move his
headquarters at pieasure, and this had been fur-
nished in answer to his request. Col. Sharp has
not been advised that he was to receive orders
for the running of trains from otbers than the
presidentor vice-preeidem of thecompsny. ‘‘if,
in my judement,” said Col. Sharp, *it is not safe
to run a special or irregular trainI cerfainly am
not authorized to do it, exceot upon the order
of my superior officers, the president and vice-

resident.”” Col. Douglas s&lso stated that Gen.

rench’s orders were to report to the Governor
of the State, and upon arriving at Martinsburg
the general reported to him (Douglas) as thke
(Governor's representative, said he recognized
his authority, and requested him to. order Col.
Sharp to send the trainon.  Col. Douglas said
he would communicate Gen. French's request
to Gov. Carroll for orders, but that he did not
propose to run the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad
Company.

STATEMENT OF GEN. FRENCH.

Gen. French bas furnished a statement for
publicition, which is backed by his ofiicers.
All the officers of Gen. FrenchThave also tele-
graphed the agsistant adjutant general that the
report of his drunkenness is ntterly false. The
following is Gen. French’s statement, dated
to-day:

o] received the telegram at Martinsbuarg yes-
terday afternoon to bring the troops and estab-
lish my headquarters here. I telegraphed to
Sharp 1o furnish me a special car to bring me
to Cumberland. I put in two companies of ar-
tillery, and with a full consultation with Col.
Delapiaine, the aide of the Governor of West
Virginia, it was decided that I should come
here, assume command, and then run up the
road as far as Grafton, sad that he and 1 should

roceed to Wheeling to see the Governoer of

West Virginia, whe had been telegraphed of
our coming,

““When 1 arrived here I remained long enough
fo issue my orders, agsuminyg command and see-
ing Col. Dougizs, of Gov. Carroll's staff. I
went back to the cars and gave orders to go
ahead. I was informed that Col. Skarp said that
he had po orders to go on. | asked one of my
officers to go and see Col. Sharp and tell bim
that [ was very anxious to go forward, and that
it was very important I should witheut attract-
ing any atiention here. This officer reported to
me thut Col. Sharp said that if Gen. French
wanted to see him he must come to his office. 1
told the officer to tell Col. Sharp I wanted to
see him in my car in reference to the cause of
the delay.

«After a long thme Col. Sharp came to the car
and I asked him why we were detained there. A
large crowd had meantime gathered around the
train. He told me he was waiting to geta dispatch
from the vice-president of the read to know
whether I would be permitted to goon. I told
him I was the judge whether I should go er
stay; that 1 was acting under the orders of the
Var Department and was given a wide discre-
tion. ile then went out of the car, and I tcle-
graphed the state of the case to the adjutant
general, and received a dispatch in return that
Sharp was ordered to obey my orders. The
train was then started, and when it got to Kcy-
ser it was quite late in the night. I was there
instructed by an order from the War Depart-
ment to remain till further orders were received.
Meantime 1 wrote a dispatch to the War De-
partment complaining of the agents of the road,
and reguesting that some other officer might be
detailed to relieve me. I have received a dis-
patch directing me to furn over my command to
the next officer in rank. 1 will give my word of
honor it any whisky was sent.in the ofiicers’
private car I did not see it. The ouly articles
furnished tnat I kuow of were a jug of seltzer
and a bottle of claret. 1 have a peculiar kind
of temper, and when I am aroused I might cre-
ate the impression that I had consumed thirty
gallons proof, instead of three, as charged by
railroad officials.

*]1 am willing that the fullest ingquiry shonld
be made, and for this 1 give my free permission.
Sharp had no business to stop my car while on
government duty, and not on that of the Balti-
more and Ohio railroad. Isuppose thetr motive
was a good one, but I wag not informed of it. I
weunt up the road to free the trains, as has been
done at Martinsburg. I had troops enough
to do it. [inienced to leave a battery at Keyser
aud one at Grafton, and thus keep the whole
road open.

+*I gtart back to Baltimore at 2 P. M. toreport
to the adjutant general. I had been under
orders to o to California, but this railroad
business changed my plans. I think it ontra-
geous if the officials put whisky on beard that
they should turn afterwards on ofiicers for ac-
cepting hospitality.”

In connection with the above the following
telegrams expiain themselves:

Washington, July 21.—To Gen. French, Mar-
tinsburg, Weast Va.—Governor of West Virgi-
nia has vequested that yonr headquarters be
pot moved from Martinsburg for the present.
Gen. Hancock will be st Baltimore to-morrow
morning, at Barnum'as.

No doubt
it will be emineutly satisfactory to him, as have
been all your other reports.

CUMBERLAND,MD,, July 23.—Reinfcrcements
of canal men and miners arrived here this
evening, largely augmenting the crowds in the
streets and saloons. There is considerable
drinking but no intoxication, and order pre-
vails. A party of miners told your correspon-
dent that they ard fifty others had come to town
to see some fun, a8 they had nothing clse to do.

They talk pood humoredly over the sitnation,

and say they will not provoke violence. They
say 1,500 armed miners would walk into town
at a word’s notice, and that a few hundred sol-
diers would he nowhere in a fight. A ballis
held to-night at Turner Hall, in the eastern su-
buarbs of the city, where the miners, canal men,
molders and that element are in large numbers.
Many citizens fear no trouble, but the rail-
road officials are very apprchensive and certain-
1y the situation is more uneasy. A rcliable citi-
zen has been informed that balls were cast at a
foundery here to-day for an eight-pound Parrot
gnn, which was purchased from the govern-
ment for the centennlal celebration here, The
report has not yet been confirmed, aud it may
prove false, like many of the wild rumors that
have been indiscriminately set afloat.
The case of Edward Lowry, who led the at-
tempted rescue from the police of Rench, the
ringleader of the mob who dismanned the en-
gines here, was called for a hearing at 8 o’clock
to-nizht, but the chief of police had the investi-
gation postponed till to-morrow afternoon, fear-
ing it would incite the mob to violence. Lowry
is a rag and bone dealer here, and openly sns-
tains the opposition to the railroad. lie came
here from  Baltimore, where he resided in the
seventh ward, and says he was enzinéer at the
erection of the city hail. and hoisted Big Sam,
which he says has proved himself a very good
striker. Ilis counsel, R. li. Gordon, {rcely con-
seuted to the postponement.

A big, burly fellow named John Carthage,
while intoxicated to-day made an inflammatory
speech opposite the Querxn City Hotel onthe
arrival of the afternoon irzin from Baltimore,
collecting a large crowd. The police arrested
him. e resisted violently, ¢alling ou the mob
to rescue him, and vas badlv cut on the head by
talen to the lockup.

At Wheeling t0-day the mob cut loose the
Adams Express car and refused to let it go.
The strikers nofiiied the menin the shops at
that place to stop work. .

The railroad officers at Camberland to-day

broke epen their car loads of perishable freizht,
mostiy vegetables, and eold them to dealers.
The goods were very badly damaged.
As stated yesterday no attempt will be made
to move freicht until the sitnation is inore fi-
vorable. Tne hotels are already beginning to
want gome mecessary articles,s A promiuent
clergyman stated yesterday that a bresd riot
wage the great danger here, there being 300 or
400 families who ayeragze scarcely a square meal
a day.

A member of the board of control and review
here says it is astonishing to see the amount of
capital pent up in Cumberland aud nothinz
doing. A relief committec was appointed sev-
eral days ago, but so far only a {ew hundred
dollars kas becn received and diatributed.

Gen. Getty is expected here to-morrow. Ie
will first reportat the headquarters in Baitimore
or Washington.

An unsuccessful attenpt wasmade by acrowd
of canal men and mfhers at 11 this P. M. to
“open the ba!l,’ asthey callit. A crowd of forty
or tifty of them congregated in the saloon nnder
the City Hotel. not two squares from where the
troops are quartered, and fired several shots.—
Buck Keuny, a canal moan, was ghotin the haud,
and another ot the party in the shoulder. The
police force immediately assembled, but made
1o arrests to avoid violence by the crowd. A
number of, roughs were in the vicinity waiting
to take a hand.

Adventures of a Parcel of Rowdies.

CUMBERLAND, Md.. July 23.—A crowd of
roughs came up from Martinsbure and Rir
John’s Run on the 2 o'clock train, and with a
number of Cumberland romantic youths went on
to Pittsburg, taking control of ome cur, whicn
was filled to standing room, aud refused to pay
fare. The raiirosd authorities here asked the
police to clear the car, not wishing to call on
the military, but the pelice force, only 13 men,
did not interfere. When the tramm arrived at
Pittsbure at nine o'clock to-night the mob was
met by the vigilauce committee and were =sr-
rested and locked up. The miners and cinal
men are making noisy demonstrations and in-
flammatory speeches in the drinking saloons to-
night. Two hundred miners are spending the
night at Keyser.

PITTSBURG, Pa., July 23.—At half-past eight
word was reccived by Mayor McCarthy,
from Superintendent Hyndman, of the Pitis-
burg division of the Baltimore and Ohio
railroad, to the effect that fifty or sixty
tramps had taken possession of the mail
train west of Cumberland and robbed the pas-
sengers. The mayor summouned a force of po-
licemen, marched to the depot, cornef of Grant
and Water streets, and on the arrival of the
train captured furty of the roughs, all of whom
were armed.

Troop, A. Louden Snowden. postmaster at
Philadelphia, captain, consisting of 32 men, was
captured a tew miles from this city to-night.,.
whither the compasny bad strayed while on the-
way to Philadeipnia.
to Altoona, and came to Rockville, five miles
above the city, on the ears. The bostmaster
and lris weary troops were escorted to the State
areenal, where they are doing, duty to-night.
This evening the strikers made another cap-
ture. About thirty militia from Philadelphia
who had come frora Rockville voluntarily sur-
rendered their arms and thempselves to the rail-
roaders above Harrisburg, with the understand-
ing that they should be lprotectﬂi from violence.
The strikers gracefully complied with the
terme, and triumphantly marched their pris-

oners through the streets and provisioned them.
A ghort time stterward Mayor Patrerson ad-

| advising them to abstain from all riotous pro-

; ceedings and surrender the arms to the State-
authorities. The ringleaders objected to trans-
ferring the arms to the State, but it was finally
agreed thai they should be sent to Philadelphia..
The arms were then surreudered to the mayor
amid great enthusiasm, the crowd cheering him
to the echo.

1t was feared early this evening that the mob:
would do acts of violence to-night, threats hav-
ing been made that the city would be laid fn
ashes. The mayor apprised the citizens through
the police force of tge threatened danger, and
advised them to keep on the lookout for the in-
cendiary’s torch, 1t had been arranged that the
citizens should come to the front at the tapping
of an alarm bell. A crowd forced an entrance
into a gun store to-night, but the mayor inter-
fered and most of them gave up their plunder.
Confidence has been restorad in the city since
the surrender of State arms by the mob.
FURTHER ABOUT THE INCIDENTS OF THE DAY,

HARRISBURG, PA., July 23.—The two roilroad
depots in this city are gtill besieged by large
crowds inteut on intimidating troops ordered
to Harrisbure or points West. Early this morn-
ing an attempt was made 8 short distance below
the ity to throw off & traiu containing two com-
panies of military.

Later in the day uine companies from Schuyl-
kill county, and two {rom Northamberlaud
county, reached the State arsenal by a strategic
move, being unloaded several miles west of
bere, und marched to their destination in order
to avoid a cellision with the mob.

Amontg the companies were nine which Gen.
Siegfried, of Pottsville. failed to get over the
I’niiadelphia and Reading railroad because of
the destruction of the bridge acroas the Schuyl-
Kill river at Reading. All the troups here,
about 500, are guarding the State arsenal. Sev-
eral companics of Siegfried's division refused
to come because of afcar that they would be
mobbed.

About half a dozen straggling military. who
had either intended to join their compaunies or
to go home, were promptly disarmned by the
mob on getting off the cars, the soldiers surren-
dering without offering the least resistance.
AmdTe ihém werd faveral Philadelphiaus who
had deserted trom their companics.

The Philadelphia companies detained at Al-
tooua by the strikers are thoroughly demoral-
ized,and detachments have been mancuvring to-
day to pass the city without coming in contact
with the mobh. Several ou the other ride of the
river this afternoon indicated a willingness to
surrender, provided they were not molested.

A crowd of over ome hundred accordingly
crossed the bridge to accept their arms. and
afterward have them shipped to their homes,
but when the militia saw the ruffians approach-
ing they precipitately fled up the western shore
of theriver, Two car loads of troops, who had
been at Altoona several davs, were shipped to
Philadelphia to-day via Schuylkill and Susgue-
hapna railway and Pottsvile, to avoid passing
through this city.

The zelection of this route afforded great re-
lief to the disheartened militia.

A large meeting of railroaders was held in
this city to-day, at which addresses were made
by several strikers. The destruction of railroad
property was discountenanced and a conciliatory
policy advocated. '

A resointion was adopted requesting the re-
moval of the general mapacer of the Pennsyl-
vania railroad. who is charged with having
brought about the last reduction of wages. A
commiitee was appointed fo call on Superin-

tendent McCrea of this (middle) division of rail-
road, and endeavor to arrive at an honorable
adjustment of the difficulty.

CAUSE ANXD EFrECT— The Right Policy.—The
rallroad etrikes, with their terrible conse-
quences, reports of which unhappily reach us
from many quarters, are the latest outcome of
the war which, closing in 1865, left, as all civil
wers do, a long train of evils behind it. One
effect of the war was the stimulus given to rail-
roads and to all those industries that are con-
nected with their construction, equipment and
operation. Everything for a time was nnder
high pressure, large profits were made, the rates
of wages increased, and with it a more lavish
expenditure and a rash speculative spirit.
More railroads were built than the country in a
normal condition needed. After the Union
“Pacific refiroad had been completed across the
continent, largely on the plea that it was a
military necessity, a second line, the Northern
Pacific, was projected for a like purpose, and
when business began to decline and industries to
languish, and private merchants and corporate
institutions began to fail, and thirty millions
of dollars were sunk in the Northern Pacific
road, followed since by railroad atter railroad
fa2lling into bankruptcy, the reaction finally be-
came eo violent that it swung the pendulum to
the opposite extreme, till now over $800,000,000
of bonds are in default, and but a small propor-
tion of the stock of railways pays a profit. The
slagnation of business was marked by the
cloging of mills and {actories, the lowering of
wages in all branches of trade, diminished
working time, and lighter freights on the rail-
roads. ‘Then followed the competition between
the trunk lines for the Western freight, the
cutting down of rates, and the exhaustive war
that led the competing lines to economize ex-
penses at all peseible points. In the words
attributed to the late Mr. Vanderbilt, it was a
struggle between flve trunk roads with work
enouch only for two. Itis not neccssary to
enter now npon the history of that struuzgle or
to give the reasons why it was decmed neces-
sary to resist the pretensions of the New York
Central. ‘Thatis a thing of the past, but the
efiects of it &re still felt in low rates of trans-
portation npon a business not nearly so active
as it once wan,. and in the reduction of wages
which the railroad linez have made. We do not
hesitate to say that this reduction has been
carried so far in some cases that it bears griev-
cusly upon certain classes of the employees,
and the need ia to inquire carefully into the
matter and see how far relief can be afforded.
Bat as the New York Herald well remarks,
wwe wizh to call the atteution of honest and
respecetable working men to an important dis-
tinction which it does not become them to over
Jook. It is omne thing to sympathize with a
gtrike and to wirh the strikers success; it is
quite ancther and a very different thing to wish
Buccess to & mob or to men who engage in law-
Jess actione. An orderly strike may dererve
the sympathy of the whole community,. We
believe if the train men who have struck work
had contented themselves with this, and witha
presentation of theyr grievances to the public
and to the stockholders of the companies they
could have carried the sympathy of the country
with them, and undoubtediy public opinion
would in such cage have been inclined to force
the railroad managers to come to an amicable
arrangement with their people.” ‘There is great
truth in thiz, and we do not consider it too late
yet to act wpon the suggestions here thrown
out.

It is easy
to talk of sympathy, but it scemz to be some-
what ditlicult to enact it. On Sunday there is
& general prayer for all those who are in afllic-
tion, and on week days the afllicted are too
often left to take care of themsclves. Itisa
lamentahle fact that the descendants of those
who have themsclves been poor and wretched
are more obdurate to the sorrows of those in
like circumstances than those who have not
been trzined to the same familiar acquaintance
with destitution and trouble. The first ques-
tion recorded in Holy Writ, as cver addressed
by man to his Meker, was, «Am I my brother’s
kecper?”’ The Creator decided that he was,
and nien have acted ever since on the principle
that he was not. 1f there had been a universal
sentliment among the race of helping and en-
couraging each other, of recognizing that we
all are Dbrothers, and that we all onght to aid
each other and sympathize with the trials and
sufferings of men of all estates, society would
be in a very different condition from what it
now 19. Really sympathy does more to bind
rich and poor together than any acts of benetl-
cence, The bestuwal of gifts sometimes leaves
a gentiment of humaliation in those who re-
ceive them, but where the common humanity is
recognized, and all men in whatever station
feel the thread of universal brotherhood which
ought to bind together all classes, a fraternal
feeling is the natural result, and men begin to
feel that after all rich and poor are brethren,
and rct accordingly.

Let men of all classes sympathize with and
encourage each other. As a countemporary
Justly says, cities must devise large and com-
prehensive plans for the improvement of their
condition, for the removal of vice ard intem-
perance, for the building up of their manufac-
tures and trade. What is everybody’s business,
as has been justly said, is mobody’s business,
but & community, in one sense at least, has but
a eingle soul, and it is the busiuess of the in-
dividual, as well as of the concrete mass to help
on with the work of restoration. We should
have a practical brotherhood, and show itin
recognizing the interdependence of one ciaes of
the community upon another, and in doing all
within our power to give every man opportuni-
ties of usefulness and happiness to himself and
the community.

DOCTRINE AND PRACTICE.—A Japanese vis-
itor to our country has lately given the world
the results of his observations, and has indulged
in some criticisms upon our ways. He pro-
fesses to have made himeself thoroughly ac-
quainted with the exalted code of the four
Gogpels, and he says that he cannot find any
harmony between them and the practice of
Christians, He gives the most unqualified ad-
miration to the Gospel law, but declares him-
self unable to descry that it goes for aught in
our business, in our politice or our pleasares.
‘We are afraid that there is too much truth in
this, and that we are in all things controlled by
mouney, hypocrisy and ringe. At the same time
when the Japaunese says t,hat the teachings of
Confucius are followed in all the transactions
ol life; that the Buddhists, Hindostanese and
Mohammedans ohserve the requirements of their
reiigion, we must be permitted to have our
doubta. The requirements of their religions,
on the whole, are good, and the practice in-
variably bad. It is a good thing that doctrines
are not to be judged by the conduct of those
who profess them any more than snow is by
its condition after contact with the soil. When
the Japauese critic admits that nothing can be
better thanthe precepts of Christianity he does
not hurt Christianity in the least by admitting
that nothing can be worse than its practice,

TrE FooL1sH VOYAGERs.—The safe arrival
tn England,-which has been announced, of the
twenty-foot echooner-rigged whaleboat New
Bedford, with Mr. and Mrs. Crapo on board,
only shows that a foolhardy enterprise has been
successful, not because of any elements of suc-
cess which it had within itself, but because of
the absence of thoee disturbances of air and
ocean which, if aroused, as is often the case,
might have destroyed the frail structure on its
first day out from the American coast. Nothing
but absurd egotism and ignorant recklessness
can lead to such adventures. If navigetion and
scrence could be advanced by such attempts, if
they benefited any interests of the country, the
hazard of life might; be reasonably incurred,
dbut no good is obtained or even proposed by
such undertakings. Mr. and Mre. Crapo have
only the idea of shining before posterity as two
peoble who crossed the Atlantic oeean in a
whaleboat. and posterity will only be likely to
eay how very absurd, and perhaps to regret
that they had not both been shipwrecked and
swallowed by whales.

TREE PLANTING.—The snbject of tree plant-
Ing has now hecome & matter of life and dcath
in some parts of the country. Wherever a
country has been stripped bare of {ts primitive
foreset clothing the effects have been disastrous.
Some parte of this country, once renowned for
fertility, are now-sterile and unproduetive. Tim-
ber also has become scarce and dear. In view
of these facts the Massachusetts Agricuitural
Bociety has offered a series of prizes for the en-
couragement of tree planting in that State, the
awards to be made t€n years from the first of
March next for the best resunlts produced in the
interval. It is estimated that over a miHion of
trees will be planted in Massachuseti{s this
year. In Connecticut the Legislature has ex-
empted from taxation all plantations of timber
trees to be hereafter planted for a period of ten
years, after such trees have grown to au
average of six feet in height. Nowhere are

“drees more useful than in densely populated
citiem. They shade the wide streets, cool the
atmo#phera, exhale ozone, absorb malarious
exhalationgfand exert a rensible influence on
ibe health.%f the iohabitante.

MEDICAL EDUCATION oF WOMEN.--There
hag been a long contest for medical education
and official recognition for women in Great
Britain. This has resulted in a virtual recog-
nition for women in a bill which has passed
the British Parliament, received the royal as-
sent, and become law, enabling the British ex-
amioning bodier to extend their examinations
to women a# well as to men, About two years
ago the Woman'’s Medical School was estab-
lished in London, and-already it has overcome
the serious dificulties it found in securing the
necessary practical instruction. The Royal
Free Hospital has consented to give the re-
quired facilities. The senate of the London
Universlty passed a resolution a few months
ago to admit women to medical examinations
and degrees. Some of the male doctors were
greatly excited thereat, giving as a reason for
opposing women as phyeicians that it might
interfere with their own means of support,
which is probably the only reason that can be
alleged against permitting women to practice
medicine. The dizeages of women and children
are the principal subjects of medical practice,
and if women are permitted, as their sex would
generally prefer, to minister to this class of ail-
ments, it would make a serious difference in
the annual revenue of the male doctors. The
senate was requested to suspend action upon
the resolution until the question was consid-
ered of admitting women to other than medical
examinations and degrees. The senate, how-
ever, voted to carry out its original resolution
without delay. The continental universities
long ago determined to make no difficulties in
admitting women to medical instruction,

SOUTHERN CROP PROSPECTS.—In an editorial
om the crop prospects in Alabamsa the Mont-
gomery Advertiser says the wheat crop is tha
largesi and best ever raised 1n that State, afford-
ing an abundance for home consumption and
some to sell, The corn crop is a fine one, gnd
entirely suflicient for home use. :The oats crop
is alzo large enough to render unnecessary the
purchase of any outside of the State, whilst the
cotton crop, though a little backward, is doing
finely now, and promises a large yield shounld
no diraster overtake it. With their Siate govern-
ment in honest and competent hands and full
crops of the leading products the people of
Alabama certainly have a prospect of good
times before them. This §s a picture in great
part of the crops this year in the South gen-
erally.

TrE TRADE oF THE CoUNTRY.—The Phila-
delphia Record remarks that the success of the
railroad strikers in plunging the trade of the
whole country into confusion shows how
necessary it 18 to gnard against a repctition of
such a disaster. The keeping of the proper
means at hand in the steady maintenance of
a repressive force, such &s the Baltimore police,
and its prompt application, is the proper
remedy.

Under peculiar
circumstances popular excitements arise and
generally take the same course until there ig a
culmination in events not foreseen or regarded
by the actors, or thoge Who may have Rympa-
thized with and perbaps urged them on.

In 1835 our city was the scene of riot, termi-
nating in great destruction of property and
some loss of life. For three or four days the
efforts of the civil authorities to preserve the
peace were vain. While some right-thinkive
and public spirited citizens were disposed to
uphold the law, others in iznorauce or paseion
stimulated the efforts of the mob by imprudent
words freely and openly expressed.

Finally, between the blows of the mob and the
blinduess of toolish sympathizers, the law was
beaten down. 'I'he mob on & bright Bunday
morning reassembled in increased force, and
after dcstroyuw buildings proceeded at night
deliberately to burn in the public etreets the
furniture of citizens obuoxious to ite terribie ire.
On Mouday morning, however, the scene of
havoc enacted the day and night before wag too
ruinous and frightiul to be looked upon with
any feelinas but those of disgust and abhorrence.
Those who had previously sympathized with
the mab, although perhaps inactivelv, became
horrified and fearfa! legt the havoc which had
been visited on others might fn turn be theirs.
In ruch & condition of anarchy the question wag
asked, who can be gafe? In fine, the moral sense
of the community was roused from its stupor.
In the absence of the mayor and other officlala
who had fled the city a government was impro-
vised, An emnent citizen and soldier was
called upon to take the lead, and men enougit
were found by twelve noon to constitute a force
of 3,00 men, oreanized aud provided for action,
offenzive and defensive.

The appearance of determination put an end
to all mob proceedings; peace and order were
restored. the ringleaders of riot were arrested
and clapped in jail without open friends to
sympatize with or protect them.

Let it be added that a sense of justice, al-
thouvh 1t could not wipe out the disgrace of the
riot, obtained the passage of a law for the in-
demuification of the suffereras. This law is still
in force, and it must see fully indemnified the
railroad company, and all who may suffer from
the worse than foolish infatnation which pre-
wvails. Passzion has been allowed its way but
too long. It is time to stop and consider.

Business and Industrial Itewms.

The new German four per cent. losn is to be
issued through a syndicate of Germun bankers,
who take it at 94, and place it on the market at
94 6-10. The total amount to Dbe raiged is
$19.450,000. Subacriptions are to be received on
the 25th and 26th of the present month, but on
the 13t of July oflers to take $87.500,000 had
already been received. At the same time tha:
this loan is selling at a discount of 84-10 per
cent. United States four per cent. bonds com-
mand & smull preminm.

Wacons make their way down to Arizons
from the States and supply the Arizonians with
goods from 8t. Louis cheaper than the people
can obtain them by rail from the Paciflc coaest.
This phenomenon seems to have taken the Caii-
fornians’ breath away. The remedy they pro-
pose is to ask Congress to sanction another rail-
road through from the Pacific to Arizona, which
g‘mv ulhmately be extended to Fort Worth, in

exas, in order to gain the beuefits of through
business.

The weather in Eneland thig month has been
unseasonably cold, nights, and occasional heavy
rains have fulien. The crops are maturing very
slowly, and reports are untavorable, both as to
harvesting within & recazonable period anc a8 to
realizing un aversge yield. This, of course,
adds to the favorable prospects of American
grain, becsuse it promotes the scarcity abroad
and keeps up prices.

It igstated in the commercial review of Mr.
Rabd®n, at the City of Mexico, that railroad pro-
jects are reviving in Mexico. and Ameirican pro-
jects stand & etter chance of success thanever
before. Several new railways are contemplated,
and, if asked for by practical and responsible
men, coutracts will be granted.

Thirty locations are pointed ont in one school
digtrict in Croydon. N, H., where houses once
gtood, but there now remeins nothing but the
ruined cellars. The former fnhabitants are dead,
and their children have moved to the cities or
“gone West.”

St. Petersburg exchange in London has been
lower duriug the past {wo or three weeks than
at auy tliwe during the Crimean war, or, with
one exception, (in 1866,) since.

Imports of ail manufactures of wool and jute
from England continue to fall oft. imports of
cotton, linen and silk goods,and chinaware, salt
and raw wool increase.

THE DoverAs MoNUMENT AT CHICAGo.—It

roper symbpo's, All will be robed in harmouiz-

ng dress snd in classic styvle, There will be
four higa bas-reliefs innarbie or bronze extend-
dng aronnd the pedestal aud which will repre-
sent American subjects, One group will repre-
sent the aborigines hunting, fiehing and engaged
in other exercises, with w1<'w.7.ms, squawe, aud
other Indian ncwmpammeuN Aunother group
will represent pioneer farmer’s life, a thirdtrade
and enterprise, illnstrated by the building of
railrouads, telegrapk, the unloading of vessels,

c. A fourth group will represent education,
ilinetrated by clhiurches, collegez, and a class of
youngsters receiving instiuctions from their
schoolmaster.

The architectural work rising above the tomb

+ will coneist of an ornamented pedeatal, orna-
mented with bas-relieis, and festoons and
wreaths of laurel, lambeaus, books and scrolls.
Resting on the pedesml will be a circular col-
wmn forfy-four feet in height, It will be placed
in three eections, the sections to be joined by &
belt of stars reureuentiug the different States.
The column wlll have & couvexed outline, be
crowned with an ornamental frieze and cap,
upon which will be a coloseal bronze statue of
Senator Douglas, standing 1n the attitude of de-
livering an oration. 'The statue will be nine
feet high. The tomb chamber is to be tiled with
various colored marbigs. A life sized bust of
Douglas will be pluced upon the sarcophagus.
The grounda wiil be handsomely laid out with
walke, and be inclosed bv a terrace wall on the
lake side and a stone curbing on Douglag ave-
nue. The shaft will be of granite. )

Along the Line— What Col. Scott Says.
PHILADELPHIA,'July 23.—At Altoons, Colum-
bia and Reading the strikers have everything
their own way. Great trouble is found in con-
centrating the military at any peint, and a con-
siderable Eart of it 18 shamefully demoralized.
The only bope now lies in the interpeosition of
federal authority, the rioters standing in deadly
terror of regular troops. ‘There is general con-
fidence in Gen. Hancock, who arrived to-day and
took command in Philadelphia, and little less in
Gen. Schofield,who is here to execute his orders.
Gen. lancock and Col. Scott have been in close
conference all day, but decline to give the re-
snlt of their deliberations. It is probable that
the first attempt to move freight trains will be
made at this point, and it may be made to-mor-
row. Col. Scott declares that his company had
better lose many millions more in the assertion
of their rights to cootrol their own way than
succumb to men whose right to dictate terms
being once admitted can never he denied. At
midnight all iz guiet in this city, but it is feared
that when the news from Hurrisbuig gets to the
strikers they will be likely to make some fool-
hardy experiments even here.

The Sitaation at Pittsburg.

A HORRIBLE DISCOYERY—FIFTEEN PHILADEL~
PHIA BOLDIERS BURNED IN THE ROUND-HOUSE
—THE MOB SPIRIT QUIESCENT—THE WORST
OVER—RIOTERS SPIKE TEEIR GUNS—STRIKE
OF PASSENGER TRAIN ENGINEERS, ETC.

PrrTsBure, Pa., July 23.—The horrible dis-
covery was made to-day that fifteen Philadel-
Ehm soldlers were burned up in the round-

onse Sunday morning. This number had been
either shot dead or wounded by the mob, and
‘when the round-house was fired and the troops
compelied to evacuate it they could not take the
dead and wounded along, so they were left to
Dperish in the flames.

‘there has been no violence to-day, and the
feeling is that the worst isover. In fact not
pruch more damage can be done, unless the
mob raids private property. There may be
more blooashed, but with counsels now pre-
valling it is believed that will be avoided. This
morning one hundred and fitty miners came
into the city on a steamboat which they cap-
tured for the purpose of aiding the strikers.
They were met at the wharf by the citizens’
committee, Mayor McCarthy, Gen. Brown and
one company of home militia. ‘They received
them n a Kindly spivit,and pleaded with them
for pence. The miners then agreed to forego
their intentiona and reiurn peaceably to their
homes. Another gang of 400 is now on its way
to the city. Whether this crowd can be induced
to foliow the action of the miners remains to
be geen. Two regiments of home militis and
one battery were mustered fn to-day, and are
parading tae streets without molestation or
threats.

Several hundred citizens enlisted to-day as
special policemen upon request of the city
council, which had a special sessjon. A cit1-
zens’ committee of public3afety was thoroughly
organized to-day, and took measures looking to
the squelching ¢f any riot that may take place.
Many of the best ¢itizens have announced them-

An Execiting Day in Philadelphia—
Movements of the Mob—An 01l
Conflagration—Arrival of Marines
from Baltimore—All Quiet.
PHRILADELPHIA, July 23.—The dav hag been

one of great excitement, though marked by few
starring scenee. It is generally agreed that the
arrival of federal troops, for whom the mob
bave a4 wholesome respect, alone prevented
bloodshed and destrnction of property.

About eight o’clock, 1t being known that Col.
Scott had expressed his determination to begin
removing treight from the depot, and that an
attempt was to be made to run a freight train
out from the place, a mob began forming at
Callowhill-street bridge. About 10 o’clock its
number reached five or six hundred. This led
to theresumption of the precautionary measures
which had been partly abandoaed.

Gen. Hancock had net yet arrived with his
regular troops, and it soon became evident that
the mob were under the impression thatthe
Inilure of the soldiers to arrive, was owing to
the opposition of strikers on the Philadelphia,
Witmington and Baltimore railroad. Col. Scott
and Mayor Stokley understood the situatiou,
and the former countermanded his order of the
early morning and directed that no freight train
should be sent out uutil it could be protected
by the strong arm of the law.

The mob had by this time crowded in upon
the bridge, and Chief Jones ordered them to
disperse and clear the highways. Not being
obeyed the police, clubs in hand, were ordered
to charge, which they did, rushing in upon the
crowd and being obliged to use their maces
freely the resuit was many a badly cut head.
The mob beat a hasty retreat, beineg driven off
Lhe bridge along Thirty-first street and out the
Haverford road to the heights above the rail-
way, completely scattered and without any
Elo%dshed except that resulting from the cut

eads.

At half-past ten o’clock what had been a mys-

tery all the morning, the whereabouts and
doings of the mainbody of etrikers, was solved.
The clang of the fire engine was heard and
crowds of people were running from all quarters
to the lower end of the city where an enormous
columa of dense black smoke was scen ascend-
ing to the clonds. It was the burning of an oil
train, part of which consisted of the cars which
had been stopped by the mob on the previous
night and left lving above the depot until two
o'clock yesterday morning, when they were
taken without opposition to a point en the
Junction road, near South street bridge, and just
opposite the aimshouse.
To the original train had been added a larze
number of cars from the West Chester road, the
whole string being thus made nearly a quarter
of a mile long. 8ix fire engines and two trucks
were prompily on the ground, nnder the per-
sonal supervision of the chief fire engineer. ''ne
wooden tanks in the box cars being open no ex-
plosion was expected from them, and nonc
came, but the mountain of red flame that arose
formed a might that was at once terrible and
grand. Nothing could conguer that fire but the
want of fuel for itseli.
The flames at length crushed one of the iron
tanks, and the firemen moved back to where
they cousidered themselves safe. In another
instant there was a stunning explosion that
shook the earth, and a column of blazinz oil
shot up into the air to an apparent distance of
about fitty feet., In its descent the flery liguid
splashed 1nto the faces of two firemen, John 1.
urphy, of 1220 South Nineteenth street, and
George C. Hoster, of 822 North Eleventh street,
inflicting upon them serious burns.
At halt-past one o'clock & detachment of 125
marines, under Lieut. Col. B. Heyward, arrived
at the depet from Baltimore, and{were immedi-
ately placed en picket duty alonz the blufis
stretching from the depot to Callowhill-street
bridge onthe west side of the railroad. This
detachment had been on duty for the previous
three days in Baltimore.

Colonel Heyward had orders to put himself

under the command of General Hancock.—

at two o’clock, and was received by Coionel

Scott and the mayor.

His excuse was that he was apprehensive that
if fleeing troops were admiited tiie mob, num-
berinz thousands, would force an entraace, and
during the cousequent fichting the magazine
would be ignited and the whole city blown up.

The rioters this afternoon mounted four can-
non belonging to the Knapp Bajtery in Market
Square, and spiked the guns in*the presence of
the militia and bundreds of others, and were
unmolested.

It is just learned from Columbus that the
mavor is now organizing 8 spectal police of 500
men to prevent the destruction ef the Pan
Handle railroad by rioters there. The city
council is now fonvened to take measures to
suppress the mob. Fears are entertained that
an attempt will be made to-night to release the
prisoners from the penitentiary. Five hundred
miners seized a train this P. M. at Shawnee,
Ohio, and are_now en route io Newark, Ohio,
where the Baltimore and Ohio road crosses the
Pan Haudle. Citizens are taking mesasures to
prevent the destruction of preperty.

There was no boisterous demoustra-
tions, 10y any disposition shown to gather
large crowds bv bitter denunciation, In nearly
all the little gatherings the feeling was one of
regret that the thing had been allowed to pro-
ceed so far.

The laboring men in most cases shared this
feeling. ““We have enough taxes to pay without
paying for all this,” said one man, and the other
workingmen with him thought the same. At
two o’clock this P. M. the strikers at I'wenty-
eighth street surrendered their arms, including
three pieces of artillery. Asthe latter was being
drawn to the city by hand force & man named
Wm. Duncan leaped on one of the pieces and
spiked it with a rat-tail file. He was atterwards
arrested and taken to the central station.

A line should be drawn between the strike

proper and its terrible consequences, evinced

v burning and pillaging. To-day the strikers
geem universally disposed to assist the law-
abiding citizens in saving property from thieves
and flames, and their better nature shows itself
on all handa. But the terrible scenes that have
been enacted are traceable to s much lower grade
of men than those whko inaugurated the strike.

It is also stated
that when this becomes known all the passenger
engineers and firemen will quit their eugines,
As a result no trains of any kind will go out thig
evening. Oun the Penusyivania rallroad there is
no possible hope ot a compromise. The oflicials
declare that such shall not take place though
not a wheel should turn on their entire road,
also thet if this community can get along with-
out the Penneylvania railroad the latter can get
along without the etrikers.

I'ne scenes about the Union depot to-day were
not hard of description. All was desolation. The
ruins of the passenger depot and the Pan Handie
buildings were covered with men and women
who were digging with their sticks and hands in
expectation of getting something worth keeping.

Fatal Collision Near Pittsburg.

PirTsBURG, July 23 —Since the obstruction
of tracks between here and East Liberty the
Pennaylvania raiiroad have been runnivg pas-
genger trains into the y over the Western
Penneylvania division, which intersects the
main line at Blairsville intersection. ‘This
evening, at 5 o'clock, the Philadelphia express
east met the mail west at Guyasuta station, two
miles above Sharpsburg. The trains collided,
aand the engines closed 1n on each other like a
telescope. Both eugineers, the express mes-
senger and mail agent, and three passengers,
were instantly killed, and a number danzerously
wounded. he names of the kiljed, so far as
known, are ¥rank Leuther, express messenger;

When the troop train came ir the cry was
raised, ‘*Here come the treops!”’ Almost imme-
diately stones were thrown from the crowd,
and then a volley was fired by the militia and
the crowd scattered like a drove of sheep.
Another volley was then fired, but of blank
cartridges only.

Mob Doings at Buffalo—New York
Miltua on Their Speed.

BurraLo, N. Y . July 23, 7 P. M.—The mob,
reinforced by large numbers. called at the car
shops of the Lake Shore snd Erie Companies
an&pordered all the workmen there to quit,
which they did forthwith. About four o’clock
this atternoon a Buffalo and Jamestown traiuv,
which leaves the KErie depot, on arrivingz at
Compromise crossing. two miles from the depot,
had a passenger coach detached and shoved on
the Central track, and the fireman was forcibly
taken from the engine. Superintendent Doyle,
who was on the train, remonstrated with the
strikers, stating there had been no reduction of
wages on their road, nor had there been any
gince its inauguration. The effect of ‘this state-
ment was the bringing back of the coach by the
strikers, who coupled it on and assured Super-
intendent Doyle that nothing should be done in
any way 1o interfere with the working of his
road.

Early in the afternoon an assault was made by
nearly 2400 rioters on about 200 soldiers who
were guarding the Lake Shore round-house.
The military were obliged to leave the building,
whichk is now barricaded by the mob, who have
placed cars in & position for defense against an
attack. Col. Flack, of the Sixty-fifth Regitment,
with about 30 men and three oflicers, fooiishly
procceded to the round-louse to retake it from
the mob. They were met with yells of deririon
from the crowd, and under a shower of stones
were obliged to retreat at the double quick and
force their way through the yelling crowd at
the point of the bayonet, some of the soldiers
being badly cut on the bands with knives, and
also clubbed.

Four of the soldiers lost their muskets, which
however were afterwards recovered, Col. Flack
was badly clubbed, twice knocked down, forced
across the canal and obliged to take refuge in
the Lake Shore paint shop. The engineers of
the Erie and Lake Shore roads have signed an

Some of the company were shot by the
mob, who had'gaiued possession of the West-
field company’s rifles and have gone to the
scene of the fire.

The Situation in Ohie.
RAILROAD STRIKERS FORCING MECHANICS TO
QUIT WORK—ALL QUIET AT NEWARK.

CoLuMBTa, Ohio, July 23.—About noon the
railroad strikers to the number of three hundred
went to the rolling-mill and compelied the em-
ployees to suspend work. Theyv also went to
the pipe works, the Wasel Fire Clay Company’s
works, Patten’s peet works, Adams’s planing-
mtiil, Frankiin machine works, Peters’s sash
works and other factories, the employees of
which joined the strikers as they went along.
The entire mob had their dinuers with them,
and to the number of 2,000 marched to the Union
depot, where they dined. No violence was nsed.

No passenger trains have left on the Balti-
more and Ohjo railroad since 10.45 o'clock P. M.
on Saturday. Everything is comparatively quict
at the Newark yards, which are under control
of the troops. No attempt will be made to move
traing to-day, owing to the blockaded condition
of the tracks. Passenger trains are also de-
layed. Strikers are distributed at different
points along the road. The report that Gover-
nor Young would return to Columbus to-day is
premature.

FROM WASHINGTON.

The Cabinet and the Labor Troubles

—Disposition of Troops—Prosecu-

tions for the Recent Excesses—1The

Government to Take a Hand—Wild

Calls for Paper Money and Govern«

ment Work, &e.

WasaiNGgTON, July 23.—~The President and
his cabinet again to-day devoted much of their
time to the adoption of measures cesigned to
bring to a8 speedy a termination as possible the
existing disorders in several ot the States of the
Union. The President had inteveed io leave
for his trip to several of the Virginia cities to-
morrow, and to be absent for tiie remaiuder of
the week, but it is almost certain that the trip
will have to be postpuned. as the President sald
to-day that he did not think it would be proper
for him to leave Washington umtil there was a
great change in the existing situstion.

The Presudent and the Secretary of War were
{ both highly :ratified at the favorable news re-
| ceived from Baltimore last night and during to-
| day, and are of the impression that the State
authorities wiil now be able to maintain the
peace of that city. This will relieve some of
the Federal troops stitl left in Baltimore, ana
render them availabie for service elsewhere,
svhere there may be greater need {or them. But
at all evente a suficient number of United States
troops wiil be left in Baliimore to guard against
contingencies until all probable danzer is 1t an
end. It ig the opinion here in oftfic:al circles
that the State anthorities of Marylandand Penn-
sylvania should not waver in adininistering the
full measure of punishment to all parties whose
guiit in the late excesses ean be established. 1t
18 the determination that all parties who can be
ideutified as being concerned 1n the dizoraers
which had the effect to cbstruct the transmis-
g1on of the mails shall be held amenable in the
United States courts.

Accounts which have gone over the water
have had the enect to alarm European members
of the syndicate and others abroad, and several
teiegroms trom London have been received st
the treasury makinge anxions inquirics as to the
extent and probable cousequences of the insur-
rection. 8o much coutidence is, however, iclt
in the United States government that the price
of our bond: has not been as yct appreciably
affected 1u the foreign markets, but it the pres-
ent condition of affairs i3 not brought toa
speedy close it will inevitably exert a uepress-
ing influence on government securities, both at
home and abread. The spark kindled by the
few hundred men at Martissburg, which at first
was a speck no larger than & man’s hand, has
grown into a conutlagration which has already
destroyed millions of property, unsettled values,
deranged all the currents of trade, impaired
public confidence, and which even it itshould be
stopped at this instant will unquestionably
raise the prices of some of the necessaries of
life. 'I'hose upon whom this gill fall with the
hesviest hand are the workingmen tnemselives,

Political agitators here have been to-day
clamoring for an immediate session of Congress
in order, as they say, that measures may be
taken ‘-for therelief of the workiugmen.”” What
this means may be judged from a card made
public this afternoon and rigned by Thomas J.
Durant, & well known lawyer and a member of
the bar of the Supreme Court of the United
States. Mr. Durant demands that the Presidest
call Congreas to meel on the %th of Aucguxt;
thal Congress, on assemoiing, repeal immeai-
ately the resumption act, employ a million
men to build the Southern Pacitic raiiroad,
three otherdonble track railrosds to the Pacitic,
and the Mississippi leveeg, and issue legal-ten-
der notes to pay for it ali. When Congrese does
meet, propositions fully as wild as these will be
brought forward and pressed with persistency.
This is unfortunate, as 1t will only add to the dif-
ficulty which will be encountered in arriving at
a proper settlement of the questions underlying
the present difficulties.

Gen. Schofield, who is commandant at West
Point, was here to-day and had a lonz interview
with the President, during which the President
imparted to him his views and intentions 1n re.

The departurc of tne Italian fleet for
Farauti has increased the suspicion already en-
tertained by the Austrian cabineti in regard to
the policy of ltaly.”

RUSSIA S3USPECTS ENCLAND 8 NEUTRALITY.

LoNDoN, July 28.—The Daily News (strong
pro Rnasia) has the following telegrams:

Vienna, July 23.—I hear thut Prince Gortscha-
koff'is collecting pruols of various occurrences
at the seat of war, which show that he consid-
ers England is not acting upon the strict ruies
of neutrality. The Priuce’s first Intention was
to embody the materials obtained in a cirenlar,
but he has decided to reserve tauem for a fitting
opportunity which, he is reported to have saig,
Lord Derby may himself soonsupply.

Berfin, July 23.—The officials at the Russian
embassy here threateningly declare Engliand's
open support of Turkey would immediately re-
lease the Czar {rom the disinterested promises
he made at Livadia and euable him to dictate
his own terms of peace.

The Ruasian press is furious in its attacks
upon Engiand's *‘perfidious policy> aud pre-
dicts serious ditficulties.

UNEASY FEELING IN EUROPE.

LoxDoN, July 23.—The rumors which have
been agitating the EKuropean exchanges the
past three or four days are an accurate reflection
of the uneasy feeling in high political quarters
at the Russian advance in Roumania and the
strained relations between the various powers.
The report for a lonz time current of & Russo-
Italian allisace has recentiy assumed new prom-
inence in consequence of an Italian naval de-
moustraiion in the direction of the Adriatic,
which is believed to be Kuasia’s hint to Austria
to keep quiet. The German court party is in
thorough sympathy with Russia, and is using
ail Germany's influence to prevent interference
from any quarter. The ministerisl newspapers
of Berlin warn England that her interference
would simply enable Russia to make pesce in
dizregard to such British interests as are not
also Buropean interests. (meaning Asia Minor.)
France is regarded politically as a cipher, but
she is militarily an ampie makeweight against
any action by Germauy.
1t i3 feared by English Russophobes that
Austria may, besides other inducements to
neutrality, be influenced by promise of a ma-
terial share in the results of the Russian cam-
aign. Havingz this fear Austria is regarded as
sagland’s ally if interference becomes neces-
sary. It is the almost universal belief in Eng-
land that the cabinet would take action in a
sense hostile to Russia immediately if confi-
dent of popular support, but there is no con-
siderable war party in England, aud there is a
c¢ousidcrable and energetic peace party, though
the vast majority of Enzlishmen sympathize
with Turkey and distrust Russia. The Rus-
sia'ns eyunily (jslike England, and the mutual
animosiiT 25ms to be incres oo daily.
