TELEGRAPHIC SUMMARY, ETC.

Rinderpest has appeared among cattle for the
Russian army, and has madegreat havoc=Mem-
bers of the Hungarian Parliament ask England
to intervene for Turkey’s integrity—There are
reports of battles at Rustchuk and near Silistria
=The re-enforcement of Malta has occasioned
much conflicting comment in England.=The
steamer J. B. Walker, from New Haven, Coun.,
bas arrived at Constantinople with munitions
of war=Gen. Grant has arrived at Bremen and
will go to Geneva Thursday.

Late advices from Mexico, via Havana, state
that excitement caused by recent events on the
Rio Grande has measurably snbsided. General
Ord has contended that troops of the United
States or of Mexico when pursuing robbers
should continue the pursuit to adjoining terri-
tory, and inform the authorities there of their
operations. To this Gen. Trevino replies that
no such power counld be assumed, not even with
consent of the respective governments, unless
approved by their houses of Congress. Peace
is reported to prevail thronghout Mexico.

The middle span of the Cincinnati, George-
town and Portsmouth Narrow Gauge railroad
bridge over the Little Miami river, about two
miles above Linwood, Ohio, and within ten
miles of Cincinnati, fell yesterday, precipitating
fifteen laborers & distance of 45 or 50 feet. Three
were instently killed; another has since died.
Two others are fatally injured; eight more &
less severely wounded. The accident is attrib-
uted to weak trestle work failing to sustain the
supersiructure. .

A construction train collided with the pay
train st Boykin's, Va,, yesterday, on the Sea-
board and Roanoke raiiroad. Both engines
were badly emashed. A regularpassenger train
with a delegation from Montgomery, Macob,
Augusta, Columbia and Wilmington to the
postal convention was delayed three hours.

In the Georgia constitutional convention yes-
terday lobbying was dectared to he a crime,
The committee on bill of righte reported that
‘‘the people of Weorgia have an inherent right
to alter or abolish their constitution or form of
government.” After a lengthy debate the words
s‘or form of government’ were stricken out.

Six mills of the American Powder Company
at Acton, Mass., exploded; causo supposed to
have been carelessness in eleaning out one of
the milis. Phiveas Keefe was killed and Hiram
Drew probably mortally wounded.

A train on Narrow Gauge road near the eastern
suburbs of Cincinnati had an accident yester-
day, by which four persons were killed and sev-
eral wounded.

At Mystic Park races, yesterday, the 2.50
class, for $400, Billyed was first, Nellie Grant
second, and Billy Don third. Time 2.30%,

real.

A fire at Montreal, Canada, yesterday, de-
stroyed the Haidley rash factory and Cooper’s
farniture factory, both under ome roof. Loss
$15,000. Thirty men are thrown out of employ-
ment,

A trein on the Georgia railroad ran into some
cows yesterday and the ebgine was overturned,
the express, baggage car and two coaches
being burned, the engineer burned to death and
several others wounded.

dames Schoates, of Valley Field, while at-
tempting to board the steamer Bohemian 11 the
canal at Montreal yesterday, fell into the water
and was drowned.

Gottfried Ziegler, who murdered Samuel Knll,
was yesterday sentenced at Boston to imprison-
ment for life.

“STRONG GOVERNMENRT."—Baltimore has got
the name of +*Mobtown,” but it wonld be hard
to show why she deserves this designation more
than any other American cities—such as Phila-
delphia, Boston and New York. All large com-

munities are exposed to the peril of mobs..

London and Paris have had worse mobs than
any American city. This fact is commended to
the consideration of those who fancy that a
strong government affords the only protection
from moba. Do such persons ever consider that
a strong government may be too strong? It
might be to their advantage to read Lickens’s
«Tale of the Two Cities.”” The most infernal
cutbreak in the shape- of revolutlon that has
ever occurred among mankind, the first French
revolution, arose from oppressions practiced by
the governing power. When told that the peo-
ple suffered for bread, a bloated official answered;
w«Let them eat hay; my horses eat hay.,” When
such a spirit actuates those in authority there
will always be riots and revolutions. Happliy we
are in no danger at present of such a concentra-
tior of power at the seat of federal government as
will drive the people to despair, add we have
only to take care that the alarm inspired by
late events does not lead us to look for safety
to astrong central government and a large stand-
ing army.

FAILURE oF A NEwSBoYS' STRIKE.—The pub-
lisher of an evering paper in Detroit, Mich.,
has been charging the newsboys one and a quar-
ter cents for what they sell tor two cents. Last
Friday they rose fninsurrection, A mass meet-
ing was held in an alley.and a yellow-baired
lad named Carrot-top struck an attitude and
summed up the case. “¥ou see, fellers, we
ain’t got no fair show. A cent apiece is all we
orter pay for them papers, apd if we buck to-
gether that’a all they kin git. We ain't no
Rothschilds.” *“You bet yer life,” remarked
the chairman. ““I've sold ‘Newsea’ for a straight
year,” said Captain Jack, a melancholy youth
with a stone-bruise, **‘and there ain't no mouey
in 'em for me at a cent and a quarter. I for one
am goin’ to kick.” *Soam I, and *80 am 1,”
was the chorus of approval which weant up from
& dozen throats, And kick thev did. Nearly
two hundred of them assembled at two o’clock
1o front of the office and refused to buy a copy.
‘Two editions were run off the presses, butthere
were no buyers. When the third edition came
out a few small boys sneaked into the office by
the back entrance, and made purchases st the
old rates, but they were disccvered by their col-
leagues ontside and compelled to suspend
operations. At about six o’clock a lad with
five copies of the paper under his arm iszued
from the office under the protection of two
policemen, and soon many of the strikers fell
into line apd bought thelr papers at the old
rates. while Carrot-top and his faithful follow-
ers whistled, and jeered and howied.

VIRGINIA PoLiTics.—Madisen county sends
eight delegates to the democrdtic gubernatorial
convention for Mahone and 3 for Holliday;
Orange, 10 for Holliday, 1 for Lee; Cumberland,
9 for Daniel; Rockingham, 11 for Mahone and 24
for Holliday; Albemarle, with three districts to
hear from, sends 12 delegates for Mahone, 9 for
Daniels and 2 for Holliday.

A meeting was held in the courthouse at
Staonton, Va., on Monday, to consider the credit
of Virginia. A series of resolutions were re-
ported, and then a minority report was made,
which embodied the resolutions in favor of ad-
justment which was adopted ata former meet-
ing. There was a'good deal of excitement over
the vote, and a minority of the meeting with-
drew to the courthouse yard and adopted the
minority rcport. As they were withdrawing
those inside assailed them with cries of “Go
out, Billy Mahone.” When the withdrawing
portion bad adopted the minorlt% resolntions
cheers were given for ‘Mahone. he majority,
who remained in the courthouse, gave place to
the judge, who wanted the court-room, and ad-
journed without action.

PRESBYTERIANISM IN AMERICA.—Dr. Prime’s
report tothe Presbyterian Alliance at Edin-
burg on ‘‘Presbyterianism in the United States”
gives the number of churches as ten. This in-
cludes the Welsh, Calvanistic, Methodists and
the Cumberfand Presbyterians. The grand total
of the Presbyteriansin this country shows
9,028 ministers, 12,102 congregations, ana 1.052,-
339 communicants. The annual contributions
for all religious purposes are $14,512,198, or
nearly $15 to each member. ‘*The Presbyterian
theological seminaries,” sags this report, ‘*have
200,000 volumes ont of 525.000 volames in all the
divinity schools of the United States. That is
to say, the Presbyterians have libraries inelud-
ing 20,000 volumes, while the libraries of the
Congregationalista, Baptists, Methodists. Epis-
copaiians, Catholics and all others united have
300,000 volumes.™

THE GENERAL RAILROAD STRIKE.
FURTHER EXTENSION OF THE TROUBLE.
MOB LAW SUPPRESSED.
STRIKERS IIDIWTING RIOTERS.

Action of Vigilance Committees inthe West

THE SITUATION IN BALTIMORE.

The City Still Quiet—Reerniting the
Militia Still Going On—Affairs on
the Railroads—Eifeet of the Strike
on Busimess—Action of Northerm
Central Railway Employees, &ec.

{Reported for the Baltimore Sun.}

The city yester day was tranquil,and there was
an evident subsidence of excitement as far as
any local canses could inspire it. Public in-
terest centered largely upon the progress of the
strike in other cities, and much sympathy was
expressed on behalf of communities less fortu-
nate than our own, though afiairs are grave
enough here. The presence of so large a mili-
tary force, the vigorous measures of the police
and the evident determination of all conserva-
tive and well-thinking citizens, have had a most
salntary inflnence and have restored public
confldence and tranquility. There i, however,
no relaxation of the precautions of the authori-
ties, and the State is prosecuting its measures
for the preservation of order with undiminished
zeal. Of further disorder in the city no appre-
hensions are entertained, and it is thought pro-
bable that within a few days the number of
United States troops here can be greetly reduc-
ed. This, of course,shows the necessity for a
full response to the calls which have been lsaued
for recruits i order that, in case of trouble,
our excellent police force may be adequately
supported: in 1its efforts for the maintenance of
peace. Mayor Latrobe calls upon employers to
encourage their yonng men to join the different
regiments, if from no more publie-spirited mo-
tive than that to be found in the protecjion
guarantesd to their own property.

THE “ARMY’ AT CAMDEN DEPOT.

Camden depot preserves ite military aspect,
and althongh trains are understood to be run-
ning through according to sshedule, it retains
very little of its every-day business appearance.
Sentries pace the corridors or stand prohibi-
tively at every door. The sacred precincts of
the executive chamber are invaded by a bril-
liant and active staff engaged in the transmis-
sion of orders and tbe performance of all the
varied formalities of active service. Oa the
glazi’orms and about the depot the soldiers are

ivouacked in an undress more or leas bpic-
taresque; smoking, chatting, and apparently
enjoying the usual uneventfulness of camp,
with its uncertainties and inconveniences. The
officers express more or less anxiety in regard
to their future movements. Some of them
have made up their minds to an experience of
at Jeast six weeks’ duration, while othera hope
that their services ghall not be needed quite go
long. All had been enjoying the summer at
their stations or at difterent watering places,
and they have a natural desire to return.

Some of the senior officers expect that the
strike and its widespread and turbulent charac-
ter will have a very good effect in army affaira,
They look for a very different policy on the part
of the next Congress, and say they have no
doubt that it will be fonud expedient to main-
tain a standing army of at least 50,000, thengh
that remains to be talked about hereafter. There
seems 1o be a general feeling of gratification in
army circles over what they regard as a verifi-
cation of Gen. Sherman's remarks at Philadel-
phia. Several changes in the ¢ispozition of the
troopa are looked for to occur at any moment.
It is thought that troops en route for the city
yesterday from Northern points may be sent
Westward by other lines.

THE FUTURE OF THE XILITIA.

Great interest was manifested yesterday in
regard to militia matiers, and as might be ex-
pected there was no little discussion of what
has become in many States a rather important
problem—that 13, the future status of citizen
military organizations. Among our chief State
officers the opinion obtalna that the militia law
of Maryland will have to be modified in the
matter of the support now extepded from the
State, and it is generally conceded that a more
rigid enforcement of military training and dis-
cipline, and a more thorough recognition of and
familiarity with miiitary reaponsibilities are ab-
solutely necessary. Our local experience of last
Friday, and the unfortunate results met with
by the Philadelphia troops in Pittaburg, are
thought to sufliciently demonstrate the force of
these deductions, a fact fully understood and
accepted by the members of the organizations
themselves.

The Fifth Maryland is pointed to as possessing
an esprit de corps and discipline that qualify it
excellently for any service that may be demand-
ed, and itis thonght that the circumstances by
which its members have lately been surrounded
cannot fail to impart tbose peculiar qualifica-
tions so essential to ‘‘real soldiering.” " Several
members of the regiment and their friends read

esterday with a peculiar interest an article ina
ew York paper jnu which the available troops
for the purposes ol defense 1 certain seaboard
cities were summed up assomany United States
regulars “and the Fifth Regiment of Baltimore.”
t is generally felt in our administracive clr-
cles that more attention must be paid to militia
maiters, and that it must be more fully under-
stood that the militia is subsidiary to the po-
lice, and can act only when the police fail to
preserve order. In the protection of life and
property when the police are unabie to manage

a desperate mob it becomes the duty of the

militia to nse its arms to the attainment of the

end, in seeking which the police have failed. A

proper knowledge on the part of officers of at

what point the line is drawn, of the personal
res&:oustblllty which the circumstances confer,
and the acquirement of absolute self-restraint
and control by the men, are requisites of a well-
copstituted militla, Our militia law does not
contemplate a large military force, and the ap-
propriations are inadequate to the maintenance
of one.

WHAT THE MERCHANTS SAY.

In mercantile circles the situation in the
country at large is recognized as belng grave,
and fraught with the most painful results to the
very classes that have broughbt it about. Con-
versations had yesterday with prominent mer-
chants develop the lact that they do not enter-
tain apprehensions of scrious results to the
trade of the country. They think that the deter-
mination of the authorities and the better classes
will bring it to a speedy conclusion, and that no
serious or lasting detrlmeut or interruption to
trade can ensue. ‘As to communism,” said
one promineat gentleman, whose position
and experience gmality him to speak, *1
do mot believe in it. 1t is essentially Eu-
ropean, and while I bave po doubt
we have imported not a little of it,
the masses in this country have no aympathy
with it. This is not a revolutiun of fanatics
willing to fight for an idea. It is arevolt of
workingmen againet low prices of labor, which
have not been accompanied with correspond-
ingly low prices of food, clothing and honse
rent. I have the highest reapect for the bone

.and sinew of the country., but we have mow

learned that here, as in Europe, when the work-
ing man gets into difficulties he allows the tur-
bulent and depraved clagses to _join him under
pretext of helping him onut. hey damage his
cause, they hart his reputation and they plunge
him into still greater difticalties.” ‘The mer-
chants generally express their sympathy with
the iaboring classes, but deprecate the meana
they havesoughtof bettering themselves. They
maust, after all, be held responsible for the sing
committed in their name.
EFFECT ON BUSINESS.

The effect of the railroad strike 18 beginpin,
to be felt very much in the produce and victual-
ing market. Country wagons will soon be able
to do a good business if the strike lasts very
long. Housekeepers are becoming uneasy as to
supplies and costs, but the bay i3 open and
water-carriage will continue to sapply many
things used in general consumption as freely as
heretofore, but the butchers in the markets say
it is already impossible to get live stock to
butcher. Fresh meat will therefore soon become
scarce and high, and supplies will be obtained
mainly by driving a8 in old times or by water.
T'he milk trains have been stopped on roads
where the strike exists. Perishable truck is
cheap, coming in by water, because there is no
outlet for it by rail, and the local market is over-
stocked. .

The peach season now opening, it is feared,
will prove disastrous to many growers. A
thousand boxes of Hale's and early peaches
came up from Chester river yesterday, and there
were cousignments from other points. They
were sold tor local consumption. lo ten days
peaches 13z packing will be plentiful, ana 1f the
strike lasts this market will be glutted, unless
the growers allow their peaches to rot on the
trees. If the Western freight lines remain
closed another week it will invelve the peacn
growers of the Delaware and Chesapeake penin-
sula in heavy losses. If the strike reaches the
New dereey division of the Pennsylvania rozd
the consequences will be still more serious. The
fruit-growers, who are much interested in the
result oi tie troubles, held an advisory conven-
tion at Dover, Del., yesterday.

'Fhe supplies of bituminous coal are being ex-
hausted. Onec of the largest coalshippers said
yesterday he had secured the loan for another
firm of enough coal to supply steamers to il
contracts. He took a gloomy view of the situa-
tion, and believed if the railrozd transportation
troubles continued ten days longer few if any of
the steamers trading with Baltimore will be
able to get coal, and will have to stop unless
they bring supplies from other places, from
where he did not know. Twenty-five vessels
are in port chartcred to ioad ceal, and charges
of demaurrage for deteation, averaging $60 a
day for each, will be exacted. Tne demurrage
alopne will be a heavy item in the losses. The
steamship Braunschweig, to sail to-morrow,
has her coal supply as well as a full cargo se-
cured before the traffic with the West was
stopped. Eight or ten vessels are ou the berths
to load peiroleum for Enrope, but there is np
otl for them, aad the laborers required to load
them are out of work. The contracttosend ont
these cargoes cannot be fllled. Demnrrage

charges as high as $500 a davy will be the result,
and there is probability thatt some shippers will
abandon the contracts altopgether rather than
meet the losses which detennotion may entail.

At Locust Point, along tthe coffee, salt and
otner Fell's Point wharves, =znd at the up-town
docks, the hundreds of laborcers required to load
and unload veasels are idlee because no freight
can be received or shipped oont of the city. The
quietness of Sunday reigns: in localities hereto-
fore nolsy with the busy hum of industry.
There is 8 growing fear of! the distress which
seems to be inevitable amodng laboring classes

that are not strikers and sare willing to work

when there is anything for tthem to do.
Filling Up the: Ranks.

The armory of the Fifth Rlegziment, over Rich-
mond market, was throngeal all yesterday and
last night with recruits enNssting in the Mary-

ments are progressing to flll up the ranks of the
Fifth Regiment to the maxiimom of 1,000 men.
The recruiting was very brialk for this command,
and Major Blackiston, the mecruiting officer in
eharge,sent 35 men fully equiipped to Capt. D. R,
Thomas, at Camden Station, who has reorgsa-
ized company A, with Edwin Thomas first jien-
tenant. T'he Fifth also absorbed Capt. Tapper’s
company of the Sixth Regiment, which had been
on duty at Camden Station isioce the night of
the 20th instant, atter the street icht. The ma-
terial of this company is comsidered excellent.
The I1fth now numbers nearly(500 muskets on
duty. .Col. Loney, late commanding oficer,
visited the regiment yesterday and was received
with cheers.

McHenry Howar® has also a recrnit-
ing office in the armory of the Fifth Regiment,
where he is enlisting men for the Seventh Regi-
ment, to be commanded by Col. James Howard.

TRIUMPH OF THR PROGRAMME OF CONCILIATION

AND FORBEARANCE—AN IMPENDING BTRIKE

AYERTED.

[Reported for the Baltimore Sun.]

The workmen in the Northern Central shops,
at Mount Vernon, near Baltimore, at a meeting
yesterday afternoon reselved not to stirike, and
that course was afterwards adopted by the train-
men. The movement looking {o an advance in
wages was started on Monday at a meeting,
when a communication was drawn up and pre-
sented to Mr. George C. Wilkins, superinten-
dent, as follows:

DEMAND FOR HIGHER WAGES.

George €. Wilkins, duperintendent Baltimore
Division Northern Centrali Roilway—Dear Sir:
At a meeting of the Northern Central railway
employees, held at Mount Vernon July 23, 1877,
a committee of oue was appointed to represent
each brauch «of industry to wait @pon you and
to draft and present the following resointions;

Whereas that since the reductione in wages
we find them inadequaie tosuppurt our families:
and whereas the company does compel through
trainmen to haul double trains, therefore
causiug them to make short time, and enabiing
Local freight men to make extra time, thercfore

e it

Resolved, That  we, the employecs of the
Northern Central railway, most respectfuliy ask
for the return of the twenty per cenl. reduction
which has been made in our wages.

Resolved. That the traiumen do ask that all
double trains be discontinued, except when
freight is unusuaily heavy.

Resolvid, That we, tne said employees, prom-
ise if our pay ia returned to us that it will be
our pride to protect the company's property:
furthermore,the confidence heretofore placed 1n
us shall not be misplaced.

Three other names were signed, but after-
wards erased.

Mr. Wilkins received the committee at Union
depot on Monday afternoon, and frankly and
freely discussed the sitnation with them. He
said it was not in his power to dispose of the
matter, and it would be necessary tor him fo
send the communication to President Scoti, at
Philacelphia. The committee left with the un-
derstanding that Mr. Scott’s answer would be
imparted at 4 o’clock yesterday afternooa.

ACTION OF MANAGERS AND MEN.

At that hour Mr. Wilkins visited the Mount
Vernon shops, preferring to talk to the men in
person rather than throuzh a committee. He
calied a meeting of the hands, severai hundred
in number, and read to them Col. Scott’s reply,
which was 1n effect thiat the advance asked
could only be granted by the board of directors,
which could not in the present suuation of af-
fairs be called together, nor could he as presi-
dent, with the burdeu of duties thrown upon
him, be present at sucn meeting if it were heid.
Mr. Wilkins addressed the workmen at some

Jeogth. Hesaid that during tue turmoil and

confusion now paralyzing the railroad system
of the country the manpagers counld not adjust
difierences that exist between the corporations
and their employees. said their commuai-
cation would be referred {o the board of direc-
tors, and while he could not conjecture what
would be their answer he felt tnat be could as-
sure them in the future as good wages as the
best paid on any other railroad. Mr. Wilkins’s
exact language was: “You shall have as good
ag any in the lot.”

He appeaied to them to continue their regular
purauits, and when the cxcitement in the coun-
iry had subsided and reason was restored he felt
their claims wouid bave full and just considera-
tion. He, like themezelves, was a laborer for the
company, and their interests and those of the
company were identical. It was not for the in-
terest of the company that 1ts employces shouid
be discoutented, and the prosperity of the one
would aad to the comfort and prosperity of the
other. lie alluded tv the pleasant relations that
had alwaye existed between the compacry and
its empioyees, and hoped they would Lot be un-
pleasantly disrupted.

Mr. Wilkins was loudly cheered by the
workmen, who are a fine body of mechanics, tn
whose countenances there were no traces of evil
intention.

RESOLUTIONS NOT TO STRIKE.

At quitting time the shopmen held a meeting
and resolved to adopt the pradeni counsels of
the superintendent. and unaosimously decided
not to sirike. All weut to their homes and will
continue their work as usnal this morning. The
trainmen, who were to have met Mr. Wilkins,
by some misunderstanding were not largely rep-
resented at the mneeting, subsequently resolved
1o adopt the same course as the shop men, and
decided not to strike. Thesuperintendent wiil
meet the trainmen to-day by apporniment, and
talk to them also, and express bis thaunks for
the course of all the employees.

Mr. Wilkina was especially gratified al the
reception gziven him by the workmen, He gaid
1u conversation that they are as finc abody ot
railroad men as thereisin the country, and he
felt sure that their faithtulness to the company
in the present emergeuncy assured them of re-
ward in the future.

THE RIGHT SPIRIT.

It was not epprehended that there would be
any violence,intimidation or destruction of prop-
erty such as other roads have bad to undergo.
Employees have beeu treated courteously and
considerately by the upper servants of the com-
pany, and they felt they woeuld no: be abashed
or rudely treated iu the presence of their su-
periors in office. Courtesy and consideration
goes nlong way and is very cheap. The North-
ern Centrai railway men made their ¢laims and
they got a respectiul hearing and all the satis-
faction that could be given at thistime, and
they have had the good sense to appreciate the
situation and hope for better things,in which
all of us must assist in bringing avout. Asan-
other evidence of the good gense of these work-
ingmen it is related that a deputation of them
went to Bee the police commissioners when the
strike was impeuding,and the spirit of their
proceeding can hardly fail to atiract marsed at-
tention iu view of the contrast it ufiords to the
ordinary manifestations of dissatissied lahor.
One of their number, Grafton Jones, said that
they were about to strike, butthat they should
not in consequence require auny policemen.
militia or federal troops seut to look after them;
they were not going to become rioters in any
sense of the word, and if anv rioting did occur
their most strennous efforts shouald be forth-
coming to suppress it.

IDLERS AND LOOKERS-ON.
Gangs of idlers and evil-dispozed persons

gathered at different ptaces along the Northern
Central within the city, expecting a strike, and
many of them expressed their disappointment
at tbe peaceable turn of affairs.

Trains were ran as usosl on the Northern
Central and Baltimore and Potomac roads, and
freight was carried on both, but the offerings
were very light. The Pennsylvania road was
blocked at Harrisburg, and freight was not
taken at Baltimore except for near-by local
points on the Northern Central.

THE EITUATION UNCHANGED—RUMORS OF AN IN-
TENDED RAID ON POWDER MAGAZINES—AP-
POINTMENT OF MOLDERS AS SPECIAL POLICE-
MEN—GEN, GETTY A3SUMES COMMAND, ETC.

[Special Dizpatch to the Baltimore Sun.]

CUMBERLAND, July 24, 1877.—The situation
here remains unchanged. Quite & number of
miners who bave come infrom the surrounding
country are scattered through the town. The
police thus far have acted mostly on conciliatury
principles, regarding prudence the best part of
valor, It1is believed they have carried tbis pol-
icy too far and that the mobs have been greatly
encouraged by immanity from arreast.

Ou the other hand 1t i8 feared that the arrests
of the ring leadars and active participants would
be followed Ly their reacue or sttempted rescues
and that the infuriated mobs would set them-
selves loose on the town.

A rumor was brought to the attention of the
federal troops this morning that the mob ip-
tended to gut two powder magazines in the
vicinity, and doubtless some meuasures of pre-
caution will be taken. There are 330 kees of
powder in one of the magazines, located two
miles from here in Mineral county, West Va.,
owned by E. I. Dupont & Co., Wilmington, Del.
The otber magazine is at*The Narrows,” in
this county, one and a-half miles from here, and
owued by Humbird & Carleton, Cumberiand,
containing 100 kegs,

On 2ccount of the demonstration made here
last night by miners and others from the sur-
rounding country, the mayor and city council
heid a special meeting this afternoon and de-
cided to appoiut thirty special policeman, five
from each ward, for night duty and for any
emergercy that may happen auring the day.
The special force were appointed, sworn in this
evening by Mayor Withers, and were detailed
by Police Captain George Martz to aia the reg-
ular force, The mayor instructed the men to
be firm and fearless iu their daty, and hoped
such a necessity may never again arise in this
city. Most of the special policemen are mould-
ers who were employed 1n the company’s shops
now closed, and who in thia manner attest that
they are opposed to the destruction of the rail-
road property, however much their sympathy
may be for the strikers. I'he men receive one
dollar and fifty cents a day, and will remain on
duty till all danger is over.

Counacilman Morris A. Healy proposes to
introduce a measure to employ one hundred
men on paving atreets, who would act as special
policemen when occasion required. Also to
ascertain who are. strangers in town, and to
either send them out of town or give them work
on the streets at a dollar a day.

Gen, George W. Getty arrived here this after-
pnoon and assumed command, establishing his
headquarters at the Queen City Hotel. A dress
paraac was helg at sundown, Capt. Rodgers 1
command of battalion. Gen. Getty's proclama-
tion was read to the men, a8 follows:

Headquarters, Cumberland, Md., July 24, 1877,
Geueral Order No. 1,—Pursuant to instructions
from Maj. Gen. Hancock, commanding the mili-
tary division of the Atlantic, the undersigned
hereby assumes commandof the troops opera-
ting on the line of the Baltimore and Obio rail-
road and of the line of the Potomac. Existing
orders will be continued in force unless other-
wise directed. All official reports, communica-
tions, &c., requiring the action of the colonel
commandinz will be addreased, until further
orders, to Lieut. N. Wolle, adjutant second ar-
tillery, adjutant of command.

GEeo. W. GETTY, Col. Third Artillery,
Brevet Maj. Gen. U. 8. A,, Com’dg.

The town is guiet and orderly to-night, though
numbers of persons are on the streets. The
appointment of special police is already having
a salutary effect. It 1s thouwght that if there
was any ground for fear regarding the powder
mazazines that the increascd police foree will
atford sufficient protection hy kKeepinz evil-dis-
posed persons out of the town and vicinity.
Investigation fails to confirm that there was
any truth in & rumor that balls were cast for a
Parrot cannon.

The strikers say they will permit Adams Ex-
press Company to do their usual awmount of
business, but no more, as it would afford a
channel for considerable freight which they
wish to detain.

It is thought here that the strike will not
spend its force by inmactivity, and that aspeedy
remedy i8 needed to preveut that desperation
that follows want.

The State's anttorney has advised the appoint-
ment of fifty special officers to provide for the
contingency of the removal of the troops from
here. Mr. Sharp, J. K. Cowen and Col. H. Kyd
Douglas continues here.

The Foaort Suﬁnpl_v Running Short.
CUMBERLAKD, MD., July 24.—Advices have

reached bere that food is getting very scarce at
Frostburg, Md., a mining town of foor thousand
inhabitauts, fifteen miles from here. It is said
tbere are not ten barreis of flour inthe town,
and that the miners threaten a raid on Cumber-
Iand. ‘This had somethiung to do, 1t i3 supposed,
with the appointment of special police.

Scveral ot the excursionists who were gobbled
up at Pittsburg on the train captured by tramps
belong to some of the best families here.

A citizen who went to buy flour here to-day
says only a tew barrels rcmain for sale in Cum-
berland. Wheat will be brought from the coun-
try to the mill at this place.

Bdward Lowry, charged with attempting to
rescue the ringleader, Rench, made no defense
to-day before Justice Widener. He admitted
his guilt and was released on the payment of ten
dollars fine and costs, being the smalilest pun-
ishment for the oftense.

THE PENNSYLVANIA SITUATION.
Incidents and Events at Pittsburg—

A Road Run by Strikers—Arrest of

Thieves and Incendiaries—General

Pearson Still Secreted—His Wife’s

Hair Turned Whiite by Terror-—

Military Law in Prospect.

P17T3BURG, PA., July 24.—Through the deter-
mined efforts of the citizens matters are now
quieting down, and the city i begivning to ob-
serve law and order. There bave been no disturb-
ances to-day. and the prospects are there will be
ncue. The only acts of lawlessness have been
the pillaging of freizht cars on the Pittsburg,
Fort Wayne and Chicago railroad. Strikers, how-
ever, interfered and drove off the thieves.
Strikers are still running ail trains on that road,
and have full possession, with Robt. A. Ammon,
a discharged enginecr, as superintendent. ile
receives all messages directed to the superin-
tendent and apswers them, just as it he was
lezaliy in authority. The conductors collect all
fares. turn them over to Ammon, and it i3 the
understanding that he will turn the money over
to the coripany after paying off the men the
wages they got before the redaction.

Gov. Hariranft i3 expected in the city this
evening from Caicago, but as the strikers run
all the trains on the road over which he comes
it is within their power to prevent his coming
here ifthey choose. The aitoriey general and
Secretary of State are here to meet him. Am-
mon says that the strikers will not permit any
soldiers, either reguiars or militia, to come over
the road. 'The forty-six thieves arrested ona
Pittsburg and Connellsville trainlast night were
sent to the workhouse for ninety days, being
escorted by forty militia and twenty-five police

Three incendiariea were arrested to-day, in-
cluding one who fired the Union depot. He
presented himself for enlistment under the
committee of public esafety, with the view
doubtless of keeping posted on what the citi-
zens were doing, or to throw off suspicion as to
his real part in this affair. When he came be-
fore the commitice, he was recognized as a
Uunion depot incendiary, and was put under ar-
reat and is now in jail.

Geu. Pearson has not yet been found, but is
secreted in the city and is all right. When the
mob surrounded his house Saturday night his
wife and three children, her mother and sister
sought refuge in a friend’s house. Mrs. Pear-
son herzeit was go terriied that her bair, which
was a brown color, actually turned white in one
nicht, The mob had brought in a cottin to her
and swore that they intended to kill her hus-
band and put him in that coffin.

The stock of flour and provizions irc the city
18 running very short, and it is fearcd if the
blockade on the railroads continues inuch longer
there wiil be dapger of inmine, or.-at teast great
trouble will foilow, a3 the rivers are too low for
pavigation.

It 1s estimated that the total loss occasioned

bere are 83,000 taxpuyers in the county, which
will make the tax over fifty-five doliars per
head. Col. Scott refuses to yieid toany demaud
of the strikers.

The military are still patroling the streets and
regiments of citizeus are fanning and reporting
for duty. Martial lasw will be proclaimed to-
morrow. Citizens’ commitices of public safety
are forming in all neighboring towas to protect
properiy agaiust the depredations of thieves and
tramps who are turning rampant, plunderins ag
will. The people are thoroughly aroused 10 the
sensc of danger, and {aw and order must be re-
stored in & day or two.

MOB LAW RUN ITS COURSE—STRIKERS AIDING IN
MAKING ARRESTS,

PITTSEURG, Pu., July 24.—Mob law has ran its
course inour community and order reigns again,
Yesterday opened ominously enough, but before
pigntfall the feeling of security became more
general, and this morning it is conceded that
the crisis has been passed. This pacific state of
ailuirs was broucht about by the vigorous mea-
sures set on foot by the civil authorities, ained
by tne citizens loocking to a decisive and stern
punishment of the vandals it they commenced
their work. A4 a result of vesterdny’s opera-
tions a cammittee of safety has the city under
surveillance. Volunteer compauies of citizens
and the localmilitia co-operate in keeping guard.
't he police turce has been strengtheued and is
able to cope with any riot 1n ite incipiency, and
the peopie have been 20 tioroushly aroused that

Rumors that the rioters intended commencing
work again were freely circulated, and had the
effect of inducing most of the leading buainess
men to cloge their places of business as a pre-
cautionary measure, and to permit them to de-
vote their attention exclusively to the business
of organizing for the general safety. The ser-
vices of the military were freely accepted, and
1t is with a feeling of relief the peopla see the
citizens 'soldiery, in well-filled phalanxes, on
the streets, thoroughly equipped and ready for
immediate action. The situation on the differ-
ent railroads remains unchanged.

The civil authorities of the city have assumed
complete control, and everything is runnin
quietly. The emergency police are arresting all
suspicious persons and sending them to the pen-
lreutln;y. t may be that many innocent per-
sond will suffer in consequence of tbis mode of
procedure, but the determination is to cestore
order. The railroad strikers are aiding in mak-
ing arrests, and workmen from various mana-
facturing establishments have joined with them.

PHILADELPRIA, July 24.—Major Gen. Scho-
fleld, who was detailed to visit Pennsylvania
and report to the President on the situation,
was interviewed by your correspondent to-night.
1 think,” said General Schofleld, ‘‘that in
forty-erght hours the disturbances in Pennsyl-
vania will be nearly ended. The only bad news
now is from Reading, where the militiamen are
fraternizing with the mob. That is the trouble
with militia generally. Just now the solaiers
are apt to sympathize with the strikers, vbut in
a day or two the disatfecled omes in each or-
ganization will be weeded out and the compa-
nics will be in a united and healthy condition.
We look to New York State now for seriouns
trouble. New York city is the critical point.
and I believe to-night trouble is likely to de-
velop_ there. There is a large idle element in
New York, and while its sympathies are with
the disturbing element throughout the country
it has mads no movement as yet; but the New
York police are reliable, and the militia in New
York belong to a very different class of society
from which the strikera do, and there #i be

no sympathy between the two.”

The general said he was certain the most
serious trouble would yet be developed in New
York State and further West, in Cincinnati and
St1. Louis, for instance, T'he most critical point,
he repeated, is New York city, and next to it
was Philadelphia before the present measures
for defense were taken. It will be & long while,
he concluded, before the country will return to
its former peaceful condition. Careful and per-
haps sirong legislation by the States, and possi-
bly by the federal government, must be had
before capital and labor can be made to hold
their old relations towards each other.

The First Freight Movements at
Philadelphia.

PHILADELPHIA, July 24.—The first freight
trains were moved this afternoon. Threec were
made up, one of twenty cars for Jersey City,
and two of thirty cars each for Amboy.  They
were dispatched at half-pasi three o'clock and
got through all right., running with anusual
speed. About the same time one from Jersey
City came out as far as Cornwall. A crowd of
fifty employees at first said the eangines should
not leave the West Philadeiphia rouvd-house,
but a little argument by one of the officials se-
cared their withdrawal. Six more will go east
in the morning. This is the firat forward
movement of the company since Saturday.

PHILADELPEIA, July 24.—It 18 not true that 15
Philadeiphia militiamen were burned to death
at Pittsburyg, nor that the engineer who tooix the
troops in on Saturday was murdered in cold
blood in the streets of Pittsburg on Saturday.
Sheriff Fife, of Pittsburg, was not killed, nor
were twenty men killed by the overturning of a
car on the Huntingdon and Broad-Top road.
‘Ten thousand tons of coal were not dumped into
the river at Port Richmond to-dasy, and the
militia did not firc at Reading last night with-
out warning.

Prevention of Trouble.

PHILADELPEIA, July U.—Mayor Stokley re-
ceived intimation this evening that an attempt
was to be made to set fire to the etables of the
Fniladelpbia and Reading Railroad Company at
Sixteenth and Willow streets. About 8 P. M.
a party of officers was sent to protect the prop-
erty. A meeting of workingmen was called for
this evening at ﬁelly‘e Hall, Eighth and Chris-
tian streets. Police obtained information of the
gathering and its object, and Lieut. Schooley,
with & squad of officers, proceeded to the hall
and cansed the audience and speakers to dis-
perse.

Gen. Hamilton has arrived at Reading, Pa.,
with 600 regulars, prepared to stay until order
is restored. A conflict between militia and the
crowd was barely prevented yesterday.

The Situation at Harrisburg.
HARRIIBURG, Pa., July 24.—The city i3 very
uiet to-day..No large gatherings are to be sean.

‘e sheriff 188ued a proclamation this morning
commanding the crowds to disperse. The vigi-
lance commitiee now numbers about 1.000. At
a meeting of the strikers this morninz a resoiu-
tion was passed to stop all passenger trains ex-
cept those carrying the mails. The committee
waited on the superintendent of the Harrisburg
car shop last night and requested that the works
be closed. The request was granted, more on
account of the short supply of material on hand
than anything else. The city is very quiet to-
pight. The sherifi’s posse is patrolling the
streets. No excitement exists. The strikers
have orzacized and are guarding the railroad
company's property.

Military Sguabbles in Time of Riot.

READING, Pa., July 24.—Severa! companies of
the Fourth Regiment marched down Seventh
street to Penn. Here they met a company of
the Sixteenth Regiment, and a lively fight be-
tween the military seemed imminent. The
crowd treated the Easton (3rays to a shower of
stones. This comgsny immediately levelled
their pieces, when they were notified by the col-
onel of the Sixteenth Regiment that no indis-
criminate slaughter would be permitted.

This brought matters to a halt. Alithetroops
then pagsed down Penn street to Fiftn street,
followed by the mob, who fairly threw insults
in the teeth of the soldiery. 'I'he Norristown
company of the Sixteenth Regiment above
named subsequently stacked their arms and re-
fuscd absolately to operate against the rioters.
Some of them threw their puns away and dis-
tributed cartriages among the crowd. The
company left for home this evening, as did all
the militia engaged the previous night. ,

A Mob Dispersed in Allentown.

ALLENTOWN, Pa., July 24.—Early this evering
& mcb headed by a band of music started to
parade tbrough Hamilton street. They got as
tar as Centre Sguare when the mayor ordered
them 10 disperee, The band of music did =o,
but tbe men ip the procession proceeded to the
firet ¢ 1d sixth warda, making threats of various
imporl, and at eleven o’'clock marched to tbe
mayor's office, swbere tbey began hooting and
yelling. The police took several drums from
them but were zpable to make any arreste, and
were stoned by the mob. The Fourth Regiment
having unexpectedly arrived had the effect of
frightening the rioters and they dispersed. The
troops can costrol any further demonstration
wkich may ariee.

THE LINES IN NEW JERSEY.
Light Freight and Passenger Traflie

—Complications with the Engi-

neers, ete.

JERSEY CITY, July 24.—There was an unu-
susl stillness about the depots and viers of the
Penneylvania raiiroad in Jergey City to-days
I'be company is pot receiving any through
freight. and the local trafiic is comparatively
trifling. The paesenger trafiic has fallen off
bhalf or more. The entire bulk of business is re-
duced to soch ap extent that the works present
the appearance of Sanday. The result of the ab-
sence of business is that it bhas caused the
freight engineers, firemen and other employees
who are counected with the lccomotive brother-
hood to complain that they are thrown out of
employment.

The brotberhood met in their rooms yester-
day morning to consider what could be done for
the sufferers, It was finally decided to send a
committee to wait on Superintendent Barker
and ask bim to pay the freight gungs.who were
compelled to remain idle. A committee, con-
sisting of President Moffatt, the chairman of the
Jersey City Brotherhood, and two members
were appointed to see Mr. Barker, and remained
in consultation over an hour in Mr. Barker’s
office with locked doors. The result of the in-
terview has not been divulged, but it is under-
stood thet Mr. Barker has submitted their prop-
osition to the directors at Philadelphia, and the
men are waiting their answer,which if unfavora-
ble will cause a strike in New Jersey.

It is nnderstood that the Brotherhood of Engi-
neers demand pay for all the lost time on ac-
count of the absence of freight trains, and in
case their demand is refuseed they will refuse
to take out any passenger tralns. The only ex-
ception they make is in favor of the postal cars,
and they eay they do not want to come in con-
flict with the general government by interfer-
ing with the mails. This will apply to the Penn-
sylvania, Erie, Centraland Delaware, Lackawan-
na and Western roads. .

The notices announcing that no tickets will
be sold beyond Hornellsville were still posicd
at the Erie depot in Jersey City to-day. and
business was somewhat brisker, as some of the
freight which bad been bloeckaded at Hornells-
ville was beginning to arrive. The officials st1ll
maintain guards on the company’s property and
use every precaution, though they secm to think
that the atrike is virtually over. .

The freight and passenger travelis very light,
and a large number of employees are hanging
around without work, and of course without
pay, their employment being of a piecework
character. A large force of special police is in
charge of the Meadow shops of the Penasyl-
vania railroad beyond the Hackensack river, and
detachments of militia gnard the bridges over
the Hackensack, Pazsaic and Raritan. The dan-
gers 10 these exposed places is principally from
trampa, as the railroad men are quiet.

At the Jersey City and Hackensack abattoirs
there are iarge guards of private watchmen,
and all work is suspended. The buthers former-
ly killed over 25.000 head, great and small, per
week, but the stoppage of the stock trains cut
off their sapplies.

MATTERS ON NEW YORI LINES.
The Prospect in New York—Progress
of Organization Against Mobs,

New YoRE, July 24.—Thbe great strike is of
course the great topic of conversstion. Upto
noon to-day the city was reportea to be unusu-
ally guiet, although the authorities had teken
every precaution to be prepared for trouble of
any kind which may arise. There is a general
copviction that the authorities are atrong
enough to promptly suppress enything like a
riot. The regiments composing the first divi-
sion of National Guard are all in their armories
to-day. and the knowledge that the men are
ready for service willdoubtless have a deterrent
efect upon the disorderly elements ot the popa-
lation which are in favor of disturbance on gen-
eral principles. .

There is little excitement in the neighbor-
hood of the armories. ‘The appearance of uni-
formed men at the windows attracte the atten-
iion of idlers. but the police have instructions
to prevent the collection of any crowd, and
groups of men are bidden to “move on” almost
before they are formed. Major General Shaler
males his headguarters to-day at the headquar-
ters of the flre department in Mercer street.
The regiments of the first division will remain
under arms in their armories until other orders
are received.

Postmaster James said to-day that there was
no interference with mails for New England and
Southern States. All through mails for the
West, Southwest and Middle States are dis-
patched by way of Canada or New York Central
and Great Western raitroads. Mayor Ely to-day
visited the Grand Central depot and had a con-
suitation with Superintendent Toucey, of the
New York Central. Reports from the interior
line of that road were favorable. The mayor
and police authorities do not anticipate any
trouble in this city. .

In regard to the meeting in Tompkins Square
to-morrow evening it is suggested that all good
citizens keep away, and not countenance or en-
courage by their presence any disturbance. A
large force of police will be present to presesve

rder. .

The Ninth Regiment has been ordered to Al-
hany. Geueral Shaler, of the first division, said
to-day that be did not anticipate any trouble,but
that all precautions had been taken.

The feeling at the Produce Exchange was
more intense to-day, and at one time a petition
was circulated requesting the managers to hold
a meeting to-morrow to give expression to the
oplnion of the exchange, but the idea was aban-
doned. Receipts to-morrow will be excessively
light. The market was not excited however,
corn being influenced in a slight degree, and
whisky advanced 2 cents per barrel.

Superintendent Toucey, of the New York
Central ratlroad, reports thst the sitnation
along the line was unchanged except at West
Albany and De Witt,where the men were forced
to quit work by the mob. He thought the mea
at this end of the line would not strike. He
said all the trains arrived on time to-day. and
that the men in the company’s employ were not
disposed to 3trike unless they were driven to it
by mobs.

No strike has ;et taken place on the Central
railroad of New Jerasy. A delegation ot brake-
men cailed on the receiver of the road to-day
and demanded that wazes be ressored to the old
figure. He refused and the men went away in-
dignant.

The Erie railroad officials have received & dis-
patch that strikers have congregated at Corning
and stopped trains tbere. The Twenty-third
Regiment of Brookiyn has been ordered from
Hornellsvilie to Corning to disperse the mob.

The Erie mail and passenger trains passed
through Hornellsville, N. Y., yesterday without
intcrruption,

Ouly one shot has been fired at Horuellsville,
N. Y., onthe Erie, and only one man arresteg
so far, B. J. Donohue, leader of the rioters. who
i8 held a close prisoner. An uusuccessful
attempt was made to get him out on haboas
curpus. A train passed out yesterdsy. aucour-
panied four miles by a military guard.

The disturbing element at Buffalo, N. Y.,
mainly composed of tramps and boys, visi'cd
the manufactories there, but were unahle to get
the men to join them. The railroad strikers
proper are generally quiet, but determined to
maintain the strike. They have hoisted a small
white flag on each switch witn the words, “We
will Jet the mail go,” upon it. The depots and
shops are guarded by military and policce.

The militia company from Westfield which un-
dertook to quict the mob at Buffalo, Monday
night, lost ten muskets in their fliziat, which
are in the hands of the mob. One ofthe wounded
rioters is dead and another 18 not expected to
live.

THE MAIL AND PASSENGER STOPPAGES ON THE
LAKE SHORE.

ERIE, Pa., July 24—The following message
explains itself:

Frie, Pa,, July24,—To President R. B. Hayes,
Washiegton, D, C.: The Lake Shore Company
has refuzed to let United States mails go east of
here. We would be -pleased if you would in
somae way direct them to proceed with the
mails and aiso the pasicngers.

NEW YOREK, July 24.—This evening the butch-
ers employed in the extensive abattoir owned
by the company of which United States Senator
McPherson is president announced their inten-
tion of striking in a body to-morrow.

Albany Strikers Enjoying Thewm-
selves

ALBANY, July 4.—It is gaid the Albany Bur-
gess Corps, an independent company, bas been

ordered ont. The ninth brigade. Gen. Dicker-

man, 18 also reported ready to proceed to Ro-
chester at a moment’s notice.

The etrikers at West Adbany have sent in
word that thedy will not allow troops to pass
over the road. As yet no lawless acis have
been indulgeda in. The strikers are scattered
alone the road on either side of the track. the
women and children carrying them their noon
meals, and all sitting down enjoyiug it, while
others are raclng with hand cars and singing
songs. The railroad men wanted to keep at
work, but the outside element gathered Bere
keep them away from duty.

STOPPING WORK AT ALBANY.

At 4 o'clock the workmen having returned
from West Albany again met in Capitol Park,
where incendiary speeches were made by a few,
while other speakers counseled forbearance.—
A committee was finally appointed to proceed
to the freight houses of the Central depot on
Water street and take possession of it. When
they arrived there the men at work were toid
to desist and some refusing they were taken by
the shoulders and put out%uto the streets.

On their way down State street the Citizens’
Corps, of Troy, were met and greeted with
hisses and derisive shouts, but no assault was
made on them. This corps went directly to the
armory of the Tenth Regiment, where they are
now awaiting further orders.

Leaving the frerght-house the strikers next
visited in regular orderthe round house and ele-
vator, and torced the men to desist from work.
At the latter place grain was being transterred
from the cara to the boats. From thence the
men sarged across the old railroad bridge span-
ning the Hudson river, at the foot of Lumber
street, and whken once on the Greenbush side
an attempt was made to tear up the tracks
there. This bridge 1s one used for freight trains
exclusively, and the desizns on the tracks were
intended to stop freight traffic. 'The tracks
were finally spiked on the Greenbuah.side, thus
stopping all movemenis of freight from West
to Esst and Sonth. All freight carsat West
Albany were moved West after the rioters left
there this afternoou.

Strike of Vaunderbiit Men—~They Warn
Off Tramps and Connnunists.

SYRACUSE, N. Y., July 21.—T'he freight con-
ductors, firemen and brakemen at East Syracuse
struck this afternoon. The following dispatch -
was sent:

“East Syracuse, July 24.—To William H.
Vanderbilt, Saratoza, N. Y.: We, the employvees
in genersal,have quit work till our pay isrestored
us a3 it was prior todJuly 1, 1877. EMPLOYEES.”

The machinists of East Syracuse, numbering
one hundred, also struck.

Six thousand freight cars, seventy engines
and forty tralus of freight are embargoed at
East Syracuse,

The strikers have detdiled a force of their
ownmen toguard and protect the property of
the company. No anticipation of any trouble
or lawless acts. The strikers will not interfere
with passenger or mail trains. They warn all
outsiders, tramps or communists to keep away
from them, stating that they can manage their
own busingss. This afternoon a stranger, sup-
posed to come from New York, appeared among
the strikers at East Syracusec and advised them
to burn the buildings of the company. The
strikers drove him from the yard at the point of
ﬁlrstols. He fled to the woods to escape with his

e,

THE WEST.
The Situation at St. Louis—Organiz-
ing a Formidable Militia.

8T1. LovuIs, July 24.—The executive commit-
tee of strikers have rescinded the order to pre-
vent passenger trains to leave East St. Lows,
and it is likely some of the trzins will leave this
evening, but several of the companies will re-
fuse to turn a wheel.

Gen, Wilson, receiver of the St. Louis and
Southeastern. railroad, has made a formal re-
quest of Mayor Bowman to arrest strikers,
which the mayor refuses to do, giving as the
reason his inability to do 80. Gen. Wilson was
much incensed and wants Bowman to send for
the militis, and which he refuses to do uulezs
inquiry from Gov. Cullom.

Phe coopers in the shop of the Anchor flour-
ing mills of this eity have struck, and it is said
their action will be followed by others.

The Missouri Pacific machine shops are more
than two miles from the centre of the city, and
the first reports about ithe visit there of the
Eaet 8t. Louis strikers were erroneons. One
P”U of strikers visited the Seventh street

reight house of the road and demanded that
the men shoald quit work. They refused, and
were given tili4 o’clock to finally declde; an-
other party went into the machine shops on
Grand avenue and made the same demand on
men at work there, who also declined to stop
working, sayinz their demand upon the com-
pany for the restoration of old wages had been
promptly acceded to; they had entered into the
arrangement in good faith, and were in houor
bound to abide by it, and were determined to
stand by the company.

The strikers then retired, and the men at the
shops continued their work. A short time ago
about 800 strikers came across the bridge intwo
flat cars and have gone out to the machine
shops. Amnother party visited Plum atreet depot
of the St. Louis, Iron Mountain and Scuthern
road this afternoon. and notifled the employees
there they must quit work. 7TFhe agent at the
depot telegraphed to the general ofiice for in-
structions and was ordered to close the depot.
This was doue, and no freight trains wiil leave
there to-night, but passenger trains wili go out
as usual,

The men on this road have manifested no dis-
position to join in the strike,and if they do
take part in if, it will be under an ountside pres-
sure too strong for them to resist.

About four o’clock this afternoon there waa &
meeting of a considerable number of prominent
citizens held at Mayor Overstalz’s office in re-
sponse to invitation by the mayor, to confer re-
garaing the situation. The result of the mect-
ing was the appointment of a committee com-
posed of A. J. Smith, Gen. John 8. Marmaduke,
Gen. John W. Noble, Gen. John 8. Cavander
and Col. Thomas F. Gantt, who were instructed
to devise measures for raising a voluntary miti-
tary force of citizens of from 5,000 to 20,000
strong, as occasion may seem torequire, to hold
them in readiness to instently answer a call
made upon them for the preservation of peace.
Committees were appointed in each ward of the
city, and tecruiting wili commence at once.

Another meeting will be held to-night, and it
is expected several hundred men will be en-
rolled . Such as are enrolled to-night will be
requested to arm themselves with such weapons
as they possess, shot guns, pstols, &c., and
perhaps some of them wiil be put on duty to-
night. This is precautionary, the mayor and
citizens in confereuce with him deeming it
best to be prepared for auy emergency.

Strikers are in undisputed control of all the
railroads at Terre llaute, Ind. All trains bave
been stopped on all roads except Terre Haute
and Evansville, which road has never reduced
wages. 'Uhe United States mail has not been
interfered with, It is understood that the East
andWest. roads will run one mail train esch
way daily but that they will make no etfort to
CHITY passengers.

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THE NEED FOR A SPEEDY ADJUSTMENT.—
Under the caption of «A Little Common Sense
. Wanted” a New York contemporary of yester-
day asks if it is not possible that there are
men on both sides with good sense enough to
get together and eftect an amicable settlement
of the great railway strike which has created &
perfect deadlock of the buainess of the country,
and which, if it should continune many days
longer, will be the cause of nntold suffering to
all ciassea. It says: w«Lawlessncss and mob
violehce mnst be put down, and will be. But
is it not better for the companies, better for
the men, and better for every public intcrest
that the general discontens, the existence of
which is undeniable, shall be amicably talked
over, and that employers and employed shall
stand toward each other as friends, and not as
enemics? We wait to see who will take the
initiative in bringing about a good understand-
ing.” It is a maiter of indispensable necessity
that the interruptiom to the railway trafic of the
country should cease. So far as that interrup-
tion is occasioned by opon defiance of law and
resistance to the authorities, by acts of riot,
. pillage and murder, the whole power of the
- government assuredly will be and ought to be
exerted to repress and punish theaeactsof law-
lessncss and crime. So far as it arisee from a
misuuderstanding sud inability to agree on the
part of the rallway companies and their
employees in regurd to the wages the latter are
to be paid, it i3 the duty of both parties to seek
to come to some speedy and amicable adjust-
ment of their differences. While they are
quarrelinug over the rate of wages the whole
community is suffering or is in danger of snffer-
ing n<t only pecuniary loss, but privation from
the iaterruption {o business. Soou other iudus-
tries will be forced to smnspend, either from the
loss of their accustomed market or from the
cessation of material sgpplies, and more idle
men will thus be thrown ute the streets. No
class of the community can hope to escape
the consequences of a plolon ged continuance of
the railway etrike. Here in this ‘city where
riot and disorder appesr to be eflectnally
<hecked, and the reign of l1aw to be firmly re-cs-
tablished, it may be possibtle to consider the
<questions at isane between the railroads aud
their hands while the atorm, which has left us,
ds travelling and spreading its fury elsewhere.
The depressed state of business throughout
the country, and consequent falling off in the re-
ceipts of the railway companies as shown by us
Yenterday, have comstitited on the part of the
companies a very clear case of uecessity for a
reduction of all expenditures, wages inelnded.
Theee latter, it seems, had been curtailed more
than once prior to the late ten pee cent. reduc-
tion on nearly all roads; and, as there is a limit
to the possibility of every such redaction, the
question iz on the part of the men employed
of their ability to support themselves and their
familics at the lower rates, While we have
been passing through a period of contraction
and of shrinkage of values the prices of
apany things in dally apd common use have
continued the same, or only experienced a
moderate decline.  Expaosion, which came
with the plethora of paper monsy and the
habits of extravaganoe cngendered by the
civil war, is always easy: contraction and re-
treachment are always difiicult, especially
in the case of those whose means at the best of
times are limited, and whose Juxuries vould be
regarded by the well-to-do as simple neceesaries.
It is very certain that the difficulty experienced
by the working claeses in making their ex-
penses conform io the reduced standard of com-
.peneation, which has beonu forced upon them
in common with all ciasses 6f the comninnity
by the depression of business and the decline.
in the profits of capital, has been greatly ag-
gravated by these circuinstances. These are
facts which should receive the consideration of
toe intelligent workingman. He should remem-
ber that the guestion of wages has two sides to
it and must be determined with reference to
the employer’s ability to pay as well as the em-
ployee's ability to live upon the wages actually
offered. If these are not sufficiently remuner-
ative it is undonbtedly the righ¢ of the em-
ployed to refnse to receive them. If all who
are engaged or skiHad in the same branch of
employment unite ta the refusai to work for
£uch wages one of two things must happen—
the employer must accede to their terms or the
business must stop. But the business of trans-
tportation caunoi stop, and to bring ahout
that concert of action which may be neces-
-gary to force the cmployer to terms, the em-
ployed have no right to resort to intimida-
tion or violence. They have no right to dic-
tate by force to the empleyer what he shall
&ive, still less to their fellow-workmen what
they shall receive. Ilere it is that the
strikers have overstepped the limits of what 13
“lawful and incarred the risk of fonfeiting the
sympathy of the connnunity with any demand on
their part for what is rizht. Lawlessncss in one
quarter has unfortunately proved the signal to all
the vile slements of society to organize for acts
of rapine and mischief. To put these down,
and if neceasary to punish them with the
utmost severity of law, the whole power of
society wiil be exerted. It is the interest of the
strikers who do not desire to be held respon-
sible for such acts of outrage to range them-
selves at once on the side of order and of Jaw.
It is for thetr interest 38 much as it is that of
the raiiroads themselves, and as it is the inter-
est of every man, woman end child in the com-
muuity to have this deadlock of business cease
and trade and industry resume their tecustomed
activity. By contributing to the restoration
of order, 8o that the business of the railroads
may be resumed without tear of interruption,
the workingmen of every class who fect ag-
grieved by the action of their employers and
the present rate of wages will have talien the
first step towards securing a patient and a
sympathetic consideration of their real griev-
ances. Public upinion will then uot be slow in
compelling,’in the case of the railway com-
panies particularly, a recognition of claims the
Justice of which shall be proved.

RECRUITING THE VOLUNTEER TROOPS.—
Mayor Latrobe has issued a request to the em-
ployers of young men to encourage them to
cnliat in the,volunteer regiments of the National
Guard to strengthen the regiments we have or
to fill others which are now in process of being
organized. The request is timely, and we trust
it will be cheerfully responded to. The defense
of a State against internal disorders should be
committed to the people of & State through its
organized militia, for this duty is essential to
the preservation of the principle of local seli-
government. Thetime was when there was no
need for such an appeal as that which i now
put forth by Mayor Latrobe. There are many
among us of the elder generation who recall
the pride whnich our people took in the old In-
depeadent Blues, the Grays, the Nationfl and
Maryland Guards and other organizations of
past days, and with what alacrity all classes of
citizens took up arms to reinforce the military
in the bank riots of 1835. The strength of our
local soldicry bas greatly diminished by com-
parizon with the population in these later
years. The State has been fairly ltheral in ap-
propriations for its equipment and mainten-
ance. But whilst we have increased in popu-
lation and weaith, and therefore stand more in
need of & trained force that can be called out
on an emergency to repress distubances too
serious for the police alone to deal with,
the spirit that once animated our young mento
join mulitary companies seems, with a few
houorable exceptione, to have become feebler,
though we arc far from believing it is extinct.
1t probably necded just such a spur as recent
events have given it to show by ocular dem-
onstration that in all large cities the dangerous
elements cxist that make strong military
organizations a neceseity. The call for young
men to strengthen the old or to assist in form-
ing the new regiments thal have been aathor-
‘ized has already met with a response that is
creditable, but should be still more extended
and hearty. If employers give that encourage-
ment to the movement which it deserves we
may expect soon to have a military force equal
in stremgth to any emergeucy, and of a spirit
. that may surpass that of the olden iime. When
*that happens the State will be able to put down
lawlessness by her own troops and with theaid
of the police without calling upon the federal
‘goverument for agsistance,

THE DISTRIBUTION OF LABOR.—The ineguali-
ties in the distribution of labor, as eviuced in
the excess of the iabor supply over the demand
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east of the Allechanies, and of the converse of

that conndition in the agricultural districts st
the West, has never been more signally demon-
strated than at ‘the present time. Inall the
Atlantic cities aud along the lines of the great
trunk roads there are thousands of men out of
employment. At the same time in the agrical-
tural fields of the West the farmers are offer-
ing high prices for hands to assist in gathering
thoir crops. A citizen of Baltimore who has
passed through Missouristates that large areas
of wheat were stapding in the fields wailing
for hands to assist in barvesting it, and farmers
were offering two dollars and a half a day to all
who would come forward and help. There is
not ouly great need of labor there, but the
laboris well paid, and, although it may not
find coustant employment at such high prices
as now prevail, it can at least get work for a
considerable period that would enable those
who are willing to work to tide over their
present difficulties. Moreover, these great

stern crops also give promise of an active
carrying trade, from which the employces onr
railroads might reasonably take hope and cour-
age. The complaint of the strikers is two-
fold—a reduction of wages and short time,
With the prospective activity on the railroads
consequent upon the removal of the crops it is
fair to anticipate, in the presence of a steady
and probably an unusually heavy foreign de-
mand for breadstufis, that the railroads, when
shipmeuts of grain begin, will be worked if not
to their full capacity, certaiuly well up to is.
If such should tarn out to be the case it must
necessarily follow that the train hands—for it is
they who organized the strike—will be able to
make full time, which, even at low wages,
would be mnearly double what they now are.
But with ipcreased business and earnings by
the raflways increased pay to tne employees
must foilow in due course.

WAR AND THE FooD SUPPLY IN CUBA.—That
war is trenching on the native food supply of
Cubda i ehown by the fact tbat the finance
minister of that island has suspended all the
duties on live stock imported for the next six
monthe rom Porto Rico, and reduced one-tralf
the dutiee on similar importations frow other
countries. This also giver a lift to the New
Orleans cattle trade with Havaua, and is im-
portant as snggesting the pressing‘need of com-
mercial treaties with the Weet Indiee and with
all our continental neighbors.

A Pittsburg correspondent of the New York
‘World relates the immediatecauses of the strike
in that city on the Pennsylvania railread and
connections, stating that it was, in addition to
the low wages, because the freight trains had
been ordered to run double, which the men in-
terpreted as a virtual discharge of one-half their
number, and alleges also that it was a concerted
movement which was to have gone into effect
<on the #ith of June, but fell through by five of
the freight condrctors ‘*weakening.” But<the
general causes of the strike, lying back of the
immediate matter of doubling the trains, areset
forth in the following address from the em-
pioyees of the Pennsylvania rallroad, which was
sent jost prior to the strike to all the stock
holders of that road. It will be seen that it. in
plain terms, points out the vampire abuses long
koown to exisy in counection with that com-
peany: '

‘*We respectfully call yodp attention to our
grievances, in coansection with your road, on
which mauy of us have been employed for
Years. Our wages have been from t1
reduced, so4hat now mahyorss d
average of 75 cents per aday.” We&
thized fully with your directors in al th
efforts to further the interests of your company,
and accepted the situation so long as it guaran-
teed to uR & bare living, but in the last move to
mauny of us was guaranteed & pauper’s home,
and this, too, when your more fortunate dirée-
tors were luxuriating st summer resorts in
Pprincely styis. Of this comfortable enjoyment
on their part. under most circuwmstances, it is
DOt our province to complain, but when the re-
sult of this dissipation and fashionable folly is
vieiting the starving firesides of their employ-
ees it does become us to protest. It may be
that the above does not point to you definitely
now the present, to us. unhappy state of attairs
&8 1nfluenced by the acts of your managers. To

# -elucidate we will call your attentiontoa few

facts, showing that it i8 not the depression of
business that compels your directors to starve
us and our families, but the unbusiness-like
management of the affairs of your road.

“We will cite a fow cases in point. Last year
‘your road received some (mark ihe figures)
$7,000,000 for freight om oil shipped by the
Standard and other refining interests, not owned
by the Empire, Potia or other Pennsyivania out-
side interests. Prior to these large shipments
being drawn upon the Pennsylvania railroad
freight to the seaboard was about 80 cents per
barrel, but 8o soon as lutereats were harmon-
ized the Peunsylvania railroad received $3 per
barrel for the same service, seven-eighths of
‘which was paid by the foreign buyers. Not sat-
istled with this inmense increase of their reve-
nues from a legitimate source, the influecnce of
your road was used to destroy the busiuess of
1ts best curtomer for the purpose of building up
individual interests, from which you, the stock-
Lolders, have income. And what is the result?
The trafic has almost disappeared from the
Pennsylvania rallroad, and in place of $7,000,000
income this year, in which the shipments are in
excess of last vear, your road will scarcely re-
ceive one-half the amount. We call your atten-
tion to this fact, which alone would have en-
abled your company to pay us at leaat enough
for a living. Theun, again, your rosd has been
used for over twenty-five years transporting
coal to the seaboard from Western minee at a
price which would barely pay for motive power.
Competition did mot necessitate this low ser
vice. In thie item alone millions have been lost
to yonr road, while that heaithy competition in
trade which is the life of a road was totally
crushed out by the discouragements given to
other shippers.

*“‘We agaia call your attention to the existence
of the m&ny ‘fast :'reight lines' which rum upon
your road, from which you omnly receive a small
pittance, while others, who should have your
interests at heart, are sapping the very iife-
blood from your voad for their own agzrandize-
aaent. Then in the passenger service the same
indifference to your imtereste 1a clearly shown.
It i3 only necessery t¢ watch each through train
to see how 1t 1s overloaded with cars betonging
to a foreign corporasion, which pays 50 eents to
$1 50 per car dividends annually to thelr stock-
holders, among_ which you will find many
familiar faces, This comlort traffic is not alene
in this drain upon your passenger trains—as the
express traffic for which you receive a small re-
turn, will frequently ia fruit and oyster seasen
have one or twb extra sectious on paseevger
-schedule. Have you ever examized how mnch
your road gets for shis service? Then, again, is
it good economy that your road should allow a
gingle firm to pooket hundreds of thousands an-
nually of what should be your earnings for a
clerical transfer service? In the few of many
similar points above noted, i8 it sot possibie
that your road losee anunnally mote than her
preseut income from all other sources? We
think we can with justness and hope for better
things in the futnre lay our grievance before
you, and assure you if yeu do not give the same
vigilauce to yonr interesta in this company that
we are compelied 10 give in our dutles upon the
road you will in & few yesrs have a wreck be-
yond repsir for your iadifference. Do not let
high-sounding titles or positions deter you from
action when you bave the examples of Jay
-Cooke & Co., 'I'weed’s National Trust Company;
Freedman’s Bank, etc., etc., to tell you that
hizh-toned reputation, without strict pusiness
qualifications, will not suffice to guarantee
success.”

TaE PrrrsBURe Riov—A4 Catholic Bishop's
Appeal to the Rioters.—A Pittaburg (Pa.) corres-
pondent of the New York Herald states that in
an interview with Bishop Taigg on Monday he
€xpreszed mugch regret that 80 many men whom
he recognized as Catholics took part in the riot-
ous proceedings of Bunday. He had been out
among them and had snoceeded in prevailing
on many to return to work or to their homes.
He is a man of strong determination and warm
impulses. Om Sundni he berged and pleaded
for an interruption of the war and pillage. Stand-
1ng on & steaming locomotive, his face blackened
with the smoke and soet of the fire, while great
beads of sweat dropped from his forehead, he
asked, in God's name,those belonging to his flock
then among the mob to go te their homes., He
was frequently interrupted by cries of **Who
commenced thisriot?”’ to which he replied, *We
are not here to indulge in crimimation or re-
crimination or to condemn shis party and uphold
that. There doubtless have been faults on both
sides. Certainly we all deplore that any lives
have been sacriticed.”

“That is all
we want!" “Give us a chauce to livel™*}

Bishop.—**G1ive us twenty-four hours 0 consult
with the railroad company, and for God's sake
stop these fires.”

THE LoUisiaAXA RBTURNING BoARD— Nofe
Jrom Judge Whitacre.—The 8i. Louis Republican
publishes a note from Judge Whitacre, of the
New Orleans Criminal Oourt, in which he says:

**Numerous baseless surmises and unfounded
#esertions appesaring in the press concerning the
origin of and motives prompting the prosecu-
tion of the Louisiana returning board prowpt
me to make this statement. The charges made
against this board aze everywhere known. "'ne
Jaw of Louisiana provides penalties for the
altering, falsifying or forging of public records,
and for the issuance and publication of certitied
copies, &c., of such altered. forged or falsified
records. It alsofixes a 8unishment for perjury.
The grand jury of New Orleans, assisted by the
district attorney, investigated these notorious
charges, and came to the conclusion that there
was ground for prosecution. Their oaths, the
statutes and their conselences in this matter. as
in all others before them, should have been, and
Ibhave no doubt wera, their only guides as to
their path of duty. As presiding oficer of the
Superior Criminal Court of New Orleans 1 have
Do disposition to express an opinion as to the
correctness of their concluslons, but I ¢can say,
personally, that nothing of political intrigue or
maneuvre was ixed up with the matter, and
that no political ring, clique or party had an
influence whatever upon the action of the gran
ingpest or of the prosecuting officers of the
State or of the counrts. Neither Mesars. Pack-
ard, Pitkin, Blaine, Conkling, nor any ether poii-
tician, democrat or republican, originated, sog-
gested, instigated or assisted in it, and it was
not the result of any desiga against Gov. Nich-
olls. The grand jury was composed of demo-
crats and republicans—whites and persons of
color—and I believe they were unanimous in the
opinion that the subject should be investigated.
The returning officers willhave a fair trial by ax
impartial jury, with every opportunity to estab-
lish their defense.”

The Strike General at Chicago—Fac-
tories and Worksheps Forced to
Close.

Cmica6o, July 4.—The strike of the railroad
hands has become general in Chicago. It was
inaugurated last night, As reported, by a strike
ampong the switchmen of the Michigan Central
ryPoad, and this morning the entiretorce of the
i joined them. These men, who claim that
by arrogance, unkindness and penuriousness of
management, they have virtually been forced
into the strike, gathered in force this morning,
visited other men in the city, and induced all
with the exception of employees of the North-
west road to strike. Conseguently at this hour
none but passenger trains are on the road. A
mob, among whom are but few strikers, but
which is largely composed of disreputables, ia
circodating, to the number of about five hun-
dred, on the west side and compelling all classes
of workmen to quit work. The railroad offices
present a deserted appearance, and the yards
are quiet. No depredations are being commit-
ted.  The policy of most of the roads is to send
AWAY a8 MAUY CAT3 a8 possible,

Later.—The mob which closed the work-
shops of the railroad this morning contin-
ued its labors during the afternoon, busying
itself swith closing u{) manufactories and all
shops which lay in their way. The proprietors
generaily offered no objection, it being pretty
generally. understood that tue men would return
and go to work whenever deemed advieable.
The mob, which at times numbered 2,000, bus
which was often divided into sections, was com-
posed largely of boys hetween 14 and 20, but
acting under directions from older neads. All
railroad shops, including the Northwestern,
have been closed, and strikers are merely en-
gaged now in stopping freight trains. As yet
00 passenger, m:ail or express trains have been
interfered with.

Among the estabiishments closed up are the
workshope of the Michigan Central, Illinois
Central, Chicazo and Alton, Northwestern, Mil-
waukee and St. Paul. Chicago, Burlington and
Quincy. Chicago, Rock Island and Pacifle, and
Lake Shore and Michizan Southern railroads.
All the men comnected with the freight business
on these roads have either quit voluntarily or
through compulsion. Besides these the rabble
visited and caused to suspend operations Camp-
bell Bros.” mill, Baldenweek & Iiennes’s stone
yard, Palmer & Fuller’s sagh, door and blind
factory, Buzow’s furniture factory, Schuttler’s
wagon manufactory, the Northwestern Horse
Shoe Nai! Company, and many others.

The mayor's secretary is this afternoon swear-
ing in special police in great numbers. The
mayor issued & proclamation this afternoon re-
citing the state of aftairs and calling on citizens
to aid in enforcing the law and suppressing riot,
and to that end recommending patrols in the
various neighborhoods, and that woman and
children keep off the streeta. He adds that the
city government has made ample preparations
for the protection of life and property. It ie
known that the Twenty-second Regiment, Uni-
ted States infantry, is en route from Dakota and
will reach here to-morrow. They are the only
men coming to Chicago from the cutsiae, and
they are only sent here on the way to the East
where they properly belong. It wasromored at
5o’clock thai all the street cars will be com-
pelled-to stop running.

Later.—All sorts of rumors have been circu-
lated concerning the work of the mob here. The
truth is there has been no incendiarism, no vio-
lence and hardly a blow has keen struck by
either the mob or those they visited. Working-
men have been compelled to quit, have done so
unwillingly, and with promiscs to return, and
in some cases have immediately resumed work
upon the departure of the crowd.

The Blue Island avenue line of street cars
was stop{)ed by the mob for about an hour, from
4 to 5 o'clock, but those who did the stopping
were arrested and locked up, and the cars are
now running on time, as well as others. The
First and Second regiments are uonder arms at
their respective armories to-night, and the mem-
bera of the Grand Army of the Republic, three
hundred, are being furnished with arms.

The Chicago and Altor road has suspended
business and discharged all its hands. At this
writing all seems quiet. The telegrams from
all points in the Northwest do not indicate any
great movement in any city or on any road.

Eleven P. M.—At this hour everything is
quiet. The strikers have not been ont this even-
ing, except a few who were present at the com-
munist meeting held on Market Square, where
the meeting was broken up about ten o'clock by
policemen. One communist, Parsons by name
has been srrested, together with numbers o}
other riotous character:. Military from the
West will reach here some time to-morrow.

Condition of Things at Cincinnati.

CINCINNATI, July 24.—Nothing of moment has
occurred to disturb the auiet of the city. So
far to-day, after the riotous experience of last
night. the success the police had in holding the
mob in check has served to restore order at all
the depota. Passenger trains are running recu-
larly on the Hamilton and Dayton, the Marietta
and Cincinnati, the Little Miami and Southern
railroads. A local freizht may be started this
afternoon on the Little Mismi road. Freight
traing are rumning om the Marietta road. An
express train from DBaltimore came in on tlme
on that road this morning.

The fact was amply demonstrated early this
morning that the firing of the Ohio and Missis-
#ippi bridge across Mill crcek last night was not
the work of the strikers. After the fire at the
bridee had been put out and the drunken rioters
“itad tireq of their work they repaired to a point
on the rver sufliciently remote to sccure them
from police iuaterterence, and at early dawn
completely gutted all the market and milk
wagons that were coming into the city at thst
hour. This morning three of the ringleaders of
this mob were arrested and lodged in jail. The
police commiasioners held an informal meeting
at 11 o’clock this morning and completed prepa-
rations for any possible emergzency. Large
numbers of citizens have been sworn in as
special police.

The strikers to-night virtually have possession
of all roads in the western partion of the city,
and no frains can run over the Ohio and Migsis-
sippi, Indiapapolis, Cincinnati and Lafayetts,
Cleveland, Columbus, Cincinnatiand Indianapo-
lis, Cincinnati, Hamilton and Dayton and At-
Jantic and Great Western roads.

Something of a demoustration was made on
the Ninth-street police station to-night by
friends of Buck Mullauy and other notorious
roughs who had becn arrested as leaders in last
mnight’s performances, but instead of gaining
their point the crowd was dispersed by police
after a humber of arreats had been mnade.

No trains left here in any direction to-night.
With the exception of a demonstration at Ninth
street, the city is very gquiet.
The Embargo Partially Raised at In-

dianapolis.

INDIANAPOLIR, July 24.—United States Mar-
shal 8pooner havin: been called uvon to aid in
moving trains hence had a conference with the
strikers, resulting in the removal of the em-
bargo on the IndianapoMs, (incinnati and La-
fayette, and Indianapolis, Bloomington and
Western roads. Both roads expect to be run-
ning to-morrow as usual.

The Indianapolis, Cincinnati and Lafayette
traing West were allowed to pass this evening,
but they will send outno more during the night.
No Eastern mails leave here to-night.

The Indianapolis und St. Louis compary de-
sired to send out their postal car, but were not-
allowed to. The city is remarkably quniet and
scarcely any apprehension of disorder is vigible.
A Mob iIn Nouisville, Ky.—Destrue-

tion of Private Property.

LouIsviLLE, July 24.—A mob of worsing peo-
ple and loafers, including many boys and
negroes, paraded the streets to-nizht.” They
threw atones into windows and broke strect
lamps as they paraded.

Reachiuﬁ inth street and Broadway the mob
attacked the treight depot of the Louisville and

. Nashville Great Sounthern railroad, smashine its
windows and doors, and then marched to Tenth
street and wrecked the windows af the Pullman
Southern Car Company. Proceeding up Broad-
way with loud yells they stoned all the fine
houses on this street unti) Third was reached.
Coming on this avenue Mayor Jacobs’s house
was attacked, then that of Dr. E. D. Standiford,
president of the Louisville and Nashville Great
-Southern railway. was attacked in the same
manner. Along Walusut street houses and stores
were treated in the same manner. At Flood and
'Green 50 policemen placed themselves inline,and
‘wheun some one in the crowd yelled to attack
them the officers opened fire, shooting over the
heads of themob. Men and boys in the mob
scattered in all directfons.

The Outlook for the Peach Trade.

PATLADELPHIA, July 24.—If the western lines
of freight tranait remain closed another week
1t will involve the peach growers of the Dela-
ware and Chesapeake peninsula in heavy losses,
and if the strike should unfortunately extend
tothe New Jersey division of the Pennsylvania
road between here and New York, the cobse-
quences will be still more serious. Peaches
will be ready for market in immense quantities
by the end of the week, and they must be mar-
keted at once or not at all,

MIDDLETOWN, July 24.—Peach growers are
despondent. Twenty-three carloads of peaches
were shipped to Jersey City yesterday, and
were not allowed to go beyond Gray’s Ferry.
Besides the peach cars there were others loaded
with cattle and berries in the train. All freight
on the train will have to be sold in Philadelpma
to-day. Mr.J. N. Milis telegraphed orders yes-
terday to stop shipments to Jersey City, but
Mr. Thompson, of the Pennsylvania railroad,
telegraphed that through sbipments would be
taken, when Mr. Mills's order was rescinded.
To-day fifty cars could be loaded with peaches
at stations in the lower counties, but an order
has been issued forbidding agents to receive
freicht for Jersey City. Instead of being anx-
ious for & reduction in freight rates the conven-
tion of yrowers at Dover to-day will probably
pay considerable attention to the blockade at
Gray's Ferry.

Action of the New York Mutual 1.ife
1nsurance Company.

New YoORK, July 24—F. 8. Winston, presi-
dent of the Mutual Life Insurance Company, has
sent tne following to all general agents in re-
aponse to numerons inquiries: .

“When our policy-holders are duly called to
act as citizens, soldiers or as civilians in sup-
pressing riots or in vindicating the laws of the
land and maintsining its institutions they are
deemed by us as doing their duly only, and their
claims in the company are held inviolate.”

It is said that a messenger from the Baltimore
and Ohio railroad has been on the Eastern and
Boston and Malne roads inciting employees to
strike, but so far without success.

The Philadelphia and Erie train men at Sun-
bury struck yesterday, and compeiled the shop
hands and machinists to join.

8ix companies of the Twenty-third infantry,
under command of Gen. Jeff. C. Davis, have
been ordered to St. Louis from Fort Leaven-
worth. Other troops will follow should there
be any outbreak in St. Louis.

All passenger and express trains, as well as
freight have been stopped by the strikers at St.
Louis. Postal cars only are allowed to proceed.

The mayors and sheriffs of Morristown and
Dover, N. d., have taken steps to protect the
Pelaware, Lackawauna and Westera rairoad.

In addition to extra constables the fire depart-
ment will be empl%ed as an armed force.

The strikers at Columbus, O., denounce the
mob for closing up manufactories. They intend
to continue their strike, but they repudiate all
incendiary and rictous proceedings, and will de
all in their power to bring the rioters to justice.
The rioters are demoralized and very few wers
seen yeaterday. Most of the factories and ma-
chine shops have resumed. The military are in
full possession of the railroad yards.

The mob of miners moving on Newark, Ohlo,
Monday night, were met by a committee of
strikers and citizens and induced to returnto
Shawnee,

The 8t. Lonis strikers have gut a stop to work
in the Missouri Pacific railroad shops.

The employees of the Missouri, Kansas and
Texas road have strack, Passenger tralns are
Dot stopped.

The msail train on the Hamilton and Dayton
road was stopped by Ohio and Mississippi
strikers, yesterday, and the engine detached.

A strike has been avoided onthe Grand Trunk
railway of Canada by an amicable compromise
on a shight reduction.

The Great Western road at Detroit has ac-
ceded to the wishes of the men, who agree to
2 to 6 per cent. reductions.

The officers of the Pennsylvania rosd have
notified the mayors of cities and towns and
sheriffs of counties in NewJersey throngh which
the road pasaes that the respective corporations
and counties will be held responsible for all pe-
cun:ary damages inflicted. upon the company’s
property.

The mail and express from Pottsville for Phil-
adelphia yesterday could not pass Reading, Pa.,
and returned. The tracks are torn up a consid-
erable distance from the depot at Readiu%.

The train hands on the Central New Jersey
will strike to-day; likewise on the Lehigh and
Susquehanna division of the Central railroad.

The firemen of the Morris aad Essex, Pa.,road
struck last evening.

‘fhe Wabash men on the Eastern division at
Lafayette, Ind., struck yesterday. Passenger
trains run as usual.

The Illinois Midland men will probably strike
for back pav.

The employees of the Canada Southern rail-
road shops at S{. Thomas, Oni., (Luit work yes-
terday and were joined by many brakemen, en-
gineers and firemen. A mail and express and
passenger train was stopped, but finally re-
leased.

The strike on the Chicago and Canada South-
ern ia geperal all along the main line, and on
the Toledo and Detroit division.

Serious apprehensions of trouble with riot-
ers are felt at Roundout, N. Y., and the military
are under arms.

The striking silk weavers at Paterson, N. J.,
create much uneasiness. They are trying Lo in
timidate those at work.

All passenger trains are moving on the main
line of the Pennaylvania road, and freight on
New York divieion has been re-established.

The men of the Bethlehem, Pa., iron works
threaten a strike.

A militia regiment arrived at Allentown, Pa.,
esterday from near Reading. They walked the
ast 81x miles of their route, the eugineers re-

fusing to take them further, fearing violence.

Wages are to he restored on the Louisville,
Nashville and Great Western railroad, and there
is no fear of trouble.

A gang of negro sewermen struck work in
Loulsville yesterday, and marched through the
city, led by several whites, stopping other la-
borers. The mayor and ettizens have taken de-
termined steps to quell disorder.

Gen. Rogers made all possible preparations at
Buffalo to prevent the threatened burning of the
Lake Shore round-house. There are 600 infan-
try, 2 batteries and 300 spectal police on duty,
and all citizens have been invoked to become
special patrolmen. The citizens are fully armed.

No coal trains are leaving the Pottsville (Pa.)
coal region on account of the blockade at Read-
ing. A general sugpension of mining in the
region has taken place, At Shenandoah the
miners of the Philadelphia Coal Company, num-
bering over 500, struck against reduction.

The Ninth New York Regiment left New York
city by the Central road last night for Albany.
They were loudly cheered by an immense crowd
of law-abiding citizens.

Gov. Hartrantt arrived at Pittsburg last night
and issued a proclamation for the organization
of citizens immediately for stamping out the
mob spirit. ’

The freight trains on the Pennsylvania aud
New Jersey Central roads, started yesterday,
went through all right.

Justus H. S3chwaly, 2 communist, is the mov-
ing spirit of the meeting to be held in New York
to-night. At the pre(i)nmtorv meeting last even-
ing 1t was announced that if any police or mili-
tary were present there would be trouble, and
it was resolved to notify the mayor aud police
to refrain from sending any. Special police
were sworn in by the meeting to preserve order.
Much trouble is feared.

TELEGRAPHIC NEWS,

FROM WASHINGTON.

[Bpecia! Dispatch to the Baltimore Sun.!
Dangers Ahead to be Provided

Against—The Blockade of Provi-

sions—Effect on the Laboring Classes

—Demand for the Resumption of

Freights at Once—su'ong Govern-

ment Advocates—The Obstruction

ol the Mails.

WaAsHINGTON, July 4.—In speaking to-day of
the riots a cabinet ofticer said that one¢ of the
most serious dangers to be apprehended is the
scarcity of provisions in the iarge cities, which
will be brought about in a very short time un-
less the railroad embargo is speedily removed.
The rioters at Pittsburg destroyed in utter wan-
touness enough wheat to suppiy thousands of
people with bread for days. Thae cattle traina
which are delayed at various points on the line
of the obstructed railroads were bringing the
beef to such cities as Baltimore, Philadelphia,
New York and Pittsburg. necessary to keep up
the daily supplies of those communities. If the
present condition of affairs continues there is
imminent danger that the cry for bread wiil be
brought nome literally to tens of thousands
who now can scarcely anticipate such a contin-
gency.

The member of the cabinet said that this im-
portant point had been considered, and the pro-
bability of the new dangers which might grow
out of :t. It is therefore the opinion that
neitber the government nor the peoble at large
can be satisfled until freight is moving with its
accustomed regularity from end to end of all the
roads wher e business has been interfered with.
As already said it is plainly apparent that the
leaders of this ill-advised outbreak have set on
toot a movement which will greatly aggravate
the distress and privations ol which they com-
plain, and untortunately they will be the cause of
entailing these additional burdens upon the
whole body of the laboring people. The demon-
inspired crowd who c¢loated in the belief that
they were destroying the property of the Penn-
sylvania railroad were only heaping up a debt
which they will bave to pay by the sweat of
their brow. They have also most probably in-
flicted a still greater injury upon the city to
which they belong, for it is considered as e¢x-
tremely probable that the Pennsylvania rail-
road will not erect new works at Pittsburg, but
will remove them elaewhere.

The financial condition of Pittsburg has not
for some lime been good, and it is already in
default on theinterest of some of its bonds. 1f
the State of Pennsylvania, as it i3 most ceriain
to do, refuses to assume tire obligation, the loss
which will have to be made good to the Penb-
sylvania railroad will increase the debt of
Pittsburg and Allegheny counuty several mil-
lion dollars.

It is rezarded in hich circles here that one
of the effects of the outbreak will be to beget a
much stronger public sentiment than has here-
tofore been apparent for an enlargement of the
powers of the federal government to repress
domestic violence. Some of the strongest ad-
vocates of the doctrine of State sovereignty
have voiuntarily expressed this opinion to-day.
1t is claimed that had tbere been two hundred
rezuiar United States troops in Baltimore
on Friday last commanded by cool and
experienced ofticers, and with authority to
act, in all probability there would have been
no disturbance whatever in that city that could
not have been promptly nipped in the bud. Eye
witnesses of the horrid proceedings at Pitts-
burg unhesitatingly say that tive handred regu-
lar troops coula and would bave saved the
name and fame of that ¢ity from the blot which
now rests upon it.

The scenes which we have witnessed are new
in our experience, but we cannot blind our-
selves now to the evidence that they may occur
again and on a greater and a mure dangerous
scale if every precaution is not taken to reunder
them impossible. Even the most extreme ad-
vocaies of States’ rights, it is held, will aamit
that if we are to have any States at all it may
be wise to concede something on this point.

A significant evidence of public feeling is ex-

hibited in the Richmond Dispatch, a leading pa-”

per of Virginia, which comes out to-day edito-
rially in favor of an increase of the army. Press
and other dispatches which have come to this
point bave generally represented thatthe rioters
absiain from interference with the mails, The
facts do not bear out these representations, for
the Postoflice Departnient has the best evidence
that the mails from many important points are
delayed by the action of the rioters. I'he through
mailsdispatched from Cincinvati yesterdaymorn-
ing and due here early this morniug had not been
heard from up to dark to-night, and there has
alzo been serions delay in important mails from
other points. The rioters have also stopped
large portions of the local mails on several of
the railroads for a longer or shorter period.
What was stated last night can be repeated.
The federal authorities will leave no effort un-
tried to fix the responsibility of this upon the
guilty parties, and mete out to them the pun-
ishment they rickly deserve.

The Cabinet Mecting on the Pending
Troubles.

WasHINGTON, July 24.—The cabinet was in
gesston to-day until after two o'clock, and most
of the time was occupied in discussing the pre-
vailing troubles throughont the country. Nu-
merons telegrams were read from military com-
manders, showing the condition of aftairs in
their respective districts, the most important
one being from Gen. Schofleld, who is in Phila-
delphia with Gen. Hancock. The substance of
his dispatch was that quiet preveils 1n Phila-
delpbia, and he has no doubt that Hancock, who
ia in command, is fully- able to suppress any
disorder there. Telegrams from Chbicago and
other points in the West were alsoread. showing
the state of aff1irs there, and the Secretary of
War explained af length the movements of
troops recently ordered, many baving been dis-
tributed at various points in the West. A regi-
ment of infantry will be ordered to the West
from the department of the South tostrengthen
the federal forces in that section.

The President and members of his cahinet
feel confident that the government is fully able
to suppress the disorder with the force now
available, and the prompt action of the Secre-
taries of War and the Navy in disposing of
United States forces (i‘uir-tly #0 as to aid the
civil authoritiex met the approval of ail. The
several military commanders now have ample
forces at their disposal, and other troop: are
within reach to reinforce them without delay in
cage of necessity,

BOLDIERS’ REUNIONS—THE PRESIDENT's WEST-
®RN TRIP.

WASHINGTON, July 24.—The annual reunion
of the T'wenty-third Revimeont Ohio Volunteer
Infantry will be held at Fremont, Ohio, inatead
of at Colpmbus, as heretofore stated, on the
14th of September, the date of the battle of
Routh Mountain, in which battle President
llayes was severely wounded. The President,
Gen. W. 8. Rosecranz, Senator Stinley Mat-
thews, Representative William McKinley, of the
elghteenth Ohio district, and Gen. James M.
Comley, mipister to the Sandwich Isiands, were
members of this regiment.

Toe occasion promizes to be an interesting
one. as several other distinguished persons, -
cluding the President, are to be present.
Earlier in the month the President, who is
president ex officio of the board of directors
of the Soldiers’ Home, at Daytoun, Ohio, will
be present at the regular annual meeting. His
vieit to Louisvilie is fixed for the 17th of Sep-
tember.

‘The Indian War.

WAsHINGTON, July 24.—The following official
details of General Howard's movements and
those of the chief ‘*Joseph’ have been commu-
nicated to tlie government by Inspector Wat-
kins, under date of Lapwai, 12th instant: The
hostiles, after crossing the Saimon and going in
the direction of the Weiser river, doubled back
to the north and recrossed the Salmon at a
point twelve miles below the former crossing,
at the mouth of White Bird. Gen. Howard fol-
lowed with the infantry, leaving the cavalry on
this side to guard against Joseph taking just
the course be hus taken. Col. Whipple's com-
mand of cavalry were directed to go tothe
forks of the Clearwater and ascertain the inten-
tion of Looking-glass, who was supposed to be
running & recroiting station for Joseph. This
was accomplished and the Indians driven off,
some 1,200 in number, one Indian being killed
and thrce wounded. Whipple then returned to
Norton's station, on the Colttonwood.

Col. Perrv, in the meantime, with a remnant
of his command. came to Lapwai with a pack
train, and left on the 3d to join Whipple on the
Cottonwood. The same day Lieuat. Rains, with
ten men from Whipple's command, while
making a recounolssance this side of the Cot-
tonwood was surrounded by Indiana and all his
men were killed. ‘Lheir bodies were Left by the
roadside. On the morning of the 4th Col. Perry
reached the scene of the massacre of Lieut.
Raing’s commsand and was flercely attagked.
But for the timely appearance of Whipple's
command he would bave been anuihilated.
More or less fighting has occurred every day
since between the L[adians and cavairy near the
Cottonwood, but the Indians have invariably
come off’ victors.

In the meantime Ger. Howard turned back,
following the trail of the hostiles, and began to
recross the river. This probably induced Jo-
geph to make a desperate effort to get past the
cavalry, as after toe crossing of Gen. Howard he
would be between two fires. Accordingly he
burned his lodge and loose property, left the
cattle and Eoorer horses grazing on the prairies,
and while he attracted the attentton of the cav-
alry by making bold aasbes at them and scour-
ing the country in the vicinity with amall banda,
his women and extra horses were taken
across the open country between Cotton-
wood and Mount Idaho, and sent onto Klamath.

The Indians were exceedingly bold and dar-
ing. While the women were pagsing in plain
sight of the troops the Indians charged the
latter, and superior horsemanship and the dis-
play of the greatest bravery kept the cavalry at
bay. Several citizens from Mount ldaho who
came out to join with the soldiers were killed,
put they inflicted severc punishment upon the
Indians. Our Indian scouts and messengers say
Joseph makes very lizht of the fighting qualities
of the troops, and says he can whip the entire
fighting forces of Gen. Howard, and intends
leaving his women in a place of satety and re-
turning to do it. He has constantly had his
friends among the Indians on the reserve, partic-
ularly at Kiamath,and hasused every inducement
to get friendly Indians to join them. His unpar-
alleled success has excited the admiration of
the young braves, and & few from amoag the
treaty Inclans have joined them.

LATER FOREIGN NEWS.

The Latest from the East.

LoxNpoN, July 25.-—'Fhe Times' Bucharest cor-
respondent sends the following: ‘*Reports cur-
rent here assert that Raouf Pasha had sur-
rounded the Russian force at Eski Saghra, but
ne has been defeated with the loss of 15,000
kilied, wounded and prisoners. From the
source of the report, which is through a high

ersonage, { am inclined to believe that a great

ussian success has been achieved, although
the above figures may be exaggerated.

‘'An engagement has been fought at Kalofer,
but no particulars are given. A Russian recoun-
noissance upon Plevna discovered between
30,000 and 40,000 Tarks, who evidently intended
to threaten the Russian communications. It is
stated here that the urand Duke Nicholss
hastity concentrated a superior force and routed
them, but I have no detsils of the aflair at
present.”

The Times's Viepna correspondent says it is
confirmed that the Russians have been defeated
near Kalofer, consequently men’s minds are be-
coming calmer at Philippopolis.

The same correspondent altogether discredits
the reports about Turkey suing for peace. He
Bays he had a private interview with the Otto-
man embassador in vienna, who i3 1gnorant of
anything that conld justify a rumor to that
effect. 1t is telegraphed from Cravoura, near
Balzig, that the Turks are massacreing the
Christians without mercy. A dispatch to the
Greek embnrasador at Constantinople asks for
prompt assistance, as otherwise not a man will
be left.

The English war sloop Rapid, with the Ats-
trian Lloyd steamera, left immediately to receive
the fugitives. Several specials agree that Ahmet
Eyoub Pasha, the Turkish commander in Bul-
garia, has expelled all newapaper correspond-
ents and even the English and French militery
attaches from his camp. It is believed he has
take this step because he contemplates some
important military operationas.

ATTACK OX SILISTRIA.

SHUMLA, July 24.—The Russians commenced
an attack on the outworks of Silistria this
morning.

BucHAREsT, July 21.—The Roumantan troops
at Turnu Magurelli will cross the Danube to-
morrow to garrison Nikepolis, the Russian force
at Nikopolis being required to move against the
Turks, who are eoncentrating at Plevna.

BEITISH MILITARY MOVEMENTS,

LONDON, July 24.—1T'be report concerning mil-
itary preparations continue. It is stated that
two infantry regiments are to be dispatched
from Chatziam to the Mediterranean. The Press
Association’s Chatham correspoundent says all
the corps in the Chitham garrison are oeing
raised to their full strength. 1t is understood
that a detachment of army service corps sta-
tioned at Shorncliffe has been ordered to hold
itself in rendiness to proceed to Gibraltar.

The
court-room was crowded, and there were present
a large number of delegutes from various cities.

The Anti-Chinesc Riot in San Fran-
cisco.

SaN FrANcisco, July 24.—Shortly before the
workingmen's meeting here closed Monday night
a crowd wrecked a Chinese wash-house in the
neizhborhood. After the meeting about a hun-
dred attacked a Chinese faundry and fruit store.
A coal oil lamp was smashed and tbe building
burned to the ground. A white woman was
bareiy saved alive from an upper story. The
mob impeded the firemen and cut the hose. They
then made a raid towards the Chinese quarter,
smashing wash-houses en route,but were met by
astrong body of police, who stood firm and heat
‘back the mob, which asusual was witbhout head.
The mob continued threateming ‘*Chinatown”
during the nignt, but the police protected every
approach. The mihtia were assembled at their
armories. Noshots were fired during the dis-
turbance, except a few fired into the crowd at
the meecting. The party who fired them was
arrested. Neither ot the men hit was seriously
injured. One or two police were struck with
stonca at the Chinese quarter. A recond mob
tried a flank wovement on * Chinatown,” but
after wrecking a few houses were repulsed by
the police. The Chinese in the meantime were
in great alarm, and not one could be seen on the
streets. ‘They closed their shutters and bolled
their doors and spent the night in agony. About
eleven o'clock a crowd collected in front of the
Chinese museum and stoned the windows, bui
were driven oft by the police. The prompt spd
courageous action ot the police has thus far pre-
vented a bloody riot, for had the mob eained
the Chinese quarter the resuit would bave been
terrible. Not only at preseng but at all times
tberc is a deep and widespMed feeling among
both laboring and hoodium clasess against the
Chinese which only lacks a favorable opportu-
nity to break out into open hostilities,

Many
scbools 1 the country are closed during the
winter and early epring trom a want of apprecia-
tion upon the part of the Chupch as to jheir
value, rather than from a scarcity of children
ready and glao to attend thesschools, What is
most needed is an increaxed sense of the great
value of Christian education forthe young. Fre-
quent conventions and institutes, continuing
ounly one day,wounld awake intereat and increase
the number and ability of teachers.
