SCIENCE OF SWINDLING—SOME FACTS WHICH
WILL ENABLE THE READER 7O UNDERSTAND
THE TRUE INWARDNESS OF THE NOTORIOUS
PROJECT—BROOKLYN AS THE SEAT OF AN EXN-
DEMIC—THY SAME CLA3SS OF MEN WHO PRO-
JECTED SHAM GOLD MINES, SPURIOUB OIL OP-
ERATIONS AND WILD CAT RAILROAD SCHEMES
AT WORK IN THIS CITY.

The very day on which the officers of the Mu-
tual Gas Light Comgany of the city of Brook-
lyn were served with a summons and complaint
ina suit begun by the people of the State
through the attorney general to wind up the
corporation for failure to comply with the law
they got a permit to tear up the streets for the
avowed purpose of laving mains. The capital
of the company was stated to be three million
dollars, in thirty thousand shares of one huxa-
dred dollars each. One-half of the capital, the
statute said, must be paid in within one year of
the incorporation of the company. The armcles
of incorporation were filed on December 9, 1875,
and the half of the capital was not ouly not
paid within the prescribed time, but it has not
been paid in up to date,and, of course. never will
be paid in at all. T'he company profess to have
made contracts, and if they have so done, the
payment is promised in stock. If any money
has come into the hands of the corporation hy
the sale of stock, the probability is that it will
stay there, or that only so much of it will be
disbursed as to give athin coating of plausibiilty
to the nefarious project. .

It the project had been in good faith all the
energy and influence of the men who cpucoc:ed
it would have been directed toward its estab-
lishment on an honest basis. 1f it had been
sounght to secure the money of the capitalist the
effort would have beeu firsi to acquire his condi-
dence, and this could have been aonc onlf by
pursuing a well-defined business course. The
tact that for nearly two years the incorporalors
have rested on their oars shows ipat their ob-
ject was not to reach iawful success, but to be
ready like buccancers to board thbe first richly-
laden vesscl that came along and acquire wealth
by plunder.

AN OLD 3TORY. . i

Swindling is & science. Like other sciencesit
has its text books, ita philosophers, ita expo-
nents, its professors, its students. In common
with other sciences it has, also. ite victims,
The surgeon's knite slips and a fatal wouund is
given. ‘The chemist's elaborate compouud ex-
plodes and death closes the experiment. Inthe
mathematician’s or literary man’s overwrought
brain a strand gives way and there is a cragh
and a blank. The swindler’s scheme coliapses
aud hopes and fortunes lie around in ruins,
while the mourners are widows and orphans.
The petty rogue who comes to your door with s
forged note, asking your wife to give the bearer
s hundred dollars as you have an unexpected
demand for that sum, gete a term in priszon if
detected in time. The magnificent swindler
who starts a gas company, for instance, andeells
out, departs with tbe plunder in_his pocket and
originates another inigquitous job as speedily as
may be. Kor proof of 1his one need not go De-
yond the Mutual Gas Ligbt Company of the city
ol Brooklyn.

It is time that the public should be put on
their guard respecting men of this class. It is
through such that confidence in legitimate pro-
jects is weakened, if not destroyed, They are
dangerous at all times, but they are doubly dan-
gerous when they adopt the cry of reform, and
prefer to be the foes of what they term monopo-
lists.

ILLUSTRATIONS IN POINT.

The history of this country for the past quar-
ter of a century or more bears with it a ~oliate-
ral history ot prodigious and successful swind-
ling. ‘T'be wonderful natural resources of the
country and the marvelous increase of its popu-
lation have opened up the way to meu of finan-
ctal genius to develope the one while largely
benefiting the ogther. Gigamiic corporations,
originated and guided by men of houor and in-
tegrity have spread their operations over the
}and, and their originators lhave become hon-
estly wealthy whiic euricaing the people. In
the track of these legitimate successes, how-
ever, men of another type altogether have
sought to follow. Among those who have start-
ed out as brokers, bankers or imerchants are
many who have failed to extablish a reputation
a3 financiers because thev lacked either the
character, the talent, the patience or the capital,
But they did not lack observation or audacity,
and while the one led them to eee the chance of

ursuing with success an apparently lawful ob-

Ject in an unlawful way the other urged them to

the front where they would attract foliowers.

Conscious themselves from the outset that they

were rogues and that their ultimate design was

robbery, it was needful to soccess thai they
should throw a glamor of high-toned propriety
around their scheme. Reapectable names, their
owners perhaps inadvertently conseuting, were
mingled with the names of men who had no
character and uo social standipi. Sometimes
for po]ilical reasons high sanction was given to
their projects, and every honorable man who
thus becime associated with thewm uawittingly
assumed

THE PART OF ROPER IN.

Their projecta took a variety of forms. Goid
mining companies were organized and magnifi-
ceut prospectuses lssued. The spiendor of a
few pames introduced thercinsupplied to give a
tint of reapectavility to oihers unknown or of
doubtful color. As the stock was subscribed for
officers were dispatcaed to the mountainous
regions of the West and plants were purchased
and erected. Flaming reports were sent East
and money flowed in. But just at the time
wlen the investors expected a large dividend
the bubble barst and the assets were found to
be nothing, while the chief operators scooped in
a fortune. .

As the tide roiled on this same class of swind-
lers came to the surface as speculators in oil,
and devised gigantic schemes in copoection
therewith. It was the old story over again, and
the desolate ruins to be fonnod in Pennsylvania
and elsewhere, the shattered fortunes of small
capitalists all over the country, and the rise to
sndden wealth ol the 1ncorporators, tell the
sequel. In due time the moving spirits In these
enterprises came again to the front, and at-
tracted public attention to copper miuning r8 the
biguest thing in the market. They advertised
their projects through the country, and subsi-
dized a venal press to eulogize them to their
schemes. The end came as before, and while
devastation passed through many homes the
men who built up the swindle departed laden
with piunder. 'The terrible havoc which bas
been the result of the great railroad swindles of
the West is to be attributed to the operations
of the same kind of men. How extensive these
operations were. and how fatal to tne fortunes
of thousands are facts too familiar to the pub-
lic to need record here.

REFORM AND PROGRESS.

In every instapce the plan which tbese adepts
ia villainy proposed had an element of reform
init. Trafliic was to be increased and rates
were to be reduced. Vsst tracts of new and
valuable country were to be opened up. Aeri-
culture was to be extended and homes for the
masees were to be brought within easy attain-
ment. Material was to be produced in a better
way and at a cheaper rate, and the advaniages
to be derived were pointed out as vastly an-
perior to those resulting from the operations of
gimilar schemes. That was the cry with which
the orizinators attracted the people, and human
pature is such that it is always more or less de-
ceived by such eans, whether it be the loud-
voiced eulogy of the quack doctor at a fair or
the elezantly worded puf{of a fashionapble Ly-
ceum lecturer.

It wili be scen that thereis nothing surpris-
g in'the appesrance in this city of the endemic
malady spoken of. The Mutual Gaslicht Com-
pany was the ofispring of the same kiud of ge-
pius as showed itseil in the wicked frauds
already referred to. All who are counccted with
it may pot be equally marked. The men who

eriodically turn up as the exponents of swind-

ing by geuteel processes may ve divided into
several classes. First and {oremost arc the
moving spirita who always know what they are
about, and are readyv for all risks. Theuthere
are visionary men who are allured by the
cry of progress and reform. but are nev-
erthelesg honest and sincere. Next come
visionary men who are neither honest nor
sincere.
success, and are blind to all else except the
profit. taking the honesty of the project as &
matter of course. And finaliy thereare those
who are inveigled in as victims. ‘I'o which of
these classes the incorperators of the Mutual

Gaslight Company generally belonz the public

THE RAILROAD TRANSPORTA- |

TION TROUBLES.
Resumption of Business Generally—

The Military Situation—Aflairs on

the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad.

| Reported for the Baitimore Suau.|

The general resumption of railroad traffic
made business very brisk in Ballimore yester-
day. Coal and petroleum shipments were active
at the piera, and things were lively at the Corn
and Flour Exchange. The military situation 18
unchanged. It is uamderstood the United States
troops now ntationed in various @ties and along
lines of railroads will be Kkept at their posis
uutil perfect order is restored and business i3
conducted as usual without interruption. Inthe
meantime soldiers are actively empvloyed in
guarding some of the freight moving on the Bal-
timore and Ohio raiiroad. Gen. Hancock yester-
day telegraphed from Philadelphia in regard to
the gituation as follows:

“To the Adjutant General of the Army, Wash-
ington, D. C.—I have heerd from Cumberland
and Pittsburg this moruing. KEversthing on the
railroads within reach of my communications
eeems to be quiet and progressing well. A very
little time and reflection will, I think,sccompliah
the rest, W.S. HANcock, Maj. Gen. Com’g.”

Keyser, in West Virginia, was the only point
on the Baltimore and Ohio rallroad where
any difficulty coniinued on that hne. No
freight trains were started west from Keyses
during the forencon, though ail the east-
bound trains were moved, meeting no obstacles.
The train bands who on Sunday night, at a ¢on-
ference with Mr. Keyser, citizens and strikers,
had acreed to abandon the strike and return to
work, backed down in the morning on various
pretexts. Several hours were spent in a further
conference without regunlt, and fuli crews were
sent on from Baltimore to take traips west. It
is expected the blockade will be broken to-day.

At Grafton six freight trains were started
west during the day, and six or eight from Par-
kersburg over the lines in Onio.

From Baltimore twentv-two freight trains
were moved westward during the day, compris-
ing over eight hundred cars loaded with every
variety of freignt. Nearly all these trains
started from Riverside Station, South Baltimore,
and a few from Mount Clare.

The day at Locust Point was & very busy one.
A very large number of men were employed on
the aifferent piers unloading and shipping
freight brought from the West on Sunday and
loading west-bound care. At Camden Station
the scene was animated. 71'he Ireight platforms
were piled with boxes and barrels for shipment,
and one of the most noticeable features was the
reception of Jarge quantities of perishable com-
modilies, such a3 canteleups, watermelons and
other fruits. X

‘I'he train hands engaged in the strike received
word on Sunday to report to the company at
Riverside for work Monday,or quit to theservice.
I'ne majority of the hands drew their allow-
ances for time and left the service of the com-
pany, though it wae said that one or two of the
Jeaders of {he strike had not come forward and
shown what their aciion would be. A few of
the strikers reported for duty, and other men
were freely offering to take service with the
company, 8o that there was no difficulty in pro-
curing a greater number than were suflicient to
man all the trains which were to be started. It
appears that many men who have been for some
time past out of the employ of the} company
have taken the opportupnity of the dissatiafac-
tion of the strikers to get themselves reinstated.
General Agent Ciements, at Locust Point, was
glso present and superintended the payment of
the train hands, who came in and took their
time before leaving the service ot the company
yesterday.

The majority of the men who have left the
company are firemen, but from twenty-eight to
thirty engineers elected to be paid oft and dis-
charged. The majority of the conductors te-
ported tor duty. Several firemen also reported,
and some of them were promoted and given
enrines. When men had been obiained wore
than sufficient to run the trains the surplus
were sent up to Keyser, as stated. Une eugi-
neer who reported for duty was told that there
was no engine for him, and he went out as a fire-
man. It is understood that the action of the
men in taking their time and being discharcad
was in consequence of resolutions passed at the
meeting of strikers 1n South Baltimore Sunday
night, but the action seems to have been an-
ticipated and provided againet by the compsny.

Ten freight trains which left Keyser and three
traios from Cumberland arrived safely at Mar-
iinsburg last evening. Four trains east from
Parkersburg and two from Grafton arrived at
I{eyser, and sis trains from Grafton west ar-
rived at Parkersburg. No trains were run over
the ‘Wheeling division, and the embargo on
traing west from Keyser still continued last
1lght. "T'welve Lrajite from Muaitidsburg cawe
in to Riverside during the evening. They were
loaded with coal oil, coal, iron and miscellane-
ous merchandise. One large car contdined &
number of shcep.

The trains which left Baltimore were guarded
by a detail of 85 United States marines from
Washington, distributed through the different
sections, under command of Captain Bishop and
Lieutenants Porter and Bidale. They will ex-
change with the guards of east-bound trains at
Martinsburg and return to Baltimore.

Aftairs &t Cumberlaud were still in an unset-
tied state vesterday afterncon, and no trains
were sent weat from that point. The miners at
Blaen Avoun, Atlantic and Maryland mines,went
to work yesterday morning, but the men from
Hofiman Hollow went over in a body and com-
pelled them to stop work and leave the mines.
When the news wag received in Baltimore Gen,
Barry detailed compauies [ and M, of the Third
United States Artillery, sixty-ive men, armed
as infantry, nnder Captains Myrick and Warner,
to re-enforce Gen. Getty’s command at Cumber-
jand. apnd the troops left, one company from
Camden Station and the other from Mount
Clare, ou the 8.15 P. M. traiu to the west.

A police force of forty men vnder Deputy
Marsbal Frev, Capt. Delanty and Sergeants
Bruchey and Riunehardt were at Riverside and
along ibe line of the railroad while the freight
trains were being dispatched yesterday, and

erfect order was preserved. A strong force of

Jnited States troops under Gen. Barry stiil re-

mains at Camden Station, though the rizor of
the guard at that place is somewhat relaxed,
the public being permitted to puss in and out at
will.
##'I'ne troops have received general commenda-
tion for their orderly and quiet behavior, ag well
as the efficiency with which they perform their
duty. The officers are liked by all for the cour-
teous manner which they exhibit to ail persons
while they are engaged in the execution of the
duties devolved upon them by the exigencies of
the situation. The opinion is generally ex-
pressed that their presence has bad a most sala-
tary effect in preventing disorder i the city, as
well as insuring the speedy opening of the rail-
road communications.

DEER PAREK, Mb., July 30.—The railroad offi-
cials had sanguine expectations Saunday night
that the third or mouuntain division of the Bal-
timore and Ohio, extending from Keyser to
Qrafton, seventy-eight miiee, would be practi-
caily opened to-day long before this hour, the
gtrikers at Keyvser havingz agreed to returnto
work after Vice-Preaident Keyser had addressed
them. The Keyger etrikers. however, receded
from their good purpose this morning. They
held a meetinz and adopted a communicstion
which they presented to Mr. Keyser about 10 A.
M., as follows:

Lo the Hon. Wm. Keyser, Second Vice-Presi-
dent of the Baltinore and Ohic Railrood: Ata
meeting held by the trainmen of the thirg
division the foliowing rerolution was adopted.

sStr: The men cannot give you a definite
answer only through their committee who have
been appointed on every divisiou of the Balti-
more and Ohio Ratlroad. .

“Signed by the trainmen third divislon.”

The pumber of men at the meeting was 3.
It appears that E. M. Garuetr, a Baltimore stri-
ker, aud one of the Cros=s street hall committee
who conterred with the Baltimore railroad au-
thorities. eame up on & morning traig and dis-
suaded the men from going toJwork. After ac-
complishing his purpose Garnett proceeded to
Grafton with a eimilar view. He was subsze-
quently arrested, towever, charged with in-
citing to a riot at both places, and will be taken
back to Keyser by Sheriff Simms.

In consequence of the turn of affairs the
business men and citizens of Keyser held a
public meeting in the court-house about eleven
o'clock, and unanimously adopted resolutions
ag follows:

Resolved, That In the oplnion of the citizens
of Keyser it is our interest and the intervest of
the employees toat those engaged in the strike
accept the proposition of the company and again
©0 to work.

Resolred, That while in our opinion every
employee may peaceably refuse to work and use
moral ruaerion in inducing his fellow-employees
to retrain from work, yet we empbhatically con-
demn violence, force and intimidation on the
part of any person in _attempting to compel any
employee 1o refrain from work, and that itis
the duty of the civil authorities to bringall
such violators of the law to punishment.

Resolved, That ip our opinion every employee
should be the judgeof hir own jcircumstances,
and if he thinks that the compensation offered
by the company insufficient he ought to ¢o else-
where for work, and rot interfere with those
who are willing to work.

Resolved, 'Thap we advise the mayor of Keyser
to appeint forthwith a epecial police of sufi-
cient force to co-operate with the county author-
ities to maintain law and order and protect the
property of bothihe company and citizens and
the employees who are willing to work for the
company.

The resolutions were pointed and pasted up
around town. Mr. Orlando 8hay, mayor of
Keyser, appointed thirty special policemen for
the preservation of peace and order. The
gheriff also summoned & possc. Several of
those who'took part in the meeting weresizners
some daye azo toa petition to Gov. Matthews
remonstrating againatthe presence of the troops
and urging their removsl.

Thirteen trains of coal, grain and general mer-
chandise were sent east from Keyser withiout
interruption. No hande, however, could be
found to man a train for the west, as they feared
trouble along the mountain division, which be-

gine here. The officials dctermived to eend

somwe traing east from Grafton as the firat prac-
ticable . step towards breaking tihe blockade.
Accordingely two trains left Grafton during tne
afternoon, and a troop train left Keyzer at 5 P.
M. to meet them at Deer Park.  Mr. Keyser, J.
K. Cowen and Mr. Woodside, with your corre-
apondent, were on bosed. The train was stuck
several times on the steep grades, and in conse-
quence we did not reach Deer Park until 9.30 P.
M. Manager James Bykes, Deer Park Hotel,
furnizshed a' substantia! supper to the troops and
accompanying party, after which they returned
and escorted the freight trains to Keyser,

The Arrival of V'rains at Piedmont—
Events En Route.

PIEDMONT, West Va., July 31, 1 A. M.—The
two freight trains from Grafton have safely ar-
rived here at this hour, and are ab,ut leaving
for Keyser, virtualiy breaking the blockade.
Mr. Keyser says the mountain division lays open
for traffic the entire line of the Baltimore and
Ohio Ratlroad from the Ohio to the seaboard.
Thesze are the first freieht trains which bave
crossed the mountain region in two weeks.

The troop train, two battertes of artillery,
Major Rawls, escorted the freights in the rear
from Decr Park, leaving there about 11 . M. A
detachment of thirteen soldiers was placed oun
the first freight and twenty soldiers on the
second, a guard being stationed on each end.
The distance from Deer Park was made glowiy
and cautiously on account of rumning at
night. The passage of these traims, it i3 be-
lieved. will convince the strikers that the road
is now practically open, and i1t would be useless
on their part to nold out further.

There was a good deal of excitement here
this evening. Wheu the trgop-train went west-
ward the troops left the cars and cleared off the
crowds surrounding the depot. A large number
of miners were in town, having been attracted
from their homes, they said. by the excitement.
‘'hey all denied having any intention to iater-
fere with the Baitimore and Ohio railroad in aid
of the strikers.

Mayor Bell telegraphed-during the day for

troops to protect the railroad property, and
General Getty oraered a detachment of troops,
who arrived liere in the eveming. After the de-
parture of the troop train to Decr Park the
mayor also appointed several epecial police-
men.
. A party of forty or mqre of the riff-raff. includ-
ing several youths from the mines, left here dur-
ing the afternoon for Keyser. Twenty-five of
them were arrested at Keyser by the troops,
having boarded a train and having no tickets.

A young man named Nicholls, from the mines,
in aitempting to board an engine to return from
Keyser. slipped and fell on the track, splitting
off the cap of bis knee. He was taken back to
Piedmont and taken home on a stretcher.

At Piedmont 8 number of mincrs and others
boarded an engine to attempt & trip to Keyser.
The engineer got the engine to the yard, and
when they got off he pulled ont for Keyser at a
rapid rate, leaving them behind.

The citizens say these are usual freaks at this
place, aud that no violence was intended.

The crowd surrounding the depot was mostly
composed of boys, whom the clvil authorities
doubtless could have readily dispersed. They
ho?ted at the rolaiers and made a great deal of
noise.

A gunning party of three young men from
Boston came to town to take passage on the
carg, and were ordered by the militia to remove
the caps fromn their guns. This precautionary
measure caused & good deal of iaughter. No
traius have yet been sent west further than
Keyser.

Things at Pittsburg—Strikers Giving
it Up—Movements on Various Roads
—Pennsylvania Men Offered their
Ol1d Situations—The Military, &c.

[Special Dispaten to the Baltimore 3un.i

PITTsBURG, PA., duly 30.—The engineers on
the Fort Wayne and Chicago railroad snccnmb-
ed tosday. The firemen and brakemen still bold
ont there, but there are plenty of applicants tor
places, and freights have moved on that road
this evening. The Pennsylvania road strikers
stillifhold out, but there are plentg of applicants
to-day for their places. Epough for eight crews
were obtbined to-day, the applicants being old
engineers, firemen and brakemen who worked
in the business in years gone by. Nine double-
header freights left over the Pan Handle and
Penneylvania roads to-day. The sirikers have
until to-morrow morning to return, when, if not
at their posts, they will be considered dis-
charged. The five thousand troops still here
will remain till everythiug 181n perfect working
shape. Quiet prevails and a better feeling in
business circles.

PITTeBURG, Pa., July 30.—Everything is
quiet, and the atrike among the railroad em-
ployees is to all appearancee ended on the Pitts-
burg division of the Baltimore and Ohio road.
The freights east and west are now arriving and
departing ot »chednle time, and all the freight
officcs are open for the receipt and delivery of
freight. All the passenger trains are also ar-
riving and departing on time. Several extra
trains for the east have been placed on the road,
including fast fruit trans for the accommoda-
tiou of shippers. On the Pennsylvania road
gtock trains ure being moved as rapidly as they
can be gotten in readiness, and the trains which
have been delayed along the line are arriving.
The firet three trains eent out on this road were
uader military geard, but no trouble having oc-
curred the trains are now ranning without
guards. The company is not receiving freights
for ehipment yet, but this is owing to the fact
tbat the tracks over the burned district are not
yet completed, and will thus delay local freights
& day or two.

On the Pittsburg, Fort Wayne and Chicago
road the efforts are mainly directed tothe clear-
ing of the tracke,of rolling stock,which is strung
along the line of the road for fifieenmtles below
the city, and having the city freights delivered.
All the workmen in the shops on this road re-
snmed work this morning. On both the Penn-
sylvania and Fort Wayne roads the ofticers have
notified the engineers aud flremen that they can
bave their old engines if they report for duty at
once. The opening of the blockade on the Fort
Wayne road wili open the Cleveland and Pitts-
burg and Pittsburg and Erie roads to business.
On the Allecheny Valley road the passenger
trains are arriving and departing on time, and it
is expected that freights will be started to-day.

The Pittsburg, Cincinnati and St. Louis road,
Pan Handle route, are running trains ag usual.
The home military are still under arms and the
forces under Gov. Hartranft maintain their po-
gitions at Twenty-eighth street. The Unitea
States troope are cncamped on the arsenal
grounde, and are comfortably situated in every
respect. Arrests of parties charged with
being engaged in the riot of Syuday of last
week are constantly being made by the mayor's
police.

The through treights stopped here iu
transit have all been moved, and ste freight
business is active.

Three men hailing from Baltimore were ar-
rested and incarcerated vyesterday. charged
with inciting to riot. Warrauts have beenis-
sued for many others. Four of Piukerton's
detectives have been busy spotting the ring-
lenders. A warraunti has also been issued for the
arrest of Jae, ¥. Milliken,, district attorney of
Blair. county, ard the deposed colonel of the
Fifth Regimenut. He is said to have openly en-
couraged the rioters to violezce in the fool-
hardy hope of making capital in his case for the
Legislature. He has al3o been arrested ou the
charge of compounding a felony.

Mayor Gilland aliowed the drinking saloous
to be opened this morning.

ScrANTON, Pa., July 30.—The Delaware
Lackawannph and Western railroad strike came
to an end tbis morning. Tne mayor notified
the men that the trains would run to-morrow if
it took the army to protect 1. They tiereupon
voted (82 to 9) to go back upon the single con-
dition that thestrikers should receive tinmuunity
for their action, ‘T'his was promiged them, and

trains bezan moving at ouve.

The miners, bowever, are doubly enragca,
and treat the men as cowards and women.
They vow they never will go back uutil wages
are raized. even if grass grows in the minea.
This threat has less force now that the pumyps
are at work and all dangers of flooding averted.

ATTACK UPON A PASSENGER TRAIN.

After all the trouble had been settled a pas-
senger train from Northumberland to Seranton
was stopped near Plymouth at 10 o’clock to-
pizht by a gang of five hundred armed men,
who dreve the engineer from his post, drew the
fire and switcbed the train on tothesiding. The

assengers in the train fled up the track to
g‘iymouth. .

ALLENTOWN, Pa,, July 30.—General Frank
Reeder, in reply to Corvner Goodhart, of Read-
ing, in regard {0 the &ring on the meh by the
militia nnder his command, says that no person
ordered him to fire nor did he fire, nor direct
any other perzon to flre npon the crowd. He
was ordered to releagc a train from the rioters,
and he proceeded in the direction of the scene
by a cut, and the way the firiug came about was
as follows: I moved my command in the di-
rection of the cut, but before reaching it we
were met by a large body of men whose violeut
gestures, coarse insults, vuspoken threats and
geaeral bearing suggested the propriety of halt-
ing the reziment, loading the pleces and mov-
ing the musiclans to the rear. Before entering
the cut we were saluted by the crowd with a
volley of stones and some pistol shots. We
moved down the cut, stoned at cvery etep hy a
yelling mob, without firing a shot or speaking a
word in reply to the shouts which almost deaf-
ened us, until we reached the second bridge.
During this march I, fseconded by all the
other officers of the command, constantly cau-
tioned the men not to fire, notwithatanding the
Iact that every step wa3 beinz marked by the
blood of the men aund that many ot the troops
had been knocked down by the flying stones.
Near the second bridee a eingie shot fired with-
out orders was the eivual fora dropping fire,
which, while doing little or no damage to the
mob of rioters, served to check the faxt-falling
shower of stones. Presging on, the command
reached Penn street, and was there confronted
by a large crowd of persons, who met us oy
hurling stones and firing pistols atthe regiment,
which were only stopped by what I have s1nce
learned was a very effective volley, which en-
tirely dispersed them.

“Not a single shot was fired by us on Penn
street, either up or down, nor was there a sincle
shot fired atter the last halt was,made by us on
Seventh etreet. Of nil the five cart loads of
stones which I heard the next day were col-
lected in the cut very few were throwu after the
first shot was fired. Most ol the stones were
of such size and weight that it is almost cer-
tain that strong arms were employed in the
work."

Gen. Reeder oxplams that his reason for
marching his men Ly way of the cut was to pre-
serve their alignments, ag they were raw troops
and under the pressure of the rioters might, if
marched through a broad street, have lost their
organization and become a mere mod them-
selves and st the mercy of the other mob.

A Committee of Train Stoppers De-
teated.

Mavucu CHUNK, Pa., July 80.—At an early
hour this morning & committee ot brakemien
from Penobscot, a town about thirty miles from
this place, endeavored to put a stop to'the
runaing of trains on the Susgnehanna Velley
railroad. Sheriff Randenbush organized a posse
aud without trouble started the traims. The
first New York mail since last Wednesday ar-
rived to-day.

Matters at Easton, Pa.

EasToN, Pa., July 30.—Trains that are run-
ning have a guard on each engine. Kight hun-
dred Penusylvaunia militia have been ordered to
Easton. Allis quiet, and railroad men are rap-
idly regaining confidence.

Canal Drivers on a Strike.

Warre Hair, N. Y., July 30.—The canal
drivers of White IIall Transportation Compauy
are on astrike, und it is reported that they will
arrive here at midnight in a body from the
south. Fears areapprchended that they may
commit some depredation, and fifty spectal po-
licemen have just been sworn 1to service.

Strategy of Jersey Strikers and
Seldiers.

Evzasere, N. J., July 80.—in New dJerscy
the strikers are quiet merely from the presence
of the military. At Phillipsburg, Hampton and
Washmgton ‘ireins are runniog regularly, and
the sirikers are trying to convince the military
that their presence is unnecessary, and the midi-
tary are trying to convince Gov. Bedle that such
is the case. he truth is, however, that in the
Lehigh valley there is no disporition ontae part
of the strikers to resume work,and no inteution
on the part of the railroads to resume business
unless tnere is a gepneral return to duty. ‘I'his can-
not take place in the Lehigh valley untii the dis-
turbances are permanently allaved in the min-
ing region. The troops will not be removed
) from Phillipsburg until the trains resumc their

trips in the Lehigh valley. The rdvort that tac
military will be withdrawn on Weduesday origi-
nates with the strikers, who are said to have in
view if the military is withdrawn a returnto
Phillipsburg and a stoppage of all trains.

The Situation at Chicago—Gen. Sher-
dan’s Opinion.

Cricago, 1., July 30.—But little trouble was
experienced this morning 1n resuming the order
of things prevailing before the labor disturb-
ance.

FOREIGNERS IN TURKISH AND RUSSIAN SER-
VICE.—It has been remarked as a,significant
fact that some of the best oflicers in both the
Russian and Turkish ermies are natives of
other countries. Ali the commanders who have
distimguished themselves in Turkey for years
past were foreigners, They were Hungarians,
Scotchmen, Poles and Englishmen. One of
them, who went under the name of Ibrahim
Aga, was originally an Edinburch gunsmith,
one Thomas Keith; and Hobart Pasha, the chief

* Turkish naval commander, is, as every one

knows, an Englishman of noble family, and
formerly belonring to the British navy, who
was a Confederate blockade runner in our own
civil war. Russia also, for a long period, has
had forciguners in her service. Whenever a
barbarous people opens its eyes sufliciently to
see the superiority of outside civilization it
may be put down ag in the way of progress.
Ttugsia has done this in regard to both civil
and military matters. Peter the Great of Rus-
£ia went to sea in person on several Dntch and
English ships 80 as to lcarn the practical part
of navigerion, and at Deptford afd London
worked with hig own hands as a carpenter and
blacksmith, and for some months studied the
gciences, so that Oxford gave him the degree
of D. C. L In 1696 he took 500 Enghish me-
chanics, engineers, &c.. to Russia, Benningsen,
who defeated Napoleon himself, was & German.
Other congquering leaders in the Russian arny
are Hanoverians, Hongarians and Poles. Gen.
Todleben, the best and most famous of Russian
engineers, whose great renius in his profession
60 long kept the allied armies at Sebastopol at
bay, was from Courland, one of thc Baltic
provinces of the Ruseian empire, the landed
proprietors of which are mostly German. As
illustrating the promimnent names of foreign
origin in both Turkey and Rusria an old mess-
room story is mentioned of an English inter-
preter who, while watching with delight the
meeting of a fierce-looking Russian general with
a shawled and bearded pasha, was suddenly
petrified by hearing Turk and Russian burst
forth simultanconsly: wEh, Donald Campbell!
are ye here?” «Lord help us, Sandy Robertson,
csn this be you?”

A strong reason has been given for the pre-
ference of foreiyners in Turkey, viz., the im-
possibility of trusting the natives. To what
extent this may exist in Russia we have no
means of knowing. There may be isolated
casges of official corruption there, but if the re-
port be true that the Czar lately had a com-
misgary shot for attempting fraud in the supply
of the troops, it would seem to Indicate that
ofiicial dishonesty is not as safe an enterprizse
there as in some other paris of the world.
Bribery, however, is said to be well nigh uni-
versal in the Turkish empire. It has frequently
resulted in the overthrow of Turkish troops by
their enemies. Constantinople has been spoken
ol in the words Jugurtha applicd to Rome: «A
city for sale when & purchaser comes.”” A mil-
itary critic, who has scen more of the Sultan’s
forces than most men, eaid:

“For more than a vear I had shared the for-
tunes of a Turkish army; I had seen the merits
of these poor,patient.staunch,anflinching troops
and the shortcomings of their corrupt and venal
officers. 1 knew—none better—now the Turk-
ish soidier has to bear hunger, thirst. privation,
ill-usage, arrears of , pay, and bear all without a
murmur. 1 have seen bim starved and cheated
that his colonel  might gorge, aye and drink to
intoxication of the forhiddenw ligmor; and I

wondered not (83 none who know the nation:

need wonder) that Russian gold wiil work its
way to the defeat, of a Turkish army far more
swiftlv than alf the steel that bristles” over the
thronging columns of the Muscovite."

This is not an encouraging outlook for the
future of Turkey. It offers, however, a solemn
admonition to other couniries calling them-
selves civilized. Official corruption not only
degrades national character, but saps the vitals
of its strength and leaves it an eagy prey to its
enemies,

THE JOHNSTOWN TRAP.—Of all the acts of
the rioters on the line of the Pennsylvania
railroad their attempt near Johnstown to
wreck a train filled with soldiers on their
way to Pittsburg was the most treacherous
and dastardly. The first trains, simiiarly
loaded, passed over the road without having
any serious trouble, and from this fact, which
wis probably telegraphed to the other sections
following slowly at some distance apart, there
Wwus every rcason to suppose that they, too,
wouid fiud the road unobstructed. ¥From the
accounts that reach us it seems to be quite evi-
dent that the Johnstown rioters permitted the
first trafns to pass quietly to lull suspicion,
and that they afterwards prepared 1 the vicin-
ity of the town the trap that wasto wreck the
second sectlon of the series of troop-bearing
trains and block the way of the others that
were behind. The trap consisted of & mis-
placed switch, a car loaded with brick, and
alongeide a steep embankment. Simple as the
device was 1t might have proved dreadfully de-
structive if the colonel in command had not
determined to halt the train just after leaving
Johustown and arrest the rioters who pcrsmted
in their attacks on it. His order came very
Bear to being too late. As it was, althongh
the engines were reversed, the locomotive and
tender and several cars were thrown off the
track and badly damaged, and Col. Hamilton
and sBveral of his soldiers badly bruised by the
concussion. It was a narrow cscepe.  But for
the slowing of the train many of the soldiers
nizht hme fost their lives and many others
been mangled and mutilated. If when they
were free of the wreck they had proceeded to
ehoot down the treacherons men who had lured
them to the edoe of destruction there are not a
few persons who would have said that the crime
justified so signal an act of retaliation. They
pursued a less enmmary, and, asothers will
Bay however, & nobler course, and but entirely
in keeping with correct discipline and cool
courace. They surronnded and arrested nearly
& hnudred of the rioters, and have since handed
them over to the civil authorities for trial,

BARBARITIES OF PriLaNTOROPY,—The sui-
cide of a London .gchoolboy, twelve vears of
age, has caused much talk in Xngland. The
little fellow had ran away from (/.1\|~L s Hos-
pital School, had been brought back and had
been ﬂoqzed. He ran away a second time and
was retaken, but while shut up in a room to
await another florging he hung himself. The
coroner's juryunde"ed a verdictof sitemporary
insanity.’

The verdict, however, has been ealled up in
the Honse of Commons. The head master of
the school denicd that the hoy was cruelly
treated. The boy himself, however, complained
that he had been systematically persecuted.
Some letfers written to the London Times by
old pupils of the school do not speak @il for
its discipline. A clereyman (Rev. A, A. W,
Day) gives a description of the flogeing at that
gchool which would produce a shudder even on
board a man-of-war. e says he has seen a
large and powerful man, one of the beadies,
split his own shirt sleeve with the violence he
used in flogzing a little lad of thirtecn years
of age. Auother cace is mentioned of a poor
child, a small and delicate Ind, who, for an offeusc
which another and larger Loy had compelled
him to commit for the big boy’s beneft, and
not for his own, had been flogged (while the
big boy escaped) till from his shoulder to his
waist there was one mass of lacerated flesh,.
the blood sticking to the shirt =o as to cause
agony in getting it off. There were pulled out
of his back at least a dozen pieces of birch rod
which had penctrated deep into the flesh. One
gentleman writes that the seven years which he
passed in this school were «years of misery
and suffering,” and that no consideration would
induce him to send his own sons there. Such
experiences are absolutely unknown in Ameri-
can schools. When irritated by the harsh,
domineering and cruel spirit practiced towards
boys and dependents in Great DBritain, we
should never cease to remember the tender
sympathies of British philanthropists towards
the alleged victims of oppression under the
old slavery regime in America as well as other
countries,

INCREASE IN THE IRON TRADE WiTH BRA-
71L.—A bark recently cleared from Wilmington,
Delaware, with a cargo of iron rails for Brazil,
and another vessel is soon to follow for the
same desiination freighted with a like cargo. A
Pennsylvania firm has secured a contract for a
large quantity of railroad iron, shipment to be
made at once. Orders are also on hand at Wil-
mington fora large number of cars for the Dom
Pedro 11. and other Brazilian railways. Ameri-
can locomotives are also gaining favor. Wheels
and other street railway materlal are being or-
dered in large quantities, The Railway World
regards these shipments as conclusive indica-
tions that this country i8 about to enjoy an in-
crease in the iron trade with the Brazilian em-
pire, and come into sharp and successful com-
petition with European ironmasters and manu-
facturers of railway eupplies who have hitherto
enjoyed an almost entire monopoly of this
trade.

- ———

HENRY MEIGGe, the Peruvian railroad con-
tractor, finding himeelf a heavy creditor to the
Peruvian government and unable to obtain a
settlement from the bankrupt treasury, has, it
is stated, taken hold of the public finances, re-
formed ubuees, regulated the revenue, snuaﬁed
the creditors and re-estahlished the credit of
the country. Mr. Meiggs is an American, and
figured largely in California ddxing its early his-
tory a8 a State,

Tnn le Frvl Pr.n Cmrr CITY Louz.-—It
is rare to ind in a journal which professes to
speak with intelligence or authority upoa finan-
cial matters a paragraph which betrays so much
ignorance as the following which we clip from
the New York Commercial Advertiser:

“We hearthat the city of Baltimore is in this
market for a loan, and that the banks and trust
companies have been iuvited into a syndicate
to take the whole amount. Tnev will not accept
the pr"posmou we believe, We donotsce why
they shoutd. Some of the banks had a poor ex-
perience in gotng in for the city of Cincinnati
7-30 loan some time ago. It was part of
$16,000,000 thrown away by the city to build a
road throngh the mountains of Eastern Ken-
tucky and Tennessee to Chattancoga. Theroad
was not completed, and canuot be given away to
pnmte capitalists bound to complete and equip
it. The bondholders are left with the prospect
of having their interest paid or postpcned, and
principal reimbursed or renewet! .in debased sil-
ver coln or unlimited irrcdeenrable treasury
paper. One of the authors of the whole scheme
was vesterday nominated for Governor of Ohio
on the broadestrepundiation platform. On thé
whole ogr bunkgrand trust companies had best
let Baltimore city go by."’

In the first place the city of Baltimore is
not in the Negw York market or in .any
other market ®seeking for a loan” in the
sense in which the Commercial Advertiser
uses the words. The new five million five

per cent, loan for which proposals have been :
invited, as required by the ordinance, by -ad--

vertisement in the New York as well as in the
newspapers of this city, is not a new loan in
the sense that it is an addition to the already
existing indebtedness of the city. It is not
even the authorized funding of a floating debt.
It is simply the renewal at a lower rate of in-
terest of an already existing loan. It is to
replace the five million water loan at 6 per
cent. interest, which matured in 1375, with a
new jssue at 5 per cent. free from SBtate and
city taxation. Issued under the authority of
an act of the State Legislature, and sanctioned
as the State constitution requires by the popu-
lar vote, 1t offers an investment equal in point
of security to any of the city loans. It is in
effect and in fact but the same thing which the
government of the United States is now sceking
to do by refunding at four per cent. its five-
twenty bonds, Iustead of weakening the city’s
resources’ or adding to its burdens the success-
ful negotiation of the new loan will strengthen
the one and lighten the other., For the rest
we need hardly say that repudiation theories,
open or covert, find mo advocates or footing
here. The 6 per cent. loan for which the new
5 per cent, loan is offered in substitution has
been the favorite investment of trustees, gnar-
dians and others acting under authority of the
equnity and orphans’ courtz. The banks and
trast companies will follow or not tbe Adver-
tiser’s advice as they please. The safety of the
investment which the Advertizer treats 8o igno-
rantly and so flippantly rests upon as sound a
foundation of credit as any municipal loan in
the country.

Mvcx Broop has been shed in the great
strike and much property destroyed. For the
property the citics interested wiil pay. and it
serves them right. Baltimore has known riots
for many years, and has never had a police force
able to suppress them. Very well; Baltimore
must pay, for every doliar destro"ed or stolen
the laws of Maryland make the city liable.~A.
Y. Public.

The journal from which we take the above
is a New York weekly of some financial and
commmercial repute. It is a sample of much
that has also been said recently In daily
papers to the eagtward in derogation of Balt1-
more. Neither of the statements made by «The
Public” is true. With the exception of the
sudden and passionate outburst on the
nineteenth of April, 1861, Baltimore has
had no riots, properly so-called, for many
years. There have been occasional disturb-
ances growing out of the excitement com-
mon to hotly contested elections, but simi-
lar ones have oceurrcd quite as frequently in
other large cities. The police, whenever they
have been called upon to repress disorder

:have done it, and their firmness and courage
-and efticiency were never more conspicuous

than in the recent railroad strike

«The Public” in a jaunty way tells its read-
erg that «for every dollar of property destroyed
or stolen the laws of Maryland make the city
of Baltimore liable.”” Now it 80 happens that
the lawe of Maryland do po such thing. If our
city authorities were charged with the suppres-
sion of riots and neglected to use their best
efforts to put them down the city might be held
amenable in damages. But as the police and
the military are both Btate organizations, and
not under the control of the mayor and city
council, although the police force is paid by
the city, it is difficult to see how the city could
be made to pay for property destroyed or in-
Jjured by rioters, even if both the police and the
military, instead of acting promptly, as was
the case, had failed to do their duty. But the
law of Maryland provides that where there has
been no neglect there shall be no case for dam-
ages. Take it, therefore, either way, it is evi-
dent that Baltimore bas incurred no liability.

WasHINGTON. July 30, 1877.
Washington Schuetzenfest.

The Washington Schuetzenfest began to-day.
The Schuetzen Verein tixed its headquarters at
Mayer’s Hotel, on Pennsylvania avenue, near
Four-and-a-balf street. A delegation from Bal-
timore, cousisting of Wm. Frank, president of
the Baltimore Schuetzen, and Messrs, Amber-
lacg, Ackers, Quash, Seipp, Sutz and Hoffman,
arrived before the opening of the festivities.
and were conducted to headquarters by a com-
mittee of the Washington Schunetzen.

The procession formed at eleven o’clock, and
under Chief Marshal J. Gatto and Assistant
Marshals Ernstein, Kiine and Helmus, moved
up the avenue in the following order: Mounted
police, Marine Band, flag bearers, with Ameri-
can and German flags, and the ensign of the
verein. The schuetzen king in a carriage
drawn by ponies and followed by the members
of the schuetzen in carrtages. Car containing
8 representation of the Goddess of Liberty and
Germarnisa, guarded by the Schuetzen Cadets.
Mise Killian personated Liperty and Miss Con-
radi Gtermania. The line closed with chariots
containing the performers at the fest and mem-
bers of the verein. The procession moved in
review before the President at the executive
mansion, and then proceeded to the Schunetzen
Park. where in eating, drinking soberly ana
making merry the verein and its gnests passed
the opening hours of the fest.

WESTMINSTER, Md., July 30, 1877.

Our town has been in an intense rtate of ex-
citement to-day. Last night the sierifi of the
county. James W. White, and his deputies met
at Wheeler’s Hotel and reported thxta sutficient
number of men had been summoned to answer
the call ¢f the Goveruor, and that all bad been
ordcred to report this morning at nine o'clock.
Long before th it hour the men began to arrive
from all parts ot the county, and at the appoint-
ed time the full quota of two hundred men had
reported «t hradquarters. Sheriff White imme-
diately telegraphed to the Governor that he had
two hundred men, but that they were without
food. arms or transpertation, askmg tor advice
and orders how to proceed. No reply being
received, the gheriff snmmoned the posse to the
court-hounse, where he called the roll, allanswer-
ing prompt!y io their names. "I'te men, how-
ever, refused to waarch, aud the proposition to
obthin substitutes was also refused.

Many of the men had come thinking that
Westminster was threatered by a mob, and
that they were reguired to protect it. Finding
that to be & false nlarm, and various wild ru-
mors having been freeiy ~irculated amongst them
the excitement became intense, and the men
threatened to fight rather than march.

At thig point State’s Attoruey Henning ad-
vised Sheriff White to procure as many volun-
teers as pogsible »nd pro2eed at once to the Bal-
timore and Obio raliroad. This course was
adopted, a8 it was founrd impossible to move
the men from town, 7nd the sheriff, accompa-
nied by twelve volunteers, proceeded at once to
Mi. Arry. A nvmber of frichtened women and
children accompauied the men to Westminster.
Nothing having *2en heard from the Governor
the men have retaraed to their homes,

Labor Troubies in the Maryland Coal
Regions,

THE CANAL BOATMEY’S STRIKE—IMPENDING
STRIKE OF MINERS—BURNING OF A CANAL
STEAMER, ETC.

[Reported for the Baltimore Sun.}

A meeting of canal boatmen, held at Sir John's
Run last Fridav, appointeda committee o come
to Baltimore and confer with Mr. A. P. Gorman,
president of the canal, and the presidents of the
varions coal companies. If correctly under-
stood the meeting wis uuder the impression
that Mr. Gorman had invited such committee to
meet him, but iu this they labored under misap-
prehension. Mr. Gorman, it i3 understood, con-
sidering the boatmen aud .he coal companie:
the intcrested parties in the ¢uestions at issue,
did not think the canal officery could take part
in a conference. JEe-vestsrday, however, after
CAnsultation with coal compary presidents and
others in Baltimore, decided to meet the com-
mittee, and notified them at Cumberland to that
effect, and fixed & timec for the conference.

The committee of the boatmen is as follows:
Mr. Harrison, of Hancovi, Maryland Co.; James
Reid, of Cumberland, Hamp<hire and Baltimore
Coal Co.; W. H. Boyer, Consviidation Coal Co.:
Jackson Hooker, American Co.: Thomas Donel-
1y, Borden Co.; John McCall, New Central Co.

Shippers are to be asked to name the best
rates they can pay for the remainder of the sea-
8on, the boatmen to state the lowest rate at
which they will cariy coal, and they expect the
canal company will indicat: whether any reduc-
tion will be made to meet the case. The canal

‘bogtmen buve been on a strike for nearly two
months,

The intellirence received in Baltimore by
coal company oiticlals yesterday from the Cum-
berland mining region was not reassuring.
The miners on Saturday agitated the question
of demandibg an increase of pay from 50 cents a
ton, as at pregent, to 65 conts, or ap advance of
80 per cent. over present rates, and 50 per cent.
more than is paid inthe Ciearficld reglons. Dis-
patches stated instances in which miners were
driven from tneir work yesterday vy turbulent
parties who wish to precipitate a strike.

Mr. C. ¥. Mayer, president of the Consolida-
tion Coal Company, the niost important in the
Camberland rezicn, said in conversation that
interruption in minyz at tbis juncture would
be particularly unfortunate. The railroad strike
bas left the; markets bure of bituminous coal,
and for the next twoor three weeks the mi-
pers and raiJroad men (who now need a chance to
earn full wages) would have as much as they
could do to supply the demand. The Clearfield
mines are in operation, and coal from there is
moving to the seavearl, while the Cumberiand
miners are idle and demanding an increase of
wages, which there is no poseibility of their re-
ceivina.

Before the war, Mr. Mayer says, Cumberland
miuers worked for 18, 20, 25 and 30 cents a ton.
During the war period ot hirh prices they re-
ceived 15 cents, aud aficr that, aud until last
February, were paid 65 cents. Formerly the
Broadtop mines were tae ouly ones from which
bitominous coal camec in enmpetition with the
Cumberland, and tLe latter had control of the
markets. But after a wiile the Clearfield re-
gion was developed, and since then Cumber-
land coal has met a most ac.ive competitor.
While the Cuamberland miners were receiving
65 cents a ton those in the Clearfleld region
were working for 40 cents in a six-toot vein,
and Clearfield was underselling Camberland in
the market:. Early in 1577 it was found neces-
gary 1o cut dowu the iolls for carrying Cumber-
land coal, and tie mincrs were asked to work
for 50 cents & ton. They struck against the re-
daction, and in the month they were idle Ciear-
tield coal ruled tie markets, und 150,000 tons of
it were sold. When tie miners at leagth ac-
cepted the situation the Cumberlund region had
lost many goud customners, and Ciearfield has
rince been put down lower. and the competition
is sharper than evur. While the Canmberland
miners were yesterday talking about etriking
the Clearfield usgzeunts in Baltimore, in prose-
cuting thewr legitimate business, were hard at
work trying to sell their coal to cousumers and
shipperg, oflering to deliver fn any quantity and
at all places.

Mr. Mayer further says the great mass of the
miversunderstand the situationand are anxious
to work, but a few disaffected wen have more
mfluence than oue hundred couscrvative peo-
ple. The miners for vue of the companies have
offered to work for 40 cents a ton it steady work
be given them. But this i3 not possible, be-
cause there is pot the demand for the coal to
justify it.

In referring to the alleged grievance of the
minoers that they are required to furnish more
than the required weight of coal to a car, he
said noneof the prominent companies had ever
demanded anything of the sort. Coal laden cars
can not be weighed to the pound, and a company
loading 2,000 toms a day, sometimes, cannot
carry on business if a car here and there is 50 or
100 pounds short, and for the facilitating of op-
erations mnst have cars loaded full weight.

He considered the strike of the canal bost-
men, who had closed up the canal for weeks and
shut off that outlet to tidewater, a misjudged
and foolish movement. le thought the turbu-
lent element in the regionwassmall. and hoped
to hear that at the meeting of miners to be held
to-day they and their propositions will be repu-
diated, and the men who are willing and anxious
to work will be able to do 20 atonce, Inthe
event of a general strike operations will be dis-
continned everywhere, and when the gettlement
does come it will fxrobably approximate the
status of the Clearfield region. ‘I'he statements
of the Cumberland cosl companies show that
the pest 2ix months their profits did not average
ten cents a ton.

At Nashville, Tenn., yesterday, United States
Marshal Wheat notified the strikers at the shops
of the Southeastern road that all who wanted
to return to work must do so to-day. and others
will bave to seek employment elsewhere. Any
interference with trains will subject them to
arrest.

THE SIXTH REGIMENT ARMORY RIOT.

Coroner’s Investigation on the Dead
of July 20—Sworn Testimony as to
the Emeute—The Part the Militia
Played in the Affair, &c.

{Reported for the Baltimore Sun.)

The jury of inquest, W. A, Dean, foreman,
summoned by Dr. E. R. Walker, coroner, to in-
vestigate the canse and circumstances of the
death of ten men, killed in the riot on HFriday
nicht, July 20, met ‘yesterday at the middle
volice station and began their investigation.
W. C. N. Carr and Wm. F. Campbell, assistant
State’s aitorneys, conducted the examination of
witnesses.

Mrs. Anna S. Mabbett. northeast corner Front
and Fayette streets, was the first witness sworn.
She testified that she saw individoal soldiers
attacked on their way to the armory. She
learned of the shooting of ‘t'hos. V. Byrne afier
the soldiers had gone, and found a pool of his
blood on her pavement.

Clarence Peters, Colonel Sixth Regiment,
sworn.—Monday, July 16, I was sent for by Gen.
Herbert, and reported to bim at 6 P. M. He
gave me orders to hold my command in readi-
ness at a moment’a notice, for he had a consul-
tation with Gov. Carroll, and trouble was feared
from the strikers; it was arranged that should
the command be called out suddenly notice
would be given by the military alarm. 1 called
together my officers and notified them to in-
struct the men to look out for military call
1—-5—1. A meeting of the officers was held
Wednesday evening at the armory; heard noth-
ing more till Friday, at the western police sta-
tion, when a telegraph came from the central
station ordering out the Sixth Regiment; drove
for my adjutant and commissary, and sent no-
tice to the other ofticers; reported to Gen. Her-
bert, and received the followine orders:

Headguarters First Brigade, Maryiand Na-
tional Guard, Baltimore, July 20, 1877.—Col.
Clarence Peters, Commanding Sixth Regiment,
L. A.—8ir: I have just received ordcrs from the
Governor of Maryland to proceed with the Fifth
Regiment infantry to Camberland, In case [
should need more troops he has ordered me to
have you hold your regiment under arms. Please
have them assembled at your armory as soon as
poseible, Jaues R, HERBERT,

Brigadier General Commmaunding.

Headguarters rirst Brigade, Maryland Na-
tirnal Guard, Baitimore, July 20, 1877.—Col.
Clarence Peters, Sixth Regiment., L. A.—S8ir:
Send two full companies to report to me at 8
o'clock sharp, at Camden Station, this evening,
it fuil marching orders, aud each man 40 rounds
of ammunition. James R. HERBERT,

Mzj. Gilmor then came in, and said that Gen.
Herbert had ordered me to 8cud two very fall
companies or three, at my discretion; sent three,
with thirty-eight men to & company; before the
iast order was reccived Gen. Herbert sent for
me, and I asked him that I might go with my
command; he said no, he wanted me to remain

in Baltimore, and if nhe wanted me he wouid tele-

graph for me at 6 o’clock the next morning;
then wrote him an official note asking him to al-
low me to go; he declined; Gen. Herbert or-
dered me to send word to him at 6.30 P. M. bow

many men 1 had; Itold him I did not think I

could get the men ready before 9 or 10 P. M.;

then had twenty-two men and six officers; he

concluded to sound the alarm, which was done
at 6.45 P. M., aud the wen came from all diree-
tions; sent to Capt. Lannan, middle police sta-
tion, for five or six officers. as a large crowd was
collecting about the armory,and the streets
were crowded and blocked; ammunition was
distributed, and the men were formed in rolid
c¢olumn ready to move; the crowd outside was
getting noisy and uzly; broucht the command
down stairs 1n charge of Capts. Tapper, Fallon
and Duffy: as soon as the armory doors were
opened a shower of brickbats came in and two
aoldiers were knocked down ou the staire: pistol
shots were fired, and the street was full of peo-
vle for four squares around; when the shower
of stones came some of the soldiers
brought their gcuns down and fired;

Iran dowo, pushed their guns up and stopped

the firing; the crowd gave way at the ticring, but

were hooting, i‘?uing, and there was great dis-
order among $hem; the firing was not done at
word of command, for no order to fire was given;
know of no order to fire given betore or atter;
saw several citizeus fall at the firat volley; no
onc had anidea at first that there was going to be
the slightest trouble, though officers and men as
they came in the armory reported that they had
been roughly handled by the crowd on the
sirect; & military cuard at the door was called
in as it was thought that by care and judgment
all trouble would be averted; eucceeded jn get-
ting Capt, Tapper's compauy together og ihe
streef, when they were attacked again and pig
tols fired at them; the soldiers commenced firirg
without orders agatn; ran out and stopped them

rami thought that the other company, Capt.

2 £ jlovgmg. but they were not
ye%ggﬁt.; %Eﬁ% %:m 82 Trout street to Gay
street, and only fired two or three shol¥
there was no firing from the armory windows;
I was there all the time, and had there been
firing from the windows I would have known it;
the men who remained in the armory had no
ammuuitiou at all; the windows were broken,
some by stones, and in the upper stories by pis-
tol shote; 1 went across Fayette street with the
first company, but escaped the missiles; four
soldiers were brought into the armory all badly
hurt with stones; two soldiefs tell on the steps
of the armory before a gun was fired: the stones
came half way up tbe steps when thrown
through the doorway; 68 men were left in the
armory; heard no order from any officer to the
men to fire; Capt. Tapper was 1n command of
the detachment; I might have said to the sol-
diers, “Go forward and fight like men,” but I
have norecollection of it; there was no hesita-
tion amoug the men, they moved down to the
door in perfect orter: I should not hesitate
under guch circumstances agein to give orders
to five; I thought the men in the first company
iuimminent danger of their lives, and I thin
now they were in greater danger than I thousht
then.

Wm. H. Tapver, captain company I, sworn.—
Col. Peters ordered me to take the detachment
to Camden Station; sixteen rounds of ammuni-
tion were distributed to each man; soldiers
coming into the armory reported that they had
been attacked and gtoped; we went down th
stairs in two ranifd; half way down the stairs
balted the men and went down to open the door,
which was fastened; as soon a8 I opened the
door a shower of brickbats were thrown in;
Sergeant Wm. Judd was knocked down on the
stairway, some of my soldiers then fired, shoot-
ing over my head; when I got my comvany on
the street I had to reform it,as the men had
loat their places; after the company was formea
Iordered them to fix bayonets, double quick
time, and wheeled around into Baltimore street;
ordered them to stop firigg repeatedly; no order

was given them to luvad or fire; went
from the bridge to the market on
the double quick, and then ordered

them to shoulder arms; atter we got to Holliday
street some officer or bystander requested me
to order them to fire in the rear,but 1 zave no
order to fire; at Light stircet the flring ceased,
and we marched to Camden Station without
further trouble; I could not see who did the
firing, but I remember once saying, “For God's
sake, men, quit firing;” at Holliday street Capt.
Fallon’s company was put on the left of mine,
and formed one company front, covering the
whole streel; heard frequent regorl.s of pistols
in therear of the company; at Camden Station
shots and bricks wecre fired, but we had not
much dificgity; &hiﬁ‘ y-five men reported at the
depot, thirty-eight léAving the arnidry; all my
officers were there; did not sec any shots fired
from the armory window; did not hear any one
in the street say **don’t fire from the windows;"
threats weie made by the crowd that not a man
shonld issue from the armory alive; I was repeat-
edly appealed to to halt my company and fire; the
men loaded and fired as they went along; they car-
ried breech loaders, which can be loaded in any
position; the crowd seemed to number 4.000 or
5,000 people: I believe that if the firing had not
commenced the men could never have rctained
their muskets; did not see Col. Peters outside
the armory, though he might have been there;
did nothear him say ‘“Go on, and fight like men;”
corner Front and Fayette streets heard a man
pay “*They are using nothing but blauk cart-
ridges, close in upon them;” the armory doors
open tnside. six feet from the foot of the stair-
way, and the men had to stand on the stairs,
which are about five feet wide.

d. C. Fallon, captain of Company F., sworn.—
Was ordered to march my company down behind
Capt. Tapper; when he opened the door saw a
storin of brickbats hurled in and pistol shots
fired; marched out twenty feet behind Captain
‘Tapper and found u half of my men with me;
saw one soldier knocked insensible; the men re-
turned the fire at the mok; I cave no orders to
foad or fire; at Camden Station 18 men re-
ported out of 86, and the first lientenant was
missing; on Beitimore street two men were
knocked scnseless with brickbats and were
carried off for dead; we might possibly have got
to Camden Station without firing, but the men
did it in self-defense; had we been able to get in
line in order no firing might have been necessa-
ry, but the men got into wrong places,and when
any order was given the men had the wrong
numbers; saw Col. Peters at the head of the
steps when we went down, but did not gee him
outside; I thought the soldiers were in great
danger of their lives; we went on the double-

unick from Front street to the bridge, the men

ring in an irregular sort of way; neard some
one gay, ‘**Give 'em b—lI, boys, they are firing
nothing but biank cartridges;” saw one soldier
step out of the rear rank and fire corner Balti-
motre and Light streets; on the north slde of
Baltimore street there was a mob of forty or
fifty persons to Liberty street: the crowd grew
smaller after we left South street: saw only a
few persons on the gtrest independent of the

mob.

Charles Russell, officer at the penitentiary,
sworn.—Found a large crowd at tnearmory on
my way home, corner of High and Fayette
streets, at 6 P. M. Friday; from my house I
watched the crowd and saw distictly firing from
the armory windowe on both Fayette and Froat
streets; am very positive of this; could not see
whether soldiers did the firing, but the shots
came from third-story windows; saw more than
a half dozen shots, but none uantil the firing
began outside of the armory.when both soldiers
and mob were firing; the first firing I saw was
by soldiers on the street; did not see firing to-
wards the armory, nor brickbats thrown at the
armory; the crowd was quiet when 1 passed
through it at 6 P. M.; my house ia 300 feet from
the armory.

William D. McAllister, No. 49 Hillen street,
sworn.—Waa standing at clothing store corner
Baltimore and Front streets when I saw a rush
of citizens, and looked up and saw shots fired
by the Sixtnh Regiment; stcod there till they got
nearer, when I retreated up Baltimore street
and ran up the stairway of Druid Hal, Balti-
more and Gay sireets; from the window I saw
the soldiers fire up and down Frederick and Gay
streets; saw one soldier, with long whiskers, in
the rear rank, up with his musket and fire, I
thought, into the drug store Gay and Baltimore
streets; 25 or 80 men were following them; raw
no shoté fired to the south side but ali to the
north; the soldiers did not fire at the men throw-
ing stones at them but ahead of them; did not
sce many stones thrown and heard no pistol
shots; there was cousiderable excitement againat
the military, and I heard several eay ‘‘that the
military ought not to go, but ought to let the
strikers have their own way.” .

Captain John Lannan, middle district police,

sworn~At TP, M, Ireceived a note from Col.

Peters asking for a detaflaf five policemen at
the armory; eent him six men and held three in
reserve; Sergeant Rowe came insometime after-
wardsand sald he feared trouble there; I went
down there and stones were hurled at the
armory door as 1 paseed in; did not wait to
gee Colonel Peters, as he was arrranging
big men, but went out again, another
voliey of stones bheing fired at the door
as [ went ont; the crowd numbered 2.500 or 8,000
people; heard tireats made by the mobdb against
the soidiers; went back to station and met
Deputy Marshal Frey and received ordera to
stop the detail from the northeastern district
for Camden station at the armory; met three sol-
diers who couldn’t get into the armory and sent
them to the station; heard no pistol firing at the
armory; about 8 P. M. went to Baltimore street
along Worth, and the soldiers had passed up;
fouud three men shot corner Baltimore and
Holliday streets; went back to the armory but
the crowd had gone; no firing was reported
from the armory windows, and‘Serceaut Rowe
reported no firing up to the time he left; do not
think I could have cleared the rtreet with fifty
oflicers had the mob been disposed toward as
the way they were toward the soldiers: think I
could have taken fifty policemen through the
crowd, such as it was, without nsing pistols; [
think that the poldiers at the armory were in
danger of their lives.

Policeman Albert Whitely, aworn.—Wag sta-
tioned at the armory; went there at 6.20 P. M.,
and siw parties throwiug bricks and stones,
with Geo. Kirby and Ned Crane leading the riot;
heard pistols fired after the soldiers came down;
heard threats as “*Let’s go in boys and take them
onut;” the soldiers were in danger, and were at-
tacked when they came down 8tairs with etones
and bricks; the mob fired first and tbe soldiers
returned the fire with their muskets; saw no
firing from the third story windows of the
armory, but eaw one shot fired from the second
etory when the soldiers were coming down;
think the soldiers would have been overpowered
had they not used their muskets, and were jues-
tified in firing.

Policeman Henry Roberte, sworn.—Was de-
tailed at the armory at 7.15 P. M.; found two or
three thousand pceople there; the crowd was
largely composed ot the rough element; found
gome {adies and children there and advised them
to go home; took charge of the armory door,
from which the sentineis were driven in and
beaten: four officers opened a ten-foot square
here, with one on each corner; bricks were
thrown and the mob pressed on us; when the
soldiers started down the stairs several of the
crowd cried, ‘*Here they come; pbow give it to
‘em; kill 'em; dox’t let em out,” &c.; six files
got oat, and in the eighth file one soidier was
knocked down. and the soldiers then fired; heard
pisiol shots before the soldiers fired; 3aw the
soldiers fire twelve or fifteen shots into the air;
the last company fired only a few scattering
shots; saw men firing pistols at the soldiers on
the street; tock charge of Byrne’s body, and
afterwards went to Camden Station.

Policeman James Jamieson, sworn.—Was de-
tailed at the armory to “*keep the boys back.”
A crowd of boys were gathered there and threw
Btones at the door; when the soldiers came down
stairs they fired a volley; thought they were
firing blank cartridces: went down Front street
with them; a soldier tell in the ranks and I
picked up his gun for him; do not think there
was a pistol shot fired by the crowda: did not see
any flring irom the armory windows; did not
hear anything said against the soldiers, thouzh
some were hurrahing for the strikers; did pot
consider the soldjers in danger of their lives
when they fired their muskets; considered my-
self in more danger than the soldiers were; the
stones I saw were smal! and would kill no one;
8aw no stones thrown in the door when the sol-
diers were coming out of the armory; I think
that if the soldiers bad come ont and said some-
thing to the crowd they could with our assis-
tance have marched off without firing and with-
out danger tothemselves: the greater part of the
crowd was boys; nearly all the men I saw there
were quiet and doing nothing.

Policeman Oliver Kenly,s worn.—Was station-
ed at the armory and saw bricks thrown every
two or three minutes; most of the stones were
fired by boys, but there were a good many
roughs in the crowd; 1 think that if the soidiers
had come out and charged on the crowd with
fixed bayonets they could have marched off
without shooting; Col. Peters came out of
the armory behinad the soldiers; did not see him
come out before, and I;was stationed close to
the door. .

Policeman John J. Healy, sworn.— Was at the
corncr of Baltimore and Calvert streets and
saw the soldiers coming up and firing; heard
the commmand given to halt, wheeland fire, after
a soldier was knocked down with a brick; conld
see no crowd though there might have been one
behind the soldiers: one man was killed when
the soldiers fired near Light street.

Policeman Bartholomew Manning was sworn,
and exhibited a stone, weighing a bhait pound,
which he took from one of the pockets of Otto
Manecke, one of the mea killed, when his body
was brought to the station. This man, it is be-
lieved, was killea by the last fire near Light
gtreet, e w

Peliteman JoUt Devine, sworn.—Was at thg
armory, saw the soldiers attacked and heard
threats made that the soldiers weuld never
leave the armory alive; saw the soldiers fired
upon a8 they came down the stairs; saw no fir-
ing from the armory windows; think the sol-
diers were in danger of great bodily barm, but
perhaps not in danger of thetr lives.

Policeman Lawrence Ward gave similar testi-
mony, and thought that the crowd was in sym-
pathy with the rioters and against the militar

James Hopkins, snperintendent of the Sout
Baltimoreline City Passenger railway, sworn.—
Was standing on Baltimore street, between
Calvert and North streets, and heard some one
in the ranks say, “Give it to ’em, boys.” Did
not think there was any necessity for such an
order at that time; heard some one on the street
hurrah for the strikers.

The jury of inquest then adjourned tlll 10
o’clock to-day.

Serions Accident on the Philadelphia,
Wilmington and Baltimore Railroad.—
The New York and Washington express south,
due at Wilmington, Delaware, at 12.44 yester-
day afternoon, met with an accident at Brandy-
wine station, near Brandywine bridge, on the
suburbs of Wilmington. One of the passenger
coaches was wrecked and sixteen passengers
wers injured, but only two or three of them
were seriously hurt. The train consisted of en-
gine No. 73, baggage car and three coaches. The
accident wag cansed by a cow which ran across
the track just as the engine passed over the
bridge, and was struck by the locomotive. She
was dragged for some distance and mangled
under the passenger cars. The second and
third coaches were thrown from the track. The
second car wae badly wrecked, The train was
moving siowl{ at the time, and was scon
checked. W.T. Wolff, conductor, and Edward
Parsons, engineer of the train, escaped injury.
Mrs. Supplee, wife of J. F. Supplee, 5t Mc-
Mecken st., Baltimore, had her left arm broken
and was otherwise seriously injured. She was
ir delicate health before the accident, and it is
feared the shock to her system will be very se-
rions. She was taken into a house near by the
scene of the accident and attended by physi-
cians. She seemed to be g0 serions} h‘e‘x;m that
her husband telegraphed for Dr. H. M. Wilson,
of Baltimore, the family physician, who went
to Wilmingtou last evening in obedience to the
summons. Mrs. Supplee was traveling in com-
pany with her mother, Mrs. J. E. Cochran, her
husband, child and servaut, returning home to
Baltimore from Ocean City. Mrs. Cochren,
who lives at 321 Madison avenue, Baltimore,
and the child and servant of Mrs, Supplee were
all slightly injured.

H. A.Wells, freight agent of the Baltimore aud
Ohio raiiroad. No. 149 Dolphin street, had one
of hig feet badly crushed, and it was thought
amputation would be bpecessary. Mrs. Pollard,
Eulaw street, Baltimore, above Hoffman street,
was badly bruised about the breast. and one of
her chitdren was elightly bruised, On reaching
Baltimore they were attended at President-
street depot by Dr. Houck, and afterwards re-
moved to their homes in a carriage.

Jdoseph Seistine, & Cuban, had hiz left leg
bruised, and was also attended by Dr. Houck.

Two passeugers who were slightly bruised
went to the drug storc of Dr. Kelly, corner of
Exeter and Bank streets, but their injurics
were 80 slight as not Lo require medical atten-
tion.

Wm. Arm, Georgetown, D. C., Miss Freeman,
Brooklyn, N. Y., Rev. John McNabb, of Vir-
ginia. are among others slightly hurt.

It required about an hour to clear the track of
the wreck, and the train, which should have ar-
rived at President-street depot, Baltimore, at
3.30, did not reach its.destination until 4.35. The
accident caused considerable excitement among
persons in this city who had friends on the
train, and it was at first reported to be much
worse than it really was.

The Improved Basin.—Mayor Latrobe yes-
terday paid a visit to the wharves along the
bazin and expressed gratification npon the ap-
parent disappearance of the well-known odor
gince the drainageof the sugarrefineries has been
cut off. Someone suggested to his honor that
the heavy rains of a few days past might have
effected a purification of the basin water, but
the mayor felt assured that the improvement
was due to the removal of the reficery drainage,
and if this had not been done the stench during
the Iate heated term, with soutbeast winds,
would have been almost Intolerable. The im-
pression seems general that the improvement in
the water is very noticeable, and that bare-
legged boys will soon be fishing from the wharf
posts with a piece of twine and a bent pin.

Melon and Peach Trade—A fleet of
schooners and pungies loaded with watermelons
and canteleups was at Light-street wharf yester-
day. They were nearly all cleared out before
the day’s business closed. About 80,000 eold for
$8 to $12 a hundred, and the 50,000 canteleups at
$1 50 to $2 a hundred. Much of this etock was
distributed to points on the Baltimore and OLio
and Northern Central railroads as far North as
Eimira, and West to Pittsburg, Wheeline, &c.
Peach receipts were llmited as usnal on Mon-
days, and prices were firm at §1 50 to $2 a box,
some being taken for shipment. All good
peaches will hereafter doubtiess bring remune-
rative prices.

Suit Against a Bank.—Sult was entered
yesterday in the Court of Common Pleas by
Catharine Klare to recover $360, deposit and in-
terest, in the German Bank_of Baltimore.

Workingmen's Movement— 4 Meeting at
Rechabite Hatl.—A meeting of “working peo-

le who sympathize in the efforts of their fel-
ow totlers to obtain justice,’’ as the published
call wordea it, was held last night at Rechabite
Hall, which was well filled when the meeting
was at its heizht with well aressed, superior
looking mechauics and ethers. Jae. P. Wright,
shoemaker, was selected for pregident; Charles
Luke, ¥. H.-Woody,Bentamin Yorkel and Frank
Blanchard, vice-gresidents; George R. Graham,
Enos R. Banks, Samuel W. Pierce and John R.
Rholeder, secretaries.

The trades largely represented were shoe-
makers, iron molders, ship carpenters, tin can-
makers and others.

A committee of Geo. Graham, frank Blanch-
ard, John Walker, Joseph Pedro, Henry Banks,
John T, Greenand C. W. Taylor reported reso-
lutions in substance as tollows:

Whereas the working people of various
branches of trade are rising en masse to de-
mand their just rights. and the authorities of
the United States and several of the States
have arrayed themselves on the side of capital
ard against labor; therefore

Resolved, That the working people of Balti-
more heartily sympathize with the iaborers
who are striving to get a just reward for their
services, and that we will stand by them 1n the
righteous but unequal stroggle to the end.

Resolved. That the attempts of some of the
press to magnify the strike into a revole of com-
munists is an iosult to the intelligence of the
people.

The calling into service ot the military forces
of the State, causing the death of several inuo-
cent citizens, is deserving of censure by all or-
der-foving people.

That as tEe Maryland billof rights recognizes
the right to alter our form of government and
society, resolved that immediate steps be taken
to form a labor lyceum by having a meeting
called in each ward to organize for work
promptly.

Aresolution was adopted to have five delegates
from each ward sent to & city convention to or-
ganize the movemens, and also that no partisan
address this meeting.

Mr. Wright, the president, said that he had
no sympathy with rioters, but he had with the
strikers. If thatred tape affair, 1-5-1, had not
been struck there might have been no riot. Had
the police alone been called on and these shoul-
der-strapped gentry Kept at home tbere would
have beenr no dead men atong Baltimore sireat
in the tracks of the military, aud there would
bave been no camps of soldiers now on guard.
[Applause.] Police Marshal Gray is a very
good and competent officer, and should have
beea left to des] with the disorderly with his
police force, which is a good force if properly
handled. Butthe police were put under the or-
ders of the military, [applause,] and their use-
fulners lost.

Uriah Garber, shoemaker, sa1d they had only
to look in the faces of workinz men to see de-

icted want and ruffering there. [Applanse.]
Why is this? It i8 because the State fosters
large corporations. We see everywhere ex-
changes for capitalists—corn and flour, shoe
exchanges, cattle exchanges, &c. But do you
see any labor exchanges? [Applause.] He ques-
tioned the congtitutional authority of the Presi-
dent of the United Siates to send the army of
the United States here at the order of John W.
Garrett. Was there such a state of insurrec-
tion here as the constitution warrants the call-
ing on the general government for aid? ‘Who is
this John W. Garrett that he can supersede the
Governor of the State and say to the President,
*Protect myroad!” Inthe name of allthe gods
I ask “qun what meat doea this our €wxear teed
that he dotb bestride the world like a colossns,
and we petty men walk under him?' [ Applause.|
Lord have mercy on these nabobs if we ever
get the advantage, If we don’t make them snort!
[Applause.] We don’t intend to do it by bayo-
nete. We will do it by paper bullcts. [Ap-
plause and laughter.] We will go and take the
city hall. {Applause.] Those men have been
there long enough at our expense. And we will
go further. We will take the capital, and we
will run the general governent for the good of
the peovle. [Applanse.] The workingmen of
the country have brains enough to do it, as we
will show them. |Applause.] The capitalist
has his sense in his pocket, the laboring man in
hig bead. [Applause.]

J. K. Milnor, formerly a saddler and member
of the school board, and at present president of
the Maryland Fire Ingurance Company, said it
was twenty-three years since he threw down
his tools, not because newas ashamed of his
trade, but to save his family from starving. The
way Lo remedy your grievances is not by strikes,
not by riots, but by the ballot. Don’t let it be
the democratic party, don’t let it be the repub-
lican party, don’t let it be the reform [inter-
rupted by a storm of applausc] party, but the
workingman's party. [Applause.]

Cephas Bheckles, a raiiroad striker, said he
was oue among those present. He was & striker.
{Applause.] He is one of the committee which
hag been fighting so faithfully for the rights and

rivileres of the laboring man. | Applauge.]

ower has trampled the mechanic down; capiful
has trampled him down. ([Applaase.] I feel it
my privilege, said he, to teil you that the papers
do not tell you what is true when they tell you
that the blood that was shed in your streets was
shed Ly the strikers. I tell vou there would
have been no innocent blood ghed if the military
had not been called out. Why is it that these
soldiers have been sent against us? 1t is be-
cause we have asked for bread for our families.
What is life worth to & man who demands bread
for his little ones and cannot get 1t? As for me
1 feel that life will be n burden tome if Iam to
lose this fight with capital. Rather than fail in
it I for one would rather die weltering in blood.
{Avplause.] Ilardest of all, some of those who
commenced the fight with us have fallen awsay
from the rapks. What think you, my friends, of
the man who promises to go with you and
breaks his trnst? [Applause.|

‘Wm. Quigley, hatter, said one of the papers
spoke of some recruits to one of the new regi-
ments 283 ‘‘aons of the best families in Balti-
more.”"

Healtihh of the City.—Two hundred and
twenty-two deaths occurred in Baltimore for the
week cnded July 23, of which 57 were from
cholera infantum, and 14% were children under
five years of age. The deaths in the week ended
July 21 were 136, cholera intantum 3%; week
ended July 14, 221 deaths, 51 trom cholera infan-
tum. In the week ended July 30, 187, 174
deaths occurred. 'The principal canses of death
last week, other than cholera infantum, were
17 from lung disease, 10 disrrheea, 12 diptheria,
12 whooping cough.

FROM WASHINGTON.

[Special Dispatch to the Baltimore Sun.}
The Military and the Mob—State and

Federal Action—Opinion in Admin-

istration Circles—The Politieal Out-

come in <Congress— Cheap Dema-
gogucism in Prospective.

WasHINGTON, July 30.— Immediately succeed-
ing the riot in Baltimore it was stated in these
diepatches that if the troubles continued to in-
crease the President would recall both Generals
Sherman aond Sheridan {rom the trip which they
were making 1n the Indian country. The Presi-
dent hoped that he could avoid this, aud had it
not been for the spreading of the troubles to so
many of tbe large cities and the excesses which
grew out of the disturbances he would have
Lecu content to rely uvon the experieuced army
commanders who were already available. Gen.
Sheridan has telegraphed bhere his arrival in
Chaicavo, althoueh the row at that point secms
to be pretty well over. Gen. Sherman canuot
return to inis headquarters here for a week, or
possibly longer, unlers the messenger who has
been dispatched for him is extraordinarily for-
tunate.

From the accounts recelved by the President
and Secretary of War to-day they feel confident
that al] fesrs of scrious trouble in the future
may be diemissed. But in case the good sugu-
ries should not be borne ont Shérman and
Sheridan, both cn hand, will contribute very
much to the satisfuction of the authorities hero
and of the public veneraliy. Some apprehen-
sion is felt here in official quarters thut as soon
as the sembiance of danger is over the Siate
authorities in rome instances may grow luke-
warm and the ardor of the militia may cool.

The President 12 very much inclived to think
that if the local authorities at:varions points
had becn 28 prompt and decigive as they 2hould
have been in represeing disorder at iis ftirst
ocutcropoing the stiike would never have culmi-
nated iu such disastrous conseguences. While
he will at all Limes upho!d the State anthorities
in maiutaining peacewith all his constitutional
autnority, the President really so far as he 18
concerned would have much preferred to see the
restcration ot order solely through the exercise
of State power. Two or more members o1 tae
cabinet do not believe that it was possible tor
the States unaided to cope with the insurrec-
tion.

The advocates of a rtrong central covernment
cortinue to insist that the argument is ail on
their shde. The opiuinn in all circies here still
is that under po cireumstances will there be
avy further reduction of the urmy. This, it
seems pettled, can be relied unon. Propozitions
to iucresse the army aud to give additional pow-
ers to the felleral government will certainly be
brought forward, and not all of them from the
republican side. The fate of snch measares
cannet now be foreseen. I there i8 no recur-
rence of disorder between now and the meeting
of Congres=a the viewe of muny will of course be
modified, and o remafn untilanother unchecked
upriging of the mobh occurs.

The riots will afford the matertal for a deal of
cheap demagogueisn, and Congress will be the
theatre for 4 considerable portion of the exhi-
bition.  Already a Pennsyivania democratic
member has promised the rioters in his district
that he will Introduce a bil to distribute ten
miilions dolisrs amony the workingmen, The
President has received pienty of communica-
tions Buggesting propositions quite as gilly as
this,

Payment of Interest on the District
363 Bonds.

WasHINGTOXN, July 30.—7The Diatrict commis-
gionere having notified the Secretary of the
Treasury that they have no District funds avail-
able to meet the August interest on the 3-63s,the
gecretary has ordered the payment to be made
from the United States treasury. The amount
required to pay the half yearly interest is
$250,814 31. Ever rsince the issue of the 3-65
boads the United States government has paid
the interest. There is no doubt that it will
have to pay the interest in the future, as there
is no possibility that the revenues of the Dis-
trict will ever be sufiicient to meet this oblica-
tion. Some members of Congress attempted at
the first session of the last Congress to raise the
issue that the United States was not liable for
these bonds, but the lanzuaze of the act author-

izing them was such that the point could not be
sustained.

The District 3-658 therefore stand to-day on
the same footing =8 all the other government
securities, They have forty-seven years yet to
run, and this fact is the cause of their being
much sought after by permanent investors. A
large numher of individuals and corporations
hoid them in sums rangiu%vfrom £50,000 to
$100.000, and even greater. hile the doubt as
to the liability of the United States was un-
settled the 3-658 were epecuiated in very largely
both here and in New York, and amongst others
several hizh officials here are known to have
realized very handsomely. Now thet the value
of the 3 658 1s settled as clearly as that of other
Tnited States securities the opportunity for
speculating in them to any extent has passed.

FURTHER FROM THE STRIKES,

Dastardly Attempt to Wreeck a Bal-
timore and Ohio Train—One Sol-
dier Injurcd— Another Address by
Mr. Keyser, Ete.

KEvsER, West Virginia, July 81.2.40 A, M.—
A dastsrdly attempt at wrecking trains was
made two miles west of here to-night, Battery
L, Fifth Artillery, Lieut. Simpson, left at ten
o'clock from here for Piedmont to do guard
duty. When they reached two miles west of
here the locomotive, tender and one car were
thirown from the truck by a disptaced switch,

‘The train was moving at the rate of.three
miles an hour. With taster speed i1he truin
wouid have been thrown down a deep embank-
ment, with serious loss of life. 'L'h¢ ouiy per-
sonal injury was to private George Hamilton,
who bad his leg badly crushed between the cab
and tender.

Upon examination it was found that the three
switches ol the main track were unlocked and
thrown open. The locks were found on the
track near by. A portion of the battery pro-
ceeded 1o walk to Piedmont, and utilized a
hund-car which they found turther on. A guard
was left to take charwe of the disabled train,
which i3 yet off the track. Nobody was seen in
the vicinity.

The troops were greatly incensed, and they
would have made it decidediy unpieasant for any
one found in the neighboriocod.

Burning of a Canal Steamboat by
Masked Men.

CUMBERLAND, MD_, July 30.—The canal steam-
boat, **Star No.3,” owned by Welds & Sheridan,
of Cumberland, was burned last nieht at twelve
o’clock by twenty five masked and armed men
at Dam No.6. The steamer arrived at Dam
No. 6at 4 P. M. Sunday and tied up. Before the
burning the crew was notiticd by the leader ot
the ku-klux gang to get their bandanas and
leave within fifteen minutes. 'The steamboat
was then set on fire and burned. The sheriffy
of Allegany and Waabington counties, Md.,
summonec the posse comitatus ot their respec-
tive counties, and are now 1n the neighborhood
of where the destruction occarred. Dam No. 6
is forty-six miles east of Cumberland, on the
line of the canal.

Three steam canal boats owned by the same
firm had been lo.ded by the Maryland Coal
Compauny for Georgetown at ninety ceuts a ton
freight. This is ten cents less than demanded
by the striking boatmen who now blockade
the canal at Sir John's Run. The ten cents dif-
fcrence was the caus® of the burning of the
steamboat.

The services of the eheriff were used some
time agc to compel the boats of this firm to
pass.

The Hardy Light Guard at Sir John’s Run
have received improved arms and ammunition
from the Washington arsenal.

The Strikers at Columbus Taking
Possession of Things.

CorLuMBUs, O, July 30.—The strikers have
compiete control of the Columbus, Chicago and
Indiana Central railroad yurd. They appointed
a yard master of their own and prevented all
freight trains from leaving.,

hen the 3.30 o’clock mail and presencer train
was about to leave the strikers told the
conductor to step downand out, as they hada
man of their own to take the train ont. Vwhen

Superintendent Miller discovered this he or-

dered a aizcontinuance of the train, and eent a

mail coach around by way of Xenia. The

strikers made up freight traine and farnished
crews to take them oat, but abandoued the en-
terprise.

Counsiderable excitement prevails to-night in
the city, and additional special police are being
sworh iu. Business ig very riuch depressed by
the railroad troubles, and merchants are begin-
ning to complain.

The goldiers who were here Satorday went
home yesterday, and as there was no militaryor
police about the strikers had everything their
own way., They are apparentiy sood natured,
and éeem bent upon no mischief beyond inter-
ference with trains.

The leaders of the strikers to-day were stran-
gera, believed to be rioters driven out of Pitts-
burg and other places, who have come here to
stir up some trouble. The Baltimore and Ohio
is not yet receiving freight for shipmeont from
this point, and no freight trains have yet gone
out.

AN IMPORTANT ENGAGEMENT,

An Enormous Tax on Flour,

THE COCHRAN PATENT FOR MILLING—HOW IT
WILL INUREASE THE PRICE OF FLOUR IF
MAINTAINED.

Ex-Gov. Cadwallader C. Washburn, of Wis-
conein, in conversation with a representative of
tbe New York Tribune recently gave a history
of a patent for milling wheal which threatens
to impoxe a tax of millions of dollars on the
flonr consumers of the country. He said:

‘*1 am particularly intercated just now in
fizliting the infumous patent-right swindle
which 18 going to levy tribute on every loaf of
bread made w this couctry, You haven’t heard
about 1t? Why, its making a great sensation in
the West. Tts along story, but I can give you
the gist of it in a few moments. [ am, by the
way, the largest miller in the United States;
my mills being at Minneapolis, Minn. All mil-
lers are now usine what is called the high pro-
cess of grinding, which was generally introduced
in this couutry about 1871, but had been
in use in Europe for Affty years. I
will explain the terms o, high and low grind-
ivg. Low grinding means the bringing the
upper or running mill-stone jow down and
iu close proximity to the nether stone, by rea-
son of which the largest amount of flour is de-
rived from the firat grinding, but. as necessarily
must be the case, a great deal of the outer coat-
ivz of the wheat, together with the embryo,
would be reduced to such fineness 2s to go iute
the flour, and a separation was impossible. 'T'he
high crinding 18 the direct opposite of the low,
and the object is at the firgt grinding to get rid
of brau at once and make as little flour as pos-
gible. This is done by blowing the bran off the
coarse ground grain or middiings, and after-
wards grinding flue the small white grasulez.—
I bought my machines in France. This im
proved process is now absolutely indispensable
to successful milling. Deprive any miiler of it
and he 18 roined.

“A ring of speculators in Washington have
lately eot_hold of an old patent never used, and
have got it reissued so as to cover all the ma-
ct:ines for effecting the process [ have described.
It is called the JCochran patent. After quietly
takiug out the reiseune, they went on without
muaking any noise and took a suit up to the Sa-
preme Court, with 8 man of straw for defend-
ant, and a3 no real defense was made they easily
obiained a decigion bired on an opluion given
by duxtice Miller. Now this gang of patent
swinalers are attacking the heaviest millers
Wwith suits, expecting to tercify all the others.
They have singled out the Jewells of Brooklyn,
the Hexalls of Richmond, and my mills at Min-
nespolia, They have put me under bonds in the
euormous sum of §250,000 peuding the conclu-
sion uf injunction proceedings.

I learn that the patentees propose to be mag-
nanimous, and to grant licenses to such millers
as will recoguize the validity of their patent
{or the muderate sum of $6,000 tor each run of
stones, which for this city alone amounts to the
vast sum of $1,200,600. While primarily this
great snm would come from the millers, really
it all comes out of the farmer and cousumer at
iagt, and theyare the real people most interested
in the defeat of this enormity. Ae there are over

6,000 runs of stones in the United States this li-
cense will amount to £36,000,000. We are going
to bring this great outrage before Congress next
wiater and try to have the patent canceled.”

Mg. BEECHER CONDEMNS COMMUNISM.—In
his sermon at Plymouth Church on Sunday ¢ven
ing the Rev. Henry Ward Beecher vizorously
condemned communism. The life of the mation,
he said, depended upon its individuals as units,
and once massed in communistic methods all
individuality was gone. The liberty of the indi-
vidual was the one vital thing, and there was
1o possible way of maintaiving free government
without it. Ifcitizens were angcls this commun-
istic view would be folly, but as men were, to
attempt to transact the vast atfairs of govern-
ment o this way was so wild au idea that only
a theorist insane by nature and then thrown by
delirium tremens iuto a theory could ever en-
tertain it. Any man who classified labor or
sought to antagonize different classes was an
enciny to his country and to his kind. Kvery
man had a right to alj that he could produce, no
matfer what it was. The trades nnions, while
there was much in them to cominead, were
upou the whole a curse to the workingman, be-
causc they deprived him of his liberty. It was
juet as odious for a brotherhood to say to a man
thet he should not work but 80 many hourss
dav asif it was said bya king with an tron
crown. It was worse even, for it was better to
be swallowed by an anaconda then oitten by five
hundred little vipers. The test of all combina-
tionz, whether by government or individuais,
was, how mauch of liberty do shey secure to the
individual? That was the true test. Any com-
bination that made more of the individnal man,
ali over and all through, was usetul; and any
combination that tended to restrict the individ-
uality of men was pernicious and peironous.
Inthe realm of political economy men would be
ranked by their productive powers. The place
jn the ecale where a man stands might be
changed by his own volition, but the acale re-
mained the same. Inthat scale the men who rep-
resent merely the bodily condition wonld
stand lowest, while those that represent mina
forces would stand the highest. One man
said that the value of a thing was in proportion
to the amount of work put upon it. Another
that it was the cost that determined the value;
a third that it wae the law ot supply and de-
mmaud. All of these viewa, Mr. Beecher maid,
were wronze. The real law was the amount of
mind and the quantity of the mind that was
given toit. This was the divine arrangement,
and could not be changed.

Tizg EXPEDITION TO THE PoLAR S8EAS.—The
schooner fiorence, George E. Tyson, master,
will sa1l for the Polar seas to-morrow to mnake
preiiminary arrangements for the establishment
of the Howgate colony. The schooner carries
no foretopmansts, and ie an aft schooner with a
square-sail yard athwart. ¥er cabin has been
eulargzed to a depth of nearly eleven feet, and
countains ¢ix berths and two staterooms. For-
ward there are tem berths. The walls of her
cabin are of four-inch plank and ceiled. Her
stem has been replanked with ten-inch timbers,
covered with two-inch planka, giving her bows
a total thicknezs of nearly sixteen inches, suffi-
cient to resist tne blows of the fioating ice she
will come in contact with in the Northern seas.
The cooking for her crew will be done below
deck juat forward of her cabin. The larger part
of her supplies are eiready on board. She wiil
carry a supply of canned meats, pork and other
food sufficient to sustain a crew a year. Orray
Taft Sherman. of Providence, a graduate of
Yale, and Ludwig Kumlien, of the Smithsoniaa
Institute, will accompany the expedition. one
as meteorologist and photographer,and the other
as naturalist.

A Harp TimEs NoTE,—A curious illustration
of the eficet the hard times has had on Wilming-
ton, egays the Commercial of that place, *:is
found in the business done in the money order
department at our postoffice. In good timeg,
when the shops here were generally busy, the
postoflice reteived more money to he tent away
than came toit, a great many men from other
pinces having work here and sending a- portion
of thetr earuings home to their families. Now
the baiance is the other way, the office receiving
about $100.000 annualiy to send away and pay-
ing vut abont $118,000. Some Wilmington me-
chanics have obtained work elsewhere, and are
sending home money to their families bere,
while monev is actually reaching here from Eng-
land and Scotland to maintain natives of those
countries here, or to enable them to return to
the old country. This is certainly a condition
of affaira we arc not lhikely to be proud of nor
to take comfort in."
