from this State, showing the fact that no person at the
vote so taken had received a majority of all the votes
of said House of Delegates, for Senator in Congress
from this State, for the term of six years, ending on
the 4th day of March, 1911.

The roll of Senators was then called by the Secre-
tary of the Senate, and it appeared that 26 members
were present.

The Clerk of the House of Delegates then pro-
ceeded to call the roll of the House of Delegates and
91 members answered to their names.

The roll of Senators was then called by the Secre-
tary of the Senate. .
