turnpike road leadlnu to Sharpsburg; thence along the
middle of said turnplke and the middle of South Potomac
Street to the place of beginning.

For Ward Number Three: Beginning in the center of
the Public Square and running southwardly, through the
middle of South Potomac Street and through the middle
of the Sharpsburg Turnpike to the southern boundary ot

the City; thenee with the houndaries of the city, cast-
wardly and northwardly, to intersect a btldlg]lt line
drawn along the middle of Valentine Street and Valen-
tine Street Extem led; thenee westwardly along said line
to the middle of .Jddx%()ll Tane or North (‘annon Avenue;

the middle of Kast Franklin Street; thenee southwardly
two hundred and seventy-six feet to an alley; thence
