WHEREAS, it would be harmful to the interests of all those using
;c)he Chesapeake Bay to have this project completed; now, therefore,

Resolved by the General Assembly of Maryland, That the Governor
and the Board of Public Works be requested to choose an alternate
site not so important to recreation in the Chesapeake Bay for the
dumping of dredging spoils from Baltimore Harbor; and be it
further
