In accordance with Article 11, Section 17, of the Maryland Constitution,
I have today vetoed House Bill 1531.

This bill exempts the Elk River in Cecil County from the provisions
governing gill net fishing from Friday midnight until Sunday midnight.

The Department of Natural Resources has urged that I veto House Bill
1531 because its language inadvertently extends this exemption far beyond
the scope apparently intended by the bill’s sponsors. For the reasons given
in the attached copy of the Department’s letter, which is to be considered
a part of this message, I have decided to veto House Bill 1531.
