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Board, for any expenditure authorized by that act, previded that the next ensuing
sale of general obligation bonds shall include the issuance of bonds under the
authority of that act in an amount at least equivalent to the amount of the funds so

advanced.

SECTION 12. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That the net new debt to be
authorized by legislation in fiscal year 2001 may not exceed $460,000,000, as

evidenced by the following:
