(1) THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE ORDER OF SUSPENSION OR
REVOCATION; OR

(2) AN ORDER OF REINSTATEMENT ISSUED BY THE BOARD.

(B) IF A LICENSEE HAS FAILED FdR ANY REASON TO RENEW THE LICENSE
FOR A PERIOD OF LESS THAN 5 YEARS, THE BOARD SHALL REINSTATE THE LICENSE
IF THE SOCIAL WORKER:

(1} APPLIES TO THE BOARD FOR REINSTATEMENT OF THE LICENSE;

(2) MEETS THE CONTINUING EDUCATION REQUIREMENTS OF § 19-308
OF THIS SUBTITLE FOR EACH 2-YEAR PERIOD THAT THE LICENSE WAS NOT
RENEWED; AND

{3) PAYS TO THE BOARD THE REINSTATEMENT FEE SET BY THE BOARD.

(C} IF A LICENSEE HAS FAILED FOR ANY REASON TO RENEW THE LICENSE
FOR A PERIOD OF 5 YEARS OR MORE, THE SOCIAL WORKER SHALL MEET THE
CURRENT REQUIREMENTS FOR LICENSURE.
