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3. A late fee of [50 percent] $50 is paid by the applicant in
addition to the license fee.

(k) (1) In addition to any other penalty provided in this title, the
Department may suspend for a period of not less than 10 days nor more than 365 days
a person’s entitlement to'engage in a particular activity or activities under a tidal fish
license. .

(2) During a period of suspension imposed by the Department, the
person penalized is not and shall not be authorized under any existing, renewed, or
new tidal fish license to engage in the particular activity or activities for wh:ch the
suspension is imposed.

(3) The following are grounds for suspension under this section:

(i) Making any false statement in an application for a tidal fish
license;

(ii) Conviction of a person for violations under this title so often as
to 1nd1cate an intent to disregard the fish and fisheries laws of the State, provided
that proceedings for revocation on this ground are based on no fewer than:

1. 3 convictions for violations occurring on separate days
within any 365 day period, of provisions under 1 subtitle of this title; or

2. ° 5 convictions for violations occurring on separate days
within any 365 day period, of any provisions under this title;

(iii) Failure to submit reports required by the provisions of this title
or by the Depa.rtment pursuant to provisions-of this title; or

(iv) Failure for a nonresn:lent of the State t,o appear in court
pursuani to a citation issued by a Natural Resources police officer, or to any other
process issued by any court of Maryland, for violation of this title.

(4) [(1)]1 The following are grounds for revocation of a tidal fish license:

[1.] () Submitting a false report required by the provisions
of this title or by the Department pursuant to the provisions of this titie; OR

[2.] () Suspension of the person’s tidal fish license under
paragraph (1) of this subsection more than once in any 24-month period.

EGi) If a personm’s license is revoked under this paragraph, upon
application for any new license under subsection (f) of this section, the person shall be
deemed a secondary candidate under subsection (f}(3) of this section.]

(5) For purposes of suspensions under subparagraph (ii) of paragraph (3)
of this subsection, the Department shall adopt as part of its procedural regulations:
