Yefterday the fignal was difplayed on
Staten-Ifland tor a fleet, not. exceeding
five fail, being feen in the offing, but we
have not learned what they are nor from
whence they came,

On Tuefday arrived here his majefty’s
fhip Halifax,  commanded by J. H.
Bowers, Efq; from Charles.town, with
the November mail, brought there by the
Antelope packet, from Falmouth, and
ditpatches from the royal army in South.
Carolina, She left Charles-town on the
sth inftant; and on the 7th retook a
fchooner fronmt Halifax bound for Charles-
town, laden with flour, fith, &c. which
had been captured by the privateer Ariel,
from Philadelphia. On Sunday the'1sth,
fhe fell in with & line of battle ({ip, which;
by not anfwering the fignals made by
capt. Bowers, was known to be an enemy.
The weather being hazy, the Halifax was
within gun fhot before the firength of the
enemy was difcovered; capt. Bowers
having the weather gage, threw the reefs
out of his top4ails, fet his top-gallant-
fails, and kept clofe by the wind; the
enemy was near an hour in getting her
top-gallant-fails fet, which, when doue,
made her gain faft on the Halifax. Capt.
Bowers no fooner difcovered the advan-
tage, than he fet his feering-fails, and
bore awdy, keeping the wind a-baft the
beam; the purluigg veflel was nearly an
hour in getting her fteering-fails fet; as
fhe was ier top-gallant-fails; however,
fhe had greatly the advantage in point of
failing, and at fun-fet was withing fwivel
thot, but the wind being weftward, and
cleating up in that quarter, drove the
fog to the eaftward, and rendered three-
fourths of the horizon dark, which ena-
bled ¢apt. Bowers to rig out his fteering-
fails to leeward, without being obferved,
and by fhifting his tacks, fuddenly gain-
ed fo much as totally run the enemy out
of fight. -

On the aoth ult. a rebel party, confift:
ing of thirty, made an attempt to deftroy
the ftores at Monck's-corner, thirty miles
from Charles-tewn, South-Carolina.

By advices from Barbados we learn,
that_the Britifh'fitet under_the command_
of Sir George Bridges Rodney, confifted
of 36 fhips of the line, and that the army
was no lefs than 10,000 effetive men,
and that the French was equal in number

of thips to that of the Britith.
