‘¢ The annual reviews commenced here the 26th
of laft month, which was hard fatigue, as the feafon
here is very warm. All the field-officers and captains
dined the days of the review with the governor ; his
table is very poorly provided for, owing to our being
{fo fituated with Barbary, having not the fmallett
communication with the emperor, he being much
difpleafed with us for not fupplying him with pow-
der, and a variety of other things which he daily de.
mands of us, The king has awrote to bim, and this
week the commodore, with his fleet, 1ails for Moga-

dore to meet the emperor, when it is not doubted but

all differences will be adjufted, and his requefts com-
plied with, as he is too infignificant for us to go to

war with, having but two frigates, and a few fmall

craft. His towns on the fea-coaft cannot be com-

ared to Nevin; our demolithing them would not

iftrefs him much, nor anfwer any end for England,
It is faid, two of his fons have rebelled againit him,
and his whole army are in motion to quell them.
One he had by an Englith woman, who has fixteen
thoufand troops, befides the blacks. No talk here
of the Turks or Ruffians. We have two Datch men
