WESTERN INTELLIGENCE.

Since our laft feveral gentlemen have arrived in this
town from Kentucky, by whon: we have been inform-
ed, that a general and uninterrupted trade has taken
place between ‘the inhabitants of that country and thofe
of the Spanifh fettlement at New-Orleans; feveral
boats loaded with goods to a very confiderable amount,
having arrived before our informants came away ; that
in return they took large quantities of tobaccfo, beef,
that from every appearance this trafhc
likety to-be—continued -and-carried-on-with-the
greateft alacrity, which cannot fail proving of the moft
infinite mutua{advantagc. |

e were further informed, that moft of the fettle-
by the favages, no hoftilities having for fome time palt
been committed by them except at the Little Miami,
where, about five weeks fince, a Shawanefe chief
called Black-Fifh, and one of the Wyandot chiefs,
with a number of warriors, took three white people
who were out furveying, and brought them in, under
guard, to the garrifon ftation at the mouth of the Little

" Miami.—Their pretenfions were to fettle a treaty with

the gacrifon, which our informants fay was completed
on good terms by captain Mac Geath and others. . The
Shawanefe chief was fo fond of captain Mac Geath,
that he offered to take him through the Indian country.
Thefe chiefs and warriors afterwards had it in their
power to-deftroy three crews and their eﬂ-'e&s_, but they
proved friendly, furnifhed them with provifions, and
treated them kindly. _

The Shawanefe and Wyandots had feveral times be-
fore taken prifoners and brought them into the garrifon,

‘with profeflions of friendfhip; but it was fufpected

their only intentions were .to make their obfervations
and get liquors, but from the above pacific conduét
the white inhabitants begin to put fome confidence in
them, and pleafe themfelves with the hope of enjoying
a peaceable fummer. e

The court of Lifbon have at length concluded their
long depending treaty of commerce with the Ameri-
can ftates, by virtue of which the Portuguefe are to
take corn, &c. from the American veflels, for which
the Americans are to receive the. produce of Portugal
in exchange; the Portuguefe having reftrited by a
particular article of the treaty, the American veflels
from carrying away any of the gold or filver current
coin of the kingdom of Portugal, as gold and filver in
bars, or in any other fhape than that of plate in fer-
vices, utenfils, wearables: and jewellery, &c. on pain
of confifcation of the fhips, cargo, &c. where fuch
gold or filver may be difcovered; as alfo the mafter
and officers of. the fhips to be imprifoned in fuch
cafes, to an{fwer before a tribunal at Lifbon or Oporto,
the chatges for any fuch breach of the treaty. Thus
America is placed under greater reftri¢tions than other
nations.

A letter from La Flotte, dated January 12, fays,
¢ On the 8th inft. an uncommon and difaftrous event
happened here at half paft one at noon : the rigorous
froft for fome days preceding had frozen the fea quite
to all the places of anchorage in this port; and a fud-

den breeze arifing from the fouth, the whole fheet of

ice extending three leagues, gave way all together,
with a terrible crafh, and carried away
40 veflels, the whole of which loft their anchors and
cables.
