It is now certain, that the defeat of the left wing

of prince Cobourg’s army, commanded by Tertzi,

and H-henloe, was the principal caufe of the Infs of
the battle, which obliged the generals to retreat in the
night to avoid being precipitated into the Sambre.—
"The retreat was effetted in good order, and the army
is now encamped alone on the other fidz of the river,
partly under cover of Quefnoy and Valenciennes.
The regiments of BrechianvilleggB:etin Kaunitz
infantry, Kavanah, Cobourg, . Bare#§ Royal Alla-
mande cavalry (a French regiment that came over with
Dumourier) have fuffered the miolt. That of Kava-
nzh had 213 men killed, and 18> wounded, The
lofs of the other reziments was in the fame propcriion,
" The French attaciked us in ail points at once, with
from 70 to §8,0co men, commanded by generdl Jour-
dan ; general Dupont commanded the right,.—~—Le-
vafTeur and Bentabole, the two repref-ntatives of the
people, appeared fword in hand at the head of their
combatants, whom they animated with loud cries ct
exhortation to advance, and as loudly menaced, when
they feemed to hefitate. Behind their firit line, an

—ymrmrenfe mumber of women, without fear or diforder,-

{npplied the {rldiers with a:nmunirion, diltnbptcd
brandy among them, and carried off the wounded :
Such were the means by which they obtained a victory
over our brave and veteran trcops.

The condué of the Ditch tronps in this aétion is
firongly talked of. Irisvery confidently affirmed, that
Byland’s dragoons fled outright, and lett one of the
flanks of the main bedy, which they were ftationed
to cover, qui‘e expofed ; and that three whole con-
pamies went over to the enemy.

The Englith who came up juft as the battle was
beginning, were not in a condition to difplay their

accuitomed valour and intrepidity. They were ¢x-

hauited by the fatigues of a forced march of nine
