FRENCH & RUSSIANS.
PHILADELPHIA, YEB. 8.
By the arrival of the- fast sailing
ship Ann Maria, Donaldson in 29
days from Lisbon, the editor of the
Freeman’s Journal has been favour-
¢d with the perusal ot London pa,
pers to the 21st December, frowm
which we have time only to make
the following extracts :—
b Despatchieshadbeenreceived from
Lord Cathcart, dated the 23d and
25th Nov. containing an account
of a continued series of viélories and
successes obtained by the Russians
over the French.  On the 9th Nov.
Count Orloff Denizoff defeated a
corps of the imperial guard under
general Barraguay D‘Hiliers; one
division under Charpentier was near-
ly cut to pieces ; D*Hillier’s divisi-
on made a rapid retreat, and Ange-
teau, brother to the Marshal, after
losing 1000, surrendered the remain-
der 2000 men to captain Pargner.—
On the 12th, a foraging party of the
cavalry and artillery was attacked by
the same officer, who killed 1500,
made 1500 prisoners of these impor-
tant corps and took 1000 prisoners
and 400 carriages chiefly laden with
stores. The Frenchin theirretreat
from Smolensk, under Davoust were
turned by a reinforcement, ugder
prince Galitzin, andafter ﬁghfidg!he
fight of despair gave up the day with
the loss of two Generals, 58 Officers
9170 rank and file prisoners, 70pie-
ces cannon .and three standards.—
‘The baton of Davoust was one of
the trophies of this glorious day.—
The loss of killed and wounded was
immense ; but the strongest feature
of ‘all was the presence of Buona-
arte. When the day turned he
fled and lefehis army to their fate.
The French having quitted §men
lensk, Marshal Kutusoff advinc-
ed in additional force to cut off the
rear division of Ney. On the 17th
Nov. about 8 in the afternoon, this
memorable action began by an at-
tack on the Russian linc; the
French under cover of a fog, ad-
vanced to the foot of the batteries;
