His royal highness can
never admit that in the exercise of
the undoubted & hitherto undisputed
right of searching neutral merchant
vessels in time of war, for the im-
pressment of British seamen, when
found therein, canbe deemed any vio-
lation of a neutral flag. Neithzrcan
he -admit that the taking such sea-
men from on board such vessels, can
be considered by any neutral state
as a hostile measure, or a jjustifiable
cause of war.

ment, and which Mr. Foster was au-
thorised formally and officially to dis-

avow. ‘The charge of exciting the

Indians tooffensivemeasurcs against

the United States, is equally void of
foundation. Before the war began,

a policy the most opposite had been

uniformly pursued, and proof of this

was tendered by Mr.. Foster to the

American Government. Such are

the causes of war which have been

put forward by the United States.—

But the real origin-of the present

contest will be found in that spirit

which has long unhappily actuated

in the Councils of the United States;

their marked partiality in palliating

and assisting the aggressive tyranny

of France; their systematic endea
vours to inflame their people against

the conduct of Spain, the intimute

ally ot Great Britain! and their un-

worthy descrtion of the cause of o-
ther ncutral dations. It is through

the prevalence of such councils that

America has been associated in poli-
cy with France, and committed in
war against G, Britain.

And under what condut on the
part of I'rance has the government
of the United States thus lent itself
to the enemy?! The contemptuous
violation of the commercial treaty
of the year 1800 between France and
the United States, the treacherous
seizure of all American vessels and
cargoes inall harbours subject to the
controul of the I'rench arms; the
tyrannical principles of the Berlin
and Milan Decrees, and the cenfis-
cations under them; the subsequunt
condemnation under the Rambouil-
let Decree, antedzted or concealed
to render it the more effectual; the
Frenchcommercialregulatiens which
render the traffic of the U. States.
with France almost illusory; the
burning of their merchant 3hips at |
sca, long after the alledged repeal of
the French Decrees—All these acts
of violence on the part of France
produce from the government of the
United States only such complaints
as end in acquiesence and submissi-
on, or are accompanied by suggesti-
ons for enabling France to give the
semblance of a legal form to her u-
surpations, by converting them into
municipal regulations. '

The disposition of the government
of the United States—this complete
subserviency to the ruler of France
—this hostile temper towards Great
| Britain, are cvident in almost every
page of the official correspondence
‘of the American with the French
government,—Against this course of
conduct, the real cause of the pre-
sent war, the Prince Regentsolemn-
ly protests.  Whilst contending a-
gainst France, in defence not only
of the liberties of Great Britain but
of the world, his Royal Highness
was entitled to look for @ far differ-
ent result. From theircommon ori-|
gin—-'-frgm their common interests—
rom ‘their professed principles, of
freedom and independence, the U,
States were the last power, inwhich
G. Britain could have expefted to
find a willing instrument -and abet-
tor of French tyranny,’ Disappoint-
ed inthis his expectation, the Prince
Regent will stjll pursue the policy,
which the British Government has
so long and invariably “maintaiped,
i’ repelling injustice, and in Bupport-
ing’the general rights of ‘nations ;
and, tnhder the favor of Providence,
relying on the justice of her cause,
and the-tried loyalty and frmness of
the British nation, his Reyal High-
ness confidently looks forwarad to a
