But, in the first place, they will not
have to contend against such gene-
rals as they had to contend against
before, nor such officers and soldiers.
They will, if our troops really should
land in their country, have to con-
tend with those wha have defeated
French armies ; with skill of all
sorts ; experience in the men as well
as the officers ; with courage, dis-
cipline, and the habit of victory.
All these will require something
more than the Americans have yet
thought of.  Thean, in the last war,
America hdd three great -maritime
powers on her side, and one power
to send her aid in officers and men.
