An Lidian Tradition.

On the woot ond of Martha's Vine-
yard are high ciiffs of variegated colour-
ed earths. known by the name of Guy.
head. On the top of the hill isa large
cavity, which has the appearance of the
crater of an extingnished volcano, and
there are evident marks of former sub
terranecous fires. The Indians who lived
about this spet have a tradition, that a
cortain deitv resided theve before the
Europeaus comeinto America; that his
name was Mavshop; that Le uced to
step out on a ledie of rocks which ran
into the sea.and take npa whale, which
he broiled fov his own eating. on the
cols of the aforesaid veleano. and of:
ten invited the Indians to dine with
him, or cave them the relicks of his
meal. ‘That once, to shew their grati-
tude to Manchop fer Dis very Zreat
Kindne. tothem, they made an otiering
to him of all the tobacco which crew
upon the Isiand in ore season. Tiis
was scarcely =ufticient to il Lis zreut
pipe. but he reccived the presenit very
graciously, smoked his pipe. and tnened
out the ashes of it into thersgrati'ioh
formed the island of Nantucket. $Ujpon
the comnng of the kurop2ans into A-
merica.
