Letters from
Copenhagen mention that the, four
men above named, (in consequehce
of one of their body, having, ina
state of intoxicarion, disclosed some
uspicious circumstances) were ar-
rested. These four wer. brought
before che civil authority, and on
their examination confessed their
agency in this horrid mutiny & mur-
der. They stated that the captain
was soon dispatched, that the mate
and supercargo fought desperately,
but werc at length overcome, Seven
thousand dollars in specie were
found in their possession, They
further stated that seven of the
crew.had fled to England. . There
having been fourd no pruof of cri-
minality against Nathaniel White,
he was dimissed.—Telegraph.
